A few weeks ago the conductors
on'the cable lines were sadly "taken
in,"but, having got on to the move,
there has been 'a cessation of the at-
tempts to pass bad money. The con-
ductors examine every dollar that is
now handed for change.

The Lowry new Arcade building is
being pushed vigorously. Two large
gangs of men are employed, one for the
day and the other for the night. Work
at night is made possible by a liberal
distribution of electric arc lights. The
building is to be completed in August.

CORSE BECOMES A FREAK.

The "Human Chameleon" Tells

How He Happened to Get Into
the St. Paul Museum.
The St. Paul museum is a decidedly

enterprising institution. Last Sunday
the Globe printed the story of William
Corse, an old gentleman seventy-two
years of age, who had come to St. Paul
.from Adams county, Illinois, and who
changes his color from white to black.
The article was headed "A Human
Chameleon," and went on to describe
the man and the manner in which he
fellinto the condition in which he now
is. Tho man is now in the St. Paul
museum, posing as a freak of nature.

To a Globe reporter the old gentle-
man told how itall came about. Corse
was seen by the reporter Saturday aft-
ternoon. That same night he was
wandering aimlessly :about the city,
and finally drifted into the museum.
The manager noticed the strange dis-
crepancy first, the color of his face and
his features, inquired about him, and
finally made him such a handsome offer
to appear at the museum that he could
not refuse. So there he is, a livingwit-
ness to the truth of the strange story
published Sunday in the Globe. Corse
said in a confidential tone to the Globe
man that he was so far away from home
now that he did not mind the publicity
of the thing.

A FAMOUS CRAFT.

Duluth Owns a Yacht Noted on
Eastern Waters.

Duluth papers have announced the
recent purchase of the steam yacht
Picket by Col. Graves, Maj.Upham and
other residents of that city. She is one
of the finest vessels of -her class on the
lakes; was built at Brooklyn in 18S7 to
stand the strongest ocean storms. W.
F. Bottsfoid, of Port Huron, was her
owner, and in the second year of her
life she endured and surmounted one of
the severest gales ever known on Lake
St. Clair. It was on this little vessel
that Judge Allen G. Thurman
and party were carried from
Toledo to Port Huron in Au-
gust, 1838, when the -"Old Roman"
was to open the presidential campaign
at Port Huron. Itwillbe remembered
that after a supper at the Grosse Point
club house, at the head of the Detroit
river, the party embarked on the Picket
for a speedy run across the lake and up
St. Clair river to the Oakland mineral
springs hotel. They leftthe club house
at 8 o'clock, and the people along the
shore, who had witnessed many severe
storms, soon became alarmed over the
gale and, when at last the staunch little
Picket steamed up to the Oakland house
after 1o'clock in the morning, with.her
drenched passengers and weary crew,
they learned that one vessel had been
built which was proof even against the
storms for which little Lake St. Clair
was famous.

ENTOMBED, YET ALIVE
A Marvelous Case of What

May Be Suspended Ani-
mation

Is in the Vault of Oakland
Cemetery to Await De-

velopments,

The Body of a Lady, Twice
Buried, Shows Signs of

Animation.

An Agonized Husband and
Perplexed 7 Physician Are

Interested.

Facts are frequently more remarka-
ble and. even startling, than any fabric
woven by the most- fanciful imagina-
tion, an aphorism which is proven by

the occurrences of almost every day in
the fields of science, philosophy and in-
vention. Who would have believed a few
years ago that a person could communi-
cate hundreds of miles withanother by
talking into a little instrument called a

telephone? Or who would have be-
lieved until recently that a little sheet
of tinfoil could be made to reproduce

the sounds of the human voice? When
the story of the trip of Phileas Fogg
around the world in eighty days was
told, it was believed to be an impossible
feat, vet George Francis Train has just
accomplished it-in sixty-seven days.
The

'
phenomena of nature are more

wonderful than all others. Notwith-
standing the advancement of science,
there are still conditions that are in-

explicable and at which the human
mind stops, groping blindly for means
to unravel the mystery.

A strange case of suspended ;anima-
tion has just developed in the Arlington
Hills district of the city. A similar case
occurred here several years ago, when
a railroad man supposedly died from
typhoid fever. Twenty-four hours after
he was pronounced dead, a barber came
to shave him, and in the operation
drew blood. Later the man recovered.
The present case is that of Mrs. Louise
Klinefelter. The lady is the wife of
Louis Klinefelter, who is associated
with his father in the manufacture of
tonic beer, at 740 Payne avenue. Mrs.
Klinefelter has been ill for some time
with embolism, a medical term for a
clotting of the blood. A week ago to-
day she died, and on last Friday after-
noon she was buried iv Oakland ceme-
tery. The remains looked so natural
and lifelike that the -

about burying her, but as all prepara-
tions for the funeral had been made he
was prevailed upon to proceed. Dr.
Pool, the attending physician, Jacob
Rochstroh, the undertaker, and others
pronounced her dead. Ou Saturday the
husband recollected that his wife had a
premonition that she would be buried
alive, add before her death had related
this to a relative. He called upon
Dr. Pool and expressed his conviction
that Mrs. Klinefelter had been buried
while in a state of suspended anima-
tion. Together Klinetitter and the
doctor proceeded to Oakland
cemetery and had the sexton
exhume the body. Dr. Pool performed
the usual tests insuch cases, and found
that the circulation, respiration and
cutaneous indications were as indeath.
He also applied a galvanic battery with-
out any signs of there being life. The re-
mains were thereupon reinterred. Mon-
day Mr.Klinefelter had the body again
taken up and nlaced in the vault at Oak-
land cemetery, the lidof the coffin being
removed to await developments.? It
was noticed then that the lips were
bloodless, and the face, while still very
natural, was quite pale. An examina-
tion yesterday showed showed that the
lips were full and red, and the face re-
markably lifelike. There was, how-
ever, no further indication of return-
ing life. The body still remains in the
vault to await further inspection and
developments.

The Klinefelter are a very respect-
able family,and reside on Beaumont
street, at No. 611. The son, Louis, lives
next door, at No. 009. Louis was not at
home last evening, but Mr. and Mrs.
Klinefelter answered the Globe report-
er's ring of the bell. They were much
averse to talking upon the subject, dis-
likingpublicity. They stated that the
son, Louis, was satisfied that his wife
had been buried while in a state
of suspended animation, and con-
firmed all that has been stated
in the story above. The daugh-
terin-law had a premonition of being
buried alive, and only a short time be-
fore her supposed death had related
this conviction to a relative of the fam-
ilyin Minneapolis. They emphasized
the fact of the BagS

APPEARANCE OF DEATH
on Monday, and the remarkable life col-
oring of the lips and face found at the
inspection of the body yester-
day. They had doubts about
Mrs. Klinefelter's recovery, but
thought itwas clearly a case of .being
ina trance. The body willbe kept in
the vault untilthere is a return of life
or assured death. Incidentally, Mr.
Klinefelter remarked that he had been
in a similar state at one time, and his
body prepared for burial. He remained
inthat condition for twenty-four hours,
conscious of human voices, seemingly
from afar, but absolutely powerless to
manifest a signal or sign.

A call at 534 Collins street found Dr.
D. Pool, the physician who had attend-
ed Mrs. Klinefelter, and who had per-
formed the tests at Oakland cemetery.
Insubstance Dr. Pool stated that lie
pronounced Mrs.Klinefelter dead, which
she was to all appearances. Her dis-
ease was embolism, or a clot of blood at
the heart, which stopped its beating.
He accompanied Mr.Klinefelter, the
husband, to' Oakland and per-
formed the tests, as related. There
was one test which he had not
made and about which he informed the
husband. Itwas an operation on the
eye, drawing off a certain substance.
Ifstill alive the subject's eye will fill
again, but the sight will be destroyed.
Ifdead, there will be no filling up.
There was a

-
possibility of Mrs. Kline-

felter being in a trance, but only a pos-
sibility. In cases of catalepsy sus-
pended animation sometimes fol-
lowed; but it was not A- -a'
characteristic ot embolism. Dr.
Pool said there were remarkable cases
of susDended animation which science
could not account for. Meantime Mrs.
Klinefelter is lyingin the vault at Oak-
land. Anxious friends and relatives '
are hoping that she may return to life.
Scientific minds admit the possibility,
but doubt the probability. Allawait
future developments with a great de-
gree of interest.

WANT TH OFFICES.'

Old Soldiers Roast the Home
Management and Talk Polit-
ics.
The old soldiers' association, organ- •

ized to enforce the tenets of the Under-
wood act, the law providing that old
soldiers shall be given the offices and
public positions, discussed the soldiers'
home matter again last night. It was
alleged that many civilians had been
given employment in the home at fat
salaries, to the prejudice of old soldiers :
perfectly competent to perform the
duties required. Capt. 11. A. Castle, a
member of the soldiers' home board,
and Dr. J. H. Murphy, assistant sur-
geon of the home,'' refuted the charge
in emphatic language. Capt. Castle
explained that the home is often vis-
ited and inspected by the G. A. K. and
by the Woman's relief corps, and that
these had pronounced the management
satisfactory. None but old soldiers are
employed there, save the chef and ex-?
pert nurses. The management had
been absolutely unable, Capt. Castle
averred, to secure old soldiers to fill
these positions; and? several had been .
tried, but they were incompetent, and
they disregarded the rules of -the home
and had to be discharged.: _?

r

Dr. Murphy stated that there are only
five inmates of the home who are physi-
cally able to perform manual labor, or
who can earn. their own board, and that
it is positively necessary to employ ex-
pert nurses.

While the organization is avowedly
non-partisan politically, au old
soldier who is not a mem-
ber savagely attacked the pres-
ent Democratic administration, and
declared that the old soldiers are Re-
publicans, and that they cannot expect
a position in St. Paul. Others, who are
members, took up the issue and assever-
ated till.-many of the old soldiers are
Democrats, and accentuated their re-
marks by the declaration that these
were just as good soldiers as were the
Republicans. The association has de-
cided to promulgate the demand for
one-twentieth of the positions in the

BLASTED BY A BOLT.

Charles Cone Killedby Lightning
at Lake City. Mj^l

The funeral occurred yesterday from
the late residence of the deceased on
Case street of Charles F. Cone, who died
at Lake City Saturday morning from
the effects of a lightning shock. Mr.
Cone was visitingon the. farm of his
nephew, Herbert Cone, near Lake City,
and Friday evening was assisting to re-
pair a wire fence. Rain was falling
lightly at the time, and an occasional
lightning flash gave no cause for alarm
in the estimation of the workers. Mr.
Cone was hauling the slack out of a
length of wire when a terrific electric
shock threw him down. He was at once
taken to the liouse and restoratives ap-
plied, but he never rallied from the
shock, dying at 10:30 next evening. The
deceased was subject to heart disease,
and it is thought that the shock he re-
ceived would not have proved fatal but
for this. The remains were interred at
Oakland cemetery, having been shipped
to St. Paul Monday. Mr.Cone leaves a
widow and two children, who are now
in Pennsylvania visiting relatives.
They nave been notified of their be-
reavement.

A CAUSE CELEBRE.

The Stensgaard Suit Against the
Title Insurance Company. -"

Aloud echo was heard in the court
house, yesterday, of the famous trial
and acquittal of Louis T. Stensgaard on
the charge of forging the name of A.
L'ihleinto a deed. Itwas in the form
of a suit by Stensgaard against The Real
Estate Title Insurance Company, to re-
cover $10,000 on the policy issued to
Stensgaard to protect his title in the
piece of property purporting to have
been conveyed to him in the celebrated
deed. The facts are probably wellre-.?
membered, as they made quite stir
at the time. A deed was recorded
conveying by August Uhlein to Louis
T. Stensgaard a certain valuable piece
of property. The insurance company
issued a policy for $10,000 on' the title,
Itwas afterwards developed that Uih-
lein's signature to the deed was a for-
gery, aiidhis title was quieted by an ac-
tion for that purpose. A charge of
forgery was preferred against Stens-
gaard, who was tried and acquitted, and
who now su« to recover the policy
value.
• The defense is that Stensgaard com-
mitted a breach of warranty in his ap-
plication for the insurance. It is al-
leged that he claimed to have paid §11,-
--000 for life property, in- reality having
paid but $3,000 incash and some worth-
less mining stock. The insurance com-
pany pleads that had it known the ex-
act state of affairs, the policy would
never have been issued.

Financial Condition of State In-
stitutions— of Penal
Populations.
Secretary Hart, of the state board of-

correction and charities, has completed
his statement of the condition ;of the
finances of the state institutions for the
nine months ending April30 last. The
report shows that the amount of cash
in the hands of the institution treas-
urers has decreased since July 31, 1889,
from§20,300 to §10,700, and the"amount
of funds in the hands of superintend-
ents has increased since July 31, 1889,
from §20,000 to §32,500. The amounts
payable have increased since July 31
from §45,000 to $09,000. The special
expenses for the nine months ending
April30, 1889, ... were $284,000, and :the
current expenses . were :§405,000 as
against special §262,000, current §429,-
--000, total §091,000, for the nine mouths
ending April 30, 1889. The surplus
from current funds has increased since
July 31, 1889, from $42,000 , to §47,000,
and" the state prison deficit has de-
creased to §1,410, and the state public

•school deficit to §225, while fhe Roch-
ester hospital deficit has been over-
come. The reformatory deficit has in-
creased to §15,210.

The current expenses, per inmate, for
the year ending AprilSO have been:
