PHASES OF LIFE.

The public library has become a
favorite place for clandestine meetings.

It is peculiarly adapted to that sort of
thing, too, inmany ways, full of nooks
shaded by projecting walls from prying
eyes, which offer advantage to the
young couple who desire a cosy little
chat out of sight of the public. But it
is especially convenient for those meet-
ings which occur without the knowl-
edge of papa or mamma, meeting of
young girls with men with whom
they have struck up an ac-
quaintance per a flirtation, but
of whom they know nothing
other than that they are good looking,
pleasant and possessed of engaging
manners. Appointments for down town
meetings would be dangerous for many
reasons, especially as friends of the girl
are ikely to come along at any moment,
while the library is far enough up town
to be safe from ultro-watchful eyes.
Moreover, young Miss Indiscreet can
always find an excuse for going to the
library without exciting suspicion in
the mind of mamma. The library is a
great convenience for these young peo-
ple, and, to all appearances, its advan-
tages are being appropriated.

Speaking of the public library calls to
mind an improvement which might be
made in one department of that excel-
lent institution. Some system of cata-
loguing the periodicals, especially that
portion of them that is composed of
magazines and kept inniches orpigeon-
holes, each magazine in a compartment
of its own. As the magazines are now
disposed one may sometimes be com-
pelled to look through the whole
supply of magazines before find-
ing the one that he wants,
whereas, if each pigeon-hole were
labelled with the name of the periodical
findinga resting place therein, it would
be a vast convenience to the public.
Such labelling might appear out of
keeping with the elegantly finished
library interior, but appearances should
never be allowed tostand in the way of
utility. It is suggested to Librarian
Putnam that he descend from the ether
to terra firma one day and institute
Borne such reform.** » *

That is his ob-
ject inlife. He burns with the convic-
tion that, the spiritual welfare of tte
poor working people being obtained,
the specious dangerous labor problems
with which their hearts throb to-day
will,of necessity, be brought to a fitting
conclusion.

Another great point in this great or-
ator's favor are the physical qualities
he possesses, that complete him as a
great-preacher. He is of unusually tall
statute, of square but splendidly mould-
ed and noble features, a face that has
about ita halo, an earnest manifesta-
tion most evident of great sincerety,
honesty, conviction, kindliness, deepest
feeling of real sympathy with the suf-
ferings and wants and mistakes of hu-
manity. Then, too, that grand voice,
ringing out indeep musical tone with
burning, eloquentlanguage.showing the
man of study, of culture, whose truest
culture as a complete man of God has
been obtained by a total familiarity
with all classes of God's creatures.
Again the magnificence of expression,
delivery—great because unconsciou— as
giftof God, not study; all these go to
make him incomparable in the place
and work he has so nobly filled.

F. C. A. SPLINTER
is comparatively a young man— about
thirty-five years of age— ten years a
priest—the same length of time en-
caged on the missions in the West.
Here his work, through necessity of the
obscure places he has been in,has not
brought him into the great prominence
of his worthy co-laborer in the mission.
Yet his order has recognized his un-
usual powers, and five years ago in-
trusted him with the great responsi-
bilityofcaring for and fostering the mis-
sionary work In this our Western
country.

He has filled every expectation. To-
day he promises a great and successful
future, when years shall have ripened
the splendid gifts with which he has
been endowed— having a 9an end
recognition of his powers as
a preacher and missionary— not
alone in the West but through-
out the whole country. His work in
the West has brought the greatest suc-
cess

—has compelled wide and sincere
praise. He is also a man of tall stat-
ure, slender form, ascetic appearance,
with a head grandly formed "and fea-
tures regularly chiseled— a profile com-
pletely classic. Very often there has
been remarked a strangely strong re-
semblance between him and that emi-
nent and honorable tragedian, Booth.
He is veryunobtrusive— intensely hum-
ble. His order has sought to honor
him, but never could prevail on him to
accept recognition of his labors or his
talents. There is about him a great and
indescribable charm— in the pulpit a
most strange force. His words, ideas,
the thoughts they convey cut, one as
the keenest blade, and anon flash upon
the mistaken sinner's soul as God's
own lightning, bringing remorse where
wrong, light where dark. His career
willbe remarkable. He is unusually
gifted.

The trend of his discourse is to lash
with fiery words, seething iv Divine
ancer for the wilfulcrlmes"of man, the
wilful;ignorance of man; to the weak,
ignorant mercy; to all others, no com-
promise, but repeutance now and for-
ever. His invectives have been most
harrowing and dread. This great
preacher is as a thunderbolt of Heaven,
another Thau-maturgus. To-day the

great mission at the Dominican church
closes. This morning at the high mass
at 10:30, Father McKenna, V. P.,
preaches on Catholic devotion to the
Blessed VirginMary. In the afternoon
Father Splinter closes the mission for
women by a special address to them.
Ivthe evening, at7:3o, Father McKenna
does the same for the men of the city
and congregation by a sermon on "Ven-
eration for the Name of God." Then
the HolyName society will reorganize.

After the sermon there will follow
papal benediction, and thus will close
the greatest mission yet given in the
work. Ithas been an enormous suc-
cess. Certainly these two eloquent
apostles could, as of yore, again be
styled Boanerges. On Tuesday night,
June 10, Father McKenna lectures on
"Marriage and Divorce From a Catholic
View." All the clergymen, Catholic
and Protestant, of the city, are invited
to attend this lecture by the great Dom-
inican

—
the Lucordaire of our times.

On Wednesday night, June 11, the same
father lectures on "Intemperance." All
the Catholic societies of this city and
St. Paul will attend on that night.

Afterwards Father McKenna goes
East again, and Father Splinter to Ten-
nessee and New Mexico to fill engage-
ments.

THREE WIVES WERE SAD.

But Now They Are Rid of Un-
worthy Husbands. ,

Judge Hooker yesterday morning

listened to two long stories, both bear-
ingon the same subject, in the petition
of Eva J. Wells for divorce. She was
married inNorthfild, in 1831, to Law-
rence Wells, and removed with him to
Faribault. But Lawrence was of a no-
madic disposition and would do nothing

bnt trade horses, so, after two
years in Faribault, they went
back to Northfield and then, a
year after, they removed to Dakota,
iiving first in Wilmot and later at Mil-
bank. At Milbank Wells bought a res-
taurant and made his wife do all the
work. Mrs. Wells here related some
instances to bear out her allegations of
cruelty. Her husband was addicted to
the playful habit of hitting her with his
fist, slapping her face, pulling her hair
and kicking her out of bed, and once,
by his actions, he caused her to scald
herself with a pan of hot water.
Wells deserted her while they
were in Dakota, and after a
time she came to Minneapolis.
She toldhow she personally discovered
tbat Wells was living with another
woman inSt. Paul. Judge Hooker con-
cluded that he must be a pretty bad
sort of a fellow, especially as all of Mrs.
Wells' evidence was corroborated by
her sister, and the matrimonial knot
was untied. Mrs. Wells is now but
twenty-five years old, and this seems to
be another case of hasty marriage and
leisurely repentence.

Inimperfect English Carrie Easton
told a story to Judge Rea, which was
not, inmain facts, unlike mauy others
heard in the courts. While employed
as a servant girl in Elgin, 111., she met
a blacksmith named James Easton, and
was betrayed under promise of mar-
riage. In order to "square himself,"
James married her, but they lived to-
gether only a few weeks. James was
improvident. She, herself, had to work
to buy a stove to keep their child alive.
He would take his meals away from
home and then come home late in the
evening drunk and abuse her. Finally
he drove her from him and she came to
Minneapolis to reside withher sister.
Judge Rea took the case under advise-
ment.

As chronicled some few weeks ago,
Mrs. Beretha Christina Alfine Bodding
filed a complaint for divorce from Chris-
tofer Bodding, the refrain of which was
that all her hopes of building up a
home had been blasted and her efforts
set at naught by her lord and master's
roving propensities and fondness for
the cheering cup. She went over the
whole story before Judge Smith yester-
day, proved Christof er to be an habitual
drunkard, and left the court house
with a decree of divorce inher pocket.

The application of Mrs. Ella I.
Thomas Head for alimony, pending the
trial of the famous Head divorce suit,
came up, but, owing to the absence of
E. A. Sumner, Ernest E.s attorney, the
matter was continued one week.

The County Convention to Be
Held inPlymouth Church.

The Hennepin County Sunday School
County convention will be held in
Plymouth church June 10 and 11. The
committee have spared no pains in
choosing topics most pertinent to the
success of future Sunday schol work,
securing the most able leaders and ar-
ranging for full discussion of each
topic. The convention will open
Tuesday evening with a praise
service at 7:30, to be followed
by an address on "The Teacher's
Equipment," by Rev. W. C. Rice. This
willbe followed by an illustration of
Prof. Harper's system of Bible study
and teaching by F. W. Pickard.
Wednesday at 9 a. m. there willbe a
prayer and praise meetinc, followed by
reports from schools, and a discussion
of the needs of county work and what
can be done to make the work more ef-
fective. The session Wednesday after-
noon willopen withdevotional meeting
at 2:30. followed by a discussion of
the grading system as applied to teacher
and scholar, by Hon. D. L.Kiehle. This
willbe followed by a general discussion
as to more advanced methods inSunday
school work, after which there willbe a
primary class exercise. At 7:30 there
willbe a song service, in which C. M.
Stocking will illustrate the place and
purpose of singing in the Sunday school.
This willbe followed by an address by
Rev. W. M.Kincaid on "Christ, the
Model Teacher." The closing exercises
willconclude the work.

He is a man eminently qualified for
the great duty he has taken upon him-
self. Gifted with truly great eloquence,
nobility of form and feature, grandeur
of delivery, enlivening all, intense
ardor and sympathy, he emboeies most
perfectly the ideal missionary of God.

Ed Davenport Says He Has Or-
ders to Keep Quiet.

Until the enumerators have com-
pleted their work and the report has
been sent to Washington, no one in
Minneapolis except Supervisor Ed Dav-
enport willknow just what the popula-
tion of the Flour City is.

To a
Globe reporter he said: "You see 1
have to obey orders, and the orders on
this point are positive. In fact, 1 do
not know at present how many returns
the enumerators have made. 1couldn't
tell ifitwas 200,000 or 40,000. The work,
however, is well inhand, and the can-
vass willbe thorough. Iwould like to
let the people know all about it,butmy
orders are imperative."

A glance at some of the blanks shows
that the circular entitled "Are you a
loyal Minneapolitan?" has not im-
pressed some people with the serious-
ness of the affair. One man underscores
the fact that he is "pure white,"
another one has "a very pretty wife,

and don't you forget it." Another
was born "in the United States, you
bet your boots." Another, under the
question on disease says, "have been a
born kleptomaniac ever since .Iwas
three years old;" still another one says,
"yes, Iown my property, and have a
h—lof a time to pay the taxes and sup-
port a family of nine children, a bronco
pony and three dogs."

One of the enumerators met a woman
yesterday who was very willingto give
the officer all the information neces-
sary, but she couldn't tell how many
children she had. "Drive those cats
out of the room and come in and help
me count the children," she called to
her eldest daughter.

GREAT INVENTIONS.

The Joyslin Perfecting DogChurn
an Unsuccessful Test.

Few People who know Julius Caesar
Joyslin, the well-known tobacconist and
famous junior shot of the Minneapolis

Gun club, know that he is an inventor,

but such is the case. Away back in old
Vermont, when Jule was a young man
struggling with his first mustache, he

used to be a sort of a private secre-
tarp to a herd of cows. That is. he
used to milk them and then haul the
milk to a cheese factory. He was also
wont to spend an afternoon twice a
week manipulating the handle of a
churn. He was not exactly captivated
with the exhiliaration this interesting
exercise afforded. Probably it was the
anxiety to secure emancipation from
Wednesday and Saturday's churnings
that set the youthful inventor's
brain to teeming with ideas for em-
ploying some kind of motive power
that would operate a churn. It was
long before the day of electricity;
there was no water power handy; a
horse couldn't be spared from plough-
ing, and a windmillwas too big. Finally
he struck it—why not build a machine
which could be run by a dog, literally
speaking— i. c., utilize the dog's run-
ning to operate it. He took a cousin,
"Ferd" Joyslin, into the scheme with
him, and in the course of a
month or so they invented a
machine which they thought would
fillthe bill, an idea of the modus oper-
andi ot which is conveyed by the above
cut. Itworked all right to a charm, or
rather a churn, and they immediately
applied for a patent. So elated were
they that they advertised that the
"Joyslin Perfecting Dog Churn" would
be exhibited at the Washington county
fair to be held at Northfield that har-
vesting. The day came, and the churn-
ine machine inall its painted elory was
was set up in machinery hall at the fair
grounds. Quite a crowd of farmers who
were anxious to see "whatthose Joyslin
boys are up to now." gathered around.
Tige, a coach dog of mature age, who
had been at the Joyslin homestead since
puppyhood, was brought over to North-
field to run the churn. He had followed
the wagon quietly enough, but was evi-
dently abashed at the crowd, for wheu
Jule, "after expatiating upon the merits
of his machine, undertook to induce
"Tige" to get on the running board,
the dog stuck his tail between his legs
and ran under a barn. No amount of
coaxing would call him out, and the
"Joyslin Perfecting Dog Churn" was
not exhibited that day. On the con-
trary, the Joyslin boys sadly packed
their machine on the wagon,
and amid the ribald jeers of
the assembled "Reubens" betook them-
selves back to Waitsfield. Years have
passed, but Air.Joyslin has not alto-
gether abandoned the idea of success-
fully operating that churn, and has
recently been in conference withDairy
Commissioner Howard and Dog Catcher
Lovely with a view to arranging an-
other test to come off at the exposition
this fall.
