QUIPS AND FANCIES.

J. Cheyney, of New Jersey, a twine
expert, is in the ecity and will appear
before Gov. Merriam on Monday morn-
ing. when the twine commissioners
make their report.

N. J.. who is interested in the in-
troduction of a twine manufactory in
this state. Mr. Todd will either assist
in the establishment of a factory or
supply the tarmers through the
stote alliance with Dbinding twine.
Mr. Todd manufactures a jute
twine and a flax twine; the manu
facture of the latter he secks to intro-
duce into Minnesota, where flax straw
is now allowed to waste. The jute
twine can be supplied at 94 cents per
poudd, and flax twine, it is estimated,
ean be produced at 714 eents per pound.
It is claimed for the twine that it will
prove as equally serviceable to the
farmers as sisal or manilla twine, and
at practically one-half the cost. 1f this
be so, the farmers can afford to snap
their fingers at the so-called twine
trust.

NICE POINT OF LAW.

Is the Late Municipal Court
Act Useless in Criminal
Cases ?

A Case Involving Its Juris-
diction After Entering
Final Judgment.

The Crop and Weather Bulle-
tin Shows a Hopeful State
of Affairs.

A Woman's Unsueccessful Ef-
fort to Shuffle Off on
Rough on Rats.

The first attack upon the municipal
code of this state, as it was framed and
modified in the act of 1889, was made
vesterday afternoon before Judge
Wilkin, in the case of Nick Blair, at-
tending at chambers as relator ina
habeas corpus proceedings seccured by
A. H. O’Neil, who, with a view to test-
ing sections 2 and 3 of the act, argued
the point before the senior judge.
The point raised is a fine one, important
in its consequence, and afiecting the
powers of the municipal court in erim-
1nal cases to a serious extent. The re-
lator at bar had been arrested on a
charge of stealing a cow. He was tried
and convicted, and judgment entered in
his case in the usual form practiced by
the municipal court. A commitment
was duly issued from the judgment
record, and the prisoner, in default of
his penal fine, was committed to
the  workhoused for ninety days.
Now comes Mr. O’Neill, attorney for
the cow thief, and pleads as an 1ssue,
before the court hearing the writ, that
the municipal court has no power to
issue executions, writs, ete., on any pro-
cess for levy or seizure, after the final
entry of a judgment granted under its
jurisdiction. The aitorneys for the re-
lator submit that a commitmeut remand-
ing a prisoner to prison is an execution
of the judgment, and placing upon
the words of the Jegislative bill
the construction which seems most
reasonable, a commitment is naught else
than an execution in a criminal action,
and symbolic of the virtues of an execu-
tion in a civil action., County Attorney
Egan opposed what he thought was a
true though more confined interpreta-
tion of the act. He urged that it only
applied to eivil actions. The practice
has always been that in civil actions
the municipal court ceases its process
upon the entry of a final judgment.
By transcript to the district court, the

execution issues from that court,
and liens attach to the prop-
erty of the judgment debtor.

Judge Wilkin thought the point was
well taken. He stated that the inten-
tion of the framers of the bill was, no
doubt, to apply the form to civil actions
only. Yet there is that ambiguity in it
which reasonably permits of & different
construction. 1f the force of the meas-
ure divests the municipal court of its
funetion to commit the prisoners it con-
viets, then it will shortly find itself
in a vague state of uncertain
jurisdietion. The district court will
also groan under the ineumbrance
of petty ecriminal processes until
tie question is settled on the act
amended. While a speedy decision was
urged on both sides, Judge Wilkin,
alive to the graver aspect of the ques-
tion, withholds bhis decision until to-
morrow at 12 o’clock. Judge Kelly,
upon hearing of the question, perceived
its commendable guality and impor-
tance. If it requires two district courts,
city and state, to try, convict and im-
prison a man for vagrancy, or other
petty offenses, then the lawmakers
from Sow Creek county had better not

mince the words and sense of future
additions to municipal Jaws. Judge
Wilkin will render a decision to-mor-

row, and should it sustain the point
against the municipal powers, then the
torment will press itself upon the dis-
trict court with all the complications
and vexations which will make the trial
of petty criminals insufferable.

A GLOWING REPORT.

The Weekly Crop Bulletin Tells of
Splendid Prospects.

Taken throughout, the weather and
crop report issued by Observer Healy
last evening is the most optimistic
which ever came from that office. It
sums up the situation as follows:

The past week was somewhat warmer than
usual in the southern and western portions
of the state. Normal temperature prevailed
in the vicinity of St. Vincent, and there was
adeficiency of heat near Lake Superior. The
lowest temperature since May 31 was 40 deg.
at St. Vincent, and the highest 84 deg. atv
Moorhead and La Crosse. The precipitation
nas been excessive in all parts of the state
except in the counties of Kittson and Mar-
shall.

THE LAW LAID DOWN

For Cases Growing of Board of
Public Works Repeal.

In the case of Nellie M.Weide against
the City of St. Paul, Judge Kelly has
filed an order substantially reciting the
following points: This is an applica-
tion to the court to sign and settle a
case. The law provides that appeals
from tiie board of public works shall be
tried as in other civil cases, except tl:at
no pleadings are necessary, and the
only questions to be raised shall be
whether the board of public works had
jurisdiction, and whether the specified
valuation ot property is fait. ‘The
judgment of the court shall be to either
confirm or annul the asssess-
ment, in so far as the property
is effected by the assessment. From
this judgment no appeal or writ of error
shall lie. On Jan.3 a decision . was
filed in this matter confirming the as-
sessment as to all property affected ex-
cept certain lots, which were named in
the order, and asto them the assess-
ment was annulled. It does not appear
whether a formal judgment was entered
or not, but 1t appears that the decision
settled the rights of the parties. It is
not good practice to inaugurate the
custom of making cases in these matters
of appeal. If the court bhaserred the
matter may be reviewed on certiorari
by the supreme court, or, if the error is
so manifest, pointing it out would in-
duce this court of its own motion to ex-
ercise its powers to prevent any wrong.
For these reasons the court declines to
entertain the motion to settle a proposed
case.
