CAPRIYI IS A FAILURE.
Bismarck's Successor Unable

to Combat Opposition in
the Reichstag.

Successive Failures ofCrops
Force Egyptians to Eat

One Another.

British Journalists Petition
for the Pardon of Editor

Parke.

Germany's Greatest States-
man Unburdens His Mind

Through the Press.

Berlin, June The committee of
the reichstag on the army bill held
another session to-day. Chancellor yon
Caprivi appeared before the committee
and expressed his concurrence in the
statement made by Gen. Verdy dv Ver-
nois, minister of war, that itwould be
impossible to reduce the term of com-
pulsory military service. Herren
-Richter and Rickert, leaders of the
Freisinnige party, declared that the bill
would not be acceptable to their party
unless the term of service were
shortened. In the course of his
remarks the chancellor said the
withdrawal of Prince Bismarck had left
affairs, from their nature, less secure
than when his fascinating personality
still figured before the world. A thou-
sand tilings which were in themselves
unchanged now appeared withnotes of
interrogation. Instead of points of ex-
clamation. "Iquite understand," he
added,"that'you should wish that things
bad happened otherwise, or that Prince
Bismarck should return. . [Lively pro-
tests from all parts of the house.] But
it was inevitable sooner or later. We
still find the simplest duties difficultbe-
cause his weightdoes not fallinto the
scales. 1count, in the first place, upon
a patriotic understanding on all sides.
Let us wait another year. Then, if
necessary, 1shall be prepared to com-
bat allconflicting elements here. But
to-day Istill face the fray with some
anxiety."

FEEDING ON EACH OTHER.

Failure of Crops Drives Egyp-
tians to Cannibalism.

London, June 9.—The most appalling
accounts are received of the sufferings
of the people in Upper Egypt and along
the scene of the expedition for the relief
ofGordon. Itis said that the inhab-
itants, driven desperate by starvation,
feed oneach other, while all kinds of
animals, however loathsome, are eagerly
sought for food. The wretched people
fight with each other for morsels, and
hundreds are perishing daily. Failure
of crops is said to cause this awful mis-
ery, though the wars in which British
ambition for territory has prominently
figured have doubtless had their influ-
ence incausing the failure of the crops.
Indeed, itis said that the slaughter of
the male population left the devastated
region without sufficient male labor to
raise the crops. *

HAS SUFFERED ENOUGH.

Petition for the Pardon of Editor
Parke.

London, June 9.—A petition, signed
by a large majority of the journalists of
Great Britain, has been presented to
Home Secretary Matthews, praying for
the release of Mr. Parke, editor of the
North London Press, who was sentenced
on Jan. 16 to one year's imprisonment
for libelingLord Euston, in saying that
his lordship was one of the visitors to

Jhe notorious house ot Hammond, in
Jteveland street. The petition declares

the belief of the signers" that Mr. Parke
has already been sufficiently punished
for his offense; that the majesty of the
law has been fully upheld; that tho
noble libelee has been amply avenged
for the imputation put upon him;and
that no further good can be accom-
plished by prolongation of Mr. Parke's
imprisonment.

HUGGED BYTHE KAISER.

The Prince ofNaples Entertained
by Emperor William.

-
Berlin, June The crown prince

of Italy, who is making a tour of the
continent, arrived at Potsdam this
morning. He was met at the railway
station by Emperor William. As the
crown prince stepped from the train he
was embraced by the emperor. His
majesty and his guest entered a state
carriage and were driven to the stadt-
schloss. Subsequently they proceeded
to the new palace, where the crown
prince paid a visit to the empress and
took luncheon. After lunch the em-
peror and the crown prince went
to Bornstaedterfeld, where an in-
spection of cavalry was held.

INAPORT OF SAFETY.

The CityofRome Arrives at Liver-
pool.

Liverpool, June 9.—The Anchor
line steamer. City of Rome, Capt
Young, which struck on Fastnet rock at
4 o'clock yesterday morning, during a
dense fog, while en route from New
York, arrived here this morning. As
the passengers wereleaving the steamer
they loudly cheered Capt. Young, who
bowed his acknowledgments from the
bridge. All the accounts of the acci-
dent concur that all the cabin pas-
sengers behaved withnotable calmness
at the time the steamer struck. Most
of them came on deck fully dressed.
The fog was so dense that lights could
not be seen a ship's length away.
The steamer was so close tothe rock
that any one leaning directly over the
bow of the steamer could touch it. Some
of the passengers saw paople from the
Fastnet lighthouse looking over the
rock at them. One passenger alleges
that he reached from the steamer and
plucked a flower that was growing Ina
crevice of the rock which she struck.
There was intense excitement among
the women passengers in the steerage
when the steamer struck. Most of the
passengers wereignorant ofthe fact that
the forepeak was fullof water until the
steamer reached Liverpool.

FIRMER THAN EVER.

Connt Kalnoky Says the Triple
Alliance Is Permanent.

Pesth. June Count Kilnoky,min-
ister of foreign affairs for the whole
monarchy, addressed the Austro-Hun-
garian delegations to-day. He declared
that the relations between the nations
forming the triple alliance were clearer
and, firmer than ever before. During
his speech he made a sympathetic

reference to Bulgaria, whose position,
he said, was being consolidated. Allud-
ing to Servia, he said he regretted the
excessive growth of radicalism in that
country. |R__MH____M____M__WH

Kalnoky declared that, owing to the
sharply defined individuality of the
highly gifted and energetic emperor of
Germany, the change in the German
chancellorship had no more effect in
the relations of the two empires than
had the change of experors. These re-
lations were never clearer or firmer or
more intimate than now. The govern-
ment saw Caprivi at the head of affairs
withno less confidence than when Bis-
marck was in control. The country's
relations with other powers were
perfectly satisfactory. The radi-
calism of Servia foreshadowed a
tension, but Servia was too weak alone
to cause complications. Austria had
never failed to remind Servia that it
was advisable to cultivate a friendship
with Russia, which need not entail hos-
tility toward Austria. Replying to
questions, Count Kalnoky said that no
steps had been taken to conclude inter-
national agreements of an American
protection tendency, but the govern-
ments interested had been sounded on
the subject. Allthe foreign estimates,
including an increased appropriation
for the secret service, were unanimously
adopted. Rll

WOMEN ARE BARRED.

They Cannot Serve as Members of
County Councils.

London, June 9.—The house of lords
to-day rejected the bill toenable women
to serve as members of county councils.
While, from the known consensus of
opinion among the lords on this subject,
their action was not surprising, itwas
still thought that the presence of Miss
Cobden and Miss Cons in the London
county council by virtue of popular
election, and the additional fact that
no protest against their being seated
was lodged within the year succeeding
their election, would exercise greater
influence over the obdurate peers.
There is now a resolution before. the
house of commons calling attention to
the exclusion of women from the par-
liamentary franchise, and practically a
motion to allow women, otherwise
legally qualified, to exercise this privi-
lege. Although not as ancient as the
"deceased wife's sister" bill, this mo-
tion crops up from time to time, and it
is interesting to note its growing
strength as itreturns to its place on the
parliamentary table. Since 1872 women.
have voted for members of town coun-
cils, and in the years intervening the
privilege of voting for school boards,

Eoor law guardians and other local
odies has been added. The parlia-

mentary committee also rejected to-day
the "unearned increment" clause in the
bill providing for the widening and
general improvement of the Strand.

SIZED UP CORRECTLY.

Britons Realize That the Tariff
BiilIs a Farce.

London, June 9.—ln the house of
commons to-night C. E. Howard Vin-
cent, member for Sheffield, referring to
the act of the American house of repre-
sentatives increasing the duties on cut-
lery, tin plate, and other articles of
British export, inquired concerning the
bad effect which the approval of the
senate would have upon Sheffield, Bel-
fast, and other places in the British em-
pire. He also asked if the government
stillmaintains that the free import sys-
tem of the United Kingdom precluded
its instruction of Sir Julian Pauncefote,
British minister at Washington, to rep-
resent to the American eovernment the
injury which the pending legislation
would do to the iudustry of a friendly
power which last year gave a free mar-
ket to£95,000,000 worth ot competing
American goods. Sir James Ferguson
said the government had not received a
copy of the bill, but had been informed
that itcontained uo important altera-
tions.

Germany's Colonial Policy.

Berlin. June 9.—ln the reichstag
to-day Baron yonBieberstein, imperial
minister of foreign affairs, defended
the government's colonial policy from
the charge of aimlessness. In other
quarters, he said, the fact was recog-
nized that Germany's colonial policy
alone had a distinct aim in view. The
German policy, moreovej, was admired
by the foreign governments. He hoped
the federal government at the next ses-
sion would present a programme for a
future colonial policy. BE]

Washington, June 9.—The excur-

sion of Minnesota editors arrived at
Washington on schedule time at 5
o'clock this afternoon after a most de-
lightful trip of only fifty-three hours
from the union depot at St. Paul, and,
when one comes to think of this feat in
transportation, it is simply marvelous.'
Think ofit! Saturday morning last at
10 o'clock this party of 150 ladies and
gentlemen left the St. Paul union depot
over the Chicago, St. Paul, Minne-
apolis & Omaha railway. We trav-
ersed the Minnesota valley to Man-
kato, 140 miles, arriving at that
charming city at 1p. m., enjoyed the
hospitalities of the good citizens until
9:40 p. m.of Saturday, when the excur-
sion proceeded over the Chicago &
Northwestern railway to Chicago, arriv-
ing there ten minutes ahead of schedule
time, or at 11:50 a. m. on Sunday. Here
we were met by a committee of the Na-
tional Journalists' association, and re-
mained viewing the sights ofthe Windy
City until 3:15 p. m.of Sunday— leaving
'on a special train over the Baltimore &
Ohio, just following the limited express
over the same road. The run from Chi-
cago to Washington was made, includ-
ing stoppages, in twenty-five minutes
less than twenty-six hours, a distance of
865 miles. This, Ithink, beats
all records, and certainly is • a
marvelous speed when you consider
that the train consisted of five heavy
Pullman palace and a baggage car.
The train was under the direct charge
of Mr.Lord, Northwestern passenger
agent of the Baltimore &Ohio from
Chicago eastward, and it will not be
taken as lip service to say that this
progressive young railway man sur-
passed himself in his efforts tomake
the trip pleasant and profitable tothe
members of the association. Itis more
than probable that later occurrences
willmake clear the appreciation inwhich
Mr. Lord is held by the members of the
Minnesota Editorial association, whose
pleasure he consulted in this verymem-
orable event.

AIMEDAT ALIENS.

Declaration Against Absentee
Landlordism inAmerica.

Washington, D.C., June 9.—Repre-
sentative Oates, of Alabama, from the
committee on the judiciary, to-day re-
ported to the house the bill to prohibit
aliens from acquiring title to or owing
lands within the United. States. An
elaborate report accompanied the bill.
Initthe committee says the power of
the government to totally exclude
aliens from coming withinits jurisdic-
tion, as lias been done in the case of the
Chinese, no one questions. This sover-
eign power certainly includes the lesser
one of defining what property rights
they may exercise after they are ad-
mitted, and during the continuance of
their alien condition.' "Your com-
mittee ascertained," says the re-
port," "with reasonable certainty,"
.hat certain noblemen of Europe, prin-
cipally Englishmen, have acquired and
now ownin the aggregate about 21,000,-
--000 acres of land within the United
States. We

'
have not sufficient infor-

mation to state the, quantity owned by-
untitled aliens: nor is it so important,
as itis generally held insmaller bodies,
This alien non-resident ownership will,
in the course of time, lead to a system
of landlordism incompatible \yiti_ the

Princely Possessions.
This aggressive foreign capital is not

confined to the lands it has purchased,
but, overleaping its boundaries. . has
caused hundreds of miles of the public
domain to be fenced up for the grazing
of vast herds of cattle and set at de-
fiance the rights' of the honest but hum-
ble settler. The billproposes to place
these aliens under the disabilities of the
civillaw as to all future attempts to ac-
quire lands in this country." Inother,
words, the report says the bill is a dec-
laration against absentee landlordism.
It declares all foreign-born persons
who have not been naturalized incapa-
ble of. taking the title to lands :any-
where within the United States except
leasehold for not exceeding five years,
and ithas no retroactive, only prospect-
ive operation. ;It also contains a pro-
vision which will compel alien laud
owners to cease tobe such or to become
citizens of the United States within
ten years. The bill, the report says,
would prevent any more abuses
like that of a Mr. Scully,'.*' who
resides inEngland, and is a subject of
the queen, but owns 90,000 acres in
Illinois, occupied by tenants. :mostly
ignorant foreigners, from whom he re-
ceives as rent $200,000 yearly, and ex-
pends it in Europe. The Scheuley
estate of about 2,000 acres, within

"
the

city limitsof Pittsburg and Allegheny,
from the rents of which the Scheuleys,
who are subjects of the British queen,
draw annually not less than $100,000, is s
another instance of alien landlordism
inAmerica. The tenth census shows
that the United States ha5570,000 tenant
farmers, the largest number possessed
by any nation in the world. In con-
clusion the repot t^says: "With the nat-
ural increase inpeople, and the 500,000
foreigners who flock to our shores 'an-
nually, and by competition are reducing
the wages of labor, making the battle of
lifeharder to win, how, a few years
hence, to provide homes for our people
is a problem for the American states-
man to solve. The multiplication of the
owners of the soil is a corresponding
enlargement of the number of patriots,
and every land-owner in this country
should owe allegiance to the United
States."

VENEZUELA MUST SETTLE.

President Harrison Empowered to
Squeeze Latin-Americans.

-
!Washington, June 9.— joint \u25a0 reso-
lution recently passed by congress, em-
powering the president to practically
declare war on the government of Ven-
ezuela, is indirect contradiction to the
recommendation adopted by the Pan-
American conference, that all the gov-
ernments represented adopt a uniform
treaty of arbitration. The treaty lias
not yet been ratified, but only one gov-
ernment has entered an objection to it.
Itis signed by John B. Henderson on
the part of the United States, by N.
Balet Peresa on the part of Venezuela,;
and by five others. The joint resolu-
tion referred to empowered the

'
presi-

dent totake such measures as in his
judgment may be. necessary to obtain
prompt Venezuelan claims, Itis said
that in case the Venezuelan govern-
ment fails to at once pay over the in-
demnity demanded, the United States
may send a war ship to Venezeula to
enforce the collection. One of the arti-
cles of the proposed treaty provides that
except incases where the independence
of a government is imperiled, all con-
troversies shall be submitted to arbitra-
tion. ' \u25a0'

Aberdeen, S. D.,June 9.—The action

of the Farmers' alliance convention at
Huron in determining to call an inde-
pendent convention at Huron. July 9, is
the absorbing topic among politicians.
The action taken proved asurpiseto the
majority of those not within the inner
circles of the alliance, and some of the
latter, men prominent in the past his-
tory of the organization, evidently un-
derestimated the strength of the inde-
pendent sentiment. They at least pro-
fessed tobelieve that no steps looking
toa third party movement in the state
would be taken at Huron. Republicans
here are disconcerted by the unexpected
turn of affairs, while Democrats accept
the situation complacently. From dele-
gates returning from the convention it
is learned that a similar movement is
probable both in North Dakota and in
Minnesota. "South Dakota, as the best

organized state in the Northwest, takes
the initiative," said a prominent dele-
gate, "and there would be nothing sur-

BOUNTIES FOR HAWKEYES.

Brock, a member of the Eighth lowa
cavalry, inrummaging through old rec-
ords of the county, discovered among
the proceedings, of the board of super-
visors in 1863, that on Dec. 7, of that

AN ERROR IN ORDERS.
It Causes a Terribly Fatal

Collision on the Wa-
bash. .

Eight Persons Killed Out-
right, and Twenty-Five

Others Injured.

Valuable Race Horses Ground
to a Pulp Under the

Wheels.

Columbus City Officials in
Cahoots With Striking

Railway Men.

Warrenton, Mo., June 9.—At about
1:25 o'clock this morning Train No. 26,
Engine No. 388, on the Wabash, collided
a half-mile west of Warrenton with a
train being run as second section of No.
5. One of the trains had eight palace
horse cats loaded with race horses en
route from Cincinnati to Kansas City.
The accident was caused by an error in
train orders. The second section of
Train No. 5 had orders torun two hours
and five minutes late, and the order
delivered to No. 26 by the oper-
ator at Montgomery read two hours and
fiftyminutes late. Eight men incharge
of the race horses were killed, and sev-
eral others were injured. . Engineer
Shovelle had, a rib broken. Fireman
Lee Parson had a collar bone broken.
Fireman Brown was seriously injured
about the legs. Brakeman Norton was
slightly injured. No .other trainmen
were injured. Engine No. 341 and two
palace horse cars of the second section
ofTrain No. 5, and Engine No. 388 and
sixteen cars of Train No. 26 were badly
wrecked. Fifteen race horses were
killed. The company's surgeons at
Moberly, Montgomery and Warrenton
went to the scene of the accident. The
followingare the casualties:

Additional particulars of the wreck

received here late to-night are as fol-
lows: The scene at the wreck was a
terrible one. Cars and engines were
intermingled inone huge mass of debris,
from under which came screams of
wounded and dying, some cursing and
begging to be killed, while others were
praying for help. Inone of the cars
next to the engine was a most pitiable
sight. The sides had been crushed,

and the roof was resting in an inclining
position across the bed of James
Keller and his son Frank. They were
lying on their pillows just as they re-
tired, and never knew what hurt them,
although they were horrible crushed.
About two feet from them was an
imprisoned negro who was alive, but
had a leg and .: arm fast under the
wreckage. In the same car two other
negroes were found, while a little
farther on were found one negro boy,
having been scalded and literally cooked
alive, and a colored jockey buried un-
der a car of shelled corn from which
position it took several men three
hours toextricate him. A force of men
worked from 2a. m. until 7 rescuing
the unfortunates from just such posi-
tions as the above, and had it not been
for a steady rain the loss of life would
have been much greater, as the wreck-
age would have caught on fire.
There were in all eight dead
taken out, four whites and four
negroes, and twenty-five wounded.
The eighth body is that of Frank Mor-
ton, 528 North Forty-fifth street, New
York.- Itis impossible to find.out how
many horses are killed, as there are a
great many still under the wreck. It
has been estimated that the loss to the
company willbe $200,000. Nine horses
have been found so far,that are killed,
while a great many, more are badly
wounded. There were seventy on board.
The names of the horses killed are:
Little Prince and a two-year-old in the
same car .no name), Ben Ridgeley, Matt
Park, Egypt, Lige P. Springdave and
Turner. The \u25a0', mare Huntress Is badly
injured ;internally and .is . expected to
die. Several horses ;that sustained
severe bruises and cuts have been sent
to Kansas City ;with . the rest of the
horses that were not injured.

BORDERED ON A RIOT.

Columbus' Street Car Employes
Strike Grows Serious.

Columbus, 0., June 9.—The strike
ohithe Consolidated street railway,
which has been in progress seven days,
culminated to-day in scenes which bor-
dored on a riot. The company has been
unable to run cars since the strike was
Inaugurated. Public sympathy has
been with the employes, and the delays
on the part of the company have given
an opportunity for all labor organiza-
tions to extend aid and cheer. To-day
the feeling, was ripe for a riot.. The
principal trouble the company has had
was the failure to get police protection
to, start the cars. The mayor has
shown :a :willingness, but the.police,
in sympathy witn the strikers, ;con-
strued instructions that they * should

not interfere unless there was an as-
sault committed. The presence of tho
police at the barns has been no barrierf
to the strikers in controlling the cara.
and intimidating' the new men. Tho
mayor last night issued a proclamation
against collection on the street, witfi.
assurances that the law willbe enfored.
which seems to have had the effect of
bringing the people out in large num«
bers.. Ibe: employes at many of tho
leading manufactories left their place*
of business to aid the strikers, and th*
lines over which the cars were schedfc*
uled to run were lined from end to end.
Shortly before noon between thirty and
forty new men were conveyed to one of
the barns on the East side, where a
crowd of several hundred bad congre*
gated. There was determination on the
faces of the strikers. Thirty police,
withthe chief at their head, were also
on the ground. The first car run
out was filled with police, strik-
ers and"" their friends. The distance
from the stable to the principal thor-
oughfare down town is a little over
three miles. The entire distance was
lined with people and inmany places
large crowds had gathered. The team
was driven rapidly and as it passed
strikers boarded the .same until itwas
crowded and then they began toclimb
on ton. The car was rocked back and
forth, almost tipping over on its side,
but the police did not fear getting hurt.
A favorite way to overload was todrive
a spring wagon alongside the car and
from this the strikers and others would
jumpon. Aftergoingnearly two miles ,
the strikers succeeded inderailing the
car and ran it to the side ot the street.
All along the route the strikers .re
greeted with cheers and women and
children followed, aiding in the
work. The driver of. the car
escaped through alleys and the
conductor kicked a . woman, and
begged to be arrested by the police that
he might. escape injury. The city nad
poured its masses into the streets by
this time, and all space was crowded
for squares in every direction. Itis es-
timated over10,000 people were crowd-
ing the point of excitement. The sec-
ond car out met withno better fate, and
was rushed through the multitude with
similar scenes enacted. The car could
not be seen for strikers who covered It,!
The police had nocontrol, and did not
pretend to give protection to the new,
employes. Ihe car was finally thrown,
bodily across High street, the window^
knocked out, and the driver _aud con-,
ductor escaped with the mob after
them. The driver was afterward es-
corted to the depot and placed aboard a
train. Mayor Bruck witnessed the
scene, and ordered that no more cars be
run out during the day. Order was soon
restored, and the strikers felt they
had won another victory. The com-
pany Is discouraged, and attribute their
inability to run cars to the lack of po-
lice protection. Consultation was held
with Adjt. Gen. Hawkins in regard to
calling out the militia, but that official
stated there was no such demand nec-
essary. The city council to-night
adopted several resolutions, one of
which was for the arbitration of the
difficulties; another appointing a com-
mittee to wait upon the company and
learn if they will pursue this course,
and finally,if the company refuse to

•arbitrate, instructing the city solicitor
to institute proceedings for a revoca-
tion of its charter. The

-
company con-

templates another effort to start the
cars to-morrow morning. They say
they willneither arbitrate or advance
wages. '.

HAILDAMAGESCROPS.

Mississippi Visited by a Violent
Storm.

Columbia, Miss., June 9.—lnforma-
tion was received here to-day . that the
heaviest hail storm ever known in tins
section visited the western part of
this county yesterday. The bail
fell for twenty minutes and there
was considerable damage to growing
crops, beating oats to the ground and
stripping cotton and corn of all foliage.
Inmany places thesefcrops willhave to
be replanted. Cattle were severely
punished, and many came home cut and
bleeding. Some of the hail stone*
picked up were as large as hens' eggs.
