CHIcAGo, June 10.—The bulls were
rather nonplussed by the strength of
the wheat market at the opening, July
gelling at 92¢c and l¢e higher than it
closed yesterday. But they very quickly
regained control, and,the weakness was
very pronounced after the first half
hour’s trading, there being no let up to
the decline until the price struck 90} @
903¢e. It closed at 903%@93ic. ‘T'he dis-
turbing influence was the anticipation
of the -government crop report. The
market started steady, if not strong, on
a large decrease in the amount on
ocean passage. ‘There was little fresh
bull news after that, and the trade gen-
erally pounded the market. Poole,
Mitchell, Dunham and others gave the
market support early, but the sellers
were too many. Hutehinson sold, Logan
sold, Gifford sold, the scalpers sold, the
professional bears sold, many bulls sold
out, and as prices went off a great
short interest was increased. The fore-
noon passed without getting the price of
July under 91e, but before 12:30 p. m.
the price went to 99%c. The market
continued weak to the last, but after
selling down to 903e, a good many
shorts were induced to gird up their
Joins for a possible encounter with
Dodge on the curb, and their covering
caused a reaction to 9¢%{c, which was
the closing quotation. The trading in
corn partook of the general feeling of
weakness which pervaded the whole of
the speculative markets. There was a
fair amount of business, but the bears
set their mark upon the style of it at
the beginning, and carried it through
on the same line to the end. The close
was 3¢ lower for July aund 3¢c lower for
August and September. Oats shared in
the general downward movement. Lo-
gan and William Young were free sell-
ers of the special delivery. July closed
3¢c and August 5c lower. Provisiois
were weak after a very busy period of
strength nearthe opening. Hutchinson
was a free seller of September and July
rits and lard.

The strong temper of the market at the
close yesterday was not_carried over
until this morning, as London prices
were lower and the opening of their
market was slightly lower in sympathy.
The silver legislation still continues to
be the most important subjeet of inter-
est in Wall street, and the general feel-
ing is that something will be done at
this session, although the bears try to
make all the uncertainty possible upon
the point. The disposition on all sides
to await definite action by the senate be-
fore entering new ventures, and the
market has sunk into the regular mid-
summer dullness for the time being, al-
though as a rule there is no lack of at-
tendance at the board. Dullness usually
involves attacks by the trading element,
and the selling to-day was principally
by that class of operators, though they
do not let declines go far and cover up
quickly upon any sign ot renewed
strength in the market. The market
showed great lack of interest to-day.
Only in the Villards, the trusts and C.,
C., C. & St. L.. Richmond & West Point,
Lackawanna and a few specialties was
there any life shown. 7The early de-
pression disappeared immediately with
the opening sales and a strong tone
marked dealings in the early morning
with Chieago Gas as the only marked
exception. Sugar was again moved up,
the advance being accompanied by re-

newed rumors coucerning the breaking |

of the Spreckles monopoly on the Pa-
cific coast,and later when the price was,
let off there were rumors of a decision
in the sugar case by the court of ap-
peals. The fluctuations. however, were
evidently the results of manipulation
pure and simple that they had no effect
for good or evil upon the regular list.
Rumors of a proposed lease of the Mis-
souri Pacific by parties in the interest
of Atchison attracted some attention,
but had no apparent effect upon the
stock of either company. Oregon T'rans-
coutinental and Northern Pacific
preferred were  the features of
the regular list, both being
active and strong. Reading also
came into prominence late in the day,
but the movements with those of Rich-
mond & West Point were not specially
important. The high prices attained
during the forenoon invited some re-
alizations with hammering by the
traders, and the late dealings developed
a weaker tone, with material reactions
in some of the leading stocks. The
close was fairly steady and generally at
small fractions better than the opening
prices. The final changes are irregular,
but generally in the direction of higher
fizures,though in all but a few cases for
small fractions only. Sugar is up 34
er cent, but Chicago Gas 1s off 1%.
Railroad bonds were a shade more act-
ive, the sales aggregating $1,454,000;

but the activity in Reading
4s, which  contributed $176,000
to the total, was the only

special feature of the day. 'T'he same
firm tone existed, but the changes in
quotations were still upon the same
limited scale.

Government bonds have been dull and
steady. State bondshave been dull and
without feature: ‘I'he Post says: “Much
interest is felt in the street in regard to
the sale by the city of Baltimore of its
Baltimore & Ohio stock, and especially
with regard to who or what corporation
is likely to come into control of the rail-
road. Most persons have thought that
the purchase of the block of stock from
the city of Baltimore was made in the
interest of either the Richmond
Terminal company ov the North-
ern Pacific.

timore & Ohio will ever again assume
that aggressive attitude of seven or
eight years ago by which it antagonized
all the trunk lines, ang also all the ex-
press companies an elegraph lines,
and persisted in this policy under the
Garrett management until the surplus
earnings over fixed charges diminished
from $2,356,984 in in 1880, or about 15}4
per cent on its $15,000.000 of stock,
down to $36,259, or next to mnoth-
ing, on the. stock 1n the year
1887, when the Garrettinterest was tem-
porarily in the hands of Ives and Stay-
nor for sale, and found no purchaser.
On the contrary, the syndicate will be
governed largely by the policy of the
bankers who helped the Baltimore &
Ohio out of iss difficulties three years
ago. This policy has already resulted
in restoring the earning capacity of the
property, and it is believed by those
who have excellent opportunities for
knowing what its business is, that the
earnings over fixed charges are now
equal to fully 10 per cent on the stock.

 CONDITION OF THE CROPS,

Federal Statistics Are Not at A1L
Fneouraging.

WasmINGTON, D. C., June 10.—The
statistical returns of June to the depart-
ment of agriculture include preliminary
estimates of the area of wheat, both
spring and winter, and its condition.
X While several states increased the area

of winter wheat last anutumn, the heavy
reduction by plowing and planting in
other crops to replace the winter-killed
wheat in” Illinois, in Indiana, and toa
limited extent in twoor three other
states. has reduced the acreage in every
wheat-growing state of any prominence
except Kansas and Oregon. The per-
centages represent the actuai area now
growing, in comparison with the acre-
age harvested last year, and include
all that was seeded last fall
except what has been replaced by other
crops. The general average is 91.2, a
reduction of 8.8 per cent of last year’s
winter wheat area. The percentages of
the principal states are as follows: New
York. 93; Pennsylvania, 99; Virginia,
97; Georgia, 88; Texas, 75; Kentucky,
94: Ohio, 95; Michigan, 90; Indiana, 893
1llinois, 76; Missouri, 96; Kansas, 109;
California, 80; Oregon, 103. An increase
in acreage of spring wheat is reported,
except in Wisesnsin and Dakota. The
percentages are: Wisconsin, 97; Min-
nesota, 118; lowa, 104; Nebraska, 1053
the Dakotas, 95. There is also increase

in Colorado, Washington and the
territories. ‘The general percent-
age is 103.8. ‘l'aking winter and

spring wheat together, the percent-
age of last year’s breadth is 95.4, show-
ing a net loss of nearly 1.750,000 acres.
The estimated area of 1889 was 38,123,850
acres. Condition of growing wheat has
dectined trom 80 to 78.1 since the 1st
of May. Slight improvement is noticed
in New -York and Pennsylvania and in
Ohio and California. Condition of wheat
in Indiana, Illinois and ‘Texas remains
at the same low figures of last month.
Decline is apparent in Michigan, Mis-
souri and Kansas, and in nearly all the
Southern states. The plants are gener-
ally thin on the ground and lacking in
development. The patches of bare
spots are more conspicuous as the
season progresses. The average condi-
.tion of principal states is: New York,
93; Pennsylvania, ¢8; Virginia, 87;
Georgia, 55; Texas, 67; Tennessee, 72:
Kentueky. 86: Ohio, 84: Michigan, 693
Indiana, 63; Illinois, 64; Missouri, 773
Kansas, 80; California, 86; Oregon, 9L.
