DAVENPORT WORRIED.

Many People Likely to Be
Missed by the Enum-
erators,

A Citizens’ Census Meeting to
Be Held This Morn-
ing.

The Lutherans Will Unite To-
day and Hold a Love
Feast.

The State Veterans’ League
Kicks About Merriam’s
Treatment.

There is not a little eonsternation and
indignation in the office of the census
enumerator. Unless something—and a
good deal of something too—is done im-
mediately Minneapolis will not make a
wonderful record when the census re-
ports are published. Only two days
remain for the completion of the enum-
eration. Of course, in some places
where the districts are large, the enum-
erators will not be able to complete their
work, and after returns have been made
of all the work done, some arrangement
will be made for completing the task.
Last night E. J. Davenpert was seen in
the postoffice building, surrounded by
piles of blanks and busy workers,
who were closing up the work of the
day, while Mr. Davenport was here,
there and everywhere, directing the
men under him, his beautiful
black hair fairly standing on
because of the activity that stirred be-
neath it. When asked as to the census,
Mr. Davenport replied:

“I have stated before that I have
made no tabulated statements as to the
census yet, and can give no estimate on
what the returns will show—in fact it

is against the law to do so. In
recard to the way the census

is progressing, I want to say, in order
to prevent any misunderstanding, that
the enumerators are working faithfully
and doing their work well—as well as
they can do it, but they have many diffi-
culties with which to contend. I do
not believe that all of the people in the
city ean be counted. Many will be missed
L ecause the enumerators cannot find
them. If there are any people in the
city who have not yet been enumerated,
and of course there must be some, 1
wish they would call on me, personally,
at my office and give me the necessary
information. 1 want to make anem-
phatic expression about this matter.
There are undoubtedly a great many
persons who will be missed by the
enumerators, unless they take pains to
give the necessary information. The
great trouble is with lodgers and board-
ers, who are at work all day as clerks or
salesmen, and are not fouwrd at their
places of abode when the enumerator
calls. This necessitates calling very
often six or seven times and disgusts
the enumerator, because he only re-
ceves 2 cents for each name and very
naturally don’t come again. Then there
are the laborers who leave home
early in the morning. Many of
them are boarders and nothing about
them can be learned. I have no doubt
but that there are hundreds upon hun-
dreds (Mr. Davenport seemed inclined
to say thousands) who will never be
counted.

“Ina city solarge as Minneapolis,
the territory for each appointee is nec-
essarily extended, and it will be next
to impossible for him to reach every

erson, if repeated visits are necessary.
very citizen should be courteous and
promptly receive the census man, when
he calls, lay aside all business and give
the necessary information required.
There are only two days remaining to
do all this work. and unless there is the
proper co-operation in the affalr, there
cannot fail to be thousands in the city,
who will not be reached. and of course
the showing of Minuneapolis will be in-
complete, and not nearly what it actu-
ally deserves. To name an instance of
people being missed, let me mention
that so prominent a man as A.T. An-
keny has not yet been enumerated, and
there are thousands of others in the
same way. 1only hope that the people
will realize that this census is not for
the enumerator’s benefit but for their
own, and ' then respond in the right
manner.

“After the census is taken
will kick if not enumerated. will
take my turn at kicking now. If every
citizen is not enumerated it will not be
my fault or the fault of my enumer-
ators. The enumerators have can-
vassed the city as rapidly and carefully
as possible and if it were not for an-
noying delays we would getall. But
people through carelessness and pro-
crastination continually put us off, and
undoubtedly many will be left unless
they come at once and give us the re-
quired information. On Saturday night
count closes and after that no enumera-
tions can be made.”

There is feeling abroad that the cen-
sus will not show more than 150,000 per-
sons in the city of Minneapolis, when
estimates have been made placing the
population at 250,000. Others go so far
as to assert that the census returns will
not show a population of much over
100,000, in fact no more than there are
persons named in the directory.

That Minneapolis is doomed to make
a poor showing in the count of noses is
shown by the fact that many prominent
men arejwaking up to the state of affairs
and setting measures on foot for
helping out the enumerators.
Activity on the part of citizens is need-
ed, and needed in a hurry. There is a
call out for a meeting of citizens at Ma-
sonic Temple this morning at 9, so that
a committee can be appointed to devise
ways and means and take measures for
assuring to the city agood showing on
the books of the census commissioner.

THE LUTHERAN SYNOD.

A Meeting of the United Norwe-
gians to Be Held To-Day.

To-day will occur the first meeting of
the United Norwegian Lutheran
church, a result to which all of the
work of the different meetings for the
past two days has been preliminary,
and the churches, which for years
have fought one another with such bit-
terness and earnestness as is
found only in a quarrel between
churches  because of doctrinal
differences. But all these differ-
ences have now been harmonized.
The various credential committees re-
orted yesterday morning and all then
ooked favorable for the union, long
talked of but now about to be really ac-
complished. Perfect accord seems to
prevail and sthe] representatives of
the three churches now seem as anx-
jous to fraternize and work in harmony
as they have heretofore to oppose one
another, A committee of six, two repre-
sentatives from each body, was ap-

;l)eople

pointed yesterday, with instrue-
tions to ascertain if the art-
icles of consolidation have been
complied with. The committee

will report this morning and there is no
fear but that its report will be to the
effect that all previous differences have
vanished. To-day’s union meeting in
Augustana church is, theretore, one of
the most important church meetings
ever held in the Northwest.

At the Norwegian-Danish conference
yesterday in Trinity church five new
churches, all of Minnesota, were added
to the conference. Hon. Lars Swenson,
treasurer of the conference, read his re-
port, a most encouraging one, which,
among other things, showed that the
conference has an endowment fund of
§54,000, instead of $50.000, as required
by the articles of union. Prof. Sven
Oftedal, as chairman of the board of
trustees of Augsburg seminary, pre-
sented his report, and the committee on
nominations [‘)reseuted candidates for
re-election. Prof. Oftedal, 'of Miiine-

ted as advisory members.

apolis, and Hon. Olef Nelson, of Slater,
Ia., were re-elected for three years,
with Olaf Hoff and Albert Retterson as
substitutes. Prof. G, Svendrup, chsi-
dent of the board of directors of Augs-
burg seminary, and Rev. C. Sangstad,
of Crookston, chairman of the commit-
tee on missions, presented reports
which were of the right sort.

Thereg are about 400 delegates to the
Anti-Missourian  conference which
meets in Hauge church. and afer
prayer by Rev. O. Woldeland. Dr. F.
A. Schmith, of Northfield, presented a
report of the theological faculty of that
place. Prof. H. N. Mohn presented a
favorable report on St. Olaf’s college.
The fund committee, appointed to raise
$50,000 for the seminary, under tbe
agreement, reported that $90,000 had
been provided for, exclusive of which

all the expenses of running
the schools have been met. The
greater part of the afternoon

was devoted to a discussion on the con-
stitution. There was a difference of
opinion as to whether, under the con-
stitution, the new united body will
have enacting powers or will be merely
an advisory board.

Prof. Boeckinann and Schmidt were
then unanimously elected professors of
theology, and they will be assigned to
Augsburg seminary. President Bjorn
was instructed to notify the other two
meetings that the brotherhood would be
ready to unite with them in a common
meeting to-day. A vote of thanks was
unanimously tendered the officers for
the faithful performance of their duties.

At Augsburg seminary the Augustana
synod opened its session at 9 a. m. with
praver, and as soon as roll call was
over several ministers and laymen,
among whom were representatives of
the other Lutheran bodies, were admit-
Revs. O. A.
T. Salem, C. K. Henderlie and P. Q,
Reinestren and Lommen Ditty, Lord
and Serum were appointed a committee
on President Hattestadt’s report. The
treasurer of the home mission board
presented his 1eport, which was
accepted and referred to the
auditing committee.

LEAGUE.

THE VETERANS’

Timely Topics Are Handled in a
Vigorous Manner.

The Veterans’ Union league held a
secret and somewhat lively session in
their rooms in the Richards block last
evening. The memberspropose to take
an active interest in the coming eam-
paign, and it was developed at the
meeting that there was considerable op-
position to the renomination of Gov.
Merriam. Some of the old soldiers de-
clared that the governor had ignored the
men who served the Union in his distri-
bution of patronage and appointed
young Men to office who were 1n their
swaddling clothes when he was broke
out and consequently could not handle
a musket and help to save the Union.
Some bitter speeches were made, and if
the old soldiers ean have their way, and
they propose to leave no stone unturned
to have it, no one who is not a comraae
will be placed upon the Republican
state, county or city ticket this fall. It
was said that there were many deserv-
ing old soldiers out of a job, and it
would be nothing more than right for
the Republican party to place themdin
positions where they would be able to
provide for themselves and families.
One thing is certain, and that is the
candidates who are nominated will have
to promise to give the old soldiers pro-
per recognition if they expect any sup-
port from the Veterans’ Union league.

THE RACEWAY COMPLETED.

The Water Power Will Now Be In-
creased One-Third.

At an expense of nearly $175,000 the
new raceway which is designed to fur-
nish the mills on the west side of the
river with a greater fall has been com-
pleted, and the water will probably be
turned in to-morrow. Commencing at
the toot of Sixth avenue south, with a
width of forty feet, it follows the
river bank down stream for 1,200
feet. graduallv Wwidening until it
reaches a maximum width of 100 feet.
At the lower end, which was begun
some two years ago, the excavation
started from zero and gradually in-
creased in depth until twelve feet was
reached at Sixth avenue. Seventy per
cent of the material removed was solid
rock, the remainder being boulders and
heavy gravel. The engineers estimate
that the water power has been increased
fully one-third by the completion of
this work. In arriving at this re-
sult, it has been necessary to deepen
the tail races of the respective
mills from 5 to 13 feet, for a distance
varying from 120 to 450 feet. The
amount of work involved in this part of
the improvement alone was immense,
and a considerable portion of the ex-
pense falls upon the individual milling
tirms. The races of the mills above
Sixth avenue have not been lowered,
but it is expected that they will be ulti-
mately to the extent of ten fect. These
are the Dakota, Crown Roller, Cataract,
Holly, St. Anthony, Standard and
Columbia mills; also the shops of the
Willford & Northway Manufacturing
company and the city water works.
It is expected that the mills,
by the changes indicated, will
secure a uniform head of forty-five
feet (with eleven feet of water in the
canal). To derive the full benefit of the
increased fall it will be necessary for
the various water wheels to be lowered
proportionately, and this some of the
mills have already done.

The elevated tracks whiech pass over
the upper end of the raceway are now
being replaced in iron, and everything
in connection with the work has been
done in a thorough andsubstantial man-
ner. The entire work has been done
under the direction of William De La
Bane, the engineer and agent of the
water power company.

"IN FAVOR OF THE ST. LOUIS.

Judge Lochren Decides to Whom
the Land Belongs.

Judge Lochren yesterday filed a de-
cision in the cases of the Minneapolis
Mill company against the St. Louis
Railway company, and the Railway
Transfer Company of the City of Min-
neapolis. In the action against the St.
Louis the court in the findings states
thatithe land in pispute was:in the pos-
session of the plaintiff during and prior
to the year 1870, and at that time the
stock of the company belonged to Will-
fam D. Washburn, Dorilus Morrison
and Cadwallader C. Washburn, the
latter gentleman owning ten-sixteenths,
while the other two ocwned three-six-
teenths each. At that time the mill
company owned nearly all the water
power and mill sites on the west
bank of the river at the falls. Will-
iam D. Washburn was at the same
time president of the defendant. At
about this time the mill company deeded
to the railroad company land for tracks
connecting the mills with the main line.
1t is this line that is in dispute, and the
judge holds that the road is entitled to
it, as it was deeded permanently for
railroad purposes. The action against
the transfer company was of a similar
nature.

Judge Smith filed a decision upon a
point of law that was called up some
time ago in the action of A. B. Fall
against W. J. Moore. The decision was
that after the judgment had been en-
tered the cost could not be taxed. The
point was raised by the defendant ap-
plying to the clerk for an assessment of
costs after judgment had been entered.
The decision in the case was in the de-
fendant’s favor. The clerk refused to
assess, and the matter eame up before
the court for deciding. The clerk was
sustained.

FOR NAVIGATION.

Engineers at Work Making a
Preliminary Survey. !
A party of United States engineers,
under the direction of J. D. Dushane,
are now at work making a preliminary
survey of the Mississippi river between
Minuneapolis and St. Paul, and upon the
report made to the department at Wash-
ington will depend whether Minneapo-
lis shall become the head of navigation
or not. In speakingof the work he was
doing Mr. Dushane said: *I started in
a little below the Washington avenue
})ridge. above the old steamboat land-+
ng.
a S ofile of the bottom of the river f
Washington avenue to the foot of the
rapids at Meeker island. The way we
do it is to stretch a rope from shore to

shore, with a great number of
smaller ones attached. 7To this
rope the small boat is fastened by

the smalier ropes which are ten feet-
apart. We go over every foot of the
bottom and make a map of it. It will
then be submitted to Chief Engineer
Mackenzie, who will make a more com-
plete map in detail, which will be sub-
mitted to the government officials. It
will take us about two months to com-
plete our part of the work.” >

Mr. Dushane said that if the bill ap-
propriating $500,000 for the improve-
ment ot the river between Minneapolis
and Keokuk passed congress it was
Brobable that $25.000 would be expended

etween Minneapolis and St. Paul this
summer. He also suggested that the
only thing which would make the river
navigable would be to construct a dam,
in fact, there should be two dams. One
of these would cost about a million
dollars. Then the piers of the Missis-
sippi and Rum River Boom company at
the mouth of Minnehaha creek will
have to baremoved, as none of the lax:ge
boats will be able to get up the rapids
on the other side of the island.

STREET GRADES.

Part of Hennepin to be Lowered—
Talk of Cutting Iiyndale.

The council committee on streetgrades
and additions, with the aldermen of the:
Eleventh ward. attended by several
interested property owners, held a pro-
tracted session av the city hall yester-
day afternoon, the matter under consid-
eration being proposed changes in the
grades of Hennepin and Lyndale ave-
nues along near Central park and in
front of the saveral new tenement rows
in that locality, be raised two and a half
teet. But when the aldermen came
to consider the Lyndale avenue
question there was a protracted wrangle
which seems likely to be continued in
the council no matter what conclusion
the committee may reach. The propo-
sition, as te Lyndale, 1s to lower the
grade four feet between Groveland
street and Dell place. ‘T'his is opposed
by other owners of property in that sec-
tion of the city. who argue the grade
should be by no means lowered, but
raised if changed at all. A. J. Bordman
is one who is opposed to lowering. He
says that there was originally a big hole
along-that part of Lyndale, which has
been partially filled up without cost to
the owners. Now, the men who bought
the depression wan$ the grade lowered
at the city’s expense and for their own
private gain. Mr. Boardman said that
the opponents of the lowering petition
would contribute to the filling up rather
than have the gradecut. ‘The committee
decided to go out and look over the
ground this morning before taking ac-
tion on the matter.

It Closed Yesterday With a Large
Attendance.

In the morning
a conference meeting was held, led by
Rev. E. P. Baldwin, during which the
fellowshipand mission committees made
their report, showing the amouunt of
work done in each line during the year.

IN FAVOR OF THE CITY.

A Decision in the East Side Cross-
ings Case.

Judge Hicks yesterday filed a decisién
in the East side crossings cases. The
decision was in favor of the city of
Minneapolis. When the city of Minne-
apolis attempted to open the streetsin
Summer & Newell’s addition to St. An-
thony, several years ago, across the
tracks of the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba railroad, that company
claimed that it owned a right of way of
seventy feet, and in spite of the fact
that the addition had been regularly
platted, and streets and alleys laid out
as early as 1866, the company refused to

allow the streets to cross their
tracks.  claiming that they had
used their right of way for

over twenty-five years and that if streets
were opened through their property it
would materially interfere with their
business and they applied to the court
for redress. Two suits were commenced
in which the city of Minneapolis was
made the defendant. After being in the
courts for several years they were fin-
ally disposed of yesterday by Judge
Hicks who filed a decision in favor of
the defendant. In his decision, which
reviews each case at considerable
length, the court says, “the plaintiff
has not acquired any right by occupy-

WENT TO ST. PAUL.

More Probing of the Garbage
: Question by Aldermen.
t The garbage question is a troublesome

ne to the city and it seems to be no
earer settlement now than it was last
year when the crematory was built.
About nine men in ten have some

but few of them are practicable. Yes-
erday morning Ald. Potter and Ster-
ing and Health Officer Kilvington went
over to St. Paul to look at the Merz sys-
tem for getting rid of garbage, but as
the Azotine company, owners of the
system, have as yet made no proposition
to the council, the health and hospitals
have, of course, taken no action on the
matter. The Merz system is employed
in manufacturing various articles of
commerce, by chemical process, out of
the waste of cities. The scheme men-
tioned yesterday for towing garbage
down the river, will not be seriously
considered by any one who gives the
matter a moments thought. Such a
quantity of waste matter isevery day
dumped into-the river as would require
about 100 barges for its transporta-
tion. Not less than a aozen tugs would
be required to handle these barges, and
the river below Minneapolis is not in
such a state as would be necessary for
s$o much navigation, even though the
vessels be nothing but tugs and barges.
Moreover, the old gentieman whose
friend Crain gave birth to this chimer-
ical proposition, wants §25,000 every
twelve months for doing this towing,
and as the Father of waters now
carries away the garbage free of
charge, this person will scarcely be
given any thought.

The Flour Output.
Northwestern Miller.

The past week has been an exception-
ally dull one with the Minneapolis
mills, but there is promise of better
times for the week to come. The aggre-
gate output was 59,812 barrels, averag-
ing 9,968 barrels daily, against 92,770
barrels the week before, 100,100 barrels
for the corresponding time in 1889 and
123,400 barrels in 1888. The dead condi-
tion of the flour market, together with
the delay in letting the water into the
canal, causes the general dullness at
the falls. With the opening of the
canal next Monday, nearly every mill,
save the Pillsbury B, which is laid up
for repairs, is counting upon resuming
work. The demand for flour will
hardly warrant such an active condi-
tion of affairs. but the millers prooose
to set the wheels in motion neverthe-
less, in order to test their new water
power, as well as to show the visitors to
the national convention what Minneap-
olis is capable of doing. The export
shipments were 11,077 barrels, against
13,300 barrels the preceding week.

Report on the Poor.

The supervisors of the poor met yes-
terday afternoon, but did nothing aside
from routine business. During the
month of May there.were 341 applica-
tions for aid during May and 93 personal
wants made by the superintendent.
Relief was given in 153 cases. Orders
for groceries, 157 in number, and 21 or-
ders for wood were issued, the groceries
costing $410.50 and the wood §37.80. At
the end of May there were 62 city pa-
tients in the hospitals, a decrease of 2
during the month. Hospital expenses
amounted to $534.28, and poorhouse ex-
penses to $358.86. Dr. Holt made 85
visits to the hospital and 183 to other
places, and furnished 11 funerals at a
cost of 878. Transportation, costing
$125.59, was furnished to 15 persons.
During the month the expenses of the
poor department were $1,563.56.

She Wants a Divorce.
| Eva Reeve has eommenced a suit for
divorce from her husband, Moses M.
Reeve, alleging as cause cruel and inhu-
man treatment. The complaint filed in
the district court yesterday says that
Eva is thirty-five years of age and
Moses is thirty-seven. They were mpar-
ried Dee. 1,1871, and have three chil-
dren, Nettie, aged sixteen years; E(lpa,
thirteen, and Charies, twelve. During
the year 1887 Moses commenced to ill-
treat his wite. He blackened her eyes,
kicked her and calied her all sorts of
names. About a year ago he deserted
her, and since then has contributed
nothing towards her support. ~Moses is
now in Seattle, Wash., where the sum-
mons in divorce were served upon him.
