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HEAD AND HANDS.

First Graduating Class of the
Manual Training School.

The graduating exercises yesterday
rt the manual training school were of a
highly interesting character. There
was a large attendance of ladies and
gentlemen interested in this branch of
education in the city schools, and the
proceedings were of more than usual
interest, because of the class being the
first to graduate from this school. Maj.
Wright, who is chairman of the manual
training school committee, presided,
being supported on the platform by
School Inspectors Giesen, Foley angl
Croonquist, Supt. Gilbert and Prof. W.
F. Phelps, of the industrial union. The
exercises were commendably short.
Two essays were read by Frank Still-
man and A. C.Voak,the subjects treated
being *“‘Immigration” ard “Ventila-
tion.”” Alfred C. Voak also gave the
valedictory of the class. Vocal music
was rendered by the giee club. Prof.
Phelps delivered an earnest address
in advocacy of manual training
schools, bringing out the idea that
these schools were for the purpose of

training the mind as well as
the eye. They were not trade
schools. The advances made in the
methods of education has been mar-
velous. He was very severe on the

mechanical way in which educators of
a few decades back found education
into the minds of voung, and expressed
delight at the improvement that had
taken and was still taking piace. The
mannual training school was one sign.
That school would do a great deal for
St. Paul in preaching the gospel of in-
dustry. In this way it would do more
for the city than the industrial union
with its immense capital ot §1.000,000.
Citizens wanted more enlightment on
the necessity of its developement of its
manufacturing industries. Without
these factories, whereby empioyment
could be afforded the menand women,
the city could not be said to stand on a
firm or lasting foundation. Supt. Gil-
bert presented the diplomas to the
graduates—Frank Stillman, A. C.Voak,
Irvine T. Dugan and W. E. Cavanagh.
Principal Bennett also spoke.

There was an exhibition of the work
of the pupils of the school. The ex-
hibits in many instancesdisplayed some
very fine work on the part of the pupils,
as well as the thorough training given
by the teachers.  The visitors viewed
the various workinti-rooms of the
schools. and manifested great pleasure
at its excellent appointments.

ALL HANDS TO WORK.

To Make the National Educa-
tional Association a Success.

The happy termination of the em-
proglio between Archbishop Ireland
and President Canfield, relative to the
former’s delivery of a paper at the com-
ing educational convention in July, is a
source of gratification to all who were
anxious for a successful meeting. Now
that the invitation has been renewed,
and the latter has accepted, it behooves
all citizens of St. Paul to lay aside
petty differences and work for the com-
mon weal. An article in the North-
western Chronicle, the official organ of
the Catholic church in the Northwest,
has this to say regarding the attitude of
press in the recent squabble, and the
duty of all in the premises, now that
harmony prevails:

There are times when people are grateful
{ur ordinary justice and expected courtesy.
>ersonally we express our pleasure at the
rrand spirit shown by the daily press of these
wo cities. They spared no pains in aiding
us to settle this difficulty. And indeed we
must say that the secular press all over the
land, with scarcel v a dissentient voice,
showed the same spirit of justice and court-
esy for which the pr ss of the United States
is remarkable. The newspapers of a country
are the best reflectors of the spirit of a
nation, and, in the case we are considering,
the few papers which took a narrow view
were 50 few and so insignificant that we are
illsliﬁtll in reputing them as nothing and

ooking upon the verdict of the press as

unanimous. Narrowness of spirit, or small-
ness of soul, cannot thrive in this countury.
The moment the brilliant light of its intelli-
gent journalism is turned on, littleness of
soul must disappear as surely as the dews of
morn before the hot sun of a July day.

All is well that ends well. This matter has
ended well and may contain & useful lesson
for the future. There now remains but one
duty for us all. Itisthe duty of co-opera-
tion. The National Educational meeting to
be held here from July 8 to July 11 must be
made & most pronounced success. Every one
in the community, whether Protestant or
Catholic, Jew or Gentile, should give a help-
ing hend. Itisnota small undertaking to
entertain 20,000 guests, and to exteus to
them the hospitality which is due to the edu-
cators of the nation. But we address our-
gelves directly to our own people. And it

ives us great pleasure to invite them to help

n the most cordial and efficient manner pos-

gible to make ¢he coming educational con-
vention worthy of the people of the North-
west.

TALKED INTERESTINGLY.

A Discussion of Nationalism That
Was Warmly Applauded.

A good attendance at the Nationalist
club last evening listened to an inter-
esting discussion on the favorite theme
of the club, by C. A. Cressey, of St. An-
thony Park. That gentleman handled
nationalism in an interesting manner,
to which fact the well distributed ap-
plause bore testimony. He asserted
that the condition of society in respect
to the comparative conditions of laborer
and capitalist is not merely the theory
of an alarmist, but actual fact that de-
mands solution. The present industri-
al operations were characterized as

wrong in theory Dbecause they
forced women and children into
unnatural employments — depriving
men of their legitimate field
and encouraging looseness in mor-

als by baneful associations and neglect
of wholesome iufluences. He ventured
the opinion that an observance of the
golden rule would hardly secure the
same financial results as it did in the
days ot Franklin—thatgentleman would
not stand a ghost of a chanee in this
age by following his maxims. Neither
Greeley nor James Gorden Bennett
could start successful papers in New
York to-day without the wealth of Jay
Gould to back them.

Mr. Cressey said that the churches
for the past twenty years were not do-
ing the work for the working people
that should be done. The preaching of
dogmas does not put shoes on the feet
of the laboring people. The capitalists

need the preaching. More than
that, they mneed the application
of the law to their operations.

A man gives his energies to his em-
ployer for three score yearsand ten and
then becomes a pauper. He is not pen-
sioned or provided for by his employer.
The course of society toward workers
was asserted to be in the line of tempt-
ing a man to dishonesty by refusing
him the means of support. Statistics
were read to show that a great number
of people are unable to secure employ-
ment. The speaker said: “If Iama
Nationalist, it is from the force of cir-
eumstances.” He asserted his inten-
tion of laboring in the interests of re-
lieving the pressure upon the working
classes.

‘Ware the Fraud.

A committee was appointed by the
trades and labor assembly last night to
notify the police that certain parties are
selling tickets “for the second grand
annual excursion and pienic of the St.
Paul trades and labor assembly, at
Minnehaha Falls, on Sunday, July 2, on
the steamer Henrietta.,” The tickets
are marked F. Price, treasurer, and J.
Turner, secretary. They are sold at 50
cents each and are indorsed on the back
with the name of F. Price. The trades
and labor assembly denounce the affair
as a fraud upon the public, and call at-
tention to the fact that the tickets do
not bear the seal of the assembly, which
would be upon them if they were gen-
pine. The persons responsible will be

rosecuted by the trades and labor as-

embly if caught.

Platt’s Chlorides as a Disinfectant
s just what every family needs,

A GENSUSGHIRRUP.

Lively Fear That the Census
Egumerators Will Miss
Many Names.

The Jobbers’ Union Jogs the
Officials and Appoints a
Committee,

First Annual Exercises at the
School for Manual
Training.

Boys of Barnard School Have
an Enjoyable Commence-
ment Time.

The despairing yell going up from
Minneapolis over the possible failure of
the census enumerators to enroll the
full strength of the city meets a dis-
cordant howl from St. Paul offabout the
same tenor. Within the past few days
men have begun to ask each other,
**Have you been enumerated?’ and the
alarming numboer of negative answers
received has set the community think-
ing. But until the anguished cry came
from Minneapolis the extent of the dan-
ger was scarcely realized in this city.
Inquiry on every hand yvesterday re-
vealed the fact that so many people
have been missed that jhe total enumer-
ation must inevitably fall far short of
the truth, and such a state of affairs
would be little less than calamitous at

this stage of the city’s devel-
opment. It has been confident-
ly expected that the censu

would reveal an unparalleled growth in
St. Paul, and particularly in that por-
tion embraced in the Tenth and Eiev-
enth wards, including Merriam, Union
and St. Anthony Parks, Midway
Ileights and Hamline. Five years ago
those now thriving centers were but
marks on the map, while now they are
cities within a city. This growth, which
swept up to the western ends of the
Fifth. Seventh and Eighth wards, with
the great increase in the West side and
the bluff district, is expected to show
up St. Paul as the great metropolis of
this state, but if the census eunumera-
tion is incorrect, for the want of ac-
curate and complete work, the result
may be different.

Supt. Smith was found in his office
bya GLoBE reporter, and, while he
seemed to understand the situation,
presented his equable demeanor. He
blames the law and census methods,
which are crude, complicated and 1m-
practicable, almost precluding the pos-
sibility of -an accurate enumeration.
“If T had known the system,’” he said,
“] would never have taken the office.”
He proposes to simply do the best he
can under the circumstances, and obey
the law implicitly. Of course he will
be glad of any assistance which may
be legally rendered him, and citizens
should be prompt and energetic in his
aid. This is the last day on which
enumeration may be made under the
law, and what hustling is done must be
done at once.

Jobbers Stirred Up.

The jobbers’ union held an indigna-
tion meeting yesterday. 1t was declared
that the census enumerators had done
their work in an execrably slip-shod,
haphazard way, and that unless the
citizens come forward themselves and
supply the names, fully 50,000 people
will,be gomitted in the final enumera-
tion. After passing scathing criticisms
upon the manner of the work, a com-
mittee of fifteen was named to make an
investigation. Only five of these. how-
ever, felt they could devote the time to
the work. Mr. Suydom, agent for
the Goodyear Rubber company, entered
into the canvass with zest. He called
upon many of the leading jobbers, and
in about an hour and a half he succeed-
ed in locating nearly 200 who had been
overlooked, and who would not have
been enumerated at all were it npt for
this canvass. This committee procured
a complete set of blanks, and are en-
gaged in doing the work assigned to
Supervisor Smith’s young men. An-
other meeting will be held to-day when
notes will be compared, and 1t is re-
quested that all who are cognizant that
their names and those of their families
have not been taken to leave informa-
tion with either of the following:

Lots of Liens.

In the case of Frank Stromberg
against August P. Adamson et al. Judge
Brill has filed an order giving judg-
ment in favor of Stromberg for $61.08,
which is declared a lien upon Adam-
son’s real estate. It is also decided
that Bergeman has a lien on the same
property for $36.05. Ofelt & Nelson
have a lien for $33.50; Fischer has a lien
for §111.49. These liens are superior to
the liens of the Mutual Building As-
sociation No. 1. Other judgments, in
favor of Bjork for §31.95 and Colling for
$50, were given. The property was
ordered sold to satisty the claims
against it.

Death of David O'Keefe.

David Barry O’Keefe, third son of
William and Kate O’Keefe, died at 3
o’clock yesterday afternoon at the resi-

dence of his parents, 92 West Fillmore
avenue, of catarrh of the stomach. The
young man came to St. Paul in 1867
with his parents, a child in arms, and
had grown to manhood in this commu-
nity. He has been ill since Christmas,
and smce March 1 has been growing
rapidly worse. By all who knew him
he was esteemed for his quiet demeanor
and gentlemanly bearing. The funeral
will take place on Monday morning
from the family residence at 9 o’clock.
Services will be held in St. Michael’s
chureh at 9:30 o’clock, Father O’Neill
officiating. The interment will be in
Calvary cemetery.

EQUITY VERSUS JUSTICE.

A Case Where Wrong Is Right—
Supreme Court Findings.

Only one of the four cases decided by
the supreme court, as will be seen by
the syllabi below, was vested with gen-
eral public interest. This particular
case is of that peculiar sort in which
the law seems directly opposed to the
equity of the appeal, and in which the
plaintiffs were willfully defrauded out
of their realty holdings. It appears to
be one of those sad incidents where no
statutory provision is made for the pro-
tection of property rights. Frederick
Peters and wife, living on a farm in
Freeborn county, in 1877 deeded the
land to their son, Frederick Peters Jr.
This deed was executed in considera-
tion of a written agreement on the part
of the son to support and maintain the
parents during the balance of their lives,
to pay them a certain sum of money an-
nually, etc. In 1879 the son, with the
consent of the parents, conveyed the
farm to one Reiners, who assumed all
the obligations mentioned. Then in
1881 Reiners transferred the land, also
with the knowledge and consent of
Peters Sr. and wife, under precisely the
same conditions, to Henry Tunell, who,
in turn, without knowledge or consent
of the plaintiffs, and with intent to de-
fraud, sold eighty acres of the farm to
one Hintz, forty acres to Henry Peters
and the residence, forty acres, to George
Steep, and they still hold the land. In
1882 the old folks were forced to leave
the farm because they were not pro-
vided with the nreans of maintenance.
Frederick Peters Jr., Reiners and
Tunell have successively become insol-
vent, and the original owners sought re-
lief on a vendor’s lien. The court holds
that they are unable to secure such a
lien on their claim, and the old folks
lose their property. The syllabus of
the case is given below:

Frederick Peters et al., appellants, vs. Hen
Tunell et al., respondents, Order affirmed.
DICKINSON, J.
Syllabus: A vendor’s lien upon real
estate does notarise in the case of a sale
of both real and personal property for
one entire sum or consideration with-
out any distinet price being set uf)on
the real property. Noris such a lien
implied to secure the performance of
the consideration for the transfer of
real estate when the consideration is of
such a nature that the court cannot ac-
curately ascertain and define the
amount of the charge to be thus imposed
upon the land—as where the considera-
tion is an agreement to support the
grantor during life.

Hunry R. Burns, appellant, vs. Sallie
Schreiber et al., respondent. Order deny-
ing a new trial reversed. DICKINSON, J.
Syllabus: In an action to recover for

a breach of covenant against incum-

brances in a deed conveying lands for

one entire pecuniary consideration ex-
pressed in the deed and actually paid,
evidence is not admissible in defense
of a prior parole agreement to the ef-
fect that as to a partof the granted land

(upon which an incumbrance rested)

that considerotion was not applicable,

but that the convevance was gratuitous.

In re assignment ot Shotwell, Clerihew
Lothman, A. H, Lindeke, assignee, appe
lant, vs. George A. Clark & Bro., respond-
ents. Judgmentaffirmed. DICKINSON,d.
The partnership firm of George A.

Clark & Bro. presented a claim of gn

debtedness of §146,333 for allowance

against the insolvent estate of the firm
of Shotwell, Clerihew & Lothman,
which was disallowed by the assignee.

The claimants appealed to the district

court. The matter was referred to

George C. Ripley Esq., upon whose re-

port in favor of the claimants judgment

was entered allowing the claim. From
that judgment the assignee of the in-
solvent estate prosecuted this appeal.
Syllabus: The members of a copart-
nership having made a general assign-
ment of both individual and partnership

property for the benefit of creditors, a

debt of the insolvents is provable as a

claim in the insolvency proceedings,

whether the debt be of an individual or
gartuership character. It being agreed
etween the members of a copartner-

ship that it should be dissolved; that a

new partnership should be formed con-

sisting of some of the members of the
old firm; that the new firm should take
all the assets of the old firm and should

ay all its debts; held that an

indebtednss thus assumed became a

debt of the new firm and provable as

such in subsequent insolvency pro-
ceedings against the new firm. An

allowance by the district court, as a

claim against an insolvent estate, of the

amount of a promissory note of the in-
solvents given in renewal of former
notes for an indebtedness, sustained,
although the new note included a cer-
tain amount of interest compated on

the former notes, while the latter did

not on their face bear interest before

maturity, the evidence not having been
returned.

The case of Harbord et al. vs. Cooper
was brought up from Nobles county,
and is an appeal from an order over-
ruling a demurrer to the complaint.
The case is one referring to indorse-
ments on negotiable paper, and the
sytlabus 1s as follows:

R. A. Harbord et al., respondents, vs. Ed-
ward Cooper, appellant. Order affirmed.

DicrINSON, J,
Syllabus:

The payee of negotiable
paper having by indorsement made it
payable to the orderjof another, adding
also in the same indorsed contracta
guaranty of payment, held that the
contract thus indorsed was assignable
and the assignee might recover thereon;
and further, that the assignment of the
notes transfer, as also the indorsed con-
tract of guaranty. .

The following cases were argued and
submitted in the supreme court yester-
day: Edwin Groesbeck, appellant vs.
Cora B. Matteson et al., respondents,
and Mark D. Flower, appellant, vs.
Sarah A. Davidson et al., respondents.
The action of Patrick Walsh, receiver,
etc., appellants, vs. 1. E. Byrnes et al.,
respondents, was submitted on briefs.

The Brainerd Water Power company,
with a capital stock of $100,000, has be-
come incorporated, and a rticles of asso-
ciation were filed in the office of the
secretary of state yesterday. B. W.

Articles of associatlon were also filed
by Frank Barrett, George J. Atkins, of
Lancaster, O.; J. J. Bright, E. Senon,
of Point Pleasant, W. Va.; Fred Bar-
rett, of Tower, and James Sellwood and
John P. Morrow, of Duluth, comprising
the Duluth Furniture company, with a
capital stock of $100,000.

Got the Salary.

The cause of P. R. McDonnell against
The War Eagle Gold and Silver Mining
Company was tried yesterday in Judge
Kerr’s court. McDonnell wanted pay
for his services as secretary of the com-
pany since its organization. It was
claimed that he was to receive no com-

ensation for the first six months. C.
i)). 0’Brien appeared for McDonnell and
P. W. Locke for the mining company.
Although the trial was not a long one,it
was interesting. Mr. Locke kept the
court, jury, counsel and spectators in a
good humor by the good-natured way in
which he handied his side of the case.
The jury returned a verdict in favor of
MeDonnell for $450, being pay for eight-
een months’ service at §25 a month,

FORGED T0 DISSOLVE,

Withdrawals From Trans-Mis-
souri Association Leaves
It Shaky.

It Is Likely to Go to Pieces
Within the Next
Week.

The Grand Trunk’s Claim to
Differentials May Cause
a War,

Stickney’s Railroad System
No Longer in the Inter-
state Association.

CHICAGO, June 13.— Thegeneral man
agers of the Trans-Missouri association
met again to-day to further consider the
question of dissolving the passenger de-
partment, in view of the fact that the
majority of the members have signed
the agreement of the new Western Pas-
senger association. The Denver & Rio
Grande and the Fort Scott & Memphis
roads were not ready to join the new
association, though intimating that they
might do so in the not very remote fut-
ure, and were opposed to an immediate
dissotution of the passenger department
of the Trans-Missouri association. The
Missouri Pacific also objected to
any  hasty action in that di-
rection, and voted against the
proposition to amalgamate, Thereupon
the Burlington, the Rock Island, the
Santa Fe and the Chicago and North-
western all gave thirty days notice of
their intention of withdrawing from the
Trans-Missouri Passenger association.
This will settle the question, as the or-
ganization will not be able to exist with-
out these roads. The Trans-Missouri
will be continued as a freight associa-
tion exclusively.

OPPOSED TO DIFFERENTIALS.

The Lake Shore Slashes at the
Grand Trunk.

CHICAGO, June 18.—A special meet-
ing of the Chicaga freight committee of
the Central Traffic association was
called to-day by the Lake Shore people,
who gave notice that they would fur-
ther reduce the rate on dressed beef to
89 cents a hundred pounds, Chicago to
New York, taking effect June 20, This
is done to meet the action of the Chi-
cago & Grand Trunk, which has filed a
new tariff with the interstate commerce
commission, making a rate of 39 cents
to preserve its three-cent differential.
The Lake Shore is still determined to
abolish the differentlal, and will con-
tinue to meet the Grand Trunk rates.
Cat%le rates will also be reduced to 22}
cents.

Growing Beautifully Less.

CHICAGO, July 13.—The Interstate
Commerce Railway association has lost
another of its members. The latest
road to drop out is the Chicago, St. Paul
and Kansas City, the general manager
of which said to-day that his company
was no longer connected with the or-
ganization. Fully half of the original
signers of the famous presidents’ agree-
ments have withdrawn.

Encouraging Fruit-Growers.

CHICAGO, June 13.—The Western
Kreight association to-day decided to re-
affirm the action of last year regarding
the accepting of fruit shipments with-
out prepayment or guarantee, with the
understanding that the loss, if any,
would be pro-rated between the lines
in interest on the basis of earnings, this
being done for the purpose of encour-
aging the shipment of green fruits,

Right of Way to-Be Granted.

WASHINGTON, June 13.—The house
committee on Indian affairs to-day au-
thorized a favorable report on the sen-
ate bill granting right of way to the
Red Lake & Western Railway and Nav-
igation company across Red Lake res-
ervation in Minnesota, and granting
the company the right to take lands for
terminal railroad and warehouse pur-
poses.

————

STILLWATER NEWS.

The Events of a Day in the Bluff
City.

The annual meeting of the Minnesota
Thresher Manufacturing company will
be held in Stillwater next Monday. It
is-vaguely reported that the session is
likely to result in some sort of an up-
heaval or revolution, though a consery-
ative idea is that no radical change in
policy or management will be effected
or agitated.

A telegram received yesterday from
Ed Connolly, now at the Denver races,
states that he enters his five horses for
the June meeiing at Stillwater. Secre-
tary McCarthy is now at the Janesville
races to secure additional entries for
the races here June 24 to 27 inclusive.

The body of William Webb, drowned
at Nevers last Tuesday, has not yet
been found, though William Sauntry,
manager of the dam company, and citi-
zens both at Taylor’s Falls and St. Croix
Falls are lending all possible aid in the
search. The gates of the dam have been
shut several times in order to assist in
an examination of the river below, and
at such times the shallow stream has
been thoroughly but vainly searched
between the dam and the falls, a dis-
tance of about seven miles.

I'he Musser took out atow of logs yes-
terday, and the Ravenna will leave to-
day with a raft from Sauntry & Tozer
for Quincy.

After this week a change of schedule
will go into effect on the St. Paul & Du-
luth road, by which a through train for
St. Paul will leave Stillwater at 10:30 a.
m. A later train will also be puton
from St. Paul to Stillwater, leaving the
former place at 8:45 p. m.

A meeting of the citizens will be held
at the city hall this evenjng to arrange
for a public all-around Fourth of July
celebration. Mayor Durant is deeply
interested in the project from patriotic
motives, and was instrumental in hav-
ing the meeting called.

The latest acquisition to the corps of
public school teachers for the coming
year is Miss Garland, who will probably
be placed in charge of the primary
grades.

PR OHIBITIONISTS DAZED.

Decision in an “0O. P.”
Startles Pennsylvanians.
PITTSBURG, Pa., June 13.—A profound
sensation was created in this portion of
the state this afternoon by the decision
of an Armstrong county judge in an
original package case. Some days ago
Charles Silverman, a resident of Al-
legheny county, opened an original
ackage store in Leechburg, a local pro-
gibmon town in Armstrong county,
which is also prohibition. Silverman
claimed to be acting as an agent, under
power of attorney of the Cincinnati
Brewing company, of Hamilton, O. He
made his sales, and was promptly ar-
rested and placed on trial before Judge
Rayburn, at Kittanning, the county seat
of Armstrong county. The tem-
perance people were up in arms,
and pushed the prosecution strougly.
claiming that Silverman was violating
the laws by selling liquor withouta
license; also, that he had sold to minors
and to men of knowh intemperate
habits. Silverman, who was backed in
his defense by the brewi company,
admitted that he had sold beer in kegs,
half barrels and barrels, but denied,
and proved that he had not sold to
mirors, and claimed he had not know-
ingly sold to men of intemperate habits.

Case

The defense also claimed he had not
violated any local liquor laws by selling
these original packages, and proved
them to have been unbroken, and to
have been duly sealed and stamped as
required by the United States law, that
there could be no conviction in his case
as, und_er the constitution, and laws of
the United States relating to commerce
bet.ween_ states, he was fully pro-
tected in selling original packages
shipped from Ohio into Pennsylvania.
Judge Rayburn, in his charge, refused
to eonsider the evidence of the prosecu-
tion in regard to the local prohibitory
law, and affirmed those relating to the
United States interstate commerce law.

"4 He said it was a mere question of fact

for the jury to learn whether the pack-
ages were the identical and unbroken
cases shipged from Hamilton, O., to Sil-
verman. If the jury were satisfied, the
judge’s charge continued, that these
were the original packages, then Silver-
man_had a right to make the sale ac-
cording to a recent decision of the su-

reme court, and did not violate the

ennsylvania liquor law in selling with-
:ouf license; but, if found guilty of sell-
ing to minors, and intemperate men, he
would come under a clause of the Penn-
sylvania laws prohibiting such sale, for

while the state might not pro-
hibit the sale of original pack-
ages, It could protect its citl-

gens, as the minors and Intem-
perate clause, came!nearly withip the
police regulation of the state. This
charge was most unexpected to the
prosecution, and to the hundreds inter-
ested who thronged the court room.
The jury remained out about two hours
and a half, and acquitted Silverman of
the charge of selling without a license
and to minors, but found him guilty of
selling to persons of known intemperate
habits. Silverman 18 overjoyed, while
the liquor people, who have been in a
hopeless minority in -Armstrong county,
are jubilant. Silverman says original
packages can now flood every town in
the state, and the high license paid by
local liguor dealers is practical% money
thrown away. The decision is believed
to be the first rendered in a high license
state, and the outcome 1s awaited with
interest alike by the temperance and
liquor people.

LEGISLATORS SUMMONED.

Gov. Fifer Calls an Extra Session
for July.
SPRINGFIELD, Ill.,, June 13.— Gov.
Fifer to-day issued a call for a special
session of the state legislature to be
convened on the 23d day of July prox-
imo, to submit to the electors of the
state a proposition to amend the state
constitution as to permit the city of
Chicago to issue §5,000,000 in bonds in
aid of the Columbian exposition in 1893;
to pass the necessary legislation to per-
mit the use of public grounds as a loca-
tion for the exposition, and to vest the
power of eminent domain in the city
during the pendency of the fair.
