DEMOCRATS FOR REFORM.
There are honest and fairly intelli-

gent people who think the Republican
managers always want straight .york at
the ballot box, and the Democrats as
uniformly would have opportunities
left for devious ways. They are misled
by their party prejudices. Itis not ex-
l>ected they can be persuaded that Dem-
ocrats are naturally quite as honest, but
the fact is easily seen that the Demo-
crats are more generally in the legis-
latures and party platforms insisting
upon the adoption of the improved
methods of voting that are conceded to
baffle much of the corrupting influence
that degrades the franchise. They may
assume that this is due to the inability
of the Democrats to cope with the Re-
publicans in adeptness in the use of
money, or the ability to obtain it. They
do not have the obese beneficiaries of
protective legislation to fill the party
hats. Be the reason what it may,
the Democrats are demanding the adop-
tion ofthe most effective measures yet
devised for making the ballot truthful
and honest. The recent state conven-
tions of the two parties in Maine drew
the line squarely. The Democrats took
clear and emphatic position in favor of
the secret official ballot, and in the
legislature they supported all the meas-
ures that embodied it, and which the
Republican majority defeated. In the
Republican state convention there was
an effort to commit the party to the re-
form. An address urging it was pre-
sented from a Republican club, and
this declaration was before the conven-
tion and voted down by a large major-
«ly:

"The Republicans of Maine indorse
the secret system of voting withofficial
ballots. Itis no longer an experiment
in American states, but an established
success. It reduces the expense of
elections to a minimum, and is the
simplest and most effective prevention

of bribery, intimidation, and other
forms of corruption at the polls yet in-
stituted."

A vague and meaningless declaration
\u25a0was made in favor of a "free ballot and
fair count." but the specific measure to
effect honesty in the ballot was rejected.
This was no quibble about phraseology.
The most notorious traffickers in votes
would indorse the resolution of the con-
vention, as it would put no barriers in
the wayoftheir success. This action of
the Maine Republicans is the more sig-
nificaut from the fact that recent publi-
cations have presented a most astound-
ing system ofvote traffic in vogue in
that state. In hardly any state have
there been such charges ofvote buying
and bribery, especially in the district
represented by Speaker Reed. Any
professions he may make in favor of
purity and honesty in elections willbe
interpreted in the light ofthe action of
the convention at his home, which
singled him out for special indorse-
ineiiU

NORTH DAKOTA'SHOPE.
North Dakota looks hopefully, even

confidently, to the return this year of
one of the earlier time crop years, that
willbring the average of No. 1hard up
to twenty bushels or more. This will
not only tend to dissipate any heaviness
of mind that may have fallen upon
some, but will have a political and
moral influence. The waste places of
Zion, ifthere are those not reached by
any gospel palace car, willbe made to
bloom. It willbe easier to dispense

with tho license moneys stopped by pro-
hibition, and much less difficult to con-
clude that a big lottery is demoralizing.
Tl\o temptation from this source, how-
ever, will apparently bo avoided. Down
in Louisiana tbe only preacher in the
legislature has been instructed by his
constituents to vot« for the lottery, and
he promises to do so. He willpray one
way and vote the other. This painful
distortion of the moral nature willbe
spared the people of North Dakota, it is
Relieved. Abig wheat crop is a moral
force there.

A TEAPOT TEMPEST.
Wisdom is seldom born of ill-temper,

nor is the clamor of an excited populace
a proper substitute forargument. Hence
we take it that after a few days our
Minneapolis friends will be in a better
frame of ni nJ to talk over the sensa-
tional incidents connected with the
arrest of some of their census enumer-
ators. We are satisfied when the storm
of passion has passed, and they have in-
quired into the niatter.the more thought-
fulmen of our sister city will be con-
vinced that there has been unnecessary
excitement over this affair, and that
some things that have beeu said and
done might as well have beeu omitted.
It will be seen from the inter-

views published in this morning's
Globe there is a division of pop-
ular sentiment in St. Taul as to
the judiciousness of the proceedings
that have been instituted, and a very
general expression of regret that any-
thing should have occurred to reawaken
the old-time hostility between the peo-
ple of these two cities. There is every
reason why amity and harmony should
prevail, and none why there should be
bickering or bitterness. There are
some who express the belief that a mis-
take was made in not allowing the
United States to attend to its own af-
fairs, without the gratuitous interfer-
ence of outsiders. The census bureau
is responsible for the taking of an hon-
est census in all the cities of this coun-
try. While there has been a great deal
of inefficiency manifested, it has come
to light that the census bureau has been
shadowing the enumerators invarious
cities with detectives in order todis-
cover irregularities or attempts atfraud-
ulent work that might be perpetrated.
This was allproper enough; aud. ifthe
government's detective agency discov-
ered anything going wrong, then it was
clearly the duty of the government to
take immediate steps to inflictpunish-
ment upon the wrongdoers. And it is
equally the right of a private citizeu to
ferret out crime. No fair-minded citi-
zen of any community will gainsay this
proposition.

However much popular opinion may
differ as to the propriety of the pro-
ceedings instituted against the Minne-
apolis census takers, there is no occa-
sion toprejudge their case, either for
or against the accused, in advance of a
judicial examination. Itis now clearly
a question of law and evidence as to
their guilt or innocence. If they are
guiity,every honest man in Minneapolis,
as well as inSt. Paul, will want to see
the full penalty of the law imposed. If
they are innocent, then an acquittal is
their duo* and the punishment willreact
upon ffiose who may have falsely ac-
cused them. So there can be nothing
lost by awaiting judicial action.

Falsifying census returns is an offense
against the laws of the United States,
and a very grievous one. The law-
abiding and law-respecting people of
Minneapolis are as much interested in
the enforcement of the laws and the
punishment of crime as any other peo-
ple. Hence we fail to see why there
should be undue excitement and clam-
orous agitation while the case is pend-
ing before the courts. Tne eyidence
produced on the trial will determine
whether the accused are guilty or not,
and that is all there is of it.

FREE SILVER COINAGE.
The most encouraging sign of an

awakening public conscience that has
been seen for many a day was visible
in the action of the senate on the silver
bill. When that club of millionaires
bows to the popular will and passes a
free coinage bill there is some hope that
public affairs are inbetter shape than
was generally supposed. The bill
adopted by the house, limiting silver
coinage, was only passed by sixteen
majority, and some of those who voted
for itdid so in the belief that the senate
wouldstrike out the limitation clause.
So that itis reasonably certain that the
senate amendments wiilbe concurred
in when the bill goes back to the house.

This isby all odds the most progress-
ive legislation we have had within the
last twenty-five years, and comes nearer
to meeting popular demand than any-
thing congress has done within that
time. The clamor raised by the
mono-nietallists that free silver coin-
age is solely in the interest of
the Western mine owners is all
fudge. Of course, the mine own-
ers are benefited, but it is not
for their especial benefit that this legis-
lation is being enacted. It is being
done for the public benefit, and in pro-
tection of American products. There
is noreason why an American should
want to discriminate betwqpn gold and
silver, while there is every reason that
the value of both metals should be main-
tained.

The people of the United States have
all alone been demanding the restora-
tion of the bimetallic system of cur-
rency. Their wishes have been thwarted
by Wall street brokers until public pa-
tience ceased to be a public virtue.
The situation has been very well ex-
plained by Mr.Wolcott, who closed
the debate in the senate, when he said
if President Harrison's position in
opposition to silver coinage had been
known before election he would not
have carried a single Western state.

The claim set up by its opponents,
that free silver coinage will inaugurate
an era of unhealthy speculation, is like-
wise bosh. The results of the
bill, if it should become a law,
will be to inflate the currency
by $57,000,000. which will be re-
leased from the redemption depart-
ment of the treasury. No one who uu-
derstands the financial straits to which
the country is now subjected can se-
riously assert that an addition of $57,-
--000.000 to the currency willdisturb any-
thing. Itwill fall as gratefully upon
the country as the June showers now-
refreshing our Western prairies. It
means more prosperity, but no specula-
tion.

The people of this country are not
afraid of the dollar of their daddies.
Bankers and brokers may talk as they
please about the inconvenience of silver
currency; self-styled political econo-
mists may prate on forever about our
monetary system being reduced to the
basis of China and India, yet the fact
remains that the great body of the com-
mon people, the men who work on the
farms and in theshops, have unbounded
respect for the silver dollar, and are al-
ways glad to get it.

A free silver coinage law will put it
out of the power of Wall street to
tighten the money market at will,and
this is enough to reconcile the people of
this country to the passage of such a
law. Itmeans a more stable financial
system, as well as a more equal and a
more plentiful distribution of money.
There is no danger of getting too much
money intocirculation as long as gold

and silver stand on van equal footing
and are recognized as the standards of
value.

We congratulate the silver men in
the senate for their noble stand on be-
half of free coinage, and we hope to see
the representatives of the people in the
lower branch of congress come up in
the same spirit of heroism to the help of
the people.

SALISBURY'S BLUFF.
The twoleading English newspapers,

the Times and Standard, both published
in London and right under the eyes of
Lord SALiSBURY.have recently assumed
a belligerent attitude toward the United
States, and talk as if war with this
country were the most probable thingin
the near future. It is hinted in late
dispatches from London that Lord Sal-
isbury is himself the author of these
warlike editorials, having chosen this
plan to divert British attention from
the crumbling condition of his own
ministry.

The people of this country are not
conscious of having given England any
provocation for war. On the contrary,
they imagine that they have beeu re-
markably patient and forbearine, con-
sidering the numerous outrages the
British have inflicted upon us recently.
The truth is, the United States is not in
a mood for war. We have so many
things of domestic importance on hand,
we prefer not to be bothered with in-
ternational complications. Yetit would
be better for England if Lord Salis-
bury did not misconstrue our forbear-
ing disposition into one of sub-
mission. For, while we are not
aching for a fight, we are not
going to put ourselves out to
avoid one. We care nothing for Lon-
don newspaper gossip and swagger, so
long as itisnot authorized by the Brit-
ish government. But, if it be true, as
intimated, that Lord Salisbury is re-
sponsible for these newspaper utter-
ances, then the matter must be either-
shut up or fought out. John Bullcan't
play the braegart over Brother Jona-
than. Simply as a reminder to Salis-
bury that we know our business, we
will politely inform him that in less
that thirty days Minnesota can plant
10,000 well-drilled soldiers across the
Canada border. Minnesota is a small
state, too, in comparison withsome of
the American states that border on the
Canada line.

THE INDEPENDENTS.
An example of one-eyed wisdom is

furnished by the St. Louis Globe-Demo-
crat, the leading Republican paper of
the Southwest, when it insists that the
alliance independent movement is an
excellent thing for Democratic states,
but a most abominable affair when it is
inaugurated in the Republican states.
Ifthe St. Louis paper would open both
eyes to the situation, itwould observe
that the alliance leaders are not taking
the political status of any particular
states into consideration. They are
simply devising the ways and means to
rid the farmers of monopoly rule, re-
gardless of what party may be hurt by
the movement. InGeorgia and in the
Carolinas the Democrats willbe the suf-
ferers, while in Minnesota and South
Dakota the Republicans willcatch it in
the neck. From the farmers' stand-
point this is all right, though itmay not
please the hide-bound organs.

Ifthe leaders of the old political par-
ties were to shape tne alliance move-
ment to suit the dominant party ineach
locality, the grangers would soon have
to take to their holes. But as it is, the
old party leaders willhave to look out
for themselves while the farmers arc
looking out for themselves. What is
sauce for the Democratic goose in this
instance must be sauce for the Republi-
can gander. Geographical lines and old
political divisions seem to cut very
little figure in the new movement.

BENJAMINBACKS OCT.
President Harbison is a wise man if

he knows when he has enough. And if
there be truth in the report that came
from Washington last night that he told
an intimate friend yesterday he would
not be a candidate for renomination, he
is a wiser man than most people have
given him for. This will be
pleasant news to the ambitious Repub-
lican politicians who have been seeking
to undermine him, and willlikelybring
about more harmonious relations be-
tween the presideut and his party lead-
ers. It is noteworthy, however, that
this declaration was brought out during
an informal discussion of the silver bill,
from which it is just to infer that he
proposes to veto the free coinage bill, if
itpasses, and then seek refuge from the
storm he willevoke by declining to be
a candidate again. The abuse heaped
upon him by Republican senators with-
in the last few days has doubtless had
something to do with his determination
to withdraw from the field.

THE ORDER OF STATES.
Itis not believed that the census will

change the rank of the four largest
states from that held in the count of
18S0. New York has held the firstplace
steadily for seventy years. In the first
census, in 1790, it was the fifth state.
Virginia was then the first, but itlost it
in1810, and has been passed by some
other state at nearly every decade since.
Pennsylvania was the second state
until 1810, when it was the third. In
1830 it came to the secoud again, and
has remained there since. Ohio willre-
main the third in the list, as it has since
1840. Illinois has been the fourth for
hirty years and will hold its place.
Missouri is conceded to be the fifth,as
itwas ten years ago, but beyond that
there is question. Texas will be likely
to come close to Missouri. Nevada will
be crowded downby the four new states
and lead the procession in the rear.
Minnesota willpass several older states,
probably.

NO MORE SURPLUS.
Representative Henderson, of lowa,

is a good Republican, and wants to get
the figures down as small as possible,
but he foots up the pension appropria-
tions for the coming fiscal year at §167,-
--824,735. He computes the call under
the new law at $35,000,000. when itis
more likely to reach $60,000,00 a. Nor
does he take account of the great num-
ber ofprivate pension bills which now
have no obstruction at the White house.
A total of $200,000,000 for the pension

business of the year will be not far
from the real total. This will be more
than double that of last year, ana make
the ?-2(5,OOO,OOO estimates after the war
look small. There have been fourteen
regular appropriation bills reported to
the house, and the chairman of the
committee says they footup $306,000,000.

Other bills indorsed by the party will
take §100,000,000, making a total of $80,-
--000,000 or so more than the estimated
revenue. That troublesome surplus
willbe disposed of.

Bismarck is credited with the com-
plaint that there is "over-education" in
Germany, and it is the cause of the
nihilism inRussia. He attributes to it
the popular discontent and revolt at es-
tablished things. There is something
in the idea. Inthe days of slavery the
slaves were not allowed education. It
is always difficult to keep intelligent,
thinking people in servile ruts. The
"campaign of education" in this countny
is making trouble for the bosses and

barons. The masses must have as little
enlightenment as possible if they are to
be docile "hewers of wood and drawers
of waters" for the dominating few, But
somehow ideas are being diffused, and
the people are breaking the leading
strings. Itis disturbing, but the en-
livening waters have to be stirred.

The Chicago Tribune has a write-up
of some of the wealthy colored men in
the South. There': seems to be a pretty
fair sprinkling ofthem worth from $100,-

--000 to $500,000. They seem to acquire
wealth in about the . 'ways that
white men do, and livein all the style-
of other people.- They have white serv-
ants about their mansions, as negroes,
willnot serve those of their own color..
Itis not specially important that either i
blacks or whites should accumulate great
wealth, but it is noteworthy that there .
is no race inhibition in the South.

Helena's Dr. C. K. Cole, a

Montana capitalist, is
New Road, at the Auditorium

hotel, says the Chicago
Tribune. He is one of the committee
that went to New York to petition the
Northern Pacific road to build a line
from Castle to Helena. If it is built,
the line willbe 120 miles long,and will
tap one of the richest mining regions
in the West.

President Oakes, of the Northern Pa-
cific, said that the work willbe done
unless the physical condition of the
country presented insurmountable ob-
stables. The engineers arenow at work
and a report willbe made to the North-
ern Pacific in a few days. Ittook the
business men of Helena about twenty-
four hours tosubscribe $300,000 for the
work,and we did not have to beg for
the money either.

"Castle is in the heart of the greatest
mineral country of the West, aud it has
never been developed because nothing
could be done with the ore. By the
new road it can be shipped to Helena,
and that entire part of Montana willre-
ceive a new lease of life."

Lord Salisbury's Surrender

to German Diplomats An-
gers English Radicals. •

Loxdox, June 18.—Lord Salisbury's
surrender to Germany is the main topic
of discussion, and its ratification by
parliament is somewhat doubtful. The
objectors to the premier's concessions,
however, are by no means consistent.
The Radicals, for instance, admit that
they themselves advised the cession of
Heligoland inreturn for German con-
cessions in Africa, but they declare
their inability to see that Ger-
many has made any concessions.
It is probable, however, that they
would have been just as blind, for
political purposes, ifGermany had sur-
rendered her entire interest in Africa
and withdrawn her last man from that
territory. The Liberals are a little less
inconsistent than the Radicals, but will
strongly oppose the agreement when it
comes before parliament, purely for po-
litical reasons. Mr.Morley told a lob-
byist to-day that the agreement with
Germany was equitable, and that the
front bench of the opposition would not
oppose it. The Radicals are furious.

CESSION OP HELIGOLAND.

Salisbury's Spontaneous Offer
Pleased the Kaiwer.

London, June 19.—The Telegraph's
Berlin correspondent says: The
idea of ceding Heligoland to
the empire of Germany was entirely
England's, anl the spontaneity of the
offer gave Emperor William much
pleasure. The colonial party is indig-
nant and disappointed, but the leaders
of the National Liberals and a majority
of the reichstag indorse the agree-

ment fully. The cession of Heligoland

has Mattered the national pride. The
Vossiche Zeitung, the Tagblatt and the
Boersen Courier all express congrat-
ulations upon the success of the empe-
ror and the government. a»d the
Financial World is delighted. The
Chronicle protests against Lord Salis-
bury going out of the way to enlarge
the territory of Germany, when
there is the utmost necessity on
account of Newfoundland to cul-
tivate the friendliness of France.
Itthinks the government blunder has
brought us within measurable distance
of dissolution. Ifthe Heligoland billis
rejected the ministers willbe bound to
appeal to the country. The Daily News'
Paris correspondent declares that
France and Russia willoppose an Eng-
lish protectorate over Zanzibar.

AGREED TO DISAGREE.

The Jury in a Breach of Promise
Case Discharged.

Loxoon, June IS.—The jury in the
case of Miss Weidemann against Capt.
Robert Horace Walpole, for breach of
promise of marriage, to-day announced
to the court that they were unable to
agree upon a verdict, and were dis-
charged. This was the second trial of
the case. On the first triala verdict was
found for the defendant because the
plaintiffrefused to answer certain ques-
tions regarding the birth of her child, of
which she icharged Capt. Walpole was
the father. A new trial was granted on
the ground that Miss Weidemann, who
is a German, did not properly under-
stand the purport ofthe question.

MORE MOXEY IS NEEDED.

Germany Will Increase the Cus-
toms Levies.

Berlin, June 19.—1n the reichstag
to-day the estimates for an increase of
the salaries of government officials
and military and naval officers were
referred to the budget committee.
Most of the speakers opposed an
increase of the army and navy
officers' pay. Baron Maltzahn, secre-
tary of the treasury, pointed
out the necessity for creating fresh
sources of revenue. He said itwas im-
possible to reduce the duties on grain.
The customs duties, increased 45,000,000
marks, would help to cover the 00,000,-
--000 marks of increased expenditures
which the sessions credits demanded.

Eyraud Sleeps Tranquilly.
Havana, June 18.— Yesterday after-

noon the other carrier pigeons taken on
the steamer Lafayette returned to this
city. They brought the following dis-

patch: "We drink a glass of cham-
pagne to the prosnerity of Cuba, keep-
ing in eternal -remembrance our warm
reception.

Coloradoans Won't Be Satisfied
With Anything Less.

Denver, Col., June 18.—A meeting of
the Colorado Silver association was held
here to-day, . and was addressed by.
F. G. Newland of Nevada, a member of
the national silver committee appointed
by the St. Louis convention, who has
been in attendance, was in Wash-
ington this winter. He gave an ac-
count of;the pending legislation and
the position of the Democratic party
and the administration, and prominent
politicians with reference to it. He
urged the extension of the work of the
na lonal silver committee, the or-
g.alzationof a bimetallic league under
the presidency of Gen. Warner, of
Oho, which is to act in co-operaiioa
with the bi-inetallic leagues of France,
England, Germany and Italy, and is to.

A Court Martial in His Case I*
Unnecessary.

Tucson, June 18.— the court ma
tial trial ofMaj. Kimball, chief quua*
termaster department of Arizona, to-

Kimball was ordered to Arizona at
a time when the terrible Indian war was
in progress, and discharged his duties
withmarked ability and strict fidelity.
