thing, but Likes the Alli-
ance Move.

Bitter Attacks on Senator
Davis, Which He Is Said

to Inspire.

A New Richmond for Lieuten-
ant Governor from Still-

water.

Hixon Confers With the Gov-
ernor—General Political

Gossip.

Is Knute Nelson flirting with the
Farmers' alliance?

This is a question that is troubling
the .Republican leaders, from the gov-
ernor down to OilInspector Sam Nich-
ols. Itbothered Gov. Merriam so much
that he has taken the pains tohave the
Fifthdistrict statesman interviewed on
the matter, and yesterday he
announced with the greatest as-
surance that Mr. Nelson would
not acept the nomination of an y party
for any office. The governor is reported

to have said that ifMr.Nelson wanted
to run for governor of Minnesota this
year he could probably set the Repub-
lican nomination with very little work.
This he at once followed with the posi-

tive statement that Hon. Knute would
accept no nomination.

But, ifthis is true, how can the utter-
ances ofMr.Nelson's oldfield managers,
like ex-Warden Stordock and others, be
accounted for? Mr. Nelson is a very
shrewd politician, and he never shows
his hand until he has been "called."
The movement which culminated in the
call for an independent convention by the
executive committee of the alliance had
its originin a section of tne state that
is, nnd has always been, particularly
friendly toMr.Nelson, and a politician
as shrewd as Nelson himself yesterday
made the assertion at the Merchants'
that the "little Norwegian" is really
bolstering up and encouraging the in-
dependents. His reasons were good,
and it willtake some explaining by Mr.
Nelson to convince Senator Davis and
Gov. Merriam that he wants nothing.

Is it governor or senator that Mr.
Nelson desires to be?

"1am quite confident," said a prom-
inent Fifth district leader yesterday,
who, by the way,is one of the closest
observers of current politics inthe state,
"that Knute Nelson is fishing for some-
thing, and Iam inclined to believe that
he would accept the alliance nomina-
tion for governor. Let me tell you
why. From time to time during the
last few weeks he has been indorsed by
alliances at their meetings, and usually
in a series of resolutions written by
other than local alliance men. Only a
day or two ago a little alliance up near
his home indorsed him in one resolu-
tion, and severely scored Senator Davis
inanother for his position on the Pacific
railroad funding bill. Now those reso-
lutions are simple enough on their face,

but no one need tell me that they
were the work ofthe members of that
alliance. They were inspired by some
one—lwon't pretend to say by whom,
but see iffuture events do not prove
that Nelson and his friends are abroad
in the land."

While a number of things would seem
to indicate that Nelson is secretly with
the independents, the interview quoted
above shows that Senator Davis
is the game the wily Knute
would like to bring down.
Ifthe farmers make a bighit this year,
he willcertainly be with them later. As
a gentleman weU-acquainted with him
remarked the other day. "Knute Nelson
holds many of the doctrines and opin-
ions, and would be pleased to have the
votes of the Democratic party, mean-
time pretending to be a Republican.
However, he can bet his last dollar
that when he is indorsed by the Demo-
crats he will have declared his
allegiance to the party. The Democ-
racy of Minnesota is stronger, more con-
fident and hopeful than ever. They
realize that the party is on the right

the issues of the day.and victory

und to rest with them in the near

>c Farmers' alliance is very inde-
lent this year. Yesterday Senator
/.Hixou, of Grant county, came
ito the city and speut the day
ting with Senator Wood, of Fari-

ba-ult; Senator Keller, of Steams, and
Gov. Merriam. Hixonwas renoiuinated
for the senate on last Saturday by the
farmers of Big Stone, Grant, Stevens
and Traverse counties. Whether he
met Gov. Merriam per request of the
latter or not is unknown, but he was
heard to remark as he left his excel-
lency that he didn't care
whether he was indorsed or
not— meaning by this that he
didn't care whether the Republican
convention nominated him or another
man. Anear friend of his remarked
that "they," meaning the Republicans
of the Forty-second district, "needed
Senator Hixon about as badly as he
needed them." Regardless of what the
Republicans may do in that district,
Senator Hixonis in the field— the first
member of the last senate to be placed
innomination, too, by the way—and as
he is a fighter, there will be fun up
there ifhe doesn't pull through.

But Senator Hixon is not the only
member of the last upper house of the
state legislature who wants to be re-
turned. Senator Wood, of Rice county,

who was in the city yesterday, re-
marked that he "was going to try to
make the riffle"for a renomination. Dr.
Wood is popular, and, although, as he
says, a man who has been there four
years is likely to have stirred up some
enemies, there is little doubt of his se-
curing a renomination.

How the heart of this state adminis-
tration warms towards a man who be-
trays Democratic tendencies on the
tariff question! During the last year
Hon. John G. Nelson, of Stillwater, has
been kickingon the tariff policy of the
Republicans— indeed, he is said to have
gone so far as to say that he would vote
for a Democrat for congress this fall.
This was heralded around St Paul, and
party bosses shivered, for John G. Nel-
son is a man with lots of influence and
considerable wealth. An order was at
once issued from the executive depart-
ment of the state government, and the
Republican county convention ofWash-
ington county elected him a delegate to
the state gathering on the 24th of next
month.

But this wasn't enough, although the
dose was large.

And yesterday Mr. Nelson was
launched as a candidate for lieutenant
governor. Lieut. Goy. Rice's appear-
ance in the city coincided with the ap-
pearance of the Nelson boom, and he is
given the credit of being its author. At
any rate, it was well started, and, un-
les"s Maj. Gid S. Ivis gets a particularly
livehustle on himself he willbe left far
behind in the race. Of course the
friends of Col. Bobleter aren't at
all sorry to see a man from some
other portion of the state trotted out
against Senator Ives, for St. Peter and
New Ulm are rather close together to
be given each a candidate on a Repub-
lican state ticket. Mr.Nelson may ac-
cept this nomination, buthe will make
no canvass for it. He is a man of fine
ability and strong low tariff principles,
and willmake the state ticket rather
bottom-heavy Ifhe is placed second
upon it.

"The farmers are going to nominate a
very strong man forgovernor when they
meet," said ex-Railroad Commissioner

Murdock yesterday as a prophetic smile
played over his placid countenance.
"Itwon't be Gen. Baker, but itwill be
a man who willsurprise the politicians,
if1am not mistaken. He is well known
throughout the state, and as well
qualiliea for the office as any man
whoever filledit." No amount of en-
treaties could induce Mr. Murdock to
reveal the name of this candidate, but,
as he seemed to be well satisfied over
the outlook, itmay be taken for granted
that the man, whoever he may be, is a
good one and willrun ingreat shape.

Col. Hans Mattson is doing some hard
work these days, principally in the
Fourth and Fifth districts. His oppon-
ent, Brown, of Faribault county, has
captured the First and Second districts
already, and the present secretary real-
izes that nothing but the hardest kind
of skirmishing will bring him within a
mile of the post at the finish. The
third term cry is very apt to be raised
with dire effect on a number of state of-
ficials, and it will be especially hard
on Col. Hans for he has been, in of-
fice a long time and has now had
two terms in succession again. Of
course, its all right for a man to hold on
to a good office when he hasit,but there
are a few other people inMinnesota ca-
pable of drawing the salary of the sec-
retary of state besides the colonel, and
it will be very strange it his ship
doesn't go down in the convention.

P. W. Wildt, of Rice county, and Ole
Lucken, of Crookston, are candidates
for whatever there is in sight. Mr.
Lucken is grasping, however, and is

Political Outiwo~. ««..= Outlined by a
Resident of the Badger State.
J. VV. Losey, of La Crosse, Wis., who

is inSt. Paul trying a cause in the
United States circuit court, is the most
noted lawyer in Southwestern Wiscon-
consin. Mr. Losey is a man of
conservative views politically. A
Globe reporter met him at the
Ryan last evening and asked
for an opinion of the political situation
in Wisconsin. Mr. Losev did not care
to be quoted, as he would never consent
to run for office, and gave little atten-
tion to politics. He said, however, that
the Republicans of that state are un-
easy over the outlook. When asked
what effect the Bennett law would have,
he said:

"Itis hard to tell. The Democrats
are divided on the question to some ex-
tent. Ihave not examined into the law
as a legal proposition, but Ifavor its
principle. The great overshadowing
question in this country is the tariff,"
he added.

"Are the farmers taking hold of that
question?"

"Yes. They are holding meetings
otrer the state; and while the farmers
are slow to act, yet they are being
stirred up inalliance circles."

Asked ifhis law partner, ex-Congress-
man G. M.Woodward, would accept
the Democratic nomination for gov-
ernor, Mr. Losey said he would not, as
that gentleman had said some time ago
that he was out of politics, and would
devote his entire time to law practice.
As toex-Senator Augus Cameron being
a candidate for the Republican nomina-
ion for governor, Mr. Losey said that-
he wa9 iv the ex-senator's com
pany to some extent lately;
and, as that gentleman is opposed to the
Bennet law, it mightbe expedient for
the Republicans to nominate him for
governor. While he is not actively
seeking the nomination, it is possible
that Senator Cameron would at this
time accept it if tendered him. Mr.
Losey said he has talked with Repub-
licans on the situation in Wisconsin
and he knows the leaders of that party
are at present at sea as to the outcome
of the issue in the fallcampaign.

WING CHUNG A MELICAN.

Law LaidDown to Local Officials
as Chinese Exclusion Law.

A letter was received by.the secretary
of state yesterday relating to the eligi-
bility for reaamission to the United
States of a Chinaman, formerly a resi-
dent of St. Taul, named Wing Chung,
and calling attention to the law pre-
cluding Chinese from naturalization
privileges. Wing has been awaiting
permission to land at the port of San
Francisco for several days, and his yel-

low countrymen in St. Paul appeared
in a body at the capitol last week to
hunt up the record of his naturalizaton,
a copy of which was forwarded to San
Frnncisco, and Wing's right to land was
established.

Customs House, San Francisco, Collec-
tor s Office, June 17, 1890. Secretary of
State, St. Paul—Sir: Ihave just received
from WingChung, anative of China, and a
passenger from Hong Kong on the S. S
Oceanic, nowin this harbor, your certificate
thai said Wing Chung is a citizen of the
United States, that he came to this country
in 1884. and that he made his declaration of
citizenship before the clerk of the district
court of the county of Ramsey etc., etc. I
am now receiving documents of like
character from other Western states byal-
most every steamer from China, ibeg to
callyour attention to section 2169, revised
statutes, and section 122 of the act approved
May 19, 1882, which reads that thereafter
no "state court or court of the United States
shall admit Chinese to citizenship, and all
laws in conflict with act one are repealed.
The admission ofChinese is contrary to law.
and the attempt todo so is void. Should
not your state courts be advised toheed the
law. Ivthe case in question, the certificate
also states that the Chinaman is a merchant.
This brings him within the privileged class
and he may be landed. T.G.Phelps,

It
might be cheaper ior the horde to de-
vote a hot evening to the attention of
light opera than to rusticate at summer
resorts*, adapting the latest martyrdom
to mosquitoes and gnats. That the
Wilbur entertainments are popular is

because of their light and comical qual-
ities. A serious show could not be fol-
lowed with absorbing interest during
such weather as this.unless itwere some
new sociological fad to which the con-
ventions of upper-tendom would, of ne-
cessity, bow, as, for instance, the Beau
Brumrnel, now the study and gossip of
Gotham.
