NOT BROAD ENOUGH.
The bill in congress to discourage

foreigners from holding large bodies of
land in this country offers a very in-
adequate remedy for an admitted evil,
that of the tenant system of landhold-
ing. The report of the committee as-
signs as an occasion for the measure
that European capitalists have title to
21,000,000 acres of land In the United
Stales, and it is proposed to compel
such parties to become citizens inorder
to hold permanent possession. The
theory is evolved that the experience of
Ireland may be in a measuie repro-
duced. The coming census, if it gath-
ers the real facts,' will show that the
tenant system of landholding has made
a surprising increase in this country, in
view of the cheapness of land.
The financial nobility in the East
has a vast territory in the West.
The little patch reported owned
by the men over the water is but
a trifle to the areas held by full-blooded
citizens. The capitalists of this coun-
try have needed no lessons from alien
teachers to impel them to gatlier.'up
lands that promised profit. This spread
of landlordism has given rise to the agi-
tation for land reforms. Itis an unde-
sirable system in any country, and
should be discouraged in the United
States. The homestead laws were de-
signed to measurably prevent acquire-
ment ivvast areas, but have had eva-
sions and exceptions too numerous for
the best interests ofthe country. Iflands
are to be held in limmense tracts in the
West, itis not very material to the ten-
ant or the country whether the owner
lives ivOld or New England. The ob-
ject to be promoted is to prevent the
growth of vast landed possessions, irre-
spective of the residence or color of the
possessor.

A GREAT. TUNNEL.
The past week the British commons

again defeated the measure to promote
the construction of a tunnel under the
English channel. This is the fifthtime
that the scheme has been refused sup-
port. Itwas advocated by Gladstone
aud had a strong vote. That it will
eventually be given wayitis impossible
to doubt. Itwould be a great engineer-
ing teat, but its possibility is pretty
well demonstrated. The objections to
itdo not rest upon engineering difficult-
ties or the cost of the work. It seems
almost incredible, but the fossiliferous
apprehension obtains in parliament that
in case of war with France some bold
invader will come through Uie tunnel.

Gladstone ridiculed the idea, and it
seems almost too absurd forenlightened
men to seriously urge. Itwould afford
just the chan.ee to some invaders as
Piiaroah and his army were served
on a notable occasion.

THE CENSUS PILGRIMS.
Seeing that they have enlisted for the

war, the citizens' committee who have
charge of the prosecution of the Minne-
apolis census takers have probably
pursued the wisest course in carrying
their case directly to headquarters. In
fact, it is about the only course left
them, since it has been demonstrated
that the government is not represented
in this locality by a district attorney.

Itis a little like the primitive customs
of the pioneer days, when every man
had to be his own lawyer and travel 500
miles to get to the court house. While
we commend the pluck and energy ofthe
committee in tramping all the way
down to Washington to lay this matter
before the Indianapolis law firmnow
doing business at the government

stand in Washington, we must say in
all candor that we do not expect them
accomplish anything. This isnot a re-
form administration, nor is itlooking
after the little stretches of govern-
mental authority exercised under the
supervision of Boss Quay inthis census
business. Quay and Pobteb have a
programme of their own, which they
willuot permit to be interfered with,

even though Senator McMillan
and the other reputable gentlemen
who accompany him go there pleading
in the name of honesty and righteous-
ness to have a fraudulent count cor-
rected. They will, perhaps, find when
they get down there, that District At-
torney Hay had his cue direct from
Washington, when lie so flatly refused
to prosecute in this instance. Besides,
Senator Washburn and Representative
Snider are on the ground to back the
Indianapolis law firmin upholding the
Minneapolis padded census returns.

We would like to see the situation in
a different light, but we don't. We
hop? that weare mistaken, yet we have
no idea that such a pleasure is ivstore.

To be candid, we have no faith in the
integrity of this administration or of its
disposition to correct a wrong when
that wrong operates to the advantage of
the Republican party.

WHERE THE FAULT LIES.
The story which comes from Wash-

ington that Census Superintendent
Porter has revoked the commissiona
ofcertain Minneapolis enumerators is a
little fishy, and yet it is about in keep-
ing witheverything that is being done
in this census business. The story is
that some of the enumerators confessed
to Special Agent Boudinot that they
had placed names on the census lists in
violation of law, and that when the spe-
ciHl agent communicated this fact to the
census bureau the order came back to
deprive the law-breaking enumerators
of their commissions. Horrible punish-
ment! A government official to be de-
prived of his commission after he has
served out his. term. The man who
took the precaution to lock the stable
door after the horse had been stolen ex-
hibited about the same kind of wisdom
that Superintendent Porter is report-
ed to have shown in this case.

As we have said, the story is a fishy
one, and yet this whole census taking
has been conducted on such a plane of
inefficiency and in utter disregard of
the public interests. The duties of an
enumerator are made plain enough by
the law so far as they relate tothe
enumeration of persons. He is assigned
a certain district to go over, and it is
made his duty to see that every person
livingin that district is counted once
and no more. It must be an actual
count, and be made by himself. The
duty of the supervisor is tosee that each
enumerator performs his duty according
to the strictest reauirements of the law.
There ought to be no difficultyin ob-
taining an honest count under such cir-
cumstances. But the trouble has been
that in many localities the appointment
of supervisors was made as the reward
for partisan political services. These
machine supervisors in turn appointed
their tools aud henchmen as enumer-
ators, and as a result the government's

interests have been subordinated to
local or personal interests.
Ifthe census bureau were being con-

ducted withan eye single tothe public
service, the census superintendent
couldn't content himself with an order
revoking the commissions of enumer-
ators whom he had reason tosuspect of
unfaithfulness to their official trust.
He would order their immediate arrest
and prosecution under the section of
the law whichprescribes pains and pen-
alties for its violation. That is the way
the head of the census bureau would
proceed ifhe had itin his heart to give
the law an honest enforcement.

The first serious mistake that was
made in this census business was ivap-
pointing Robert P. Porteb to super-
intend the taking of the census. In-
stead of selecting a man of thorough
business training and approved execu-
tive ability, the president selected Mr.
Pouter because he had proved himself
nimble in manipulating tariff statistics.
The one object of the census, accord-
ing to .President Harkison's narrow
view of it, was to demonstrate
to the world the importance of
American manufacturing industries as
an argument in support ofthe protective
policy. As secretary of the tariff com-
mission and as statistical clerk of the
Republican campaign committee, Mr.
Pobteb had won. distinction as a padder
of tariff statistics. And this was his
sole recommendation for the office of
census superintendent.

The result is that the census of 1890
willbe the most unsatisfactory and the
most unreliable we have ever had.
Ever since Mr. Porter's appointment
the Globe office has been flooded with
circulars from the census bureau urging
the importance of workiug up manu-
facturing statistics, and we have no
doubt the other newspaper offices
throughout the country nave had the
same experience.
Itwould have been much better for

the public service if, instead of devot-
inghis time exclusively to the manu-
facturing industry, Mr.Porter had oc-
cupied his time in studying out a de-
tailed plan of census taking, and thus
have had some system and efficiency in
the work. As it is, everything has run
at loose ends. Inlocalities such as ours,
where the supervisor was an experi-
enced man and had some practical
knowledge of his duties, he managed to
get through the work after a fashion, in
spite of the difficulties that beset him.
But inother localities, where incapable
and rascally fellows were made super-
visors, the government seems to be prac-
tically powerless to either undo their
wrongs or to punish the wrongdoers.

Ifthe right sort of a man were at the
head of the census bureau, there could
be no monkeying with the census re-
turns,

NOT FOR THE BETTER.
Itisprobable that in some details the

tariffbill has been improved by the sen-
ate committee, but so far as the changes
have been reported there is little to
warrant the commendation some ex-
press. Itprovides a bounty for the
maple sugar makers, as for the cane
sugar growers. This would impress
one as a bit of facetiousuess if itwere

not for the fact that itwillcost the peo-;
ple some millions of dollars withno re-
duction in the price of the sugar. Under
the senate billthe 150,000,000 of revenue
from sugar would be lost to the govern-
ment, and bounties will be paid for all
the sugar produced inthis couritry wijh
no assurance of material reduction iv1
cost to the consumers of refined sugars.
The prohibitory duty on this willleave,

the markets pretty much Inthe control
of the sugar trust.

'

In;fact, it is proba-
ble that refined sugars would remain at
previous prices, and the benefit be ab-.
sorbed by the refiners. There ate other
changes by the senate .in the interest of
trusts and monopolies. . ..

ADISSOLVING PARTY.
Although Speaker Reed has suc-

ceeded ingetting the senate silver bill
into a pigeonhole, he doesn't feel a bit
comfortable over it. He is exhausted
by the struggle to gain a temporary
victory, and he is conscious that the
real tug of war is to come later on. This
silver fight'has been remarkable for
several things, but the one that arrests
public attention most particularly is the
probabilty that it willyet be the rock
upon which the Republican party will
goto pieces. The honor was accorded
to Mr.Wolcott, of Colorado, to close
the debate in the senate on the silver
bill. His speech not only created a sen-
sation, but evoked the applause of-
many Republican senators. This is

noteworthy from the r fact that the
speech was mainly made up of abuse of
the Hakrisox administration. Among

those who flocked around the Col-
orado senator to offer congratu-
lations when he had closed his
tirade against Harrison were the two
Kansas senators, Plumb and Ingalls,
andDon Camkbon. They wrung Wol-.
cott's liana iv a way to indicate that
they agreed with him inall the mean
things lie had said about the Harbison
administration, and were proud of the
opportunity to stand with the Demo-
crats inopposition to all administration
measures.
Inhia resistance to free coinage Gen.

Harrison is in line with the general
policy of his party .in that matter, and
yet he isnot able to hold either the Re-
publican senate or the Republican
house inline with him. The adminis-
tration's partisans in the senate have
for some time realized the hopelessness
of their attempt to keep the senate iv
accord with the president on any
of the leading issues before con-
gress, but they have relied with
implicit faith on Speaker Reed's
ability to hold the party down in the
lower house. Now that reliance is goue.
Reed's power is broken by an actual
bolt of enough Republicans to give the
Democrats the whip hand. For all
practical purposes, the Republican
party is already broken up. Its perma-
nent dissolution cannot be far off, for
whenever it reaches a point in public
affairs that a minority of the members
of any party are ready to form an
alliance withthe enemy the jigis up
with that party.

A LOTTERY DEFEAT.
Ifthe anti-lottery organ inNewOrleans

is good authority, adecided and possibly
decisive victory was won the past week
ina special election to the senate. Itwas
to fill a vacancy in the Feliciana par-
ishes, and the anti-lottery candidate was
elected by 000 or more majority. A
vote or two in the senate willdetermine
the result, and itis claimed that this
election makes that body mvincible to
the assaults of the lottery. It is even
asserted that the negroes left their work
in the field and voted with their white
friends, evidently not with Warmoth,
Pinchback and the other Republican
leaders who issued circulars infavor of
the lottery side. The legislature of that
state has but a few more days to sit,
and it isprobable that the lottery case
willbe settled this week. Ifit is de-
feated, there is no other chance that
seems so hopeful as the Dakota they so
nearly captured last winter.

A Milwaukee paper compares tbe
tax rates of that city withDetroit, Min-
neapolis and St. Paul, as the Western
cities of the same class, and finds that
the amount raised by taxaiion is nearly
the same ivall, but the rate per cent is
2.26 inMilwaukee to1.43 inDetroit, 1.80
in St. Paul and 2 in Minneapolis.
Detroit raises about the same amount as
Milwaukee and claims to have as much to
pay taxes on. Itis probable that there
is very little difference in the real bur-
den of taxation inthe four cities. The
point made by the Milwaukee paper is
that its assessment should be raised in
order to reduce the rate of taxation.

The Cedar Rapids Gazette allows its

Senators Adopt the Confer-

ence Report on the De-
pendent Pension Bill.

It Is Sent to the Eminent
Hoosier for His Ap-

proval.

AWide Difference of Opinion
as to the Amount It

Carries.

Idaho's Test Oath for Mor-
mons to Be Applied to

Utah.

Washington, D. C, June 23.—1n the
senate to-day Mr.Ingalls offered a reso-
lution, which was agreed to, instructing
the committee on privileges and elec-
tious to inquire the date when, under
the laws and precedents, the salaries of
the senators from Montana and Wash-
ington and North and South Dakota
began. Consideration of the agricult-
ural college aid bill was resumed, and
Mr. Merrilloffered a substitute for the
various amendments pending on Satur-
day as to the division of the fund De-
tween colored and white schools of
a state. Mr.Morrill's amendment was
adopted. Several formal amendments
were made to the bill and it

passed. The conference report on
the dependent pension bill was
taken up, and Mr. Berry made a speech
against it. The practical effect of it
would be, he said, to put 90 per cent of
the Union soldiers into a pension roll.
Itwas really a service pension hill, and
the chairman of the committee on pen-
sions (Mr.Davis) could not deny that.
Mr. Davis, chairman of the pension
committee, said the amount of the in-
crease to enlisted men would be $3,400,-
--000; the amount to widows, $7,205,000,
and the total amount, (including pen-
sions tochildren of surviving widows)
840,254,000. The question of expense,
he said, was of no importance.

Nothing Was Extravagant

that was right. Mr.Gorman predicted
a deficit of §40,000,000 in 1892 if this bill
did not become a law, and of f100,000,-

--000 ifit were enacted. Mr.Ingalls said
the delay in adjusting cases in the pen-
sion office, to which Mr. Gorman had
referred, was not the result of inade-
quate clerical force, but of the failure
of applicants to furnish requisite evi-
dence, lie spoke of the sacred obliga-
tion of the government, and referred
contemptuously to "frugal patriots;
parsimonious defenders of the treas-
ury." He said he was in favor of re-
moving the limitation in the act grant-
ing arrears of pensions. He did not
care whether it cost a hundred or a
thousand millions. He believed that
every surviving Union soldier ought to
be put on the pension roll for services.
Atthe conclusion of the discussion the
conference report was agreed to—yeas
34, nays 18—as follows:

A conference was ordered on the
fottificatiou bill, and Messrs. Dawes,
Plumb and German were appointed con-
ferrees on the part of the senate.

Evarts gave notice that the commem-
orative services in the case of his late
colleague, S. S. Cox, heretofore an-
nounced for Thursday next, would take
place at S o'clock on Tuesday of next
week. After a short secret session the
senate at 5 p. m. adjourned tillto-mor-
row.

IDAHO'S MORMON TEST OATH.

ItWill Be Made Applicable to

Washington, June 23.—Ata meet-
ing of the senate committee on terri-
tories to-day, it was determined to re-
port Senator Cullom's bill providing
for a new test oath in Utah, in place of
that in the Edmunds-Tucker act,with a
recommendation that it be indefinitely
postponed. Inits stead the committee
willadapt the bill recently reported to
the senate to insure the purity of elec-
tions inArizona to the necessities of
the case in Utah, and recommend that
for passage. That billcontains an oath
similar to the Idaho test oath, which
has been sustained by the supreme
court, and which is not so sweeping and
severe inits provisions as the oath pro-
posed in the Cullom bill.
