Btruggle has been pending for some
time between the City Park Transit
company and the Spokane Street
Railway company for the privilege
of laying street car lines iv Division
Street At the last meeting of the coun-
cil that body ordered both companies to

tear up their tracks from the sides of
the street, and gave the City Park
Transit company permission to lay
track in the center of the street. The
City Park Transit company obeyed this
order, but the Spokane Street Railway
company did not, and instead obtained
an injunction from the superior court
to restrain the proposed tearing up
of their tracks. At4 o'clock this morn-
the trouble began. A large force of
laboring men in the employ of the City
Park Transit conipauy began tearing up
the tracks of their opponents, being
protected by a large force of police.
Judge Kinneard, of the superior court,
then issued a restraining order,
and Acting Mayor Davidson, Street
Superintendent Swingler and Alder-
man Cary were arrested for contempt of
court. Soon thereafter Sheriff Hinch-
lif and Deputy Hugh drove to the
scene and placed Chief of Police
Hubbard and his captains under arrest.
They submitted and in turn ordered the
police to arrest the sherriff and his
deputy. Then all parties went before
Judge Minnear. in whose hands mat-
ter had been placed by Judge Mount to
arrange for their release on bail. Judge
Kiuneard-was annoyed at the resistance
ofhis orders, and directed the sheriff to
enforce them and to tear up the new
track of the transit company, even ifhe
has to call on every able-bodied man in
the county to aid him. The sheriff
swore in 250 .deputies, and going to
Division street.tore up the tracks of tran-
sit company and relaid tracks of Spokane
6treet railway company, thus leaving
the matter where it was at the begin-
ning ofthe struggle, and placing it in
the superior court for determination. A
special session ofthe city council is now
being held, but as yet that body has
taken no further steps in the matter.
Tiie wildest excitement prevailed all
day, and there were fears of bloodshed
atone time.

SIX HOURS OF STEADY RAIN.

Roads, Fences and Crops Washed
Out at Chatfleld. .

Chatfield, Minn., June 24.—The
worst storm of the season occurred here
last night. For six hours there was a
steady downpour, Roads were washed
out, cellars flooded and fences swept
away. The dam and race of the .Non-
pariel mill was broken and its contents
scattered by the flood. The train for

•this place returned to Eyota last even-
ingon account of washouts. Five hun-
dred feet of roadbed was washed out
within half a mile of town. Within a
mile and a half oftown a half mile of
track was moved from the roadbed
against the fence and the roadbed bad-
ly washed. The train for this place
stopped six miles north, and the con-
ductor and engineer come in and re-
port that a mile of track willhave to be
rebuilt. Crops in the valleys are ruined
in many places.

Mason City, 10., June 24.— A severe
electrical storm accompanied by im-
mense floods of water visited Chickasaw
county last night and washed out a por-
tion of the track of the Chicago, Mil-
waukee «fc St. Paul railroad. Trains
going east and west were badly delayed
and trafficinterfered with.

Rochester, Minn., June 24.—For ten
years the Zumbro river has not been as
nigh at this place as it is now, and
6everal families inEast Rochester have
been compelled to move out of their
houses. The fire bells were rung at 2
o'clock this morning to call out relief.
All trains were suspended last nieht.
Many highway bridges have been
washed out and much stock killed by
lightning. The damage to crops is con-
siderable.

Caledonia, Minn,, June 24.—A vio-
lent thunder storm visited this place
yesterday eveuing andcontinued nearly
all night. It was the heaviest rain in
twenty years. The whole country was
deluged and growing crops and grass
badly damaged. Most of the wagon
bridges in the country were swept
away. Telegraph wires are down and
railroad track badly washed and broken
between here and Reno. .

Murderer Brooker Transferred
From Stillwater to Pine City.

Quite a
crowd of the curious collected at the
union station during the wait for the
train, but Brooker displayed no nerv-
ousness.or annoyance whatever. Seeing
a Globe reporter Brooker motioned
him to approach, and extended his hand
to shake good bye, and said: "lam
going to meet itlike a man, and Ihope
then that the people up there who are
bo prejudiced against me willbe satis-
fied. The killing of Mrs. Coombs and
her husband was a matter of self-protec-
tion for me. Iwas nearly entrapped
once to my death by Coombs. He de-
bauched my wife and blasted all my
hopes of ahappy life."Brooker smoked
a cigar while waitingfor the train, and
held a box of the weeds under his arm.
He said he was anxious to reach Pine
City inorder to see his children, and
cared nothing whatever ina "cowardly"
"way about death. Brooker professes
no religious feeling, and exhibits no
bravado.

His condition is
considered critical. The other two
jumped off and were not hurt. The
robbers obtained in all about $125 in
money and valuables. The authorities
here have taken steps to capture the
perpetrators of the deed.
