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NO FRIEND OF SILVER.
The Popular Branch of Con-

gress Rejects the Free
Coinage Bill. -

Had Allthe Democrats Stood
in Line It Would Have

Carried.

Senator Call Pads the Con-
gressional Record and Is

Called Down.

Democrats.Denounce the Fed-
eral Election Billas a

Measure of Force.

Washington, ;June 25.-The house
to-day adopted the conference report on
the naval appropriation bill. On mo-
tion of Mr.Conger, of lowa, debate on
the silver billwas extended from2 until
3 o'clock, at which time voting shall
begin. Mr. Morse, of Massachusetts,

addressed the house in support of the
house and in opposition to the senate
amendments. He regarded the senate
bill as a new outbreak of the fiat money
or greenback craze which had swept
over the country some years ago. Mr.
McAdoo,. New Jersey (Democrat), an-
nounced that he was not in favor of
free coinage; but he could not bring
himself to the point of supporting the
secretary of the treasury's proposi-
tion to make silver a commodity.
Mr. Peters, of Kansas, believed that
the demonetization of silver in 18731 was
wrong, and that the mistake should be
corrected now. lie had voted recently
to sustain the speaker because he De-
lieved the speaker was right, but he
was confronted with the question
whether he would vote for free coinage
or for non-concurrence in the senate
amendments. He did not believe he
would be justified indeclining to vote
for free coinage. Mr. Taylor opposed
the senate bill,and charged that itwas
being pushed by the fISBHSHBH

Most Disgraceful Lobby
-

ever in the capitol. Hardly a corner
outside of the hall of tho house could
be turned without running against

some of tbem. He was for a measure
that would briny the twometals toeether
at the shortest possible time, and that
would take the whole product of this
country, It seemed to him that the
house billshould satisfy the silver men.
Mr.IJunnell, of Minnesota, was sure a
free coinage bill wouldnot receive the
approval of the conservative men of
the country. Mr. Williams, of Illinois,
charged that the president had sent
men here threatening a veto if a free
coinajre bill were passed. Mr. Bayne
and Mr. Brosius, of Pennsylvania, op-
posed the senate bill. Mr.'McKinley,
Hi closing the debate, said that the
question of to-day was whether the
financial system of the country should
be overturned, He opposed the senate
amendments because he wanted both
gold and silver used, and wanted them
to be equal -in purchasing power and
legal tender qualites. The hour of 3
o'clock arrived and the speaker declared
the previous question ordered. On mo-
tion of Mr.Springer, a separata vote
was taken on the question of substitut-
ing for the first section of the house
bill the first section of the senate bill.
Itwas the section providing for free
coinage,- providing for the purchase of
$4,500,05) worth of silver . bullion
monthly. On both sides itwas recog-
nized that this was to be the test,

Amotion toconcur failed on a stand-
ing vote— 85, nays 14G—and .they
were non-concurred in. On' the *fourth
amendment (giving legal tender quality
to the silver certificates) Mr: Breckin-
ridge, of Kentucky, asked for: a separ-
ate vote, but his motion to concur was
defeated upon a viva voce vote. Amo-
tion was made by Mr.Conger to dis-
agree to the amendment of the title.' It
was agreed towithout division, as was
his motion for the appointment of a
conference committee, and the struggle
was over. Mr. Hitt, of Illinois, pre-
sented the conference report on the dip-
lomatic appropriation bill:and itwas
agreed to. Mr. Cannon, of Illinois,
from the committee on rules, reported
back a substitute far the resolution in-
troduced by Mr. Lodge, of Massachu-
setts, setting apart five days ofthe pres-;
ent week for the consideration- of the
national election bill. The substitute
reads: ." :;

Resolved. That immediately after the pass-
age of this bill (the silver bill)the house will
proceed to consider House Bill 11.045 (the
national election bill) until July 2, at 2
o'clock, when the previous question shall be
considered as ordered on the bill and" any
pending amendments, and on the substitute
forthe.wnole bill which the member, in
charge of the billshall have the right to of-
fer; that during the last two days amend-
ments may be offered to any part of the bill
in the house, with debate under the five-min-
ute rule. That this shall not interfere with
general appropriation bills.

Mr.Springer moved to adjourn and
Mr. Enloe shouted: "This is a bill to
revolutionize .the government." Fin-
ally itwas agreed to allow fortymin-
utes' debate on the resolution, with the
understanding that the previous ques-
tion should be considered as ordered,
and Mr.Springer withdrew his motion
to adjourn. Messrs. McMillin and
Blount vigorously attacked the bill,and
from this time on there was great con-
fusion on the floor. Mr. Cannon, of
Illinois, and Mr. O'Neal!, of Indiana,
engaged .in a colloquy somewhat per-
sonal in its nature, and this added so
much to the already existing disorder
that the sergeant-iit-srms came forward
withhis mace of office and restored or-
der. ;Mr.Springer,. of Illinois,moved
to table the resolution. On a yea and
nay vote this motion was lost— 116,
nays 133—Mr. Coleman, of Louisiana,
being the only Republican- who voted
with the Democrats. The resolution
was then adopted. After arranging to
meet at 11 o'clock for the six days dur-
ing which the debate is to continue, the
house adjourned.

CALLIS CHEEKY.

The Senator From Florida Pads
the Congressional Record.

Washington, June 25.—The. mem-
hers of the United States senate were
surprised this morning on picking up
the Congressional Record, to find on the
first page and the pages, nearly twenty-
eight columns of a speech supposed to
have been delivered by Senator Call be-
fore the senate on June 2, on a question
ofprivilege "inreply to certain charges
against him contained ina pamphlet by
W. D. Chiples, sent to each senator."
The remarks actually delivered, by Mr.
Call on that occasion would have occu-
pied less than a column of the Record.
Mr.Call had obtained from the senate,
however, permission to print some
papers with his remarks, . audi'
these remarks had been withheld-
for. . revision tnat the paper

-referred to might be.incorporated^ with
them. \u25a0 The most remarkable part of
the. addition of the twenty-seven col-
umns made by Mr. Call to his original
remarks' •'was a table in which he »made

'

comparison of his work in the senate
during the Fiftieth congress, with that
of other senators. Among the charges
made by Mr.Chipley .in his pamphlet
was one that Mr. Call had introduced a
great many bills in congress, very few
of which had become laws. Inanswer,
to this charge, Mr.Call had printed in
the Record a statement of.all the bills
introduced by him, with the fate of
each, and then, in addition to this, a
table showing the number of bills in-
troduced by each other member of the
senate, and the proportion which be-
came laws, to which is appended a foot-
note to the effect that "the bills intro-
duced by Senator; Call which became
laws bear a fair comparison with
those introduced by any other
senator." Through Mr. Call's state-
ment are striking head lines
(presumably written by himself), of
which the following are,' samples:
"Falsehoods of hired correspondents of
land grant agents ;" "Senator Call shows
that he. has been rightfully connected
with all public enterprises;" "Mr.Chip-
ley asa railroad land grant lobby-
ist;" '.'What shall be said of the writer
of the Chipley-Wales pamphlet;" "De
grading spectacle;" "Senator Call's
services have- been for the people's
good." The surprise of the senators at
this statement in the Record was fol-
lowed insome cases by anger, and the
'matter - was discussed at great length
before the meeting of the senate. It
was determined 7 to"call Mr. Call to ac-
count for what was regarded by a great
many members of the senate as an un-
warranted use of the privilege which is
very freeiy accorded senatois. Ac-
cordingly, when Mr. Call took
the floor to address the senate
on his Cuban resolution, in ac-
cordance with a notice heretofore
given, Mr.Edmunds and Mr. Sherman
both arose tomove toclose the doors.
When the doors had been closed the
matter was taken up and discussed
rather freely. One of the ingenious
paragraphs in the Record, which was
commented on, was the following:"The
next charge of Mr.Chipley, is that 1am
ignorant, stupid, incompetent, and do
not know how to write a bill; that I
have introduced 457 bills in the senate
and passed practically none of them,
and that Tarn generally of no;use or
value. This statement is entirely un-
true." The original manuscript of
Mr.Call's remarks with the interpola-
tions was brought from the government
printing office, and when it was re-
ceived, the doors were opened that Mr.
Ingalls might continue in public the
criticism of, Mr. Call's action which
had occupied the attention of the
senate behind closed doors.

from specific to ad valorem fates and
vice, versa,: which are numerous, the
committee \u25a0-. states, were for the
purpose of simplifying and expe-
diting the collection .of duties,
the two rates being /generally' equiva-
lent to each other. Increases were made,

because they were believed to be no
more than 'is necessary to protect do-
mestic industry. • Where •reductions
were.recommended the reason given in
many cases was that the new rate is be-
lieved to afford sufficient protection to
American manufacturers. >•; Other
changes were said to be for the purpose
of equalizing the duties on articles of

\u25a0 the same class. The committee believes'
that lead contained insilver ore should

.not be admitted for less, than lead in
any .other form,- hence the duty of
1)4 cents per pound.. No explanation
is made of the reduction .of 51 per
1,000 feet on white pine and sawed
lumber. As to sugar, the committee,
says:., "Sugar up to No. 13, Dutch
standard, isplaced upon the free list as
a matter of wise public policy, and a

.bounty is provided in order to encour-
age domestic production." The com-
mittee says as to wool: '.'The demand
from • the representative wool growers
of the country that the rates upon wool
should be largely, increased has led the
committee to recommend the adoptiou
of a new classification herein suggested,
which, itis hoped, willresult in a uni-
form andJionest classification of wool.
