The State Treasurership the
Key to the Situation in
Minneapolis.

The City Redistricted for the
Australian System--The
Changes.

Another Suit Is Threatened
Against South Minneapolis
Police Officers.

The G-l-o-rious Fourth and
Its Celebration--Exposi-
tion Matters.

The boom of A. C. Haugan for state

treasurer, reported in yesterday’s
GLOBE, seems to be the only tangible
scheme that is being pushed which will

affect the complexion of the delegation

to be chosen at the Republican
primaries Saturday evening to
elect delegates to the Hen-
nepin county convention Tuesday,
at which the delegation to the state con-
vention will be chosen. The opposition
to Merriam has not made its appearance
further than in talk of a general denun-
ciation of his candidacy on the ground

that he is a St. Paul man. The lack of
any open candidate against him ac-
counts for this, as well as the absence
of any arranged plan of attack upon
him. The Haugan people find it easy
to take advantage of this situation and
are urging that Hennepin county shall
select this office as its share of the
spoils, and demand that Haugen shall

be given it. This done, there will be no
real opposition against Merriam in the
convention from Hennepin delegates.
Mr. Haugan went to St. Paul yesterday
it is altogether likely to ascertain if the
Merriam people will not concede the

treasuryship on these terms. What the
outlook is ean only be conjectured, but
his friends in Minneagolis are work-
ing on the assurance that the
scheme can go through, and
as stated, they are seeing that dele-
gates who will vote for Haugan men in
the convention will be elected at to-mor-
row evening’s primaries. Outside of
Haugan there seems to be no head or
tail to the situation.

RE-DISTRICTING THE CITYX.

Election Districts Which Have to
Be Cut up.

Nearly all the aldermen of the city
met in the council chamber yesterday
with the committee on ordinances to re-
distriet the eity so that no election dis-
trict may contain more than 400 voters.
In many cases, but a block or two have
been taken from certain districts. The
publication of these changes in full,
with the boundaries of each district,
would be well-nigh unintelligible. New
maps will soon be issued which will in-
dicate more clearly than words the ex-
act boundaries and location of the dif-
ferent election districts. The changes
which have been made are given below:

In the second ward, the first and sixth
precinets have been consolidated. A
row of blocks has been taken from the
second precinet and added to the third.

The Taird ward aldermen did not
show up yesterday, and the changes in
that ward have not been definitely
fixed. The numbeyg of precincts, how-
ever, will be reduced from fifteen to
fourteen, and some minor changes will
be made in the boundaries.

In the Fourth ward the pieces of ter-
ritory transferred from one precinet to
another are all small. A small section
has been cut from the First precinct to
the Seventeenth:; from the Seconda to
the Third, from the Fifteenth to the
Fourteenth, from the Seventh to the
Eighth.

There were, two years ago, eighteen
election districts in the Fifth ward.
Under the new distribution there will
be but fifteen. KEvery precinct is
changed somewhat except one, -the
changes all being small ones.

In the Seventh ward a small section
was cut from the Second precinet and
added to the First. A few blocks were
also transferred from the Fifth precinct
to the Sixth.

There are
changes in

some quite extensive
the Eighth ward. Five
blocks are taken from the Fifth pre-
cinet and added to the Second. The
Fifth precinct loses eight blocks, which
go to the Fourth. The Eighth precinct
takes four blocks from the Sixth.

The Ninth ward changes have not
been definitely settled. One block will
be traunsferred from the Fifth to Sixth
precinet and the First and Second pre-
cinets will be made into four precinets,
but the line of division has not been de-
cided upon.

The only change in the Tenth ward
will be the dividing of the Second pre-
cinet into two.

In the Eleventh ward the Fifth and
Seventh precincts have been reduced
in size and a new precinet made out of
the reductions. This increases the num-
ber of election districts in the Eleventh
from ten to eleven.

In the other wards no changes are
necessitated.

JACOB JENNY IS MAD.

He Says the Police Will Have An-
other White Case on Their
Hands.

At 9 o’clock last night, after the pow-
der-laden air began to give evidence of
the patriotism of Minneapolis citizens,
Jacob Jenny rushed into police head-
quarters, out of breath and very much
excited.

“It’'s a d d owotrage,” he shouted,
“and if there’s law-in this city I’ll have
ft. I admit that my daughter is not
just right in her mind, but that ain’t no
way to treat her—coming to my house
and taking her away by force. 1 should
have been notified, and then she should
have been taken before doctors and ex-

amined. If she iscrazy, she could then
be sent where she could be
takon care of. It's a shame.

1 don’t want policemen coming into my
house that way. It took three men to
hold her in the wagon, and another one
threw my wife down and held her. My
wife is at home })rostrated now from
the effects of it. How would you like
it it your childien were carried away by
foree in the same way? Maybe they’d
act crazy under the same circum-
stances. This’ll be another White
ease for you. See if it ain’t.
I’ll see a lawyer to-nightif 1 can find
one, and 1 think I can. I’ve been a citi-
gen of this country fifteen years, and I
won’t stand such treatment. I'm a
Grand Army man, too. 1 fought and
bled for this country, and I’ll see if I
can’t be protected. I'll show you.”

Jice, Jenny went to the lockup, had a
little seance with Jailor Bradley and
then went up to the matron’s room to
see his daughter.

The Pioneer Press of yesterday morn-
ing contained a half column article, at
the top of the first column, and leaded
at that, announcing that Thomas Edi-
son, the Menlo Park wizard, would cer-
tainly be in Minneapolis in attendance
upon the exposition. General Manager
Regan announces that the whole story
was manufactured out of whole cloth.
No one connected with _the exposition
ever gave the Pioneer Press warrant to
state any such thing. He says that the
matter was news to him, and
that, furthermore, some statements
wnich once contaned some truth, were
so distorted, perverted and irrevocably
jumbled up that they bore no semb-
lance of truth to anyvone who knows
anything about the matter. Efforts have
been, and are being made to secure the
Edison convention for Minneapolis,
which would, of course, bring Mr. Edi-
son here, but the convention has not
yet been secured for this city, conse-
guently no one knows whether he will
be here, not even Mr. Edison himself.
This exclusive aunouncement i§ xauch

like more of that paper’s exclusive an-
nouncements—pure fabrication.

A committee from the manaﬁement of
the state fair conferred yesterday morn-
ing with the expositlon directors, and it
was decided to invite President
Harrison to the state fair and to the
exposition. There is but little hope,
however, of securing the chief magis-
trate’s attendance.

THE OFFICIAL ORDER.

No Guns or Pistols to Be Fired in
the City.

According to the usual custom, Chiet
Brackett has issued the regular order
from police headquarters. The official
Fourth of July protocol reads as fol-
lows:

As it is customary to ceiebrate our na-
tional anniversary by the use and dis-
play of fireworks, I desire to call the
special attention of the police depart-
ment to the proper enforcement of the
ordinance prohibiting the same.

Realizing that it 1s impossible and
perhaps impracticable to rigidly enforce
the ordinance, you are instructed to pro-
hibit the discharge of firecrackers or the
use of gunpowder or other explosives iu
alleys. back yards or other limited
places. The discharge of cannon, guns
or pistols at any time within the city
limits, without a special permit, is abso-
lutely prohibited.

No complaint will be made to a care-
ful and proper use and display of fire-
works on vacant lots or on the streets or
grounds under the control of the city
anthorities; but the use and display
aforesaid are positively restricted to
these places and to the Fourth of July.
The police are hereby ordered to be
vigilant in the prevention of fire, and to
exercise discreet autnority in the en-
forcement of the restrictions and re-
quirements of this order.

1n order to see that the above is prop-
erly enforced, the police service will be
increased one-half, all the court officers
and those detailed on special duty
being put in use as patrolmen.

TO PROTECT PROPERTY.

Police Officers Warned to Be Ex-
tremely Vigilant To-Day.

Supt. Brackett has taken precautions
against accidents happening to-day
through the use of fireworks. The
police have been ordered to be extra-
ordinarily vigilant. Court officers and
those doing special duty will be im-
pressed into patrol service. In addition
to that all reguiar patrolmen will make
an extra half day. The superintendent
has issued the following order: ‘‘As it
is customary to celebrate our national
anniversary by the use and display of
fireworks, 1 desire to call the special at:
tention of the police department to the
proper enforcement of the ordinance
prohibiting the same.

“Realizing that it is impossible and,
perhaps, impracticable to enforce the
ordinance, you are instructed to pro-
hibit the discharge of firecrackers or
use of gunpowder or other explosives in
alleys, back yards or other limited
spaces. The discharge of cannon, guns
or pistols at any time within the city
limits, without a special permit, 18 ab-
sclutely nrohibited.

No compiaint will be made to a care-
ful and proper use and display of fire-
works on vacant lots or on the streets or
grounds under the control of the city
authorities, but the use and display
aforesaid are positively restricted to
these places and to the fourth day of
July. The police are hereby ordered to
be vigilant in the prevention of fire,
and to exercise discreet authority in the
enforcement of the restrictions and re-
quirements of this order.”

The effectiveness of the police force
will be increased by one-half, as all the
officers will make a half day extra. All
the court officers and others detailed on
special duty will be impressed into
patrolman’s duty.

CALLED DOWN.

Judge Hooker Threatens to Re-
voke Attorney Gribble’s License
to Practice.

Judge Hooker, of the district court,
yesterday looked !into the Simons
divorce matter further, and intimated
that the license of Edwin Gribble, the
plaintiff’s attorney, to practice Ilaw
would be revoked, although the case is
to be again heard. The history of
Simons’ efforts to get a divorce dates
back to 1887, when he sued for a
divorce in Ramsey county on
the ground of desertion. The
same attorney appeared for him
at that court as appeared
here last Saturday. Judge Kelly found
from the evidence in the ease tried in
Ramsey county that the wife did cot
Jeave her husband of her own accord,
but that he compelled her to leave, and
that she went to live with her parents
at Northfield. The divorce was not
granted, but the defendant was given
leave to so amend her answer in the
prayer thereof as to granting her a di-
vorce a mens et thora. Nothing tfur-
ther was done in the case until 1889,
when the plaintiff appeared again be-
fore Judge Kelly and asked for a new
trial. which was not granted, nor the
former decree modified.

Failing in Kamsey county, an attempt
was made in Hennepin county last Sat-
urddy. No defense was made, but in
the course of the trial the testimony
aroused Judge Hooker’s suspicion thas
Simons did not live in Minneapolis,
when Gribble, his attorney, gave his
personal assurance that he did, and the
divorce was granted. Judge Kelly, of
St. Paul, read that a divorce had been
granted in Sunday’s papers, and wrote
Judge Hooker that a divorce had been
‘twice refused Simons in that court,
whereupon Judge Hooker went to St.
Paul and looked over the files in the
case. Becoming satisfied this was so,
he caused Gribble to be summoned be-
fore him yesterday moruing to show
cause why his license as an _attor-
ney should not be revoked for
unprofessional conduct in deceiving the
court. Gribble, in reply, read an affi-
davit stating that he thought he had
done nothing out of the way. Although
Smumons had been refused a divorce in
1887, he thought that a cause could, be
brought again after the lapse of a cer-
tain iength of time. When asked why
he did not state in his aftidavit that a
divorce was also refused in 1889, he
said he had forgotten the little circum-
stance. Judze Hooker was far from
being satisfied with this reply and in-
dicated his intention of revoking Grib-
ble’s license to practice then and there
if the attorney had nothing more to say.
Gribble asked that the hearing be con-

tinued two weeks, but the court refused -

to extend the time further than Thurs-
day of next week, for which day it was
set, when Judge Kelly will probably be
invited to siton the case. An order
was then issued annulling the decree of
divorce granted last Saturday.
