RACING IN THE RAIN.

Inauspicious Opening of Mon-
mouth’s New Track.

MoxmouTH, N.J., July 4—The new
course was thrown open to-day. It is
managed by the old Monmouth TPark
association, but it is a new course in
every particular, even down to the seats
in the grand stand. Yesterday after-
nood the track was in capital shape and
some reeord-breaking contes's were
looked for to-day, but durizg thenight
rain fell, and to-day it was quite heavy.
Arrangements have been made to ac-
commodate 40,000 or more people, but
about 20,000 were present. About 1
o’clock black clouds gathered over the
track, and in a few moments a deluge
of rain descended, rendering it a per-
fect sea of mud. In this state of affairs
the ecard, which was originally a
light one, was further reduced by
seratching. Salvator was scratched in the
Ocean stakes, leaving his rival, Tenny,
to make the journey by himself, while
all went out of the second race except
Sluggard and Reporter. ‘Tenny’s walk-
over was a sad disappointment to most
of the crowd, as they came expecting to
see the sequel to the great match race
at Sheepshead. When the game son of
Rayon d’Orvappeared on the track he
was hearlily cheered, and when he fin-
ished he received another round of ap-
plause. The best contest of the day
was in the sixth race, at a mile and
three furlongs.

SCHUYKILL NAVY REGATTA.

The Record for Four-Oared Gigs
Smashed by Two Crews.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 4.—Every-
thing was favorable for good boat racing
to-day, with the exception of an oc-
casional rain shower, which however,
did not mar the pleasure of the day, nor
cause the water of the Schuylkill river
to lose any of its smoothness. Thou-
sands of people lined the shores to wit-
ness the annual cup and People’s re-
gatta, which jis held every Fourth of
July in this city under the auspices
of ‘the Schuylkill navy over the
national course from Falls Bridge
to Rockland. The different races
were all well contested, and one record
was broken. Comparatively few col-
lisions oceurred. only one, in faet, and
the course, notwithstanding many eratts
of every description lined the shore and
frequently crossed the paths of the
racers, was kept pretty clear. To-day’s
races were final heats, all a mile and a
half. so many entries having been re-
ceived it was necessary to havepre-
liminaries which were held on the third
over the same course. The first race
was the senior singles, with John S.
Parke, Vesper B, C.; O. J. Stevens,
New York Athletic club; E. J. Carney,
Institute club, Newark, and F. R.
Baltz, Fairmont B. C., Philadelphia.
This was won by Carney in 9:30%¢, with
Baltz second in 8:39 and Parke third 1
9:50. The second race was_the junior
singles, with George Van Veliet, Ves-

er B. C., Philadelphia; J. J. Schile,

nion B. C., New York: P. J. Wall, A.
C. S. N., Philadelphia, and M. J. Car-
ney. Institute B. C., Newark, as con-
testants. Wall did not start until
the rest of the racers had two boat
lengths -upon him when he spurted
strongly, but the pace was too hot for
him. Van Vliet won easily, but he
passed through Schile’s flags at the half
mile and Schile protested and it was de-
cided in Schile’s favor and as he was
second the race was awarded to him.
Van Vliet’s time was 9:341¢; Schile’s,
9:59, and Wall’s, 10:09. Four-oared
gigs were next. They were the Triton
of Newark, Vesper of Philadelphia,
Ravenswood of Long Island, and Union
of New York. This wasa splendid race
and after a struggle was won by the
Ravenswood in 8:32'¢, with Triton sec-
ond in 8:365¢, and Vesper third in 8:45.
The time made by each, the Ravens-
wood and Triton, breaks the record held
by the lona B. C., of this city. whodid it
in 8:40. ‘Ihe four-oared shells was won
bv the Nonpareil B. C., of New York,
in 9:49. New York A. C. second
in ten minutes. The other contest-
tants were Alevon Boat club, of Eliza-
beth. N. J., and College Boat club, of
Philadelphia. The double sculls shell
with the Crescent Boat club, of Phila-
delphia; Triton Boat club, of Newark;
Vesper Boat club, of Philadelphia; Far-
ragut Boat club, of Chicago, and the
New York A. C. club as starters made
a good race. New York won in nine
minutes, with Triton second in;9:03%¢
and the Crescent in 9:05. Out of the
five entries in the tour-oared shells but
two were in line when the word *‘go”
was given. They were Triton Boat
club, of Newark, and Nonpareil Boat
club, of New York.

WILL TRY IT AGAIN,

Boatman Sam Smith Swims
to the Brink of Niagara’s
Whirlpool.

Except for an Accident He
Would Have Entered the
Maelstrom.

Three Kentuckians Killed and
Eighteen Injured. by an
Express Train.

A Five-Year-0ld Hoosier Blos-
soms Out as & »
Firebug.

N1AGARA Farrs, July 4.—Samuel
Smith, the Lewiston, N. Y., boatman
who was to go through the whirlpool
rapids in a row-boat with John L.
Soules, of North Muskezon, Mich.,
flunked and would not undertake the
foolhardy feat. Soules, not to disap-
point the large crowds that had conere-
gated along the banks of both sides of
the river and on the Suspension bridge,
anwounced that he would go through
alone. The boat which he had con-
cealed up the river and intended to 2o
as far as possible in, some one had cut
from its moorings and let go through
the rapids during the nizht. Not
daunted by this, he made a start to
swim the rapids with only his swimming

suit on, consisting of a woolen
shirt and trunks and a cork
vest. At the sound of three
shots from a ritle fired Dby his

manager, William Leary, of Suspension
Bridge, Soules at 3:18 p. m. entered the
water about seventy-five feet on the
falls side of the cantilever bridge, on
the Canadian side. At 3:20 he was seen
coming around the abutments of the
cantilever bridge. The force of the vol-
ume of water forcing itself through the
gorge causés an up current alongz the
shore, and is known as the ‘*Canadian
current.”
Soules Struggled Hard

against the breakers that seemed to
want to wash him on the large rocks
that line the shore all the way down the
river. \When he escap=d from the grasp
of the current he treaded the water all
the way down to the railway suspension
bridgze. He raised his hands once or
twice above his head, waving them to
the spectators, whe seemed to be para-
lyzed at the nerve of a man who was
tempting Providence. hen the swift
current eaught hold of Soules it swept
him under the bridge like a flash. Be-
low the railway suspension bridee there
are two large rocks. At times one of
these is covered with water when large
breakers dash overit, while the other
towers far above all breakers. The cur-
rent carried Soules up against the first
rock and the spectators gave vent to a
simultaneous yell of horror, expecting
to see the swimmer’s brains dashed
out. But, luekily, just as he came in
contact witih the rock a large breaker
caught him up and he seraped over the
obstruction. On he went with the cur-
rent until the second rock was reached,
when most of the spectators covered
their faces, so that they could not see
the foolhardy man Kkilled, but luck
favored him again. The current swung
himaround to the side of the rock, and
he out put his hands and shoved him-
self clear of the rock. Then a large
breaker zaused him to turn a somer-
sault, submerged bim for a few seconds,
and then kept him stationary in the
eddy. The spectators yelled ‘“He’s
killed,” but in a few seconds he was
seen to
Swim Out of the Eddy,

and he went past the Grand Trunk pump
house, sometimes submerged and some-
timesswimming. When near the whirl-
pool rapids incline railway a large wave
washed him into an eddy near the
shore, and with the assistance of sev-
eral spectators he scrambled out on the
rocks. When he was brought up on
the steps leading to the incline railway
he was greatly exhausted. He had a
deep hole in his left knee, near the
knee cap, and a cut on his left foot. The
first thing he said when he got out of
the water was that his knee hurt him so
much that he thougpht he would get
ashore when the opportunity presented
itself. He received the injuries when
he was dashed against the last rock.
His manager asked him how he was,
and he replied, *1 am ail right,” and
asked if he would continue his trip
through the whirlpool, as he didn’t wish
to disappoint the spectators that were
stationed there watehing for him.
Leary said: **No, not with that leg,”
which was bleeding profusely. After
receiving some stimulants he attempted
to walk up the steps to the incline rail-
way cars, but was unable to lean on his
injured leg. He was assisted to a car,
and upon reaching the top of the in-
cline he was driven across to Leary’s
establishment at Suspension bridge. It
was fortunate for Soules that he was
washed ashore, for had he gone through
to the whirlpool he surely would have
been killed. The place where he got
out is about one hundred feet above the
spot where Webb is supposed to have
been Kkilled. Soules was never over
thirty feet from shore during his trip
through the rapids. He says he will go
through again when his knee is all
right,

STRUCK A LOADED WAGON.

An Express Train Kills Three
Persons and Injures Eighteen.
LOUISVILLE, Ky., July 4.—About 8

o’clock this evening the north-bound

express on the Louisville Southern rail-
way struck a wagon containing twen-

ty-one persons returning from a

picnic at the Preston street road cross-

ing just beyond the city limits.

INFANTILE DEPRAVITY.

A Five-Year-Old Hoosier Blos-
soms Out as a Firebug.

1INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., July 4.—For two
or three weeks the police have been
puzzled by incendiary fires in the south-
ern part of the city. Wednesday,
Antioch church was mysteriously fired
anda little girl in the vicinity said that
she saw a five-year-old boy, Johnny
‘Hampden, running from the structure
justas the blaze barst out. Investiga-
tion satisfied the police that the lad was
the troublesome firebug, and he was ar-
wested and brought to the mayor’s court
yesterday on a warrant charging him
with the crime. Just before the trial he
‘sonfessed to setting the church on fire
andsaid that he had also fired the Ex-
selsior works and Frick’s livery stable,
oty of which were burned a short time
-ago, and several stables in the neigh-
borhood. The only reason that he gives
for thus destroying property was that
he “wanted to see the fire department
horses run.” The mayor held bim to
the criminal court.

FOURTH OF JULY MISHAPS.

The fire
bells kept ringing all day long, and
the firemen were kept busy extin-
guishing small blazes.

Rev. Charles Tanner, of Wal-
nut Hills, was rendered unconseious by
being struckon the head by a rocket.

A SOCIETY BUDS SHAME.

She Commits Forgery to Supply
Her Lover With Cash.

ProOVIDENCE, R. I, July 4.—The
friends of Miss Nettie Clark of this city
who was arrested in New York yester-
day on the charge of forgery were
greatly surprised when the event was
published. She was widely and gener-
ally favorably known. She moved in
the most fashionable society. She is an
accomplished pianist, having received
an European musical education. She
was a general favorite and has always
enjoyed the best of reputations. Itis
learned, however, since her arrest, that
for two years past the young lady, for
some strange reason has been making
every possible effort to raise money.
No known cause for the fraud on the
bank can be assigned unless it was due
to a desire to meet .a young man
named Simon A. Smith, who has paid
occasional visits to the home of Miss
Clark, and who was supposed to be
paying attention to her. He always
passed in this city as a student at
Bellevue Medical college, New York,
and as a native of Thomasville, Ga.
Her tather, Hollis K. Clark, is very
wealthy. He has been the Prohibition
candidate for mayor of Providence and
for governor of the state. Her parents
are both prostrated from the shock of
their daughter’s disgrace. Mrs. Clark
is supposed to be in New York investi-
gating the difficulty in which Miss
Clark has become so painfully involved.
The mother claims that the girl was de-
ranged when she conceived the idea of
raising money fraudulently. Mrs.
Clark says that her daughter’s mind
has been greatly disturbed for some
time, although it was not noticed by
her friends. The real secret of the
forgery is believed to be found in the
fact that Miss Clark is completely fasei-
nated with the medical student, and
sought to advance him money.

TRAGIC DOMESTIC BROIL.

A New Yorker Shoots His Wife
and Kills Himself.

NeEw York, July 4.—This morning,
during a quarrel between John Lutz
and his wife, Mary, at their residence,
No. 22 Clinton street, about their eight-
months-old child, Lutz shot his wife
three times in the left side and once in
the left elbow, inflicting serious, if not
fatal, injuries. Then the infuriated
man shot himself twice near the heart
and died almost instantly. Lutz was a
Hungarian.

Lutz was a stonemason by trade, and
married his present wife four years ago,
but later she had left him and was sup-
porting herself and Rosie, her thirteen-
vear-old daughter by a former husband.
The last time that Mrs. Lutz saw her
husband was four weeks ago, when he
came to her and threatened to kill her.
She drove him away, and he did not
trouble her again until this morning.
He was in his cups at the time, and, en-
tering his wife’s apartments, found her
laying in her bed nursing a girl baby
five daysold. There was present at the
time Mrs. Bergman, a German midwife.
Lutz at once began calling his wife
names, and upon her refusing to allow
him to kiss the baby drew a revojver
and told his wife he was going to kill
her. She arose from her bed, clasping
the baby over her right breast. The
daughter Rosie threw her arms around
her mother’s waist to protect her. The
midwife ran out of the room.
Lutz fired three shots. Each entered
the woman’s body, but she managed to
escape from the room with the baby and
Rosie and reached a neighbor’s apart-
ments. Almost immediately two more
shots were neard, followed by the sound
of a body falling. Lutz had taken his
own life. The body was found laying
at full length on the floor in the front
bedroom, with the revolver fast in his
grasp. The wounded woman was taken
to Bellevue hospital, where her condi-
tion is reported to be fair.

AN HUNDRED FATHOMS DEEP.

The Steamer Foley Burns and
Sinks in Lake Ontario.

BurraArLo, N. Y., July 4.—Capt. Good-
man, master and owner of the steamer
J. D. Foley, has arrrived from Lake On-
tario and reports that at 1:30 Wednes-
day morning the Foley caught fire in
the boiler room. The créw tried to ex-
tingaish the flames, but, notwithstand-
ing a heavy rain squall, the fire spread
so rapidly that the men had to take to a
small boat. The Foley filled and sank
about 15 miles above Charlotte and 8
miles from here. He had 748 tons of
coal from Charlotte for Chicago, and
was towing the American Union. The
cargo was insured for $2,872. Capt.
Goodman says the vessel’s insurance
was placed by W. M. Egan, of Chicago,
and thinks the amount was abont §19,-
000, The Foley was brought from the
Atlantic coast about four years ago and
Capt. Goodman declares she cost him
over £40,000. She sunk in 600 feet of
water. The crew landed on the beach
above Charlotte. .

SAGINAWIANS SCORCHED.

One Luckless Alien Burned to
Death.

EAST SAGINAW, Mich., July 4.—The
Kinney hotel, a two-story brick on
Washington avenue, was set on fire
this afternoon by the igniting of fire-

ecrackers in a bed room. The
house was in flames imme-
diately. and James Benham was

burned to death. He was a native of
Canada, aged twenty-eight, and unmar-
ried. John Miller was terribly burned
about the face, neck and head; Thomas
Lynch was badly burned on the left
hand; William Reagan, badly burned
on the hand and arm; Archie Kinney,
the proprietor, was badly burned on the
head, neck and arms. Loss, $5,000; par-
tially insured.

LIFER BUTLER SET FREE.

Missouri’s Governor Pardons an
Exemplary Convict.

JeFFERrsoN CIty, Mo., July 4—H.
Butler, a negro, who was serving a
{ife sentence in the penitentiary, was
the recipient of a pardon from the
governor tc-day on account of his ex-
emplary behavior as a prisoner. He has
been in the penitentiary a little over
fifteen years, and upon investigation
the rather startling fact was developed
that in the sixty years of the prison’s
existence no convict ever lived outso
long a sentence. 1t is a rare thing to
find a conviet who has lived even ten
years in the Missouri penitentlary.
Poor sanitary regulations of the institu-
tion is the cause.

The Deadly Toy Cannon.

CANTON, July 4.—By the explosion of
a small cannon, with which a party
were celebrating to-day, Daisy Bris-
bane, an eight-year-old girl, was struck
on the head with a heavy piece of iron,
crushing her skull and scattering her
brains over the pavement. Charles El-
kins had a hand torn off. At another,
August Metzger had his left eye blown
out, and was frightfully burned, by a
bursting toy cannon.

Crushed by His Horse.

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 4.—Many minor
accidents occurred during the Ameri-
can mechanics’ parade at McKeesport
this afternoon. The only fatality was
that of young Kincaid, an aide, who
was thrown from his horse. The ani-
mal then fell on him and inflicted se-
vere internal injuries, from which the
young man will die,

A Steamer Sunk in Collision.

STILLWATER GELEBRATES,

The Fourth Creates Great Enthusiasm
In the Bluff City.

FUN FOR THE MILLION.

rowds of Visitors Throng the Streets
---Solid Enjoyment All
Around.

There was but little else thought o
iu Stillwater yesterday beyond paying
tribute to the geniusof this giorious
country. The city was crowded with
visitors, and the celebration provoked
more real solid enjoyment than has
been seen here for years. Iln the gro-
tesque the first prize of $10 was awarded
to “Hon. Telephone Polson and Matilda
Polson,” who appeared in the act of
flailing wheat. The second prize was
given to individuals yoked togetheras

One of the best things in the procession
took the third prize.

He came here with what their dodgers
1able as the ‘“Mike Smith combination,”
and ran in the hundred yards race. He
did not wear any clothing to speak of,
even _the usual precaution as to a
breech-cloth being practically aban-
doned. From a rear view he was stark
naked. Still he was allowed to race
on Main street, and was then arrested
and put in jail, where he remained all
last night.

The sports were begun with a 100-yard
foot race for boys under the age of four-
teen, in which were eighteen entries,
the winners finishing in the following
order: John Welsh first, Will Olson
second, Lindholm and Lanners third,
Charles Larson and Davis fourth. The
next race was for boys under ten, in
which were eleven entries. The win-
ners are as follows: Cratton first, Tut-
tle second, Holts third, Traveler fourth.
There were nine entries in the 100-yard
foot race for men, William F. Walsh
being an easy vietor, with Charles
Davis, of St. Paul, second, William
Welsh third. The purse was for $30,
divided $20 and $10. The next race, a
haltf-mile foot race, vpen to all, was ex-
citing from the start, there being five
entries. William F. Walsh crossed the
line first, with P. H. Casey second.
