Catholic Knights Would Exclude
Them fromMembership.

The several branches of the Catholic
Knights of Wisconsin society in this
cityheld meetings last evening to con-
sider and discuss various amendments
to the constitution, which will be pre-
sented for adoption at the state conven-
tion of the society, which meets in
YVaukesha to-morrow.
