THE FIGHT IS ON.

The Hennepin county Republicans
were undoubtedly pleased by the frothy
exhibition of wrath on the part of Gov.
MrrRrIAM’S personal organ, the Pioneer
Press, yesterday morning. It was evi-
dence to the Hennepin county bosses
that they had done their job well. The
anti-MERRIAM brick had struck a ten-
der part, or there would not have been
s0 much yelping done by the organ.

It is now fairly settled that there is
going to be a fight against MERRIAM in
the state convention, and that the fight
is going to be as bitter as it will be vigor-
ous. It isalso equally well settled that
KxuTeE NeLsox will lead the opposi-
tion, and be their candidate for the gu-
bernatorial nomination. In consequence
of this fact, it will be both instructive
and inferesting to watch proceedings
from now on until the date for holding
the Republican state convention. 1t is
undeniable that NELsoN will make a
break in the macbine programme in
many localities where no other Repub-
lican could phase it, and in some in-
stances will carry delegaies that have
already been instructed for MERRIAM.
Still, MErRrIAM will be renominated.

The Pioneer Press makes a vigorous
assault upon NELsoN, charging him
with being the tool of the wheat ring
and the hired attorney of the Great
Northern railway, all of which is true:
and yet we fail to see how that will
militate against him as a candidate for
a Republican nomination. A man who
is not the tool of some ring and in the
employ of some ecorporation doesn’t
stand the ghost of a show in a Repub-
lican convention. In all Republican
conventions in Minnesota it is ring
against ring, and one corporation inter-
est pitted against another. It isdog
eat dog in every office-getting struggle,
and it is somewhat on the principle of
the pot calling the kettle black when
one Republican candidate accuses an-
other of being the tool of some ring.

The most that the Hennepin county
bosses can hope to accomplish by bring-
ing KExure NELsoN to the front asa
candidate is to force Gov. MERRIAM to
go down deeper into his pocket than he
would otherwise have doue, in order to
get a repomination. The wheat ring
has a plethoric narse and can afford to
make it interesting for the MERRIAM
machine from this time on. Henceforth
itis to be a strictly boodle eampaign
with corruption running riot every-
where, The man who gets the most
delegates will have to pay the highest
market price for them. It is probably
the knewledge of this fact that has
thrown the governor’s organ into sucha
paroxysm of rage and has caused it to
let loose the flood of billingsgate upon
the Hennepin bosses and their candi-
date.

In the meantime the masses of the
people, who despise corrupt politics, are
casting around for a candidate who
does not wear the collar of either a ring
or a corporation. and when they have
found him they will put him in the
governor’s chair.

THE PARTY OF DODGERS.

If additional evidence were needed to
demonstrate that the Republican party
is an expedieney party merely, and
utterly without principle, the agreement
reached by the conference committee
on the silver bill would prove it. The
question of coinage is one that admits
of no compromise. There is a conflict
of principles between monometallism
and bi-metallism, and where principles
are involved there can be no compro-
mise. It is simply a question of right
and wrong, of good and evil, and there
can be no midway ground chosen with-

outa sacrifice of prineiples on both sides.
The sole issue between the gold and
silver advocates is whether gold shall
be the sole standard of value or whether
we shall have a doubie standard. And
vet for the sake of preserving peace
and harmony in the Republican party
both ideas have been deliberately sacri-
ficed, and the Republican leaders in
congress have agreed upon a mongrel
measure, with the assurance that the
president will sign it in the interest of
harmony.

Whatever advantage has been gained
by this compromise is on the side of
the silver men. The conference bill
provides for an increase in silver
coinage, and yet it goes just far epough
in that direction to temporarily satisfy
the mine owners without settling any-
thing in favor of the principle of free
coinage. The Democrats in congress
have wisely determined to oppose this
mongrel bill. They have taken a posi-
tion in favor of free coinage, not be-
cause of any peculiar advantage it may
be to individual mine owners, but be-
cause they believe in the principle of bi-
metallism.

The whole subject can be reduced to

a very simple form. If silver is entitled
to be recognized as a standard of value,
then there should be no restrictions or
limitations upon its coinage. If it is not
entitled torank with gold in this respect,
it has no place as a part ef the currency
of this country, And in disposing of
this subject there is no half-way ground
to stand on. :
A party that is honest and has the in-
terests of the entire country at heart
would not stoop to a compromise on a
question ot such vital importance. It
would take a decided stand one way or
the other, and stay there.

The truckling disposition manifested
by the Republican leaders in congress
is bringing their party into disrepute.
1t commands the confidence of no one,
because all legislation is being shaped
with a view to temporary expediency
rather than to principle.

GEN. FISK’S DEATH.

A temperance landmark has been re-
moved by the death of Gen. CLINTON
B. Fisk, the late Prohibition candidate
for president. Gen. FISK was more re-
nowned as a philanthropist than as a
politician, and it was probably his kind-
ness of heart rather than his better
judgment that led him into the prohi-
bition movement. He was a man easily
swayed by sentiment, and his generous
nature naturally influeneed him to lend
both his purse and abilities to any move-
ment that seemed to be for the amelior-
ation of mankind. He had been the
earnest friend of the colored race, and,
after their emancipation, sought to ele-
vate them by providing them with edu-
cational facilities. In some respects
his character took an unpractical turn,
yet his errors were alwayson virtue’s
side. His death is a serious loss to the
Prohibition party, occurring as it did
when the party is as scarce of leaders
as is is of the rank and file. .

END OF THE LOTTERY FIGHT.

Louisiana’s Senate Overrides the
Governor's Veto.

BArex RouGe, La., July 9.—To-night
the lottery question and governor’s veto
was submitted to the judiciary commit-
tee of the senate, with instractions to
report in an hour. The committee, by
a vote of 8 to 3, made the following re-
port, which was adopted by the senate,
thus disposing of the whole matter:

Whereas, The governor of the state of
Louisiana has assumed an authority
directly in violation of the constitution
of the state of Louisiana, and danger-
ous to the sacrednessof the same in
having usurped to himself a pretended
power to veto the house bill No. 1,214,
proposing an amendment to the consti-
tution; and .

Whereas, Any infringement by the
executive of the constitution is alive
with great and distressing danger to
the liberties of our people, and, if per-
mitted, may subordinate the constitu-
tion of the state, the shield of our lib-
erties, to the will and wishes of the
govelnor; and, &

Whereas, Article 250 of the constitu-
tion, in clear and unambiguous- lan-
guage, minute and emphatic words,
declares and announces the mode and
manner in which an amendment shall
be passed by both houses of the general
assembly, aud specially denominates
and appoiads the secretary of state as
the proper officer to promulgate the
said amendment or amendments: and,

Whereas, Under distinet and especial
heading, the constitution, in Article
250. names and provides that the secre-
tary of state is the proper and only of-
ficer clothed with authority to promul-
gate the same, ignoring and not men-
tioning the governor in any-way, di-
rectly or by implication, except so far
as the promulgation of the result; and.

Whereas, The assumption of power in
a matter of this kind is without prece-
dent in this state or elsewhere; there-
fore, be it

Resolved, By the senate of the state
of Louisiana in general assembly con-
vened, that in vindicatlon of the con-
stitutional right of the people of the
state, and in keeping with the
dignity of this senate, a distinct
and separate, though co-ordinate branch
of the government; the veto of the
governor which is without authority or
right, be respectfully returned to the
house of representatives, and the clerk
of the senate be instructed to furnish
his excellaney, the governor, with a
copy of this resolution.

The report was adopted, and the
whole matter is now disposed of. The
senate then adjourned till noon to-mor-

row.

SHORT OF READY CASH.

¥Financial Panic in Argentine and
Uruguay.

Buevos Ayges, July 9.—The presi-
dent of the Argentine Republic has au-
thorized the issue of bank notes to the
amount of $100,000,000 for the purpose
of relieving the financial situation. The
rejection of the proposed sterling loan
has caused great excitement on the
bourse here.

MONTEVIDEO, July 9.— Che run of the
banks in this city continues, notwith-
standing the faet rhat the government
has decreed a forced currency of the
notes of the national bank for six
months.

Loxpow, July 9.—The London agent
of the National Bank of Uruguay has
received a cable dispatch from Monte-
video stating that a law suspending the
conversion into specie of the notes of
the national bank for a maximum period
of six months has been decreed. The
government gnarantees the payment of
the notes of the bank, cedulas and gov-
ernment debts. all of which are payable
in gold. The emission of bank notes
will be limited to $12,500,000. and will
be guaranteed by the proper officials to-
day. This emission will be reeceived
everywhere the same as gold. The dis-
patch further states that absolute confi-
dence prevails in monetary circles.

WesT SupkRrioR, Wis., July 9.—<The:
storm which has been gathering, for,
some time broke to-day. when the labor-
ers who recently struck for an advance
in wages from $1.75 to $2 per day were
fired upon by Contractor J. Anderson,
who had a gang of men at work at the
American Steel Barge works. Andres
Severson, oue of the strikers’ leaders,
was struck on the head by a ballet,
which glanced and lodged in the neck
of another striker, whose name could
not be learned, as he was spirited away
by the crowd. Severson was removed
at once to St. Francis’ hospital, where
it was found that his wound, while
serious in the extreme, was not neces-
sarily fatal. As soon as the strikers
saw Severson drop, a rush was made
for. Anderson, who was backed
up by the police, Matters assumed a
serious phase at this juncture, and
Mayor Patterson, whom laborilig men
swear by, was sent for. He came in
haste, accompanied by Chief of Police
Evans and a squad of pnlice. The
crowd was wild with excitement when
MayorPatterson reached the scene of the
shooting, and but for his interference
Contractor Anderson would have been
Iynched. As it was, he had a narrow
escape. Anderson was taken in charge
by -police and lodged in the central
police station. Ina few minutes a big’
crowd of strikers surrounded the police
station and demanded that Anderson
be turned over to them. The mayor
made a hot address urging the men to
refrain from violence. He said he
deprecated the shooting and counsid-

ered it
Wholly Unecalled For.

This calmed the crowd, which re-
treated from the' shipyard. This even-
ing a council of city officials was held,
and it was decided to remove Anderson
to Duluth, the fear being that uniess
taken out of the-city he might ve lynched
during the night.' The trouble began
yesterday morning, when crowds of
the strikers went about the streets
pulling the workmen from the trenches
and using threats and even violence in
inducing them to quit work. When
they reached the shipyard, where Con-
tractor Lutton had forty men at work,
Lutton warned them away, saying he
did not propose to have his men inter-
fered with. A young striker, named
Nels Peterson, essayed to catch hold of

the shovel held by Mr., Lutton;
and the latter let drive at him.
The fellow dodged the shovel

which was aimed at his head, but his
left arm caught ibe blow, cutting a
deep triangular zash. Enraged beyond
measure by effective resistance, the
mob attempted to close in upon Mr.
Lutton, and he was clubbed right and
left. He guickly discovered that discre-
tion was the better part of valor, and
turning ran aecross and down Tower
avenue to Simons’ hardware store. The
mob followed, beating him with clubs.
Upon getting inte the store Lutton se-
cured two revolvers, and again made
his appearance with the expressed de-
termination of being blutfed no further.

The mob retired at this point. Dur-
ing the morning an attack was made on
Mr. Anderson, who did the shooting.’
In the afternoon he stood off the strik-
ers with a revolver and swore he would
shoot the first man who crossed the
dead line. To-night matters look squally
and it is not at all certain that there
will not be rioting here before daylight.
The strikers are itching for trouble, and
the general impression is that it will
coime.

At a mass meeting at the city hall to-
night, at which all the leading citizens
were present, the course of the strikers
was denounced in unmeasured terms.
‘I'he action of Mr. Anderson in shooting
down one of the strikers was indorsed,
and sixty prominent men were sworn in
as deputy sheriffs to proteet life and
property and to give protection to all
men who dezire to go fo work.

EXPECTTO SWEEP THE STATE

South Dakota Grangers Meet to
Nominate a Ticket.

Huron, S. D., July 9.—The independ-
ent state convention met this afternoon,
with 250 delegates present and nearly
every county in the state represented.
Fully as many spectators as delegates
are on hand. Interest centers in the
governorship and nominess for con-
gress, neither of which is likely to be
reached before to-morrow noon- Loucks
hasn’t a walkaway for the nomination
for governor, as seemed probable last
night, Van Osdel, of Yankton, being
urged for that place.

Scarcity of Food in the Peace
River District,

His Scheme Is to Head Off a
Nomination by the Far-
mers.

Né Trouble About Expenses
for Delegates Who Are
“All Right.”

Col. Hans Mattson Corrals
a Few Votes in 0ld

Chisago.

Local Politicians Evolve a
“Brilliant” Scheme for
This Fall.

Wil the farmers make any nomina-
tions at their convention to be held in
this city next week?

They certainly will not be able to do
so unless the schemes of some clever
Republican wirepullers and Ignatius
Donnelly are headed off before that
time. By the alliance constitution,
drafted with exceeding great foresight
by that arch old demagogue, the Sage of
Nininger, at the annual meeting last
winter, it is provided that a vote of two-
thirds of the delegates to this conven-
tion is necessary to nominate a candi-
date. Thisisa very large proportion,
and it has been predicted by good poli-
ticians that the honest and sincere men
in the convention will not have that
great a preponderance in the body.

At any rate, there is to-day an organ-
ized effort being made by Donnelly and
the Kepublican machine to capture a
little more than one-third of the dele-
gates to next week’s convention?

Will they be able to secure enough
delegates to block things?

The best answer to this question can
be found by glancing back a few months
and noting the make-np of the annual
meeting. 1n that gathering, it will be
remembered, Mr. Donnelly and his
man, Fish, had nearly one-half of the
alliance men entitled to seats in the
convention enrolled on their side, and
who marched boldly up and voted in
favor of making Mr. Donnelly presi-
dent of the alliance and Editor Fish

secretary. How a great many
of these delegates  got into
that convention is well known

and many of those on the inside claim
also to know who paid their hotel bills.
But this is neither here nor there. What
Mr. Donnelly did so neatly in March is
he not very likely to repeat in July?

In his relentless opposition to any
secheme of independent action by the
farmers this year ean be seen the causes
and the reasons which led him to make
so hard a fight to gain complete control
of the alliance at the March meeting.
Had he accomplished his ends-at that
time, does any one acquainted with his
utterances since suppose for an instant
that any independent man would have
been heara from this year? But,
defeated in his grand scheme, Mr.
Donnelly is at it again, and now he is
openly working to secure coutrol of a
strong minority in the coming conven-
tion. Yesserday the Marshall county
alliance met at Argyle, and elected J.
Q. Cronkhite a delegate to the eonven-
tion, and instructed him for Ignatius
Donnelly for governor. Every *‘dead”
alliance in the state will be represented
by a man who will vote as Mr. Donnelly
dictates.

How is this to be accomplished? is.
the question, and it will be answered by
a farmer, and a member of a Carver
county alliance. X

“The Donnelly men are going to have
the advantage of us in the way of get-
ting men to this convention,” said this
gentlemen. *‘The money isall on that
side, and I venture to predict that any
man who is ready to come to St. Paul
and vote to block things and prevent a
nomination will have the funds placed
at his disposal, not only to ‘resuscitate’
his alliance, but also to pay his bills and
recompense him for the time he spends
attending the convention:”’

An amausing little colloquy took place
in the lobby of the Merchants’ yester-
day afternoon with Hon. John L. Gibbs,
the railroad commissioner, and a well-
known youug man of St. Paulin the
leading roles. The fun commenced by
the second party ending a long talk on
general politics from a Republican
standpoint with the assertion that he
knew a way to prevent the farmers
making a nomination for governor.

““‘How can that be done?” asked Mr.
Gibbs with interest.

*Oh, easily enouagh,” was the reply.
“You see it takes twc-thirds to nominate
and Gov. Merriam ecan buy the one-third
needed without any trouble and with a
small amount of cash.”

“What’s your politics. anyway?”
querried Gibbs at this juncture, as he
gave the youug man a severe look.

“Well, ’'m an independent*”’” was the
answer, and the conversation came to
an end.

“It doesn’t seem to take a man long
to become a citizen of Minneapolis,” re-
marked a St. Paul politician to a friend
yesterday.

“What do you mean!” asked the

other.

*Well, D. F. Morgan moved to Min-
neapolis from Mankato two or three
months ago and commenced to practice
law for William Hennery Eustis, and I
notice he has already been elected a
delegate to the state convention, and is
now trotted out for attorney general.
Morgan is a good fellow, but I am afraid
Mr, Eustis is pushing him rather rapid-
ly. He ought to wait until Mr. Morgan
has acquired a legal residence in the
Flour City before he is made so very
prominent.”

Seriously, however, were Mr. Morgan
not 30 new an arrival in Minmeapolis
his chances of securing the Republican
nomination for attorney general would
be excellent, as it is very likely that
Attorney General Clapp will not care to
accept another nomination for that
office. Whether there is any truth in it
or not, there is a rumor abroad to the
effect that Mr. Clapp doesn’t care to go
on the Republican ticket this year,
partly because of his desire to go back
to the practice of his. profession and
partly on account of the general un-
satisfactory outlook. In case he does
pvull out there will be a very pretty
scramble for the place between J. A.
Tawney, of Winona, Frank Wilson, of
Red Wing, and Mr. Morgan, with the
chances largely in favor of Mr, Tawney.

1t is rumored that a number of local
})oliticians have mapped out a citizens’
egislative ticket for the fall election.
Party issues are not to be raised and
the interests of St. Paul only consulied.
That this is a move in the interests of
Gov. Merriam is freely charged on all
sides, and the scheme is destined to
meet with very hard sledding.

Col. Hans Mattson got his first boost
of the campaign in the Chisazo county
Republican convention, which was held
at North Branch on Tuesday afternoon.
C. Peaslee, A. Wallmark, F. Porter,
John Dean and C. Ramberg, were the
delegates elected, and they were in-
structed to use all honorable means to
secure the renomination of ‘‘our
colonel” for secretary of state. The
administration of Gov. Merriam was
indorsed, but the delegafes were not
instructed for him or any one else for
governor. Col. Mattson’s friends run
things about as they chose in Chisago,
and they evidently propose to make
their support for governor aid Seeretary
Mattson in his fight.

In response to the invitation of the
Farmers’ Alliance, after the labor
meeting last night, a club was organ-
ized to be known as the Central Inde-
pendent Club of St. Paul. Simon Shirly
and James White were elected dele-
gates to the convention of next Wednes-
day, and John Lidberg alternate. The

delegates will attend the convention,

and it is discretionary with them

whether they take an active part.

FAULKNER MAY GO FREE.

A Traitor's Reward for Testifying
Against His Brother.
BU¥FALO, N. Y., July 9.—The people
at Danville, Livingston county, and in
the neighborhood are much stirred up
about reports that ex-Banker James
Faulkner is likely to escape punishment
as a reward for testifying against his
brother, the late Lester B. Faulkner.
The United States attorney was absent
from the city to-day, but his deputy,
Mr. Norton, was seen and asked whas
truth there was in the report. Mr. Nor-
ton said the case of James Faulkner
would be “‘disposed of”” at the next term
of the court. He would not make any
more definite statement, and in reply
to a direct question admitted that nolle
prossing would come under the head of
“disposed of.” He further said that the
courts have held that the acceptance of
states evidence from a criminal implies
the promise of clemency at the hands of
the authorities, and that James Faulk-
ner had given testimony for the state.
