A tall young
man was greatly surprised and inelined
to be indignant when the bookmakers
refused to redeem his tickets calling for
%2,800. When told that it had been dis-
covered the wires were tapped, he ac-
knowledged that he was connected with
a plot to get the better of the bookmal-
ers. Void had sold in the books at 40
to 1, and had won the race. The book-
makers would have been compelled to
pay out $10,000. They had a narrow
escape from paying out a large part of
that sum any way. Just where the
wires were tapped has not been learned.

The ladies’ regatta of the White Bear

Yacht club yesterday afternoon was a

brilliant affair, both socially and as a

vachting event. Ten yachts were en-

tered, the Nushka, Vice Commander J.

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MUSCULAR MAIDENS

In Blouse and Knickerbockers---
Developing Health and a Beau-
tiful Complexion.

“Do you have many lady pupils?”’
asked a Cincinnati Times reporter of
Carl Kron, teacher of gymnastics at
Central Turner hall.

“Ladies and girls, about 800,”? was the

reply.

“What class of ladies practice the
most?”?

“The very best class of society laaies.
Genteel, refined, educated girls who
are too sensible to allow any prudish-
ness to prevent them from developing
a finely shaped and muscular form.
There are at present about one hundred
Jadies between the ages of eighteen
and fifty who have practiced daily dur-
ing this last winter. The season is now
over, but will begin in September.
Most of those I have cutside of the
turner scciety are students at the
schoois for young ladies. Miss Arm-
strong’s school furnishes a class, and
also Miss Nourse’s. All the students at
this latter school practice, and their ex-
ercise room is the best equipved in the
city, exeepting the rezular gymnasiums.
Miss Lupton also has a class of giris
who 2o through some very prefty and
healthful exercises. Then there are
girls all over the city who practiceon
their own account, and many a fine
form is the result of careful, persistent
practice with Indian eclubs or dumb
bells.”

“How do the ladies dress when prac-
tieing ??

“In the Turner halls they wear suits
made of blue flannel, which consist of
loose trousers coming to the knee and a
short skirt reaching to just below the
knee. Dark stockings and light slip-
pers complete the outfit. We do not in-
sist on these suits being worn except on
Saturdays, whben the chiliren have
ampie time to don them. 1n the ladies’
school 1 find as many kinds of apparel
as persons. I have no power to say
what shall be worn, and each lady in-
dulges her individual fanecy in that line.
One thing that renders much of the
work useless is the faet that, withoat a
single exception, they will persist in
wearing corsets while practicing. Tight
lacing, while foolish at all places, is
doubly so in such events. 1 believe,
however, that were a gymnasium de-
voted exclusively to women, they wouild
be more sensible on this point, but now
they are continually subject to being
seen by visitors.”

“What is your opinion of the Del-
sarte system?”’

“Simply a fashionable fad. 1tisno
gymnasties. It will wear out after a
while. By it ladies are taught to re-
lax the museles gracefully; to pick up
the handkerchief from the floor, to en-
ter a room gracefully; to express dis-
pleasure by certain posings of the body;
to faint perfectly, ete. It is passive
gymnastics and doesn’t do a particle of
good except to ladies of society.”

“Doesn’t the work of your system
make bunchy muscles?”’

“No, indeed. It renders a beautiful
form more beautiful, supple and active,
and develops poor forms wonderfully.
It is only by training in some special
line that the muscles become bunchy.
Our system avoids that. We do not al-
Jow so much individuality as others.
By other svstems, when a single pupil
is found to be weak in some particular
point, she is given private drills in ad-
dition to the general ones till she over-
comes the weakness, by ours the whole
class is put to work upon a movement
that will assist her. You see, this sys-
tem is applicable to thousands of pupils
at once, and is also applied in Germany,
and among so many individual training
is impossible, for there is scarcely a per-
son who has not some weak point.”

“Do the ladies learn boxing and fene-
ing?”

“Boxing, no. Butin fencing I have
a class. Some doctors object to certain
movements and lunges necessary in thig
exercise, but it has been demonstrated
by good authorities that there is not the
slichtest danger. Again, in jumping a
novice will alighton her feet with a jar,
but I teach them to bend the knees just
at the proper time, to alight on the toes
and to bring the weight to the heel
gradually, so that a woman can jump
with as little danger to herself as a man,
and. although many doctors frown upon
it, it still holds a place in all my classes
of ladies. They can also safely in-
dulge in running, but there is one
motion strictly forbidden, that is, rais-
ing both hands above the head in a line
with the body. It will do for young
girls, but is dangerous for ladies.”

“What exercises are used chiefly?”

“REverything that men use, with the
exceptions already noted. Indian clubs
swung with full arm. forearm and wrist
movement, to the right and left, in and
out, forward and backward.”

The reporter had the pleasure of wit-
nessing the exercises of a elass of sixty
girls from eight to sixteen years of age.
Their movements were exactly similar
to those of the older ladies. The pro-
fessor played a march movement on the
piano, giving directions at the same
time. The girls ranged themselves in
rows of ten each, then marched around
the room in single file, then double,
four abreast, and at last eight abreast.
Then, with a quick side movement, they
separated to ten feetapart. Now began
the club swinging, which consisted of
the movements above-mentioned, pret-
tily timed with the music. Afier this
the same martial movements as before
were repeated, the girls holding dumb-
bells, which were struck in time, in ad-
dition to sundry swayings and twist-
ings of the body.

Next the misses were ranged as 1n the
club exercise, and the bells were raised
from the hips to the shoulders: then
this was repeated. while the performers
alternately raised themselves on their
tip toes and bent their knees. Forward,
side and backward bows, twisting and
turning and finally a complex march
movement, finished the exercises. Some
then indulged in a football serimmage
out of doors, while others practiced
on the parallel bars, ladders, at jump-
ing and at climbing a pole. The
strength of muscle displayed was won-
derful. No exercise is allowed that has
not been previously practiced inthe
class.

“Are gymnastics growing in favor
with ladies?”’ asked the reporter.

“Yes, especially the German system.
The Delsarte will soon be abaudoned,
and enough teachers for our system will
not be attainabie. I have no doubt that
in a few years the Turner societies,
which now contain most of the gym-
nasts, will be in a very simall minority.
They will have, however, the honor of
having intreduced the system.”
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DOGS AS SCOUTS.

The Curious Experiments Being
Made in the French Army.

The London Standard a few weeks
ago published a curious account of the
experiments which arebeing made in
the French army for training dogs to
act as scouts, messengers and sentinels.
When a dog 1s on messenger duty two
men are detached from an outpost and
walk about a mile, their companion be-
ing led by his collar. One of the men
then returns to the starting point, and
the dog, whenever he is let loose, runs
back to the outpost with the message in
a bag tied to his back.

The sentinel dogs are said to scent
strangers 100 yards off, and directl
they do sv begin to bark and growl.
The training necessary for the scouts is
more elaborate, as they have to be
taught to search fields and thickets, in
which soldiers dressed in foreign uni-
forms are lying in ambush. As soon as
the animals find the enemy it is their
business to run back to their own
friends, and so report what they have
seen.

Prince Bismarek Tells State
Secrets Through the Medi-
um of the Press. '

BeRLIN, July 12.—E mperor Willlam
on arriving at Eide, on the Faa fiord,
on Thursday, sent a despatch to Chan-
cellor von Caprivi announcing his in-
tention to shorten his voyage and return
to Kiel on July 21. The gravity of the
situation In the Balkans and the in-
creased prospect of trouble with France
over the English agreement makes
necessary the emperor’s presence and
keeps both the chancellor and Minister
Miquel from aking a holiday. The
other ministers, Herren von Berlepseh,
von Boetticher, von Gossler and Herr-
furth, are absent from Berlin, but they
have been warned not to arrange for a
protracted leave. Although the pros-
pects of a permanent peace in Europe
begin to appear doubtful, official
confidence remains strong in the
continuance of repose for some time to
come. Even the 1probable abdication of
Prince Ferdinand, with a sequent rev-
olution in Bulgaria, will not be allowed
to involve an immediate European war.
The maintenance - of peace, according
to the official view, is certain until after
the conference between Emperor Will-
jam and the czar at St. Petersburg,
when the

Resources of Diplomacy
will be exhausted in a final effort to
harmonize Austrian and Russian rela-
tions in the Balkan peninsula. The
Russian newspapers, the Novoe Vrem-
ya, the Novosti and the Viedomosti,
concur in the hopeful view that Em-
peror William, freed from the tutelage
of Prince Bismarck; will succeed in his
efforts to effect an amicable arrange-
ment with the czar. Official opinion
here, based on the known fact
that Emperor William has definite
proposals to lay before the czar, is also
hopeful. The czar has as yet given _no
sign of how he will receive them. The
Berliner Tageblatt has a telegram from
Rome which purports to give informa-
tion drawn from Prime Minister Crispi.
In this it is asserted that the czar’s ad-
visers, considering the time opportune,
insist upon war. The chiefs of the
Driebund, the telegram adds, will make
united efforts to maintain peace. Tiey
haye the gravest and most urgent rea-
sofis for preparing for eventualities. M.
de Giers, the Russian minister of for-
eign affairs, is now making a tour of
Finland. He will return to St. Peters-
burg to assist in the imperial inter-
views.

The article did not ap-
pear in the first published dratt of the
convention. and since the official text
has been issued the French government
has discovered that the article is an
interference with the French claim to
the upper Niger, besides leading to the
future extension of the Anglo-German
spheres of influence from the Niger to
the Nile. 1f M. Ribot continues to
make the recognition of the
French claims in  the Niger
district the condition of the
withdrawal of his opposition to the
Zanzibar protectorate an amicable set-
tlement is improbable. Mr. Phelps, the
American minister, has received from
Hamburg a copy of a petition which has
been sent to Chancellor von Caprivi,
and which bears the signatures of vari-
ous steamship companies and leading
firms and corporations. The petitioners
ask for the rescinding of the prohibition

The price of pork has risen so enor-
mously that poor people cannot buy it.
The wholesale price of German salted
bacon is 130 marks per 100 kilograms,
while American bacon ean pay a duty
and be sold at 85 marks. Pork imported
from neighboring states, although
bringing high prices, is mnot as
good as the American articile. When
the prohibition was enacted there was
no official examination of pork in
America, whereas the United States
government is now ready to make what-
ever inspeetion Germany may ask.
When American pork has been allowed
to enter the country no case of illness
has ever been traced to its use. If the
American inspeetion should be insuffi-
cient there could be one made in Ger-
many as well. The petition concludes
by asking that the importation of
American pork be aiiowed in the inter-

The Hamburger Nachrichten to-night,
in an article inspired by Prince Bis-
marek, disputes the necessity for an

1t is assured
that the English parliament will assent
to the cession of the island. Chanecellor
von Caprivi has arranged with Lord
Salisbury to have the German fiag
hoisted on the island in - the presence of
a fleet commanded by the Duke of Edin-
burgh and a squadron escorting Em-
This ceremony will
take place some time in September.
Minister von Boetticher has already
been instructed to go to Heligoland in
August to arrange for the installation
of the German administration, of which
Councillor Wermuth has beea appointed
provisional chief. These arrange-
ments, if carried into effect, will make
Heligoland a part of the em-

ire before the reichstag resumes
its ‘sittings. The official feeling
against Prince Bismarck has been
heightenea since the report of an inter-
view with him appeared in the Frank-
fort Journal. Even his friends admit
he has been indiscreet 1n his revelation
of knowledze obtained by him while in
office. His statements that the emper-
or's labor programme, as originally
sketched, was much more extravagant
than as issued, and that his majesty
supposed that the programme wouid
tell at the elections, have incensed
Chancellor von Caprivi and the other
ministers, and it is considered certain
that the statements will lead to ener-
getic remonstrances on the return of
Emperor Wilham. The refusal of the
ex-chancellor to accept the candidatures
offered him for a seat in the reichstag

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LAWYERS’ INSTRUCTIONS.

An Old Book That Tells Them How
to Behave in Court.

Lawand lawyers fill an important
place in English history. They are tar
more prominent than was the case even
in ancient Greece or Rome; and every
schoolboy knows how large a share
they had in public and domestic affairs
in elassical times. Some persons are to
be met with who allege that this is the
most lawyer-ridden country in the
world. This may be true or otherwise,
but it is curious and instructive to ob-
serve how legal usages and methods re-
main substantially the same as they
were in the middle ages. A spirit of
litigation prevailed then, as now, per-
haps neither more nor less. People are
always apt to rush to the courts fora re-
dress of wrongs, real or imaginary, and
for the maintenance of rights supposed
to be withheld or impaired.

Not every one has found time or op-
portunity to look into the *Speculum
Juris,” or “T'he Mirror of Justice.”
Briefless barristers and some pleaders
who fail with judge and jury might do
worse than take a survey. Itis a work
written by one Guiliaume Durand, who
flourished about six centuries ago, and
is supposed to have died about 1296.
At any rate, he lived and wrote after
the settlement of that system of judi-
cature in the time of Henry 1I. and
Edward 1., which has virtually re-
mained to the present time. The book
was very popular, and was deemed of
great authority. It was extensively
