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BEARS ARE ON THE GANTER

Wheat Opens Strong, Fluctuates Rap-
idly and Closes Higher All
Arouand.

Corn Sags a Trifle, Oats Range Lower,
Provisions Being Ne-
glected.

Financial Operations of the Money
Kings---The General Quota-
tions.

CHICAGO, July 12.—The grain markets
to-day each ran an independent but an
active course. Wheat started very
strong, but lassitude and easiness suc-
ceeded. Corn was softened by the
showery weather, acting nervously and
weak. while oats were steady and for
the most part firm. The wheat market
opened firm and became pronouncedly
strong within a very short time there-
after. The offerings were soon very
light when the urgent nature of the de-
mand became apparent, 1t was not dif-
ficult to detect that the handle was be-
ing worked by some powerful arm, the
market responding in pulsations to its
vigorous strokes,stopping when it ceased
to work, and again jumping into activity
when more wind was pumped into it.
The man who was supplying the motive
power sat calmly observant of its effeet,
and appeared satisfied with its result.
Hutchinson was reported to be bulling
the market to run in Bloom and a few
others who were said to be heavily
short, Pardridge among the number.
At any rate these parties were credited
with buying considerable wheat during
the advance. Brosseau was a heavy
buyer, aud Gifford, Aldrich and Vance
were also good buyers. Strange to say,
although the advance was said to be
mainly due to the action of Hutchinson
selling in New York to-day, it was also
reported that it was to his purchases in
that market yesterday afternoon that
the advance which took place on the
curb there was due. Whatever truth
may attach to gossip of the foregoing
character its subject was not responsi-
ble entirely for the strength of the mar-
ket, although it became decidedly easier
after considerable lines had been
filled for the parties referred to.
There were strong cables to work
upon and no end of dispatches
from the Northwest recounting
damage to wheat from rust and blight.
After advancing to 90%c September,
wheat bobbed for a time between that
figure and 90Xec, but later weakened
and closed at 89%c sellers. Corn closed
weak and 3¢@3c lower. The stormy
weather in portions of Nebraska, Kan-
sas and Iowa, as shown on the signal
service map to have been experienced
there yesterday, and the threatening
nature of the weather here, were the
reasons given for the decline which
took place. The trading in oats was
light and the market quiet,while values
were confined within a narrow range.
The provision market was devoid of in-
terest in its speculative features. Trade
was very light, and prices for ribs were
just about 24c over those at the close
Friday. Trading in pork was without
significance.

The stock market to-day was inteusely
dull, though it presented a firm front
throughout, The dealings in all except
a few specialties and Sugar Refineries,
however, were confined to the limits of
about % per cent. Those stocks which

have lately become prominent for
the advances made, such as Hock-
ing Valley, Mobile & Ohio, and

the Chicago & Eastern lllinois stocks,
made further gains, though only in the
case of the first named was the move-
ment of any special importance. The
eptire gain was not regained at the close
in any case. Sugar Refineries continued
to respond to the proposed scheme to
reorganize the trust with the belief that
the insiders will support the stock. The
buying, however, is largely for the shor
account, apd its elimination seems only
a matter of a short time. The stock
opened unchanged at 76'4c, and rose
rapidly on elearing business to 78%¢,but
reacted to 763/c to the close, the supply
of stock at the bigh hgures being more
than the demand. The bank statement,
which was awaited with so much inter-
est, showed a handsome gain in surplus
reserve, which leaves it at about where
it was two weeks ago, but the
result had been so thoroughly dis-
counted that it had no effect to either
raise or depress prices. The close was
very dull and firm at slightly better fig-
ures than those of the opening. The
final changes are in all cases fractional
amounts only. The railroad bonds
were quiet, witha business of §574,000,
but the market, like that in shares,
failed to develop any feature of interest
and the final changes are in all cases in-
significant fractions. Hocking Valley
5s and Mobile & Ohio 4s were the active
issues, but neither reached a large to-
tal. Governmont bonds dull and
steady. State bonds dull and steady to
firm. The exports of specie from the
port of New York during the week
amounted to $619,280 (not including
the shipments by to-day’s steamers) of
which $74,630 was in gold and $44,650
in silver. The imports of specie for
the week amounted to £357,278, of which
$333,283 was in gold and $23,995 in silver.
The Post says: The improvement was
principally due to the passage of the
silver conference bill, but London also
was an important factor, the purchases
for foreign account having been greater
than the selling in the early part of the
week for the sanie account. Railroad
earnings make a very favorable show-
ing as compared with previous years
and the reports of rate troubles in the
West are largely exaggerated. Money
here has ruled easy and the supply of
money has been large, but rates abroad
have ruled higher than of late. The
demands for crop purposes will soon
set in and the movement of currency
will be reversed. That is, that money
will go from here to the West. The
total sales of stock to-day were 76,671
shares, including Atchison, 2,860; Chi-
cago & Eastern lllinois. 1,700; Hocking
Valley, 4,440; Oregon Transcontinental,
2,350: Reading, 2,600: St. Paul, 2,900.
