In the "blue ribbon" event, he said:
"Myentry has a great chance, and if
the track is the least bit soft, it willbe
all the better for my colt. Ithink there

willbe at least ten starters in the Derby,

and these will be the pick of those en-
tered. This will make a sufficiently

large field, and a rattling contest should
ensue. Which are the probable start-
Brs? Well, Icount on the Chicago

stable's Robespierre; either Forever or.
Semaphore of the Avondale stable; J.
Bradley's Joe Blackburn; Maxwell's
BillLetcher; one ofMegibben's entries;
Ullman's Daisy F. Morse; one of Har-
per's nominations; Helter Skelter and
Verge Or. Of course this is mere
guesswork, but from what 1 have
understood, the horses mentioned
will come near being the list,
although a number of others may re-
main in and start. If two-thirds of
thse flyers come to the post it will be a
great race, and itwould be a hard mat-
ter to tell which would be the favorite.
Robespierre is ingreat form at present,
and Kiley,his trainer and rider, told me
recently that the colt was a better ani-
mal than Riley, and if the two came to-
gether again on a good dry track he
would back Robespierre. lie said when
Riley beat Robespierre the latter was
not right. Then Joe Blackburn has
been doing great work, and Kileycon-
siders him superior to Uncle Bob. His
winat a mile and an eighth at Chicago
the other day in1:56 was a grand per-
formance, when his carrying 122 pounds
is considered. Then Verge dOr, Hel-
ter Skelter and many of the others
named above are in fine condition. I
think Robespierre, Joe Blackburn,
Daisy F, Heller Skelter and Verge dOr
willall sell well ud,but it is hard to tell
so long before a race as to post odds,
particularly on account of the uncer-
tainty of the starters. In any event, it
willprove ah rIrace, and 1 think the
meeting willbe a highlysuccessful one,
and 1 know there will be plenty of
horses here to take part."

Sunol is owned by a gentleman who
has never entered a ;horse in .a
race, and never taken a cent for an ex-
hibition, and she is controlled by Sena-
tor Stanford, the most ambitious
breeder on the continent, a man who
absolutely has no .acquaintance with
poolsellers and bookmakers, and there-
fore the public faith is supreme that
she willbe driven for all that is in her. .
Her fight is for reputation. -Axtellis
the highest-priced :horse in the world,

and his earning capacity is enormous.
Reputation is of as much value to his
owners as it is to Mr. Bonner or Senator
Stanford, and no forlorn chances. will;
be taken with him. The simple fact
that a race between Axtell and Sunol
looks impossible

-
adds to the general

desire tosee such a .race. The reputa-
tion of two great reinsmen is also at
stake. Doble always likes toride infront,
and Marvinseriously objects to riding
behind. This feeling will stimulate
each to have his horse in the very best
condition when he scores up for: the
word. The Interests involved in the
meeting are gigantic. It is the house
of George Wilkes, representing millions
of money, against the house of Elec-
tioneer, backed by millions of dollars.
Itis easy to talk lightlyof a match be-
tween Axtelland Sunol, but. the road
leading to a battle for supremacy :.•is
paved with difficulties. If the race for
which both Doble and Marvinare now
patiently preparing ever does take place,
itis sate to say that it will require a
track with grounds as large as the state
of Rhode Island to hold the people who
nurse a desire to witness it.

RICHSTAKES OF THE FUTURE.

The Realization and Other Stakes
Open for Nominations.

The Realization stake won recently by
Tournament was the richest turf event
of the year. Had Senator Hearst neg-

In order to realize largely, horsemen
must take some risks. For the chance,

The
Realization stakes for 1802 and 1893. the
first entries of yearlings and the second
for entries of foals of 1890, are now
open for nominations, and will close
on July 15. Ten thousand dollars will
be added to each event, and the same
sum is given by the Coney Island
Jockey club for the double event, for
two-year-olds in1891, entries for which
also close on July 15. Other events, to
be decided at the autumn meeting this
year.- and which are open for nomina-
tions, are the Omnium, New York and
Twin City handdicaps. The first is at
a mile and a furlong, the second at a
mile and a half, and the third at a mile
and a quarter, the sum of 61.750 being

added to the first two, and $3,000 to the
Twin City.

The
idea is that the reputation of the horse
is unwarrantably injured when the per-
manent record of races . shows that he
was distanced, when the driver and not
the horse was to blame, as the record \u25a0

does not show the entire facts, and the
presumption would be- that the horse
was behind the flag. :

It is Palo Alto
against Jack. lhe gray gelding is a
fast and true performer, but he will
meet a resolute trotter in the bay stall-
ion. The race will take place July 26
at some noiut to be named hereafter,;

Brewster, secretary ofWashington Park
club.

The death of the great pacing sire of
Tennessee, Tom Hal, was announced
two or three years ago, but the old fel-
low did not make his last kick until Sat-
urday morning. He was twenty-eight
years old and a wreck. From his loins
came the three fast performers, Little
Brown Jug. 2:11%; Brown Hal, 2:12^,
and Hal Pointer, 2:13. The admirers of
the pacing horse will always speak of
him with pride.

Del Mar, the fast coitnow running at
Chicago and owned by Senator Hearst,

was born at Hobartville.'Australia, and
was purchased at the yearling sale at
that place in 1888 by J. K.Newton and
shipped to California. The dam of Del
Mar was puichased at the Hobartville
sale a little more than a mouth ago for
the small sum of 70 guineas.

The Cleveland, Buffalo and Rochester
purses willclose on Monday, July 21.
These are three great links in the grand
trotting circuit chain. Every admirer
of the light harness horse makes" it a
point to take in one or all of these
meetings. The battles which decide
.breeding controversies are fought on
the grand circuit tracks.

Inthe race for the Drexel stakes at
Washington Park, Chicago, on July 8,
there was a jostle in the stretch result-
in the fallingof Neretta, whose jockey,.
Abbas, was thrown, and never regained
consciousness, dyingduring the running
of the last race. Abbas was a white
boy about fifteen years of age, and has
beeu riding with fair success forseveral
seasons. '

From 'Bl to 'Bs Fred Archer, the En-
glish jockey, rode in2,971races, winning
1,149 of them. For a similar number of
years— those between '84 and '88
Jimmy McLaughlin had 553 successes
out 0f"1,751 mounts. The Englishman's
average is nearly one in every two,
while our James' is a little • worse .than
one in three.
