WAR TAXES MUST GO.

Gen. Baker’s Address on Re-
ceiving the Alliance Nom-
ination.

He Will “Carry the War Into
Africa” and Defeat
Lind.

The Gradual Growth of the
Octopus of Protection
Traced.

The McKinley Bill the Cul-
mination of the Protect-
ive Craze.

The Second district is abont entering
upon what will be the hardest fouzht
congressional campaign in its history.
On one side will be the picturesque
fizure of Gen. James H. Baker, of Blue
Earth, while on the other will be John
Lind, the present member for that dis-
trict.®+The fight,” says Gen. Baker,
“will b a square one between protec-
tion and tariff reduection.” It will be
vigorous irom the start. There are few
more eloquent orators in the country
than Gen. Baker, and his speech in ac-
cepting the Alliance nomination for
congress at Kasota last Friday is a
master effort on the causes that have
led tothe present depression in agri-
culture. Itis given in full below:
 I'his nomination,” said Gen. Baker,
“is tendered me by the Farmers’ Alli-
ance by acclamation, chiefly by reason
of the fact that I am and have been
hostile to the doctrines of a Ligh pro-
tective tariff. The culmination of the
rotective craze, as embodied in the
[cKinley bill. has driven into open re-
bellion the agricultural interests of the
entire Northwest. It is resistance to
such vicious Jegislation that has in-
spired you to independent political ac-
tion. ‘The protective tariff, as embodied
in existing or proposed legislation, is
the most unjust, unequal, extortionate
and rotten thing to-day in American
polities. In vain have I protested with
my party for years against its injustice
and the intolerance of those who im-
pose it upon the party and the country.
In every Republican convention held
in this state, for eight years, there has
passed with regularity resolutions de-
manding a radical reform and reduction
of the tariff. Similar resolutions were
passed during the same time, in every
Republican congression distriet in Min-
nesota. They were promulgated onlv
to be broken. These resolutions have
been trampled in the dust, and the de-
mands of the people openly defied.
Five members of congress from this
state, thus pledged totariif reform,have
in contempt ot those pledges voted for
the highest protective duties known in
our history. They have shown how to
reform the tariff upward, but not down-

ward, The party lash did its
work. ‘The whip of discipline
Reed and Me-

zl?plied by
inley was more effective than the
avill of their constituents. There is no
longer hope for us butin open rebellion,
and to-day we lift the standard of re-
volt. The specially protected classes of
this country have secured the machin-
ery of government, obtained complete
control of the Republican party, and
having saddled it with all the ever-in-
ereasing outrages of protection, are rid-
ing it to its death. The excesses of
their tariff exactions have.invoked the
amazement of every commercial nation
of the world. They have even made
Mr. Blaine, the premier of the govern-
ment and the leader of his party, pause
and revise his opinions, like Sir Robert
Peel, England’s premier in 1846, who re-
versed his position from protection to
free trade in an open speech in parlia-
ment in a single hour.

“Let me illustrate to yon how far this
tariff taxation has traveled in our his-
tory ina century. Washington began
his administration with a tariff of 8¢
per cent, under the direction of Alex-
ander Hamilton, both for revenue and
to encouragé the planting of infant in-
dustries, Washington closed his second
administration with a tariff of 12}4 per
cent, This was at a time when there
was not a spindle turning, nor a “forge
beating 1n the thirteen colonies. With
varying tariffs and policies, we passed
along for seventy years, till we come to
1861, a time within the memory of most
of us here present. The Republicans
then came into power and enacted the
well known **Morrill tariff,” which was
content with an averaze of 183 per
cent on the entire line of duties. This
was considered enough for both revenue
and protection, in times of peace.

*‘Then came the war and the ‘war tar-
iffs,” made wholly to support the war,
with the solemn promise that they
should be remoyed at the close of the
war. But the organized protected
classes, grown rich and powerful, now
got in theirydeadly work. They re-
fused to give up their gains and the
sources of their plunder. They seized
the Republican party, and made it but
a menial vassal to still further enrich the
manufacturing barons. Their grip can-
not be shaken off, and now, thirty years
removed from the war,in a time of
profound peace, they hold the taritf at
an average of 46 7-10 per cent, as with
an iron hand.

*But grown still more audacious, and
fattening by that upon which they are
fed, they produce that crowning infamy
of protection, the McKinley bill, which
demands an average of 51 per cent.
Washington, Hamilton and their great
compeers, thought 1214 per cent duties
sufficient to plant and nourish infant in-
dustries; but to-day these industrial
giants, at the age of 100 years, rolling in
wealth, demand 51 per cent protection.
Against the audacity of these bloated
protected claases we are in Tevoit to-
day. The lines are distinetly drawn.
They have made the issne. As theman
of your choice to combat these wrongs,
I ask the vote of every man in this dis-
trict, without reference to previous
party affiliations, who is opposed to
the = oppressive exactions of the
pretective tariff and the infamous
outrage of the MecKinley Dbill. And
should I be elected, I hesitate not to say
that 1 would not vote for any man as
speaker of the house of representatives
who is a protectionist for I would never
concede to that interest, the power to
again pack committees and despotically
force legislation in the interest of pro-
tection, as 1s now being doue by the
tyrannical methods which obtain in that
body. [Great cheering.]

“The pretense by increased duties on
some farm products of protecting the
farmer is the most gross insult ever of-
fered to his intelligence. You will re-
sent alike the offered bribe and the con-
temptuous estimate of your understand-
ing. As the farmer studies more care-
fully the questions which vitally con-
cern his interests, he appreciates, as
never before, the value of his member
of congress. Those problems, he finds,
are mostly to be settled by na-
tional legislation. The whole flock
of trusts and combines; the
gambling in ‘futures’ in farm
products: the stamping out of live stock
diseases: the controlling of corpurate
power, and above all the reformation
of the all-devouring tariff must be se-
cured Ly the action of congress.

“Associated with the licensed rob-
beries of the tariff, we witness the ex-
traordinary assumptions of power by
the supreme court of the United States,
as exhibited in recent decisions, over-
ruling the rightful authority of the
states. That imperial body denies to
Minnesota the right to control the rail-
ways within her own territory. Asso-
ciated with this is the force election
bill, now pending in congress, wholly
designed to legislate for party success.
No party exigency can justify such a
measure. It i5 another pernicious step
_towards centralization, and declares that
this generation shall not behold the
clesing of the wounds of the war. It

would seem as though the administra-

tion, drunk with power, is resolved to
declare war upon the people.
“Subordinate to the tariff thereisa
long array of unjust burdens which are
imposed upon the farmer, which place
him at a marked disadvantage in the
battle of life. The inequalities of taxa-
tion imposed demana redress. He
has been robbed, by the demonetization
of silver, of parl of his constitutional
currean'. Organized greed has com~-
pelled him to pay extortionate prices
for hie binding twine. These, with
other kindred extortions and tributes,
like an army of rats,gnaw upon his sub-
stance and prevent his prosperity. Fic-
titious capital and watered stocks, by
power of existing laws, compel him to
pay interest upon imaginary money.
“T'he objeet of the Alliance and other
industrial organizations is to secure
such unity of action as will resultin
the overthrow of these allied wrongs
and compel politicians to respect the
rights and principles for which we con-
tend. The platform of yesterday em-
bodies the essential doctrines which we
desire to maintain, and by which we
are willing to be judged. Upon these
principles, in confidence, we go to the
people of this congressional district and
ask the support of all who believe in
their justice and desire their trinmph.
“In contending for ourown rights we
have no possible war with other just in-
terests. When agriculture prospers the
town and cities must prosper. Their
interests are interwoven and 1nsepa-
rable. They should make common
cause for the relief from the common
burdens. Let us enter the campaign
with a purpose to treat our o{)ponents
with marked courtesy and civility, and.
relying upon the strength of our cause
for the force of our blows, leave per-
sonal defamation to those who can
bring no other weapons to the contest.’

ADDITIONS TO THE NAVY.

The Revenue Marine to Be Added
to Tracy’s Department.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—In the senate
to-day the committee on relations with
Canada asked authority to continue its
investigations during the coming recess
and the next session. The matter was
referred to the committee on contingerit
expenses. The senate passed a bill
authorizing a pontoon bridge over the
Mississippi river at Quiney, Ill. Mr.
Dawes having asked that the Indianap-
propriation bill be taken up. Mr. Gray
moved to proceed tothe consideration
of the house bill to transfer the revenue
cutter service fromn the treasury depart-
to the navy. Mr. Morrill antagonized
this motion, saying that he would ob-
jeetto the consideration of any busi-
ness but the taritf bill, unless appro-
priation Dbills were taken up. Mr.
Gray’s motion was agreed to, 30 to 23,
the Republicans who voted with
the Democrats being Cameron,
Casey, Cullom, Farwell, Frye,
Ingalis, Mitchell, Sawyer, Spooner,
Teller and Washburn. Mr. Gray
moved to change the date for the ap-
pointment of revenue marine officers to
be officers of the navy from July 1 to
Oct. 1, 1890. On suggestion of Mr. McMil-
lin this was changed to Jan. 1, 1891,
when the senate will be in session to
confirm the appointments, and the
amendment was agreed to. Mr. Sher-
man opposed the bill, which he said
was intended only to advance the inter-
ests of the officers of the service by in-
creasing the pay and giving them an
opportunity to go on the retired list.
At 2 o’cloek the tariff bill was taken up
and Mr. Voorhees addressed the senate.
At the close of the speech Mr. Cock-
rell offered resolutions (which were
agreed to) expressing the senate’s re-
gret at the announcement of the death
of Representative Walker, of Mis-
souri, and for the appointment of a
committee of three senators to attend
the funeral. Messrs. Vest. Plumb and
Berry were appointed, and the senate,
as a further mark of respect, adjourned
till to-morrow.

MOURNING FOR THE DEAD.

The House Adjourns Out of Re-
spect for Walter’s Memory.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—In the houss
this morning, on motion of Mr. Dock-
ery, of Missouri, by unanimous consent
it was ordered the vote on the original
package bill shall be taken to-morrow,
and that the vete on the bankruptey
bill be taken Thursday. Mr. Dockery
then announced the death of his col-
league, Mr. Walter. Resolutions were
unanimously adopted expressive of sor-
row with which the house had heard of
the death of Mr. Walter, and providing
for the appointment of a committee of
seven members of the house and three
of the senate, to take charge of the
funeral ceremonies. The speaker ap-
pointed the following gentlemen as
members of the committee on the part
of the house: Dockery, Frank, Crisp,
Morrill, MecMillan, Baker and David-
son. The house then, at 12:15, as a
mark of respect tothe memory of the
deceased, adjourned.

UNIFORM GRADES FOR GRAIN.

Mr. Comstock Introduces a Bill
for That Purpose.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—Mr. Com-
stock, of Minnesota, to-day introduced a
bill in the house authorizing the secre-
tary of agriculture to establish uniform
grades fore all kinds of grain bought,
handled, transferred or shipped from
one state or territory of the United
States to any other state or territory, or
from any place in the United States to
any foréign country, which shall be
known as *“*‘American grades,” the . sec-
retary to publish the same in his re-
ports and special bulletins.

Good Thing for Settlers.

WasHiNgTON, D. C., July 21.—The
senate committee on puablic lanis to-
day ordered a favorable report on the
house bill to amend the act of June 22,
1874. it extends the priviieges granted
by that act (subject to the provisions,
limitations and restrictions thereof) to
all persons entitled to the right of home-
stead or pre-emption under the laws of
the United States, who have resided
upon and improved for five years lands
granted to any railroad company, but
whose entries or filings haye not for any
cause been admitted to record.

Johnny Davenport Called In.

WasHiNGTON, D. C., July 21.—The
Republican members of the senate com-
mittee on privileges and elections were
again in session to-day considering the
federal electiou bill. John I. Daven-
port, of New York, was closeted with
the members this afternoon. It is un-
derstood that the bill which is to be re-
ported to the caucus is practically com-
pleted, but the time for the meeting of
the caucus has not yet been fixed.

Pelican Will Profit.
WASHINGTON, July 21.—The house
committee on public lands to-day took
favorable action on bills for the sale of
lands in Wiscounsin, the proceeds to be
gratnted to the town of Pelican in that
state.

CAPITAL CULLINGS.

Senator Stewart has introduced a bill grant-
ing the public lands in Nevada, except min-
eral lands, to the state in aid of irrigation.

Secretary Noble. in compliance with the
request of the citizens' committee of St.
Louis, has appointed Georze Bsin to co-op-
erate with Local Supervisor Weigel in mak-
ing a revision of the census returns of that
city.

Mr. Hoar, of the senate committee upon re-
lations of commerce and business with Can-
ada, presented to the senate yesterday the
testimony which has been taken by that com-
mittee, the substance of which bas already
been published.

The secretary of the interior has received a
telegram from Capt. Boutelle. the superin-
tendent of the Yellowstone National park,
stating that the great Excelsior geyser has
been in a state of eruption since last Satur-
day, the first time in two years. The eolumn
of hot water rises from the crater into the air
a distance of 300 teet.

WHEAT IS MUCH WEAKER.

Only a Moderate Busimess Trausacted
aud Prices on the Dowvn

Grade.

Corn Slumps in Sympathy, Oats Un-
seiiled, Provisions Closing
Tame.

Financial Operations of the &ioney
" Kings---The General Quota-
tions.

CrIcAGO, July 21.—The visible supply re-
port for the week had a depressing effect
on wheat to-day. The estimate on Saturday
was for a decrease of 300,000 to 500,000 bu.
Before 11 o'clock it was believed from the
cities reporting thct instead of a decrease
there would be an increase. The fact that
Chicago increased 122,000 bu; New York,
100,000 bu; St. Louis, 423.000 bu, and the
Mississippi 135,000 bu, with the only heavy
decrease given in the Northwest, 349,000 bu
at Minneapolis and St. Paul, was evidence of
this in the absence of the figures from the
lakes and canals, which were delayed. This
outiook for the visible supply had all the
more effect because the trade was bearish.
Bull news was either discredited or said
to be discounted. The exceilent weather was
on the side of the seller also. The bull prints
were firm, Liverpool cables early. and %d to
12d higher at the close, bad crop reports from
a small territory in Dakota and a few points
in Indiana, fair export clearances from New
York, with country stocks in the Northwest
decreased 200,000 to 70,000 bu. The bear
points were the weather, the visible supply
figures, the long condition of the crowd and
large receipts, reaching 166,000 bu at St.
Louis. The weakness began at the curb,
although spot wheat opened at 90c,
and was all the session.up to 1 o’clock. going
to 89%c. The visible supply figures posted
just before the close gave a decrease of
32,000 bu. There were many who refrained
from selling wheat until just at
the close, fearing that the viSible
fignres might make a sudden flop and show
a large decrease, Such was mnot the
case to-day,and there was free selling the last
few minutes, which put a stop to the deal.
July closed at 87¢, August at 875ge, Decem-
ber at 911ge. May at 915gc. Corn weakened,
partly in sympathy with wheat and partly
owing to reported rains of a generous nature
in Missouri. Sellers were in the majority
even at the decline as the market closed.
Oats opened strong, but weakened later on
sales by the overloaded *“longs.” The trad-
ing was quite heavy. Provisions were once
more heavy, depressed. inactive and lower,
except in the matter of pork, which was ir-
regular and averaged about as on Saturday.
Lard and ribs weve without support, and
made a further decline of 5c. The heavy re-
ceipts of hogs was the assigned cause of the
weakness, accumulating stocks weakening
the hands of the packers, who continued to
sell freely for future delivery.

of the market in the mnear fut-
ure, and few positive expressions

of opinion are to be heard, all seemingly
afraid to do anything, and all awaiting de-
velopments on one side or the other. The
railroad situation is about in the same con-
dition that it was a week ago, but the action
of the secretary of the treasury in inviting
offers of bonds on a more liberal scale indi-
cates a desire to speedily stop the accumula-
tion of money in the treasury, which has
been going on at a faster rate than usual for
some time past. There wasa diversity of
opinion on the bank statement of Saturday,
and it seemed to be & surprise all around, as
there were those who had expected a
marked increase in the surplus reserve, but a
much larger number had expected that the
outgo of gold would not be balanced by the
receipts from the interior, and were lookin

for a material loss. The actual result in al
probability bad much to do with the firmer
tone to the market exhibited tc-day,although
as usual all the movements worthy of notice
were confined to a few stochs, most of which
were affected by circumstances peculiar to
themselves, The easier feeling in London
was reflected in higher prices from that
center this morning, and our market re-
sponded with advances over Saturday’s final
figures of irom 13 to 3§ per cent.
