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ARGENTINE UPRISING.

Many Politicians and Artil-
lerymen Killed in Satur-
- day’s Street Fight.

The Minister of War Reported
Among Those Who Lost
Their Lives.

A Revolutionary Government
Formed and Its First De-
cree Is Issued.

Conflicting Reports Continue
From Guatemala and San
Salvador.

LoNDON, July 27.—A dispatch to the
Times from Buenos Ayres says: Early
on Satarday the artillery. joined by some
eivilians, took the first steps to over-
throw the government. The troops and
the police parleyed. Firing was opened
at Palermo, and soon extended to
the Plaza Lavalle. The infantry
and artillery, with mitrailleuses, kept
up a heavy firing all the morning. The
police fired at and dispersed a erowd
eround the government house, but the
people kept firing from houses. A de-
termined group of forty men stood
pluckily to their arms In front of the
government house, while the roars of
artillery and the roll of the musketry
came nearer and nearer. A police-
man wantonly split an Englishman’s
head open with a saber, and a bystander
shot the policeman down. In the after-
poon the revolutionary government
lssued its first decree. This ordered
the mobilization of the national guard,
and appointed Nicholas Menalez
chief of police. At 5 o’clock
pn Saturday afternoon two attacks
were made by the government troops
pn citizen battalions. The troops were
repulsed both times. Policemen and
artillerymen are lying dead in heaps.
I'he chief of police, Capde Vila, is
wounded. The minister of war is re-
ported killed. Sharp fighting contin-
ues around the artillery barracks.

Here the cable dispateh to the Times
abruptly closes.

BuexNos Avres, July 27. — Gens.
Campos and Arredontio, commanding
the insurgents, have seized the arsenal,
barracks and Plaza Lavalle.Their forces
include five military and two ecitizen
battalions and the cadet corps. The
government commands seven battalions,
and expects reinforcements from
Zarate. The street conflicts on
Saturday were adverse to the
government. The losses on both
pides were oheavy. @ Many buildings
were destroyed. The navy remains
peutral. Senor Pellegrini, the vice
president, has assumed the presidency.

1:30 P. M. — Another battalion] of
troops, with arms and baggage, has
joined the insurgents. The populace
support the revolution, which has ex-
tended to the provinces. The author-
Ities are negotiating with the insurg-
ents.

CRASH PREDICTED.

Argentine Securities Pretty Sure
to Go Down With a Rush.

LonNDoN, July 27.—The news of the
Argentine revolution reached London
yesterday too late to produce any effect
upon the stock exchange, but it is
expected that a crash in the securities
of the Argentine Republic will occur as
oon as the exchange opens to-morrow.
'he slump will be all the greater,
doubtless, because of the fact that Ar-
Eentiue vonds have lately been strongly
ulled by speculators, enormous pur-
chases being made by parties who be-
lleved that the reported crisis in the af-
fairs of the republic would prove to be &
mere temporary flatter. It is rumored
that the Barings were among the sell-
ers, who accommodated the bulls with
all the Argentine bonds desired. The
Barings, it is true, offered a new
loan to the Argentine a few
days ago, but on terms which in
themselves proved that the bonds rep-
resenting existing loans were being
quoted at too high a figure. There is
much regret expressed here in all cir-
cles at the news of the disorder in
Buenos Ayres, for the lovers of good
government and those who had hoped
to see the Spamish Americans show
their capacity for self government bhad
long poiuted with satisfaction to the
peaceful and prosperous Southern re-
public as an example of both achieve-
ment and promise.

REPORTS STILL CONFLICT. -

‘Who Is Getting Whipped Down in
Guatemala?

City oF MEXICG, July 25 (Via Gal-
veston).—Senor Castilanos, the Spanish
minister here, has been informed that
two Spanish war ships have been or-
dered to Central America. Several revo-
lutionary bands are marauding near the
Mexican frontier in Guatemalan terri-
tory. Both Guatemala and San Salva-
dor are trying to mass trooPs with the
ntmost haste, but Guatemala finds dif-
ficulty in the dissatisfaction of her sol-
diers. A Guatemala special dispatch
olaims that the Guatemalan forces so
{reatly outnumber the Salvadorians

hat in the present week the tables will
be turned.

Ricaorieep SpriNgs, N. Y., July 27.
—A cipher dispatch received here to-
day by an official of the Guatemalan
government says that Guatamala ac-
cepts the war provoked by San Salva-
dor and will continue it until San Salva-
dor elects a legitimate president in
place of Ezetan. The battle fought on
the 23d inst., the same dispatch recites,
resulted in the rout of the San Salva-
dorians, but as Salvador commands the
cable to Central America, the govern-
ment only allows dispatches favorable
to itself to be sent abroad. The tele-
me further states that the arms taken

rom the steamer Colima were taken
with the consent of the Pacific Mail agent
and the American minister, by virtue
of article 17 of the Pacific Mail con-
tract. Honduras, the dispatch further
pays, will remain neutral for the pres-
ent, but may join with Guatemala if
events require her. Guatemala has
40,000 men under arms and Honduras
6,000, while San Salvador has only
about 10,000 men.

Ericsson’s Remains.

NEw Yorg, July 27.—The Swedish
executive committee in charge of the
arrangements for the removal of the re-
mains of the late Capt. Ericsson has re-
ceived a communication from King Os-
car of Sweden stating that he was tak-
ing an active interest in the final inter-
ment of the remains of the late naval

ROMERO RECALLED,

And Is Likely to Become Finan-
cial Minister.

St. Louis, Mo., July 27.—A dispatch
from San Antonio, Tex., says Senor
Romero, Mexican minister at Washing-
ton, passed through that city yesterday
en route to the City of Mexico. He dis-
claimed any political significance io his
visit to his home, which he said was a
purely personal one, he having been
away from Mexico for six years. Inti-
mate friends of his, however, declare
that he is going to Mexico in response to
a call from President Diaz. who intends
promoting him to an important post in
the ministry, probably to succeed Fi-
nance Minister Dublen. Senor Romero
said that the Central American war is
a very bad thing, and the rupture had
progressed to that state where arbitra-
tion was absolutely out of the question.

Ferdinand to Be Proclaimed.

LonpoN, July 28.—A dispateh from
Vienna to the Daily News says that M.
Stambuloff, the Bulgarian prime min-
ister, will assemble the colonels of all
the Bulgarian regiments and the depu-
ties of the leading towns at Sofia Aug.
3, when Bulgaria will be declared inde-
pendent and Prince Ferdinand be de-
clared king. .

Peace the End. ’

BERLIN, July 27.—The North German
Gazette says: “The journey of Em-
peror William to Russia has given rise
to baseless rumors. Nothing wmore is
expected from his meeting with the
czar than that a friendly interchange of
ideas may do away with existing diffi-
culties and secure peaceable relations
between Germany and Russia.”

Caprivi to Mcet William.

BERUIN, July 27.—Chancellor von Ca-
privi has left Berlin to meet Emperor
William at Wilhelmshaven. He will
accompany the emperor to England.
Princess Bismarck has gone to Ham-
burg to take the waters. She will re-
main there several weeks.

Dying From Famine.
LoxNDoN, July 27.—A dispatch from
Suakim says that a hurricane swept
over that place recently. The storm
demolished the chimneys of the, water
condensers, causing a great scarcity of
water. Many natives in the vicinity of

Suakim are dying from famine.

A Grecian Princess’ Danger.
BERLIN, July 28,—The crown prin-
cess of Greece, who recently gave birth
to a son, has had a relapse. Prof. Ols-
hausen, a well known Berlin gyngecolo-
gist, was summoned by telegraph to-day

and immediately started for Athens.

Prince Regent Injured.

Mun~iIcH, July 27.—While the prince
regent was out driving in the suburbs
vo-day his carriage collided with a tram
car, and the prince was thrown out and
badly bruised.

NO FEDERATION.

The Steam Railroad Men Will Act
Independently.

BostoN, July 27.—Delegates from 150
railroad centers of this country and
Canada attended the meeting of the
Grand Council of the Steam Railroad
Men’s ProtectiveUnion in ‘Femplar hall,
724 Washington street, to-day. Charles
Trenholme, president of the ecoun-
cil, presided. The necessity for
automatic draw bars, guard rails and
higher elevation of bridges waf forcibly
presented by many of the delegates.
The questlon of reduced hours of labor
for trainmen and switchmen, and more
wages,.were discussed at length, but
nothing definite was done. The several
standing committees and general presi-
dent were instructed to secure the en-
actment of legislative measures in

the interests of railroad employes.
1t was decided, but not with-
out strong opposition, that the

Steam Railroad Men’s Protective union
should not attach itself to the American
Federation of Labor, but work inde-
pendently of all central bodies not con-
vected with the railroad business.
William Burns, of Boston, was elected
general organizer, and C. A. Keller, of
Worchester, general secretary, Secre-
tary Burns having resigned the office.

The Sealing Fleet Doing Well Off
Alaska.

SAx FraANcisco, July 27.—The
schooner Dashing Wave arrived here
to-day from Sand Point, Alaska, bring-
1ng news of the sealing fleet.

GAN'T REAPPORTION.

The Eleventh Census Will Not
Be in Time for This
Session.

Representative Dunnell Says
the Committee Hasn’t Suf-
fieient Time to Act.

Many Democrats to Talk on
the Tariff in the Senate
This Week.

Census Supt. Porter and Prof.
Goode Wanted by the Fair
Commission.

- WASHINGTON, July 27.—Owing to the
length of the present session of con-
gress, it has been claimed by many that
the returns of the eleventh census
would be in time to allow the new ap-
portionment for members of the house
of representatives to be made before the
close of the session. Members of the
committee on the eleventh census say

.| that the matter has not been given any

thought. In fact, they do not believe
that it will be taken up at this session.
Representative Dunnell, chairman of
the committee, says: “It is a matter
that will require deliberation, and the
committee would not be able to give the
required time to it at this session, even
if the returns should come in.”

CONGRESSIONAL FORECAST.

Many Tariff Speeches Expected in
the Senate.

WASHINGTON, July 27.—Tariff will
be the principal theme of discassion in
the senate this week. So far all the
Democratic members of the committee
on finance, except Mr. Carlisle, have
delivered speeches against the pending
bill, and he is expected to address the
senate Monday, 1t is impossible to say
how long the general debate will last,
as almost every Democratic senator is
understood to have a' formal speech
prepared for delivery. 'The advocates
of the bill to transfer the revenue ma-
rine from the treasury to the navy de-
partment will calyit up in the morning
hour, hoping to reach a vote. Al-
though the Dbill is opposed by
some of the most experienced
and able senators on the floor, it is con-
ceded that if a vote is reached it will be
passed by & decisive majorng'. Unless
the demand for the passage of the river
and harbor bill grows stronger than it
is at present, the managers of the meas-
ure will not endeavor to bring it before
the senate this week. If the amend-
ments made by the senate to the sundry
civil appropiation bill are disposed of in
time to-morrow. the house may spend a
few hours in the consideration of dis-
triet business, including the Atkiuson
railroad bill. Taesday and Wednesday
are to be given up to the agricultural
committee, which will seek to secure
action upon the compound lard and
meat inspection bills, if not interfered
with by the general deficiency bill
The election committee is still pushing
for the consideration of the Virginia
and South Carolina contested election
cases, and expects to fill in the remain-
der of the week in that way if oppor-
tunity offers.

PORTER AND GOODE

Are Wanted by the Commlssioners
of the World’s Fair.

WASHINGTON, July 27.—The commis-
sioners of the world’s fair, during their
recent visit to this city, tendered to Rob-
ert P. Porter, now superintendent of the
census, the position of chief of the
bureau of awards,and to Prof. G. Brown
Goode, now assistant secretary of the
Smithsonian institution and in charge of
the natural museum, the chief of the
bureau of classifications and catalogue
for the forthcoming exgosition. Next to
the director generalship of the fair,
these are the most important positions
connected with the exhibition. The
bureau of awards during the centennial
of 1876 was in charge of Gen. Francis A.
Walker, and the bureau of classification
and catalofue in charge of Dorsey
Gardner. It is not known definitely
whether Mr. Porter or Prof. Goode
have accepted the positions tendered.
It is understood if they do that their
new duties will not interfere with those
of their present positions. It is not
known what salary will be paia these
gentlemen, but as the commission 1s
anxious to obtain their services it has
gractxcal!y determined to let the men

ave their own terms. They said they
had heard so much in Chicago, New
York, Pbiladelphia and this city as to
the prominent organization ability of
these gentlemen that the commission
unanimously decided upon their selec-
tion for the positions named. “Their
duties will doubtless be onerous and
respousible.

Stampeded by Uniforms.

W ASHINGTON, July 27.—The National
rifles of this city have for some time
been contemplating a trtp to Europe
this summer, and application was re-
cently made for passports. The appli-
cation was held up, however, until the
foreign governments could be heard
from. Germany at once absolutely re-
fused admission within her borders to
any armed company from the United
States, and England said that the rifles
could not enter Ireland. Of course this
ended all talk of the European trip
among the soldier boys.

— Herndon
Morsell, the well known tenor of this
city, has accopted the first tenor part in
the new opera, “The Red Hussar,”
which is to be produced at Palmer’s
theater by the Duff company in New
York early in August.

PUMP OUT THE LAKE

And Erect World’s Fair Buildings
on Its Bottom.

CHIcAGO, July 27.—The plan of di- |

vision of the world’s fair which will be
presented by the directors to the legis-
lature to-morrow or next day is said to
be to place on the land reclaimed from
Lake Michigan the art gallery, the Eov—
ernment building and another building
containing a fine electrical display—
three buildings in all—and use the
present lake front grounds as an en-
trance ground. At Jackson park will

be placed the big machinery hall, the |

stock show, a mineral palace, an under-
ground mining exhibit, a glass factory,
the several state exhibits,oriental villas,
and such other novel and beautiful
displays as may be offered later on.
Gen. Fitzsimons, the contractor, and J.
T. Dougine, first vice president of the
National Association of American in-
ventors, have submitted a new proposi-
tion for utilizing the lake front. Their
scheme involves thebuilding of a coffer
dam from Thirteenth to Randolph with
concrete and stone work, making it safe
and water-tight. They then propose to
pump outthe water, leaving a basin
containing about 800 acres of land, in-
cluding the forty-nine ‘acres which are
now there. This will leave ground on
which the fair structure can be erected.
At the water edge the surface of the
ground will be thirteen feet below the
water surface and gradually slope to
the shore. This new land will be ap-
proached by ten or more subways run-
ning to the Illinois Central tracks. The
top of the coffer dam will be forty-five
feet wide, and can be used for an exten-
sive driveway. The base of this structure
will be eighty feet in width. Messrs.
Fitzsimons and Dougine say they are
willing to put up the pumping works to
do the work, and give bonds in the sum
of $1,000,090 for the performance and
maintenance of the same, and will fur-
nigh this clay bed—which they claim to
be unexcelled for buildlng purposeg—at
a cost of #$1,250,000. The proposition
will doubtless be referred to the com-
mittee on buildings and grounds.

EARLY WARMED UP.

He Fires a Round at Maj. J.H.

LYNCHBURG, Va., July 27.—The

military career, especially his reference
to my valley® campaign, they are
too contemptible to notice, and
show his utter want of military
acumen and correct information. I am
perfectly willing to abide the judgment
of men correctly informed and duly
qualified to conform a correct oi)linion as
to all of my operations, especially in re-
gard to the unequal contest in the val-
ley in 1864, His 1nsinuations as to my
being an habitual drunkard and a
practical miscegenationist are but the
fabrications of an unprinecipled and un-
truthful crank, as he is known to be by
those acquainted with him. He says
that he inherited ‘little save an honora-
ble name.” No one well informed as to
history can doubt the fact that he
failed to inherit a proper sense
of honor and a due regard for
the truth. As to the intimation of some
newspaper correspondents that Lacy’s
tirade might produce a challenge from
me to him for a duel, I have only to say
that, according to iy understanding of
the so-called code ({'at honor, 1f he were a
man worthy of such notice, after I had

ronounced him a liar and a slanderer,

%‘ferson as well as in my card, the said
code does not entail on me the initiative.
I regret having to obtrude on the public
attention in this manner, but the promi-
nence given to Lacy’s communication
by the newspapers has rendered it, in
my estimation, proper for me to do so,
and I trust that the papers* which have
published his communication will have
the courtesy to publish this.””

| WALLAGE WIPED OUT,

‘The Central Town of the Idaé

Up in Smoke.

SPOKANE FAarLs, Wash., July 27.—
The town of Wallace, in the Coeur
d’Alene mining district, was burned to-
night. Particulars are very meager.
At 7 p. m. the train dispatcher at Tekoa
received word from the Union Pacific
dispatcher at Wallace stating that the
town had gone; that it was getting too
hot for him and he would have to cut

his wires and move his in-
struments. As the Northern Pa-
cific depot is located at one

extremity of the town, and the fire
started in a saloon at the other ex-
tremity. It is supposed the whole towh
has gone. Later private telegrams con-
firm previous reports, but give no par-
ticulars. Wallace is the center of one
of the richest mining districts in the
West, producing half the lead supply of
the United States, besides millions in
gold and silver. It has a popula-
tion of 11,0000 and is reached
by both Union and Northern Pacific
branch lines. It is the largest town in
the district. 1t was built on the flat at
the junction of the seuth fork of the
©ceur A’Alene and Canyon creek. The
wires are all down. It will be impossi-
ble to get later particulars to-night.
The fire started in the Central hotel
and burned north and east over the en-
tire business part of the town.

SEEN BY THOUSANDS.

Great Crowds Visit the Wreck at
Lawrence, Mass.

LAWRENCE, Mass.,, July 27.— The
scenes of Saturday’s cyclone was to-day
unparalleled in the history of Lawrence.
From early morn till night thousands of
teams surrounded it, and a conservative
estimate of the people present places
the pumber at 40,000. Militia troops
have a picket line about the wrecked
district. Thepolice also patrolled the
glound. The mayor, aldermen and
officials of surrounding cities congre-
gated at military headquarters and re-
mained all day issuing passes, which
were required of all "eoming with-
in the lines, also requisitions
for supplies for the affiicted families.
The hotels sold no liquor during the
day, and there is no drunkenness. More
than $2,000 has already been subscribed
to a relief fund. Collections were taken
in all the churches. and the ministers
alluded to the calamity in their ser-
mons. A mass meeting has been called
at the city hall for Monday evening.
The Elks and other charitable societies
| have also called meetings to raise money
for the sufferers. All the patients in
the hospital and orphan asylum are
doing well. - It is thought that the little
Quinn girl may live.

MURDERED HIS PAL

Charles Price Splits Open the
Head of John Macallester,
His Friend.

The Deed Evidently Commit-
ted to Secure a Sum of
Money.

Finding He Was Fooled, Price
Gives Himself Up to
the Police.

The Body of the Murdered
Man Discovered About
Midnight.

“I have killed a man,”
These were the words which Charles
Price last evening addressed to Officer

Galvin, of the Margaret street
detail, on duty at Post Sid-
ing. Price was laboring under

great excitement, and by his dress indi-
cated that he was a tramp. The officer
at once took the self-confessed mur-
derer to the Margaret street police sta-
tion, where he gave full details of his
crime, adding that the murdered
man was John Macallester,and that his
body would be found in a coal shed of
the Wisconsin railroad, near North St.
Paul. Commanication by telephone was
at once had with the marshal of North
St. Paul. Marshal Stroupe proceeded to
the coal shed. An awful sight met his
eyes. There was the body of the mur-
dered man just as the murderer had
said. The body was laid on its back,
the arms folded across the chest. The
head was one mass of blood, the brains
protruding from the forehcad. The
face was bespattered with blood. Near
by the body lay a pick with which the
murderer had committed his awful
crime. And for what had he jepoardized
his life?

Read the words of the murderer.
They are:

“We were old acquaintances, but I
had notseen him for two years. I met
him yesterday morning. He said he
had 600 bills that he had pinched from a
man in Fergus Falls, and he

Promised to Divvy
with me. We drank all day in the Shak-
opee house. He played cards, but
wouldn’t let me play because I had no
stuff. I didn’t bear him any grudge for
that, though. In the evening he
bought a pint of whisky, and
he gave me a dime, with which
I bought eight eggs. We went to the
coal sheds to spend the night. When I
thonght he was asleep I thought I
would tnd out if he was lying to me
about the money, and reached over to
search his coat. He pulled his gun and
said: *“You =— of a—, T’ll shoot
you.” My gun was too far to reach,
and I picked up
A Rusty Pick
and swiped him on the head and his
brains ran out. When I saw what I had
done I searched him and he didn’t have
a single bill on him. He’d been lying
to me. I covered his head with a
coat and left him. I came to
St. Paul and gave myself up to
the police. Macallester was a crook. I
met him at the Wisconsin Central june-
tion Saturday. I got on the train to go
to Chippewa Falls and they put me off
there. We walked in from there to
North St. Paul.”
Pidn’t Believe It.

At first the officers disbelieved the
story. It seemed incredible that a sane
man, egpecially a tough character as he
evidently was, would do such a thing.

Word was at once telephoned to North
St. Paul, and George W. Stroupe, the
marshal, took a wagon, and, with the
telephone operator, drove at once to
the sheds. There they found
that the ~whole horrible story
was true. There lay the body as though
the man was asleep. His arme were
crossed on his breast and a coat was
carefully spread over the head., When
the coat was lifted

The Sight Was Sickening

The skull was shattered, the brain
was protruding in a mass from the gap-
ing hole, and blood was spattered every-
where. One eye was torn from the
orbit, and was hanging by shreds. The
face was battered into a mass of
discolored meat. The officers picked
the body up and, placing it under the
seat of their wagon, drove to the Mar-
garet street station in St. Paul, and it
was a gloomy ride for the two men
through the dark night with their hor-
rible load.

Dr. Amoss, the deputy coroner, was
acquainted with the details of the crime,
and promptly reported at the Margaret
street police station, where the body was
removed from North St. Paul. He or-
dered its removal to O’Halloran and
Murphy’s morgue. Preliminary ar-
rangements were made for the inquest.

Covered With Scars.

Price is a rather large man, with a
wicked face. He is covered with scars
received in fights. He comes from that
most vicious of eriminal classes,
the merchant marine. He says he was
born in Watertown, Ireland, and
came to this country in ‘61
He is about five feet ten inches tall and
is quite muscular. He wore a rough
blue shirt, corduroy pants and heavy
shoes. He says he first met Macallester
in San Francisco in 1887. They

-HKnocked Around
California together for about two years,
and from that time they had never met
until yesterday. In the mean-
time Price had been traveling all
over the West. Macallester had
been in Texas and Missouri most of the
time and had come to Minnesota within

the past week. The murdered
man was  about the - same
height as his murderer, had

blue eyes and close -cropped brown hair.
He was thirty-eight years of age. He
was dressed in a shirt of striped jeans,
and wore blue overalls over a pair of
dark pants. When found he had
on no shoes. The weapon with which
he was killed was found beside him.
The marshal did not look for the pistol

of the murdered man, which Price said

he threw into a corner of the shed. Hf
own pistol Price threw away some-
where on the road to St. Paul.

There was nothing found in the pock-
ets of MacAllester except a card bear-
ing the name of Joe Shearer, Bodega,
North St. Paul.

THE WHITE MAN’'S STRUGGLHE,

How Is He to Maintain the

Mastery in Tropical Countries?
Fortnightly Review,

South Africa is the only country
where, in a temperate climate and undel
climate conditions admirably suited t¢
both, the European and the negro are
engaged in a struggle for mastery an¢
for occupation of the land, not by force
of arms, but by the silent process of
natural selection, which, if it does its
work in less noise, is far more effectualk
the conflict is zoing on, and clvilization
or barbarism depend on the result,
which is not quite so certain as those
whe belong to the superior race could
wish it to be.

In the West Indies the negro has won,
but there the climate was against the
Europeans.

In the Southern states ol America the
same battle is going on, but there 60,~
000,000 of Europeans surround 7,000,000
of negroes, and yet even under these
conditions the question is full of dif-
ficulty and danger.

In South Africa the proportion is re-
versed; 500,000 Europeans live in the
midst of 8,000,000 black folks, who are
backed up by a great reservoir of ba
barism, from which reinforcements i
the shape of laborers are constantly be-
ing pushed down to the South to share
the means of subsistence with the
black, white and brown races already
on the soil,

The natives, under the peace kept by
the Europeans, increase, apart from the
immigration mentioned above, accord-
ing to the evidence of statisties, fap
more rapidly than does the white popu-
lation. They drift into and fill up the
country in a silent way that ean only ba
compared to the flowing of the tide,
Fifty years ago Natal and territory now
known as the Transvaal Republic wera
known as wildernesses, depopulated by
the Zulus, who had swept off and de-
stroved man, woman and child in their
ruthless forays. Now there are 400,000
natives in Natal, and at least 1,000,000
in the Transvaal, outnumbering
white by ten to one. In the Cape Colon!
the struzgle is better maintained, bu!
even there the increase of the black and
the brown races is very marked.
