Last Month's Weather.

The local signal service office gives
the following review of the weather
during the past month: A reviaw of the
weather for the month just ended shows
a slight excess in temperature and a de-
cided deficiency in rainfall, The mean
temperature was 72 deg. The July
average 1s only a fraction of a degree
fess than that. The maximum, 94 deg,
was on the 30th, and the minimum, 51
deg, on the 4th.

The total rainfall was 1.87 inches.
The average 1s 3.26 inches. There was
less rain in the corresponding month of
1871, 1875, 1877 and 1886. There were
six eloudless, twenty-one partly cloudy
and four cloudy days. There was not
much wind. Southeast and twenty-five
miles an hour was the direction and
greatest force it rose to. It did not ex-
ceed a rate above twenty miles an hour
here on the day of the lamentable Ger-
vais jake affair. That was the most
calamitous meteorological event on rec-
ord for the vicinity. The undersigned
investigated it the day after its oceur-
rence.

SAFETY IN A STORM.

Observer Lyons Reviews the
‘Twister at Lake Ger-
vais.

He Believes a Modern Build-
ing Would Withstand a
Cyclone,

Serious Charge of Outrage

Preferred by a Very
Young Girl.

Singular Death, All Alone, of
a Physician on the
Bluff.

It has always been an open question
whether, in cases of cyclone and tor-
nado, the large fire-proof buildings of
this ecity would withstand the wind.
Those who saw the evidences of the
cyclone’s force at St. Cloud and Sank
Rapids are of opinion that nothing
could withstand it, but Observer Lyons
takes a different view. Eutered in the
daily journal in the signal office, is a
full description of the cyclone at Lake
Gervais, which is pronounced a genuine
“twister,” with the observations and
comments of the signal officer. In con-
cluding he says:

The only structure of man’s that re-
mained intact in the destroyed area was
a small rastic garden ornament, or fow-
er vase. It stood near the Schurmeier
cottage, and was a frustum of a cone
about four feet in diameter and three
feet hizh. The outside was a shell of
rather irregular round stones, or *‘boul-
ders,”” placed one over the other with-
out cement or mortar, and the inside
filled with earth. A collection of ice,
about 10x10 feet and 6 feet high, also
remained undisturbed, but not a ves-
tige of the framework that protected
that ice remained. The blocks were,
perhaps, twenty-inch cubes. Those on
top, though not apparently frozen to
the adjacent ones, were not moved.
Yet piamos, wagons, farm implements,
stoves and other metal cooking imple-
ments were badiy broken and hurled in
every direetion; but the breaking and
hurling of these comparatively strong
and heavy articles was, perhaps, partly,
it not entirely, due to their being in
buildinegs that were lifted up, twisted
into fragments and hurled as stated.
'I'o the rear of the first house destroyed,
near the upper end of the lake, there is
an open fiela at a distance of from
500 to 800 feet behind that house, and
over that field many parts of its wreck
were strewn and numerous sticks of
broken timber found firmly stueck in
the ground. They were unquestionably
parts of that wreck. In every
instance nmnoted the lighter and
smaller end was so stuck; therefore
the torce that placed them so could not
be gravity; they all inclined outward
from the center of the tornado’s track,
at angles ranging 30 to 40 dez. from ver-
tical. Sticks and timbers were similar-
ly stuck throughout the area of destruc-
tion, but the above case is referred toto
show that there was a powerful upward
movement in front, and also a down-
ward one in rear of the destroyer. But
if that little mound and pile of ice
withstood it, after all it is not such a
monstrous destroyer, and there are
things raised by the hands of man that
have, and the writer ventures to assert,
can withstand its ravages; and
he believes that in case iarge buildings
such as have been constructed recently
in our vrincipal cities, and where mass-
ive walls and iron beams and other ma-
terial of great weight and strength is
used, it is not unreasonable to conclude
that such structures counld stand as
good a chance as the things heretofore
mentioned, for weight and compactness
was about all that saved them. Some
may think this all talk, but I would cer-
tainly prefer refuge in case ot danger
in such buildings as the court house,
Endicott, Pioneer, Globe, New York
or Germania Life, or Manitoba Railway
building, and in fact any building of
considerable weight and many interior
walls or partitions, rather than stay on
the streets.

A SERIOUS CHARGE

Of Dosing a Girl With Beer, Then
Outraging Her.

Yesterday afternoon a warrant was
sworn out by Herman Dickman, living
#t 193 Arch street, against Paul Lemke,
how has charge of the bottling works of
the Schlitz Brewing company. The
charge was simply disorderly condu ct
The real charge which will probably be
brought against him is eriminal assaulg
on the sixteen-year-old daunghter
of Dickman. The story, as told by the
complainant, is as follows: Miss Dick-
man went last Wednesday afternoon to
the bottling works to see the process of
bottling. There were-several young
men there at workand among them was
Lemke. They all had rooms in the
building. Considerable beer was drunk
by all of them—seven or eight
glasses apiece. Lemke is said to
have enticed Mmiss Dickman to
his room, and there to haye made im-
proper proposals to her, which were in-
dignantly repulsed. She claims that
after this she jost conscionsness, and
knows nothing of what occurred. Her
brother, however, states that he saw
Lemke through the window outraging
his sister. The matter will be brought
up in the police court to-day.

SINGULAR DEATH.

A Dayton’s Bluff Physician Who
Met the Grim Reaper Alone,

A very sad and unexpected death oc-
curred some time Thursday night on
Dayton’s Bluff. Dr. Monis S. Cutler,
living on the corner of Beech and Sev-
enth streets, was found dead in his bed
late yesterday afternoon. For about
two months he has been alone in his
house. His wife and children are visit-
ing her parents in Dubuque, Iil.
The Jast that was seen of the doctor
was Thursday evening, when he at-
tended the little son of Peter Thul,
who was killed by tbhe engine on the
motor line. From this patient he went
directly to his home. Yesterday he at-
tended none of his patients, and came
to none of his meals. Atabout5o’clock
in the afternoon Mr. Van Duyne, a
druggist on Maria avenue, went
to his house and rang, but got no an-
swer. He elimbed up,and looking over
the transom of the doctor’s sleeping
room he saw him lying 1n the bed. The
door was broken open and the doctor
was found to be dead. Rigor mortis
had set in strongly. Coroner Quinn
was at once notified and he viewed the
remains. They were found strong-
ly doubled up in the bed-clothes.
In the hand a handkerchief was firmly
clutched and pressed to his face. At
first there was some thought of suicide
by chloroform, but there was nothing
except this one circumstance indicating
it. His clothes were laid ‘away in an
orderly manner, no note was found and
there could be no cause found for
so rash a deed. The probable
cause of his death was either apoplexy
or heart disease. The time of it was
probably about 3 or 4 o’clock Thursday
morning. The remains were taken in
charge by Dampier, and an autopsy will
be made to-day.

Dr. Cutler had been practicing medi-
cine for about two yearsand bore an ex-
cellent reputation in the community
and among his brother practitioners,
both as a man and as a physician. He
came to St. Paul from Luverne, Minn.,
where he had practiced for about ten
years. He was a handsome man of
about forty-five years,and rather portly.
His wife and his three children went
about two months ago to Dubuque, lo.,

COL. TIM HAS COME.

The Party Must Be Saved, and
Byrnes Is Here to
Do It.

He Will, as He Says, Practi-
cally Take Charge of the
Campaign.

Kicking on the Arbitrary
Manner in Whieh the Com’ij :
mittee Was Named.

Members of the Republican
Committee Will Meet Next"
Wednesday.. .

The Republican battle is already
more than half won.  Joel Heatwele
and Tams Bixby have been placed iin
chargze of the state committee; and,
what is still more important, Col. Tim-
othy E. Byrnes has returned from
Washington, on a vacation, of course,
and declares that he is going to jump
into the fight and pull the governor
through.

“I am sure that the vote of Minneapo-
lis will be all right,”” said Col. Byrnes,
as he toyed with his moustache. *‘This
order for a recount of St. Paul has fixed
everything up in good shape, and I Dbe-
lieve Merriam can be given a big vote
in Hennepin. Iam going to take my
coat off and get down to work with the
idea of pulling Gov. Merriam through
with a good big majority.”

1nasmuch as Col. Byrnes has been
given no place on the state committee
it is probable that he will join Uil In
spector Nichols, Darius Reese, Squire
McMartin, and numerous other poli-
ticians who expecied places on that
body, and, besides hustling on the oui-
side, act as adviser of Tams and Joel.
Mr. Byrnes seemed to have no difficulty
in tearing himself away from his posi-
tion in the treasury department.
Ever vone, from the president down to
Col. Charles W. Jobnson, feels a little
shaky about Minnesota this year, and,
naturally enough, all eyes turned to-
ward Col. Byrnes, and why not? The
colonel had served the state in 1888, aid-
ed by Fat Fryer Foster and the Repub-
lican league, and he was just the man
to do it again, according to the Minne-
sota statesmen at Washington.

OfF course, this kindly interest in the
suceess of the Republican campaign
this year that is being manifested by
Secretary Windom cannot be other than
joyfully received by Chairman Heat-
wole, though the latter has frequently
roasted the entire outfit at the national
capital because all of the offices
were being given to Minneapolis men.
Nor will such little trifles as these pre-
vent Messrs. Heatwole and Bixby turn-
ing over the real problems of the cam-
paign to Mr. Byrnes. While they may
be a little jealous of ‘“our Tim’s” great:
talents as a leader and organizer, they
will eertainly avail themselves of all the
tips and advice the colonel cares to fur-
nish.
