CHICAGO, Aug. 6.—The wheat market
went climbing again to-day. There
was no general bearish sentiment to
overcome as on previous days, and the
advance began at the opening. In this
market the strength appears to come
from news already received but not
yet discounted by the action of the
market. The market had everything
to help it, except when the longs from
time to time threw a great quantity of
their holdings on the trade in the pit.
Tnen, too, there was much strength
borrowed from the extreme bullish
news in corn aund oats. The Illinois
crop report published this morning,
shows a great cutting down of percent-
ages inall crops, and caused a great
deal of outside buying. Liverpool
cables were firm for spot and futures.
On the earlv inflaences the market
started 1< to #{c over the close yesterday
with September at 96%ge. The first bulge
carried prices to 973¢¢ September. This
was followed by a quieter market for
an hour, free unloading by many longs
and some selling for a sharp reaction.
Spot went off 1c 1o 96%c. Then came
the reports of 15 boat loads taken for
export at New York, and clearances of
62,000 bu wheat New York, 50,000 bu
Philadelphia and 140,000 bu at Balti-
more. This not only checkea the sell-
ing, but caused a strong rally, which
put prices higher than at any time on
the crop. September sold up to 97%e,
and May went to the lofty figure of
$1.02. Wheat held remarkably firm to
the close, considering the advance of
yesterday and to-day. Last prices were:
August, 95!4c; September. 97}4c;
December, $1.00e; May, $1.04%c,
or about !§¢ gain over the close
vesterday for all months except
May, which was up 137c for the day. At
the close dispatches were received say-
ing that elevator men at Minneapolis
discredit the reports of extreme damage
in North Dakota. Vessel room was
taken for 54,000 bu of wheat for Buffalo.
Corn was excited and higher, closing at
an advance of 1}4@1'se. The elements
of strength were the bad crop showing
in the Farmers’ Review, the Illinois
erop report, lack of rain in the corn
belt and predictions of warmer weather.
The oats market was extremely nervous,
and prices were forced skyward, closing
3¢ higher, There was a wild scramble
upon the part of the shorts to cover,
whiie the offerings were very meager.
Hutchinson was a heavy buyer. FPro-
visions were excited and higher, the ex-
citement in corn and oats and free buy-
ing by outsiders being the governing in-
fluences. January pork closed 474c
higher and lard and ribs 5@15¢ higher.
