HEADED FOR HELIGOLAND.

Kaiser William Says Farewell to
Queen Victoria.

LoNDON, Aug. 8.—When Emperor
William returned last night he was
somewhat fatigued from his arduous
day in Portsmouth yesterday. He arose
this morning at a later hour than usual.
Later in the day he drove from Os-
borne house, the queen’s residence, to
Cowes, and went on board the German
imperial yacht Hohenzollern, where he
received the Prince and Princess of
Wales, several other members of the
royal family, and the -members of the
royal yacht squadron. Ewmperor Will-
iam bade the queen farewell this even-
ing, and departed for Heligoland amid
cheers and salutes.

ALARM IN ARMY CIRCLES.

Mutiny in Chatham Garrison Stirs
Up the Martinets.

LoNDON, Aug. 8.—Decided alarm has
been caused in the highest army circles
by the mutiny in the garrison at Chat-
ham. In this case a number of men be-
longing to the army service corps re-
fused to parade, not, however, on the
ground of any complaint against their
commissioned officers, but alleging that
non-commissioned officers imposed need-
less and vexatious tasks without author-
ity from their superiors. The mutineers
went went further than the Second
battalion of grenadiers, who were guilty
of nothing more than disobedi-
ence of orders, and when person-
aliy appealed to obeyed the sum-
mons of their commanders, the
solders at Chatham not  only
refused to parade, but barricaded them-
selves in a storehouse and attempted to
resist arrest. A formidable force was
at once marched to the spot, however,
and bloodshed would have followed had
not the mutineers been overawed into
surrendering. The ringleaders were
put in irons and promptly court mar-
tialed and sentenced to imprisonment
for a month. There is a general public
feeling that something is rotten in army
circles when such demoustrations ap-
pear necessary to obtain a redress of
grievances, as the army rules nominally
afford opportunity for a hearing in a
legitimate way. The private soldiers
claim, however, that any soldier who
would dare to aceuse his superiors, even
when invited to do so atthe regular
court martial, would be subjected to
persecution, if not to punisment. Pub-
lic sentiment strongly demands the res-
ignation as commander-in-chief of the
Duke of Cambridge, uncle to the queen,
as utterly incapacitated to deal with
modern military conditions. It is said
that but for her majesty’s influence the
present governmen would have abol-
ished the office of commander-in-chief.

MEDICS EXCHANGE IDEAS.

The Berlin Conference Is in Fuall
Motion.

BERLIN, Aug. 8.—The medical con-
gress is now thoroughly at work in every
section. To-day’s discussions included
typhus fever, military hygiene, obstet-
ics, evnidemics of children’s diseases,
neurology, psychiatry and diseases of
the larynx. The delegates visited the
Tempelhof garrison hospital, the nat-
ural history museum and the municipal
disinfection institute. Prof. Virchow
presided over the microscopic illustra-
tions in the demonstration gallery. In

the afternoon many of the dele-
gates went on an excursion to
the irrigation works at Huners-

dorf and inspected the convalescent
home.

Scheme for Reorganizing German
Social Democracy.

BERLIN, Aug. 8.—The Berliner
Volisblat says that the seheme for the
reorganization of the Social Demo-
cratic party; provides that any one
adopting the programme and subscrib-
ing funds will be entitled to member-
ship. A conference will be held an-
nually, to which delegates: pledged to
promote the party’s interests will be
chosen each year from the electoral
districts. The Socialist members of the
reichstag and the members of the com-
mittee of management will be en-
titled to be present at the confer-
ences. The conference will have su-
preme authority over the managing
committee’s actions and the organiza-
tion of the committee. ‘I'be committee,
which will consist of five members, will
be balloted for by the conference.” The
members may receive a pecuniary as-
sistance. The managing committee
will conduect the party’s business, sum-
mon conferences and control the atti-
tude of the party organs in matters of
principle. A committee of five Socialist
members of the reichstag will supervise
the managing committee. The Volks-
blatt will be the official organ of the
party.

Queen Vic Says Good-Bye.

BERLIN, Aug. 8.—Copies of a message
from Queen Victoria of England have
been placarded in Heligoland. 1ln the
message the queen wishes the people of
the island eontinued prosperity and con-
tentment under German rule, and says
she feels assured that the German em-
peror will use all his power to promote
their welfare.

Acting as Arbitrators.
BERNE, Aug.8.—President Ruchon-
nett and the British, American and
Portuguese ministers met in conference
here to-day to consider the question of
compensation for the seizure of the
Delagoa Bay 1ailway by Portugal.

Queensland’s New Ministry.
BRISBANE, Aug. 8.—A new cabinet
has been formed by Hon. S. W. Griffith.
