Atthe exposition buildingall is chaos,

and hundreds of workmen are busy all
over the vast structure getting the
spaces in readiness and handling the
ever-increasing piles of merchandise
and machinery that are constantly arriv-
ing. Itseems incredible that in so short
a space of time as now remains the
gigantic enterprise can be gotten in
running order, but as each exhibitor has
nothing totend to but his own display
there is in reality.very little to be ac-
complished. The work of the exposi-
tion directors is practically completed,
and nothing now remains but to await
the arrival of the different exhibits.

The engines and machinery are all
inplace, and the Edison exhibit, the
greatest attraction, is so far completed
that a few days willsee it in readiness.
The sod is partially laid about the tower,
and the connections have all been made
ready for the myriads of lamps which
are to dazzle the eve of the beholder
.withtheir multiplied brilliancy. Scores
of curious visitors already flock to the
entrances, and it is a difficult task for
the gatekeepers to keep them out, so
great is their curiosity to see what prog-
ress has been made.

i One of the busiest sights is at the
front of the building where "The L_st
Days of Pomoeii" is being placed in
position. Dozens of workmen are busy
arranging the mammoth scenery and
erecting stagings. Behind the scenes is
an interesting sight where the prepara-
tions are being made for the pyrotech-
nic display. Itis almost a little city in
itself. The company carries with it its
own firework manufacturers, and a little
plant is erected where workmen are busy
inthe manufacture of the combustibles.
Offto one side.away from the enclosure,
is being erected the iron-covered maga-
zine, where the huge quantity of pow-
der and chemicals are to be stored.
From the preparations already under
way some little idea can be had of the
magnitude of this gigantic affair. The
scenery extends across a stage 300 feet
inlength. Just in front of the stage is
a large artificial lake, which has already
been filled with water. This in the spec-
tacle represents the bay of Naples.
Rooms have been erected iv which the
extensive fireworks are to be manufact-
ured. Already seventy-five kegs of
powder have been ordered, but these
willserve but for two performances. A
large army of supers are now in train-
ing by the stage manager to assist in
the production. BSB

HIS LIFEGONE NOW.

F. Hunter Committed Suicide Be-
cause His Health Was Gone.

Another name was yesterday added
to the list of persons who have taken
their own lives in Minneapolis. Shortly
afternoon yesterday some men working
along the bank of the river at Seven-
teenth avenue northeast found the body
of a man who had put a bullet through
his own brain. Ithad been done but
recently, as the body was still warm. A
82-caliber revolver lay beside the life-
less form, and from a small hole in the
right temple the blood was slowly drip-
ping. His aim had been true. The
lead evidently went straight into the
brain, lodging within the skull. The
name of this man, who seems to have
coolly and deliberately taken into his
own hands the measure by which the
mystery of life and death is solved,
seems to have been F. Hunter. Inhis
pocket were found two uuaddressed
postal cards, on one of which was
scrawled :

Myhealth is gone. Ican't work.
F. Huxtek.

There was no other clue to his iden-
tity except a scrap of paper, which had
been carried in the pocket for a long
time, bearing the address, "Miss Mary.
E. Sherrard, 1318 Dickinson Street,
Philadelphia." The dead man was
probably a mechanic, as in bis pocket
was found a carpenter's rule, with 24
cents inmoney. His hands bore no evi-
dences of hard labor. He was dressed
in a brown checked coat and vest, some-
what worn but clean, and brown trous-
ers with white stripe. While of rather
coarse material, all his clothing was
scrupulously clean. The only signs of
ill-health about him were a truss which
he wore and an unused porous plaster,
which was in his pocket. The suicide
was probably thirty years old. He was
five feet ten inches in height, and
weighed probably 150 pounds. He wore
a heavy red mustache and was slightly
bald. The body now lies at Connelly's
morgue. No inquest willbe held.

HE OUGHT TO BE.

"Doctor" Moore's Attorney Says
His Client Is Very111.

John A, Moore, Christian scientist
and devotee of unclean practices, is not
yet in the workhouse, although the stay
of execution granted in his case expired
yesterday. His attorney, Laing, at the
time the stay was granted, stated posi-
tively that he wanted to take an appeal.
Later he reconsidered tbe matter, and
countermanded the order for . an
abstract of the "evidence -which
he had given \to. the court
stenographer. .Yesterday morning he
told the court that "he:understood.? the !
man who was really guiltyofthe charge
against Moore had been .found and
that he thought he ; could -X,.get
sufficient evidence to secure a new
trial. He declared further that Moore
is now in St. Paul, sick with brain
fever. Judge Emery absolutely re-
fused to grant any further
stay foo a motion or argument
fer »a new trial, as ample time had
been allowed for such action, had the
attorneys really been intending to take
such action. However, he would not
order the man

'
committed if he was

really sick. W. W. Erwin, the crim-
inal advocate, here arose and stated
that he had" been sent for to see a man
down on York street in St. Paul. He
went there and found Moore, but so ill
and delirious that

nothing could be got

out of him. That was his sole ;connec-
tion with the case. Judge :Emery said
he would send an officer to St. Paul to
find out ifMoore really is too illto be
committed to John West's, laborarium.

A COLD JULY NIGHT.

Why Hannah Johnson Wants to
BeDivorced. ;
