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Steady Improvement in
Business Lines.

Good Crops, Better Prices and
Diversified Farming at
the Bottom.

The Tone of the Northwest
Gradually Taking on Ro-
bust Health.

Business Men Confidently An-
ticipate an Era of Pros-
perity.

The waning of August marks th
close of the summer season, with its
consequent dullness of trade and traffic,
anda the advent of fall, when commer-
cial interests of every character are nat-
urally supposed to brighten. The com-
ing of September, especially after what
has been a rather quiescent summer
condition, is anxiously looked forward
to by merchants for what it may bring.
What is the fall outlook? is a question
that conveys more than simple curios-
ity. Naturally the fall pressages a
brightening up of business conditions.
What is the reality?

After a careful survey of the situa-
tion from the standpoint of leading
bankers, manufacturers, jobbers and re-
tailers, the GLOBE feels justified in the
statement that a steady brightening of
business may be anticipated from the
first day of September; that the coming
winter will be an improvement over the
last, and that by spring a healthful,
buoyant tone to business of all kinds
will be fully re-established. The most
potential factor in this result is the con-
dition of the farming community of the
Northwest, upon which the prosperity
of St. Paul largely depends. While the
crops for 1890 are not particularly large
and the quality not of the highest, the
yield is a very satisfactory one, and the
peculiar conditions will make farming
more than usually profitable. But the
most hopeful sign is found in a study
of the estimated crops, which discloses
their unusual diversity. It is made ap-
parent at a glance that the farmer of
the Northwest has come to a realization
of the fact that in adiversity of product
lies not only profit, but security. The
day has gone by when wheat alone
is to be the great vroduet of
Minnesota acres. and is succeeded
by the day whens a total crop
failure is impossible, and a day when
the producing quality of the land may
be utilized to its utmost without ex-
hausting the land, If the present crop
estimates for 1890 is verified, the really
most gratifying feature of the crop will
be its diversity.

The second important factor is the in-
creased receipts of the farmer for this
year. In 1880, the average price re-
ceived by the farmer .for wheat was
about 65 cents. The fact was thatre-

What we call good times are merely the
logical results of known canses, and
these causes operate slowly. We cannot
expect to leap at a bound into prosper-
{ty, but I believe we are approaching it
by easy stages. If thereis no money
pandic 1n the East and no prostration of
rommerce by strikes, I am prepared to
look forward to a brightening condition
of affairs in the Northwest.”

“Yes, money is a little close in St.
Paul just now,” said Cashier William
Dawson Jr., of the Bank of Minnesota,
“but there is nothing apprehensive in
the condition, and nothing particularly
threatening to us in the demand for
money in the East. The condition in
New York is easily misunderstood here
for the heavy premiums there are only
apen daily balances. I mnever take
much stock in the blues, and am well
prepared to believe there is a brighten-
ing period just ahead of us.”

“We have nothing to complain of,”
:mid a Third street retailer yesterday.
"Qur spring trade was highly satisfac-
tory, and though summer was decidedly
dull, we have made such preparations
and such outlay for fall as certainly in-
dicate our confidence in a good season.
Dur country advices are flattering, and
we rely upon a slendid fall and winte
irade.”

HARVEST NEARLY OVER.

fhe Yield in Some Sections—

Southern Farmers Begin Plow-

ing.

The weekly crop and weather report
of Observer John Healy, issued last
nigh, begins to size up the actual crop
yield in various localitis. It says:

The week was cooler than usuoal
throughout the state. The weekly av-
erage for Minnesota was 57, seven (7)
degrees less than the previous week;
maximum 82, at St. Vincent on the
20th : minimum, 50, at the same place
on the 22nd.. The first light frost of the
season occurred at St. Vineent on the
17th, and the first killing frost occurred
at the same place on the 22nd. The
bulk of the wheat erop is cut and out of
harms way, but the late sown grain in
the extreme Northwest is reported to
have been more or less injured by the
Kkilling frost Friday morning, the 22nd
inst. <orn and garden truck also suf-
fered where killing frosts prevailed.
The precipitation ranged from. 1.4
inches in the southern tier of counties
to .94 at Duluth and .39 at Moorhead.
Only a trace of rain fell in the extreme
Northwest. The rains interrupted
threshing and stacking, but they were
beneficial for late crops and pastures.
Farmers have commenced plowing in
the southern portion of the state.

REPORTS OF CORRESPONDENTS.

St. Vincent—The low temperature has
proved very unfavorable to late sown
wheat not yet ripe: other grain out of
danger and nearly all eut; killing frost
on morning of 22d; minimum, 30 deg.

Warren—Harvesting about com-
pleted; yield of crop about 15 bushels,to
the acre.

Crookston—The cutting of grain will
be about done this week, weather per-
mitting; some people in the vicinity re-
port frost, but there was none here.

Moorhead—Light frost this morning
(22d), but not heavy enough to do the
least damage. )

Morris—Harvesting nearly finished;
¢00l, but no frost.

Farmington—Potatoes. a light crop;
these late rains will help corn: thresh-
ing is progressing.

Redwood Falls—Light frost Thursday
and Friday nignts; it did no damage,
however; cutting of flax in progress;
yield good.

Mantorville— Slight frost Thursday
night, the 21st, but no damage done;
some flax still to be cut.

Currie—The heavy rains first of the
week brought threshing to a standstill,
but has not affected the grain any.

Grand Meadow—Too cool for corn;
stacking progressing well; rains have
improved pastures; flax is turning out
fairly well,

Ada—Thermometer 33 deg. at 5 a. m.,
22d; some frost in low places, but it
will not injure the wheat; harvesting
w.xllI tI.)e about half dene by Saturday
night.

St. James—The rain Wednesday de-
layed stacking some, but the work is
now nearly completed; flax not all
harvested yet, but will be a good crop.

Medford — Harvesting commenced;
wheat averaging about twelve bushels;
quality, No. 2; oats average yield, but
poor quality; many pieces of late corn
only partially eared; some none atv all;
potatoes will be a half or two-thirds
crop; slight frost this morning, the 22d.

Red Wing—Stacking is nearly com-
pleted; an average crop of small grains;
corn will be excellent if the weather is
favorable for the next three weeks,

Kolling Green—The past rains have
benefited the late crops and pastures;
flax harvest delayed by rains; farmers
started plowing.

Glencoe—Wheat and oats are eut and
stacked ; farmers are plowing, and there
is more already done than ever before
at a corresponding date; not much
threshing done yet; it has been almost
cool enough for frost the past four
mornings.

La Crosse—All the principal erops are
harvested ; late corn, potatoes and other
vegetables are doing fairly well,

A ST. PAUL INVENTION

Which the Chamber of Commerce
Pronounces a Wonderful Thing.

Capt. Alonzo Cook, of this city, is sat-
isfied that he not only has a fortune in
his new patent bilge water pump, but
that he has made a valuable addition to
nautical economy. The committee of
the chamber of commerce whieh inves-
tigated this new pump made a flatter-
ing report of it. J. H. Davidson, C. C.
Andrews, David Day, George H. Haz-
zard and W. P. Murray sign this report,
which 1s of general interest, 1t says:

On Saturday last the committee on
Mississippi river and other gentlemen
were invited by Alonzo Cook, of St.
Paul, to witness the practical workings
of his bilge water pump, invented and
patented by him, on the Mississippi
river. A number of the citizens and
some of the committee were present and
accompanied the small steamer Ruby,
which started from the foot of Sibley
street, towing a partially sunken small
barge which was equipped with one of
Mr. Cook’s pumps, and the operation of
which we witnessed.

‘I'he device itself is very simple. and,
laying aside all technicalities, it is
simply a circular hole in the bottom of
the vessel, which may be of almost any
size, from four to ten or more inches in
diameter, through which the water is
sucked out of the hull of the vessel
into the river, lake or sea by the prin-
ciple of the siphon reversed. The
pumps are a mechanical device or con-
trivance with automatic valves and ma-
chinery to ciose or open the hole in the
bottem of the vessel when thereis head-
way enoungh so that the eddy or swirl
produced in the wake of the projecting
point of the pump, which is a hollow
pipe or tube with a beveled opening, on
the opposite side from that in which the
vessel is moving: the downward or cir-
cular swirl or movement of the water
pulls the water out of the vessel with
great rapidity, the speed of the out-
pouring stream depending on the speed
with which the vessel is moved through
the water.

The displacement of water by the
projecting end of the pump is replaced
by water drawn out of the hull of the
vessel. It operates automatically with-
out steam or man power, and is as un-
erring and absolute in its operation as
is the law that water seeks its level. 1t
can not fail to act whenever there is
sufficient movement of the vessel
through the water to prodace the neces-
sary suction. This invention must be
of value in the chain of great lakes in
moving the grain tonnage of the North-
west. A single pump in each compart-
ment of a grain carrier would enable
the carrier todeliver its cargo in Buffalo
or at any destination dry, thus recucing
the cost of marine insurance a consider-
able percentage. 5

On the ocean, where life and property
iz so much jeopardized by unexpected
accidents, and by leaks oceurring from
the various casualties of the seas, an
equipment of those pumps for ships
would undoubtedly prove invaluable.
As long as the steam power would move
a vessel through the water or enough
canvas could be spread togive her a
speed of even five knots per hour,
she would pump herself automatically
against all ordinary leaks. The quan-
tity of water that could be drawn out of
a vessel would only be limited by the
number of pumps she was equipped
with and the speed she could maintain.

The device for closing the opening
when the pump is not in use seems to
be complete, and the fact that the pro-
jecting end or point of the pump can be
drawn up entirclf' from below the bot-
tom of the vessel when not inservice
removes a grave objection heretofore
made, and leaves the keel or the whole
bottom of the vessel free from anything
that projects into the water except
when the pump is performing duty, and
the projection then need not be more
than from sixteen (16) inches on the
smallest to twenty-two (22) inches on
the largest-sized pumps as an outside
limit.

In the opening through the bottom of
the hull are wing or balanced valves,
which open automatically when the
suck is pulling water out, but close the
moment the speed decreasss so there is
not suction enough to *pump or pull
water out.”

In the latter case the action of these
valves is automatically reversed and by
the power of the water they are pushed
up into ploce and close the opening,
sealing it tight so no water can pass
into the vessel.

But to guard against any accident or
mischance that might obstruct the auto-
matic action of these valves the appara-
tus is equipped with a safety valve,
perfectly water-tight, independent of
the pump, which screws down over the
entire opening and thus closes the bot-
tom of the vessel as completely as if no
hole had ever been made in the bot-
tom of the vessel This safety valve is
worked by a rod or brake entirely inde-
pendent of the pump-rod or brake, and
when the safety valve is closed it makes
the vessel water-tight, so far as the
pump opening is  concerned. The
pamps, safety valve, brakes, and in-
deed every appliance connected there-
with, cau be  manufactured at almost
any port, and put in vessels wherever
they are built or docked.

The committee recommend that the
manufacturersof our city who have

lants where work of this character can
ge done, be requested to examine this
invention carefully, and consider wheth-
er or not they can be produced here,
and thus add a profitable industry to
our city.
