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VERY HARD TO FOLLOW.

The Wheat Market a Puzzle to the
Shrewdest of Oper-
ators.

After Repeated Spuris Wheat Closes
a Point Higher Than
Friday.

Financial Operations of the Money
Kings---The General Quo-
tations.

CHICAGO, Aug. 23.—The wheat mar-
ket to-day was hard to follow. The ac-
tion was partly due to fresh news and
in part to the attitude of a few leading
houses. On the whole there was great
strength, with frequent spurts of activ-
ity. The market was sensitive, and re-
sponded freely to either big buying or
selling. The crowd appeared to be
ready for a further advance at a mo-
ment’s notice, or a break of two or three
cents before the close. Except the wild
opening at a sharp advance, there was
nothing sensational up to 1 o’clock.
There was no end to news,or dispatches
rather, claiming something new from
various sources. The bullish feeling
at the close yesterday increased
on the curb, and this morning
the trade was ready for higher fig-
ures. Frost was reported at Detroit,
Grand Haven and Marquette, Mich.,
one point near Lafayette, Ind., and a
few points in Canada. The tempera-
ture was higher in the Northwest, but a
new bull feature presented itself—
heavy rainfall over North Dakota to in-
terfere with the harvests. Dispatches
also claimed that 70 per cent of the
Manitoba wheat was uncut when the
ireeze came. 'The Illinois crop report
was bullish, as far as it went. Foreign
markets were firm and Liverpool closed
34d higher. New York cleared 84,000
bushels wheat. Out inspection here
was 114,000 bushels, and shipments 80,-
000 bushels. Bradstreets figure a sur-
plus of 84,000,000 bushels, taking the
most liberal estimate of 425,000,000
bushels for the total crop and a
reserve of 52,000,000 bushels July 1.
Receipts for the week at Toledo,
St. Louis and Baltimore were smaller
than for the same week for five years.
Of the local houses, Hutchinson, Bald-
win & Farnum and Logan & Co. were
leading buyers. Dunham & Co. sold
wheat, as did S. V. White & Co. Sep-
tember started around #1.06, sold at
$1.057¢ and up to $1.06%{. December, up
to 1 o’clock, sold at $1.0914{@1.09%¢ at the
opening, up to $1.10%4. off to §1.09%, to
$1.10, to $1.0914, to $1.097%¢. May sold at
§1.14, to $1.14Y4, to $1.134, to $1.14.
‘I'nere was some realizing in wheat the
last few minutes, and prices closed
somewhat irregular, with gains for the
day ranging from 3@lise. August
was quoted at the close at $1.06}{@
; September, $1.06; December,
09153 May, $1.13%. Wheat on the
curb firm at £1.09% for December. Puts
were quoted.at $1.09%¢, and calls, $1.11%¢.
The corn market was firm, but the
minds of shorts were much relieved by
the absence of generai frost in the main
corn country. Seyeral heavy local trad-
ers were free sellers after the early
advance, most of them, it was supposed,
selling out long stuff. The market
closed at the lowest point of the day,
only X¢e better than yesterday. Oats
were dull and quiet, but about steady.
The fluctuation of no future exceeded
ife. The provision market was quiet,
but the undertone was firm, more es-
pecially in lard and ribs, although pack-
ers were disposed to meet buyers with
offerings of enough to supply the de-
mand. Hogs were lower, but this was
offset by the general firmness of the
corn market and the bull speculation in
wheat. Closing prices show an im-
provement of 2¢ in January ribs.
Lard for the month referred to was un-
changed, but 2¢e lower for September
ana October. September and October
vork closed 15¢ lower than at the cor-
responding time yesterday, and Janu-
ary 2}gc lower.

Little demand
for stocks appeared, however, and the
opening prices were irregular as com-
pared with. those of last evening, the
changes extending to }¢ per cent either
way. 7The general expectation was the
bank statement, as it would not reflect
the purchases of bonds for the past two
days, would show a further loss in the
reserve, and the local operators were

inclined to take the short side
again for a turn with  the
result  that rices were droop-

ing throughout the greater part of the
session. No special weakness appeared,
except in Sugar refineries, Cleveland.
Columbus, Cincinnnati & St. Louis and
Chicago Gas in declines of 1%, 1% and
13{ per cent, respectively, were forced.
The losses in the rest of the list ex-
tended to only 3¢ per cent, and before
the close of the first hour a substantial
rally occurred. Extreme dullness then
intervened and little or no change took
place until atter the issue of the bank
statement, which reflected a deficit of
£2.500.000 in the surplus reserve and the
drooping tendency was resumed. The
close was therefore dull and heavy at
fractional losses for the day in most
cases, though there weresome advances,
and Sugar Refineries is down 1 per cent.
Railroad bonds were very dull, the sales
being only 225,000, and while there was
a generally heavy tone most of the act-
ive bonds show gains, Louisville South-
ern 1sts rising 5 to 91. Govern-
ment Dbonds were active and
steady. State bonds were neglected.
The Post says: The effect of the
threatened railroad strike seems now
to have been to a large extent dis-
counted. If the Kmights of Labor de-
cide to-day to try to instigate a general
strike, it would probably have some
slight further effect to depress the
stock market. But the main question
is in regard to the rates for money, and,
so far as this is concerned, there is
abundant reason for believing that the
pinch is over. The importing
merchants have been compelled to stop
their excessive importations, as is
clearly shown by the latest statistics of
imports at the port of New York. The
offer of the treasury to redeem the 43¢
per cent bonds at par and .interest to
maturity, Sept. 1, 1891, has already
brought in nearly $4,000,000 of the $20,-
000.000 called for, and the rest will un-
doubtedly come in a few days. As
soon as capital in London finds that
there is mnot going to be any
serious financial  trouble here,
bunt that a fair rate of interest can be
had for money, 1t will come, and though
money is likely to work close during the
remainder of the year, there is no rea-

son to expect a continuance of any de-
cided stringency. The total sales of
