HARRIES IS THE MAN.

Houston County’s Favorite
Son Receives the Congres-
sional Nomination.

A Harmonious Convention of
First District Democrats
Picks a Winner

And Adopts a Platform That
Speaks Right Out On
Vital Questions.

Dunnell And His Party Re-
ceive Several Deserved
“ Thrusts.

Bpecial to the Globe.

WivoxA, Minn., Aug. 28.—For mem-
ber of congress, Capt. W. H. Harries, of
Houston county. This is the way the
ballot of the low tariff voters of the
First congressional district of Minne-
sota will read atthe coming election.
The Demoecratic convention, which as-
sembled at Philharmonic hall, in this
city, this afternoon, was a thoroughly
harmonious body. and performed its
work with the utmost care and deliber-
ation. Personal ambitions were thrust
aside, and every delegate seemed anx-
10us only to do his full duty to his party
and the people of the state. This every
man felt thoroughly well satisfied had
been done when Capt. W. H. Harries
a distinguished member of the cele-
brated lron Brigade, was declared the
nominee for congress. The fact that
candidates were presented to the con-
vention showed that the First district
is, ike nearly all the others, full of
available Demoeratic timber for any
office from governor down to justices of
the peace. The fact that many of the
delegzates to this convention came from
their homes with the hope of inducing
Judge Wilson toagain accept his party’s
nomination for congress explained the
absence of carefully groomed candi-
dates. Freeborn, of course, was under
instructions to vote for Mr. Bier-
man, and he was adopted by
Wabasha. Olmsted presented W.
L. Brackenridge, a well-known
and distinguished Democrat as her
choice. Mower county’s six delegates
were instructed to work for Dr. E. W.
Gibson, of Austin, and thisthey did. In
the Democratic convention of Houston
county a motion instructing the delega-
tion to to-day’s gathering to vote for
Capt. Harries was withdrawn at the lat-
ter’s own request. But this did not
keep that county’s delegation
working and voting for him to-day.

While the informal ballot showed no
nomination and a vote considerably
scattered, a choice was made on the
formal ballot. Every Democrat, nearly,
in the convention knew **Cap.” Harries,
and it did not require much delibera-
tion by the delegates to enable them to
decide that he was the man to make the
ficht of 1890 a winning one against the
great Owatonna ‘‘sand hauler.” The
friends of Bueck, Brackenridge, Coggs-
well, Gibson and Bierman all fell in
line, and the nomination of Capt. Har-
ries was made unanimous amid consid-
erable enthusiasm

The First district Democratic con-
gressional convention was called to or-
der shortly after 2 o’clock by Chairman
Frank L. Randall, of the congressional
committee, who, in a brief but timely
speech, outlined the situation in the
district. The discontent of the people
of the state and nation, and urged upon
the delegates the necessity of selecting
a candidate who would be able to meet
the situation fairly and squarely. The
squandering of the surplus by the na-
tional Republican administration in the
last nine or ten months was referred to,
and the course of Congressman Dunnell
eriticised at length. *‘1 believe.” said

from

Mr. Randall, “that the time has
gone . by in this district when
the nominee of any party

can be elected simply because of his
party vote. No mancan be elected in
this district who cannot go out among
the people of all classes and explain
his position on the public questions of
the day.

The call for the convention was next
read, after which Judge H. R. Wells,
of Fillmore county, was unanimously
chosen temporary chairman. On tak-
ing the chair Judge Wells delivered a
speech in which he referred to the
abuses which now exist at Washington.
The autocratic course of Speaker Reed
was criticised. The unseating of mem-
bers of congress elected by the people
was denounced, and the passage of the

MeKinley bill was branded as
the grossest outrage in_the his-
tory of the mnation. *“It is the
first time,” said he, ‘‘that the

proposition was even made to reduce
the revenue by raising the imports, The
force bill, which has passed the house
and is now pending in the senate, 1
must refer to. I cannot help it. We
have seen the Republican administra-
tion, by its postmasters and other fed-
eral officers, meet again in this district
only two days since. And howdid they
rebuke these evils? By nominating again
the man who by his votes has helped to
fasten these evils upon us. What are
you going to do about it? Are we
going to sit here supinely un-
der all these evils, or are we
going to get out and take off our coats
and eleet the men we nominate here to-
day. The convention at Austin did not
dare to indorse the McKinley bill even
by implication in that platform written
by Mr. Dunnell himself, and brought
on here by one of hisappointees, George
F. Potter, of La Crescent.

Bruce Odell, of Wabasha, was chosen
temporary secretary. and a committee
of five on credentials was appointed, as
follows: A. lLa Due, Dodge; P. Mc-
Govern, Wabasha; D. A. Sullivan, Fill-
more: E. Dorival, Houston, and James
Walker, Dodge. On resolutions, the
following committee was named: H. T.
Tolmil, Fillmore; P. J. Smalley, dous-
ton; Alex. Milanowski, Winona; D. R.
P. Hibbg, Freeborn, and Gecrge Sutton,
of Mower. A recess was then taken to
await the aJeport of the committees.
The temporary orgaization was made
permanent on reassembling, and chair-
man La Due brought in the report of
the committee on credentials, showing
the counties were nearly all repre-
sented by full delegations and in the
following numbers: Dodge 5delegates,
Fillmore 9, Freeborn 6, Houston 6,
Mower 6, Olmsted 9, Steele 5, Wabasha
9, and Winona. 15; total, 70.

Chairman H. T. Tolmil, of the com-
mittee on resolutions, read the platform,
which is as follows:

The Platforms.

We, the Democracy of the First congress-
fonal district in convention assembled, re-
affirm the princivles adopted by the national
convention of the Democracy at St. Louis in

We declare ourselves uncompromisingly
opposed to the un-American system of a pro-
tective tariff, of which the McKinley bill is
the “crowning infamy.” and we favor return
to the use of the tariff only as a source Of
revenue for the needs of the federal govern-
ment.

We denounce the protligacy of a Republi-

-and most representative Republicans.

can congress which gonverted a surplus

of over $100,000,000 into a probable deficit
of $50,000.000 by recklessly squandering the
public money, while increasing the burden
of taxation under which the nation staggers.

Resolved, That we demand the McKinley
bill. the principle of which is to obstruct im-
ports by increased duties, thus inviting the
manufacturer to add to the eost of his pmd:
ucts to his own advantage at the consumers
cost, and at the expense of the revenue to the
governiment, a policy hitherto unknown in
the history of our government.

We denounce the measure now before con-
gress known as the force bill as an effort to
perpetuate the Republican party in power,
and to thwart the will of the people as ex-
pressed at the polls, under the pretext of se-
curing the purity of elections.

Resolved, That we denounce the actions of
the majornity in congress in unseating with-
out cause Democratic members e}ected by
overwhelming majority and seating their
own adherents for no other reason than en-
abling them to impose upon the people ar-
bitrary aud partisan measures.

We cail the earnest attention of those Re-
publicans of the district who remained true
to their party two years ago on the express
understanding that their party would reduce
the tariff, to the fact that the pending bill
neutralizes the benefits of the removal of the
sugar tax by an increase of taxes on the other
schedules embracing most of the common
necessaries of life, and amounting to over
forty milliongollars.

We do not'tleem it either right or a sound
public policy to establish the Precedem that
the private financial losses of congressman
may be made good out of the public treas-

ury.

We do not believe that the present condi-
ttion of depression in the district among the
farmers is a fit time to increase the general
expenses by the employment and payment
out of the treasury of a secretary for each
representative in conoress.

We are pleased to recognize the indorse-
ment the E‘ifly»ﬁrst congress has given the
Fiftieth, and especially to Hon. Thomas Wil-
son. our representative in it, for the defeat
of the direct tax refunding bill, in the refusal
to pass that unjust measure at this session.

We regret, the emergeney, whether personal
or political, which compelled the “present
representative of this district in congress to
reverse within a few hours his position rrom
opposition to the increase of the tax on tin-
plate to its support, especially when his sin-
gle vote, had he remained true to his declara-
tions, would have defeated the increase.

Nominations for a candidate for mem-
ber of congress were then declared in
order, and E. Dorival, of Houston,
placed Capt. W. H. Harris in nomina-
tion as the choice of Houston county.
Winona county, named Mayor C.
Buck. J. Barnett, of Olmsted, n_amed
W. L. Brackenridge as the choice of
Olmsted. Amos Coggswell was pre-
sented by Emil Weimer, and George
Sutton, of Mower, presented Dr. E. W.
Gibson as the choice of his county. Wa- .
basha county, through J. W. Steele,
named Adolph Bierman as a sure win-
ner, and an informal ballot was taken,
resulting as follows:

Total, 65; necessary to a choice, 33.
Capt. Harries having received 36 votes
was declared the nominee of the party
for congress. The nomination ot Capt.
Harries was made unanimous amid con-
considerable enthusiasm.

Capt. W. H. Harries. the nominee of
the ¥irst district Democrats for con-
gress, was a member of Wisconsin’s
volunteer soldiery. and served from the
outbreak to the close of the late war,
having been a member of the famous
Iron brigade. He is slightly over fifty
years of age, and was born and raisegd
at La Crosse, Wis. At the close of the
war he entered the law offiice of Cam-
eron & Losey, of La Crosse, and began
the study of law. On his admission
to the bar, he removed to Houston
county, in this state, where he has ever
since practiced his profession. For four
terms he filled the office of prosecuting
attorney of his county. Up to 1872 he
was a Republican, but in that year he
drifted off on the Greeley wave, and has
since been a staunch Democrat. He is
an eloquent speaker, a gentleman of
fine presence, and capable of making a
splendid campaign. .

FILLMORE IS WARM.

Dunnell Is Likely to Be Swamped

This Fall.

AUSTIN, Minn.,, Aug. 28.—The old
sores, created in the Republican party
of this district by the fierce factional
fights which have been waged during
the last twenty years, are all bleeding
again. Those Republicans who have
fought Congressman Dunnell campaign
after campaign at their primaries, and
sometimes at the polls, are now in open
rebellion against the nominee of Tues-
day’s convention, and this time their
animosity will find vent at the polls on
election day. At least many of the
most prominent leaders are talking this
way, with no indication that they will
change their tactics later in the cam-
paign. The fight of these Republi-
cans will be made simply to down
Dunnell. and by downing him give
some more popular and reputable Re-

ublican a chance to be elected in 1892,

tisa fact generally recognized through-
out the district that Mr. Dunnell ecould
not have been elected two years ago had
it not been for his express promise that
if given one more term at Washington
he would notagain be a candidate. This
pledge gave him Fillmore ecounty in
1888 by something over 900 majority,
and his election in the district by a trifle
over 1,800, although President Har-
rison’s plurality in the district at the
same election was nearly 5,000. The
fact that a congressional candidate ran
over 2,900 votes behind his party ticket
in a presidential year, when the total
poll did not reach 385,000, is sufficient
evidence of itself that the candidate in
question was obnoxious to the voters
of the district, and naturally enough
gives rise to the question asked by a
delegate in Tuesday’s convention—

“If Mr. Dunnell ran 2,900 votes be-
hind his ticket in a presidential year,
where will he come out in an off year
like this?”

The First congressional distriect of
Minnesota is reliably Republican by up-
wards of 4,000 majority, and, while there
is considerable disaffection over the at-
titude of the Republican party on the
tariff question and other issues, and
many Alliance men are to be found in
the different counties of the district,
there is little doubt that a straight party
fight would reveal a good working ma-
jority on the Republican side of the
ledger. But, unfortunately for Mr.
Dunnell, this campaign cannot be made
a straight party battle, and his defeat is
prophesied on all sides by the best

The personnel of the delegates to
Tuesday’s convention was a vivid ex-
emplification of the *‘spoils system”
in politics. From the stron§ Demo-
cratic counties of Winona and Wabasha
came Mr. Dunnell’s staunchest sup-
porters, and without the votes of whom
he could not have been nominated.
These delegates were for Mr. Dunnell
because be had the dispensing of the
federal offices throughout the district,
and had placed many of them, or their
friends, on guard. This in a measure
explains the disgust of the Fillmore
county delegates at the result of the
convention. Old Fillmore gives one-
half of the Republican majority in the
district, and cuts less figure in the con-
gressional conventions of the party
than Winona with its 1,800 Democratic
plurality. This explanation in a meas-
ure accounts for the prediction of sev-
eral of the Fillmore county men that

FOES OF DUDLEYISM,

Hoosier Democrats Name Can-
didates for All State Offices
Except Governor.

A Platform Adopted That Will
Make President Harrison
Feel Dizzy.

Wolverine Republicans Con-
tent to Be Led by Million- -
aire Turner,

Badger Democrats Complete
Their Ticket and Begin to
Boom It.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Aug. 28.—The
Democratic state convention was called
to order at 10:20 this morning by Chair-
man Jewett, of the state central eom-
mittee. A permanent organization was
effected by the election of ex-Gox.
Isaac P. Gray as chairman and John C.
Nelson as secretagy. S. E. Morse,
editor of the Indian apolis Sentinel, pre-
sented the report of the committee on
resolutions, The platform denounces
the Republican administration for aid-
ing and abetting the corrupt practices
of W. W. Dudley in the last national
election, by whbich the state of Indiana
was stolen by the Republican party;
denounces the administration for ignor-
ing the provisions of the ecivil
service law: condemns the various
*gift enterprises” manipulated by the
family of President Harrison for private
gain; condemns the theft of two United
States senators from Montana; de-
nounces the Force bill; favors a tariff
for revenue only, denouncing in this
connection not only the McKinley bill,
but also the reciprocity scheme pro-
mulgated by Secretary Blaine, which
would be for the benetit only of a few
Eastern manufacturers instead of the
farmers in the West; denounces Speak-
er Reed for his arbitrary rules and ig-
noring the rights of the minority in the
house of representatives: arraigns the
tepublican party for a reckless waste
of public money through partisan ap-
propriations: denounces the system of
subsidies between countries which
would tax the farmers of Indiana for
the benefit of the sugar growers of
Louisiana and the manufacturers of
the Eastern states; denounces the silver
plll passed by congress and declares
in favor of the free end unlimited
coinage of silver; favors liberal appro-
priations for the pensioners of the
country, and denounces the Republican
party for failing to carry out its pledges
made to the soldiers in the last presi-
dential campaign; declares against the
alien ownership of lands; favors the
election of United States senators by
direct vote of the people; declares in
favor of the eight-hour law, the coal
miners’ law, and favorsscompulsory ar-
bitration as a means of settling disputes
between capital and labor: denounces
the use of “Pinkerton thugs” against
the striking employes of the New York
Central railroad; declares in favor of
public schools, but denounces any in-
terference by the state in the cause of

study in private and  parochial
schools conducted at the expense
of private individuals, and in

dorses the course of Senators Voor-
hees and Turpie and the Dem-
ocratic representatives from Indiana.

LED BY A MILLIONAIRE.

Michigan Republicans Head Their
Ticket With Jim Turner.
DETROIT, Mich.,, Aug. 28.—At 9:45
this morning Temporary Chairman Van
Zile rapped the Republican state con-
vention to order. The committee on

organization announced Hon. Austin
Blair as permanent chairman, and

manent secretary. Chairman lair
made a brief speech on taking the
chair. The platform was then read. it
commends Harrison’s administration,
the course of Speaker Reed and that of
the senators and representatives of
Michigan in congress; declares for a
free ballot and fair count:; indorses the
silver bill and Gov. Luce’s administra-
tion. Changes in the state tax law are
favored so as to have all property not ex-
empted bear the burden equally; favors
the course of party intemperance legis-
lation. and reaffirms the position of the
party as expressed in previous platforms
on the temperance question; opposes
the issue of free passes to members of
the leglslature and all other public offi-
cers, and urges the passage of laws in-
flicting heavy penalties for the accept-
ance or offerance of passes. The tariff
plank favors such revision of our na-
tional tariff laws as will protect pro-

ducers, laborers and farmers
against ruinous competitions of
foreign productions and cheaper

labor, and especially commends those
features of the McKinley bill whieh
provide for the protection of farm pro-
duets as well as ananufactured articles.
Jight applause followed the routine
praise of the Harrison administration,
and the silver plank was received by
silence. Otherwise the document was
received in a perfunctionary way.
Nomination of candidates for governor
being in order, John Holbrook, of Ing-
ham, presented the name of James M.
Turner, of Lansing, and Judge Moore,
of Lapeer, nominated J. T. Rich, of Elba.
Turner received the nomination on the
first ballot, the vote sfanding Turner
499, Rich 444. W. S. Linton, of Sagi-
naw, received nomination for lieutenant
governor by acelamatian, other candi-
dates withdrawing on seeing tl ey were
distanced. The same was the case with
Washington Gardner, of Battle Creek,

candidate for secretary of state,
who received a unanimous wnom-
ination. Joseph DB. Moore, of

Detroit, was unanimously nominated
on the third ballot for state treasurer.
The auditor generalship also went by
unanimous vote on the third ballot to
Theron F. Gidding. Prof. Schurtz was
made unanimous choice on the second
ballot for superintendent of public in-
struction. James M. Ballou, of Allegan
county, was nominated for the state
board of education by acclamatiou, as
was Justice Edward Cahill, of Lansing,
for justice of the supreme court. Sena-
tor James McMillan was unanimously
chosen for chairman of the state central

PAIN CARRIES THE BANNER.

Nebraska Prohibs Put a Ticket in
the Field.

LiNcoLN, Neb., Aug. 28.—The state
prohibition convention resumed work
this morning. The first business was
the adoption of the platform declaring
constitutional and statutory prohibition
the most vital issue before the people;
denouncing license; dec'a'ing for the
Australian ballot; declaring for woman
suffrage; demanding state ownership of
railroads and transportation at cost;
favoring the election of president, vice
president and United States senators
by a popular vote. Supplementary res-
olutions were adopted approving the
plan of canvass inaugurated by the W.
C. T. U. for national constitutional pro-
hibition, asking the- directors of the
world’s fair to prohibit the sale of
liquor on the fair grounds. Dr. B. L.
Pain, of Lincoln, was nominated for
governor by acclamation. George W
Woodby, a colored man, was ubnani-
mously chosen for lieutenant governor;
Charlés Watts for secretary of state; A,
¥itch Jr. for auditor; H. W. Hardy for
state treasurer; Judge F. P. Wigton for
attorney general, and C. Oleson_ for
commissioner, and Mrs, Mary R. Mor-
gan for state superintendent of schools.

IN FINANCiAL STRAITS.

A Banking Firm in Boston Re-
ported to Have Failed.

BosToN, Aug. 28.—Potter, Lovell &
Co., bankers, are in financial straits and
are reported to have failed. The busi-
ness of the house was most largely the
sale of commercial paper. It dealt lib-
erally with its customers and with
bauks, and was promptin all its en-
gagements, and there has been no more
opular note brokerage concern East or

est. 1t has annually handled sinee
its corporate organization in 1885 from
£40.000,000 to $60.000.000 of commercial
paper. It waspnota borcower upon its
own name or an indorser of the paper
it passed, and therefore its out-
standing liabilities are secured by
commercial paper. It'was customary
for this firm to advance money on pa-
per ahead of sales, and -to carry such
paper in bank as coHateral for loans to
the company. During the past ten
days it has been called upon and met
§1,200.000 of call loans. Upon a capital
of $460,000 the company has accumu-
lated a surplus of $300,000, and the
stock of the company has sold private-
ly at good premiums, though, outside of
some fifteen stockholders in the West,
it is practically owned by Messrs. Pot-
ter, Lovell & Tyrrell. The sucecess of
the firm induced outside ventures by
Walter Potter, mostly in Texas, in con-
nection with Chicage and London par-
ties, and in these a fortune is prob-
ably locked up. It was when _this

outside business began that Pres-
ident Asam Potter, of the Mav-
erick bank, ceased business rela-

tions with the house. Walter Potter de-
clines any assistance. He says it peo-
ple will pay their debts to him he will
pay all of his, but he will not borrow of
his friends to carry his mercantile asso-
ciates. He could have probably had
$100,000 or more if he had not declined
all offers.

CHICAGO, -Aug. 28.—The financlal dif-
ficulties of the Boston banking firm of
Potter, Lovell & Co. affects several well-
known Chicago business men stronzly.
1t specially interests Congressman Ab-
nergl‘aylor, who is one of the promoters
of a Texas scheme, the failure to float
the serip of which was one of the im-
mediate causes of the suspension. John
T. Chumarsero, of the firm of John V.,
Farwell & Co., returned from Boston at
midnight. Hesaid: “I hope the trouble
will be only temporary.”

“But how is the firm of J. V. Farwell &
Co. interested in this case?”’

“Potter. Lovell & Co. hold some of our
commercial papes, that isall, It is amply
secured, ana is perfectly good. The firm of
J. V. Farwell & Co. is not affected by their
suspension in the least.”

“What caused the trouble?”

“Largely the failure to float the scrip of
the Brazos river enterprize. It was pro-
moted by Lee & Ferguson, of Leavenworth,
Kas., and Abner Taylor indorsed their notes,
Potter, Lovell & Co. bought them, and in or-
dinary times could have disposed of them
without any trouble, but in the present strin-
gency buyers began to look very closely, and
the Brazos scheme not being very well known
its paper was difficult to dispose of.”

The Brazos river scheme to which
Mr. Chumarsero referred was one to es-
tablish a deep water harbor in Texas on
the Gulf of Mexico.

BosTon, Aug. 28.—Attachments ag-
gregating $2,000,000 were placed to-day
by the assignee of Potter, Lovell & Co.
upon the Shaw estate and David Cum-
mings & Co., tanners. This was done
to protect the creditors here. The at-
tachment against C. W. Clement is for
€2,000,000. Suits for larger amounts
against other parties will probably be
announced to-mMoOrrow.

Banks Must Be Liberal. :

Walter Potter says that no failures of
consequence are likely to follow on ac-
count of Potter, Levell & Co’s assign-
ment if the banks will act liberally in
helping where money is absolutely
needed by firms that are solvent. The
business amounted to $60.000,000 last
year. Mr. Potter declines to state the
amount of the liabilities, direet or.in-
direct, before the assignee makes his
report. The firm of Potter, Lovell & Co.,
made an assignment because they were
interested in stocks and bonds and the
individual partners, Mr. Potter said,"
had nothing to assign beyond the firm
interest. He stated that the amounts
due them would show a large surplus
over the amount they owned. vi-
dences are coming to light that the real
cause of the suspension of DPotter,

Lovell Co. dates back to|
the big Shaw failure. A draft
of $25,000 went to protest

Monday, but was subsequently paid.
The firm could easily have met all de-
mands yesterday from offers of assist-
ance by friends, but deemed such ac-
tion as useless, as they thought the fail- .
ure inevitable. The greater part of the
indebtedness is held by Beston banks,
but all the banks say they are amply se-
cured by collateral and have good mar-
gins. 3

MircHELL, S. D., Aug. 28.—Congress-
man Oscar Sherman Gifford was to-day
permanently shelved by the Republi-
cans of South Dakota. The state con-
vention, which organized Wednesday
evening with C. H. Sheldon, of Day
county, as chairman: H. E. Mayhew,
of Sanborn, and W. C. Benedict, of Fall
River, as secretaries, reconvened at 9
o’clock this morning and proceceed to
business by adopting the report of the
committee on resolutions after a
short and sharp debate on the
prohibition issue. The platform of
the party. as adopted by the convention,
indorses the administrations of Presi-
dent Harrison and Gov. Mellette; rec-
ommends legislation favorable to irriga-
tion; favors an expansion of the cur-
reney; favors protection as against free
trade; favors the reciprocal treaty ideas
of Secretary Blaine; indorse the pass-
age of the disability pensicn bill; recog-
nizes the right of labor and denounces
trusts and combinations of capital; fa-
vors the Australian ballot system:
pledges faithfully enforcement of pro-
hibitory laws, and favors the passage of
the force bill. The nominations of con-
gressmen and state officers were then
in order. Coe I. Crawford, of Hughes
county, placed in nomination for mem-
ber of congress from the northern half
of the state John A. Pickler, of Faulk
county, and the nominations was sec-
onded by Sessions, of Brown. At the
aleutiou of Pickler’s name the conven-

on

Broke Into a Storm
of applause, and his nomination was
made by acclamation. The names of
four candidates were then placed be-
fore the convention for remaining places
on the congressional ticket. V.
Lucas, of Brule was nominated by John
H. King, of Brule; O. 8. Gifford, of
Lineoln, by Brown, of Lincoln; H. C.
Ayres, of Aurora, by Judge Henry
Hughes, of Langdon; John R. Gamble,
of Yankton, by H. H. Kieth. of Minne-
haha. The result of the first ballot
showed that Gamble was clearly in the
lead, but before the vote could be
counted many counties changed from
Gifford to Gamble, aud the result of
balloting could not be determined.

Gamble was finally nominated by

Peterson, of Deuel; B. F. McCormick,
of Hyde, and G. A. Hoffman, of Wali-
worth, were then placed in nomination
for lieutenant governor. Hoffman re-
ceived the nomination on the first bal-
lot. Ringsrud, the present incumbent,
received the nomination for sec-
retary of state by acclamation.
The names of candidates for treasurer
were then placed befor e the convention
as follows: Diggs ot Grant, Smith, the
present treasurer of Lake ounty; Tay-
lor of Sprink and Bailey of Minuehaha.

COVERS THE WHOLE PLANT.

Duluth’s Street Railway Gives a
Big Trust Deed.

DuvruTH, Minn., Aug. 28.—A big trust
deed, bearing date of Jan. 1, 1890, has
been filed with the register of deeds.
It is given by the Duluth railway coh-
pany to the Minneapolis Trust com-
pany to secure the latter for the assump-
tion of the outstanding bonding and
floating indebtedness of the railway
company. The bonds issued under the
new arrangement represent a total face
value of $2,000,000. They will mature
in 1922, The first $100,000 worth will
bear 6 per cent, and the remainder
b per cent. The cost of any single-track
horse car line must not exceed $10,000
per mile. fully equipped. ‘That of a
conduit system, $75,000 per mile, and
that of a motor line, $20,000 per mile.
Not over $100,000 must be placed in real
estate, exclusive of power houses and
sites. If the railway company defaults
in the payment of interest for four
months, the trust company takes
charge, and if it defaults for six months
the trust company may sell the plant.
