In the first place C. M. Foote will be
chairman of the conyention. Foote can
have almost anything he wants since
fiis magnannunous conduct of Wednes-
day. He will, moreover, ]‘end dignity
to the chairmanship, and will prove an
able presiding officer, since he is no
stranger to such positions. P. B. Win-
ston will, of course, be there and call
the convention to order, as chairman of
the county committee. In view of the
work done by the city convention two
days agzo, the county convention has a
worthy precedent, and the character of
the nominations made will not only not
prove a drag upon the city ticket, but
will materially aid to strengthen it.

Second Ward.

Penny
and F. G. McMilhan were names that
could be heard at every preecinct caucus
in the Second ward last night. These
gentlemen though noet hustiing aspir-
ants for ony office, are candidates for a
nomination on the legislative ticket of
the Thirtieth district. All have plenty
of friends and their claims for
recognition  were well presented
at the caucuses. At a few of
the precincts there was a strong
fight  between the factions to se-
cure delegates, but at the majority of
the precinets the delegates were
elected and given no instructions.

Eighth Ward.

L. Penney for county attorney.
In the Fifth, Ed A. Stevens.
and the two other gentlemen

who were present designated them-
selves as uninstructed delegates, and
in the other precihcts where caucuses
were held there were, so far as could be
learned, no instructions given.

The Sixth precinct elected A. B.
Sayer and John Sandberg, and in-
structed them for P. P. Swenson for
sheriff and L. R. Thian for county at-
torney.

Ninth Ward.

There was but little excitement in
the Ninth ward. The only precincts
where there was any fight over dele-

tes were the Fourth, Sixth and

venth. The delegations elected are
strongly in favor of O. C. Merriian for
a candidate on the legislative ticket,
while there seems to be but little choice
between R. L. Penney and Mr. Me-
Millan for another representative on
the same tieket. The delegates seem
to realize that but one man from the
Ninth ward can get on the legislative
ticket, aud as there are three stron,
gentlemen from the Second war
in the field, they propose to look
around and secure some strong candi-
date to represent the ward.

S. Friedlander will be presented for
coroner, and a number of them
will favor the nomination of John Ken-
nedy as a member of the house from
that district, These were the only
candidates discussed at the several cau-
cuses, but so far as could be learned
all delegates from the Eleventh will
come to the eonvention without instroe-
tion of any kind.
