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Chicago, Aug. 29.—The wheat mar-,

ket was very active most of the day and
the sharp turns inprices were quite re-
markable. It was a wicked market for
small traders, ana many of them stif-
fened. The opening of the market was
very delusive. Firm Liverpool cables
and private advices, giving very un-
favorable weather abroad, gave strength
at the start. First piices were %to%c
over the close yesterday. September
was quoted around $1.03, December at
$1.00% and May at Sl.lO. This was the
top for the morning. .There was no
other bull news but that referred to at
the opening. The market received fair"
support during the lirsthour, but prices
began togo down on the offerings by
the bears>',Pardridge,Ba!dwin& Farnum.
Brosseau, Smith &Co. and many others
sold and pounded the market fiercely.
There was good., buying on the way
down by Mitchell, Champlin, Counsel-
man &Day, Roche and others. Noth-
ing stopped the decline until a drop of
2c from first prices occurred. Septem-
ber touched £1.01, December (1.04&
and May $1.08. About 11 o'clock Leo-
pold Bloom became a good buyer, and,

after turning the market up Mc, of-
fered to take any part of 1,000,000 bush-
els around $1.04%". The market moved
up to$1.05 for December, with fair buy-
ing all around. Hutchinson became
prominent as a seller, but his offerings
were taken largely by Bloom. Bux-
baum, Roche, Comstock, Logan and
the bull houses. The price of Decem-
ber recovered to $1.00 before noon. A
second bear raidput the price to $1.05%,
and another rally carried the
price up again to $1.05%, fol-
lowed by a third drop to $1.0534
before 1o'clock. At1o'clock p. m. the
price was up to $1.00 again, it was
largely a battle between local bulls and
bears, but itmade a big market all day.
Wheat was well supported before the
close.

Aftera break of %c all around,
the price worked back to and closed
substantially at the same figures given
at the opening quotations. But little
interest was manifested in the oats mar-
ket, which was dull and quiet. The
market closed slightly higher. The
provision deal broke away from the
control of corn. While the latter was
strong, pork products were easier.
