Itwas an old-time Democratic con-
vention that assembled in Stillwater
yesterday and named the man who will
represent this, the greatest, congres-

sional district in the United States, in
the Fifty-s congress. Itwas a
well-fought battle, and yet no scars
were left behind to hinder or retard the
party in its onward march to victory in
the campaign now so near at hand.
Two worthy and loyal Democrats were
given to the convention; one had to be
defeated, but in his defeat there was no
bitterness, as was shown in the noble
speech made by Hon. 0. C. Merriman
Inmoving to make the nomination of
his successful opponent unanimous.

Stillwater and her genial and whole:
souled mayor. Hon. E. W. Durant, have
long been noted for their hospitality
toward strangers who enter the gates of

the beautitul
Prison City.and
this reputation
was still fur-
ther increased
yesterday. The
latchstring of
the entire city
was on the out-
side, and the
delegates were
made to feel
that they were
more than wel-
come. The
handsome
opera house,

where the convention met, was gaily
decorated with flags and bunting, and
potted plants and blooming flowers
filled the tables and nooks on the stage.
This decoration was the work of Mrs.
Senator Durant and the Misses
Durant, and, it is needless to say,
was artistically and handsomely
done. Each county had seats reserved
for it,over which hung a placard bear-
ing its name, thus directing the dele-
gates to their proper positions. The
smaller counties of the district occu-
pied the seats nearest the stage, while
the large Ramsey and Hennepin dele-
gations occupied the rear seats in the
parquet, one on the right and the other
on the left of the center aisle.

Another feature! of the day that will
be long remembered by the delegates
was the sumptuous repast spread for
them at the Sawyer house, to which
they were invited by Senator Durant,
whose liberalityaud enthusiasm Inthe

congressional district. The Jresolutions
breathe the spirit ofDemocracy through
and through, and showed that the com-
mittee on resolutions had done their
work wisely aud well. The speech of
the nominee, Hon. J. N. Castle, on ac-
cepting the nomination, was a masterly
effortand demonstrated the fact that
the party has a candidote able to make
such a campaign that not all the boodle
of the manufacturers' clnbs of the East
and the profits of a dozen iron mines
can effect his defeat.

THE EARLY WORK.

Organization, Scenes and Inci-
dents—The Several Committees.
Promptly at 12 o'clock noon Chairman

WilliamPitt Murray, of the Fourth dis-
trictDemocratic congressional commit-
tee.stepped upon the stage of the Grand
opera house at Stillwater, and called
the congressional

"
convention to

order. Secretary George H. Allen
read the call and Chairman Murray
announced that the committee had
authorized him to present the name of
Hon. E. W. Durant, of Washington, as
their choice for temporary chairman.
This was promptly ratified by the con-
vention, and amid cheers the popular
mayor of Stillwater mounted the plat-
form. Ina brief speech Senator Durant
thanked the convention for the honor,
and announced that the convention was
ready for business. George H. Allen
was chosen temporary secretary. On
motion of John C. McCarthy, as amend-
ed by Capt. G. H.Moffett, the chair was
authorized to name committees on cre-
dentials, resolutions and permanent or-
ganization, consisting of one from each
County. The committees were then
named as follows:

After the appointment of these com-
mitees the convention adjourned until

2:30 to allow the various committees
to perfrom their duties, as well as to
give the delegates an opportunity to ac-
cept Chairman Durant's hospitable in-
vitation to dinner at the Sawyer house.
Over half an hour before the reassembl-
ing was devoted to conference by the
Ramsey and Hennepin delegations. It
didn't take the latter long to decide
to present Capt. O. C. Merri-
man of the Mill City as their
candidate before the convention. In
the Ramsey county delegation things
were not quite so harmonious, however.
There were a few adherents of the Min-
neapolis candidate in the delegation, but
they were so few that the majority de-
sired to pass a unit rule. This was hotly
opposed, and was not attempted to be
either passed or enforced after the wise
ruling of Chairman Dan Aberle that no
such rule could be passed legally by the
delegation.

The report of the committee on cre-
dentials was the first business consid-
ered when the convention was called to
order at 3 o'clock by Chairman Durant.
The report was read by Secretary
George H. Allen, and showed that the
fullnumber of delegates were present,
as apportioned in the call. The report
was adopted and, on the recommenda-
tion of the committee on permanent or-
ganization, the temporary officers were
made the permanent officers. In re-
sponse to loud and prolonged applause
Chairman Durant came. forward and
said: P«

"The platform which this convention
will adopt to-day will reverberate
throughout the state, and the man we
nominate will, Ifeel sure, repre-
sent this district in the next congress."
The speaker then urged upon the dele-
gates the necessity of selecting the
strongest man. to lead the banner of
the Democracy to victory in November.
Locality should not enter into this fight
at all, and as patriots and Democrats we
should select our best man regardless of
which county he may reside in."

The report of the committee on.reso-
lutions was next brought forward by
Chairman W. P. Murray.of that commit-
tee, and read by the secretary. Its ref-
erences tothe present burdensome tariff
laws, the force bill, and the abuse of
the pension laws, were greeted with
hearty approval, and showed that the
resolutions reflected the sentiments of
the convention. The platform is as fol-
lows:

They declare that the present depressed
condition ofall agricultural and laboring
interests throughout the whole West.and the
prosperous and flourishing condition of
trusts and monopolies inall other sections of
the country, is the result ofvicious legisla-
tion inflicted upon the nation by theRepub-
lican party.

This party has practically had possession
of the government for the past thirty years,
and whollyso far as the shaping of any im-
portant policy is concerned. .Inthis brief pe-
riod ithas legislated out of existence our
once proudest industry, the merchant ma-
rine, and rendered extinct the American
sailor. Ithas depressed our farming inter-
est (which occupies 45 per cent of our peo-
ple) to the verge of begging, and has so re-
duced the purchasing capacity of the dollar
of the laborer, farmer and mechanic that all
harmony between employer and employe is
outraged and destroyed, and disastrous, de-
moralizing and dangerous. Strikes and con-
tentions fillthe land and the most beauti-
fullycountry, occupied by the freest people
in the whole world, is gradually assuming a
condition ofbankruptcy among allbut the
favored few.

We attribute the principal cause of these
afflictions suffered by the poor (who are 75
per cent of our people) to the unjust and un-
American system of protection to special in-
dustries at the expense of others, which has
been the fundamental principleof the Repub-
lican party since itsbirth. We denounce the
entire system, and pledge the people of this
district that we willexert our best efforts to
relieve them ofitsburdens \u25a0 and confine the
imposition of tariff taxation to purposes of
revenue solely.

We regard the McKinleybill now pending
in congress as the worst blow to the agricult-
ural and laboringinterests of the Northwest
that has yet been devised by Republican mo-
nopolists, and pledge our energies to its de-
feat, orrepealif passed.

The true philosophy of trade and inter-
course is embodied in the constitution of the
United States in the followinglanguage:

"Notax ordutyshall be laidonarticles ex-
ported from any state. No preference shall
be given by any regulation of commerce or
revenue to the"ports of one state over those
of another."
Itis designed toextend the market . of the

producer to the uttermost limits of the land.
The Democracy pledge to the farmer the
world for amarket when they gain posses-
sion of the government, and to add 35 per
cent to the value ofhis hard-earned dollar in
the purchase ofhis necessities of life.

We assert that no member of congress
from this state elected by the Republican
party has ever voted in the interests of:his
farmer- constituents on the tariff question,
but they have continually and persistently,
voted with the worst enemies of their pros-
perity.

The Condition of Ireland Grows
Gloomier Daily.

iDublin, Aug.31.— condition of
Ireland is becoming more and more
gloomy. While the national league ten-
aciously holds to the plan of campaign,-
the landlords, aided by the royal con-
stabulary and the .British army and
navy, have very generally been success-
ful in evictions. Few dare take ; an
evicted farm, and the consequence is
that the crops have gone to waste, or,
when gathered in, have been sent to a
distant market for the ;;benefit of the
land owner.
