A FIEND FOILED.

Serious Charge of Outrage Pre-
ferred Against Joseph Dumas.
Joseph Dumas, a well-to-do rvesident

of the West side, was arrested yester-

day afternoon on a warrant sworn out
by Mrs. Mattie Moore, who resides in
one of Dumas’ houses at 190 Custer
street. The warrant charges Dumas
with eriminal assault on the person of
Mrs. Moore’s daughter, Mabel Moore, a

ebild eight years of age. Dumas
was arrested yesterday afternocon by
Capt. Cook, of the central station,

and lodged in jail. He is a man at least
forty-five years old and gray haired.
When arvested he denied the story, and
said the whole thing was a ‘“job.”” The
prisoner is a macried man, and resides
with his wife next deor to the house in
which the Moores live. Mr. Moore
is an employe of the Horton Por-
trait company. The assauit with
which  Dumas is charged oc-
curred, according to the ststement
made by Mrs. Moore to a GLOBE repre-
sentative, about 8 o’clock on Wednes-
day evening. She was engaged in
housework and, suddenly noticing the
absence of herdaughter Mabel, went to
the door to call her. Some time elapsed
before the child appeared, and when she
did answer the summons the mother
noticed that she was erying. Being
questioned, the little girl told her story
of the indignities to whieh Dumas had
subjected her in a barn in the rear of
the dwellings. There were evidences
only too plainly apparent that the child
was telling the truth, and Dr. Ancker
was summoned to determine the extent
of the injuries reeeived. This demon-
strated that the man had been foiled in
his plans by the determined struggles
of the little zirl.

BABY WAS THERE,

But Would Not Do as a Witness in
a Pension Case.

An instance occurred in the district
court clerk’s office yesterday which
illustrates the proposition that a woman
is never at a loss for an expedient to
urge her point, even if it is not con-
ceived in wisdom and does not succed in
giving her her own way. In this case a
woman walked into tbe office and
wanted her voucher for a pension
certified. It requires two witnesses to
sign the certificate and make oath that
she is the actual person entitled to the
pension and to the fact that she is un-
married at the time. These witnesses
must also make oath that they are well
acquainted with the applicant. The
woman asked that some of the deputy
clerks act as such witnesses, but none
of them knew her. She then insisted
that she never had been required to be
thus identified on previous applications.
The deputy clerk who was waiting on
her politely said that the law made
such requirement. She then said she
had a lady friend with a Dbaby
at the front of the court house and went
out and brought them in. The lady ac-
companying her offered 1o take the re-
quired oath. ‘‘But,” said the clerk, *‘it
is necessary for two witnesses to sign
and swear to the affidavit.” “Here is
the baby,” said the woman, pointing to
a child scarcely two years old. The
look of agony on the face of the woman
who spoke prevented the eclerk before
her from moving a muscle of his face,
but others in hearing were almost
smothered with amusement at the ludi-
crous proposition.

“That won’t do, my good . woman,”
remarked the young man who tried
to do his duty as the law directs. The
woman then resorted to tears over her
disappointment. The needed addition-
al witness was subsequently supplied
and the sky again assumed a serene as-
pect.
