An Anoka Man's Miraculous

Helena, Mont., Sept. Robert

Ray Hamilton, whose trouble- with his
wife and the latter*, sentence to the
penitentiary, on the charge of attempt-
ing to kill him, were the talk of the
country a year or more ago. met an ac-
cidental death three weeks ago, and
yet so effectually had he hidden him-
self and his disgrace from the world that,
save his own immediate family, no
one beside the old acquaintance who
found his body was aware of his fate
till yesterday. About six weeks ago
Hamilton came west and purchased a
ranch onSnake river in Idaho, on the
road into the Yellowstone National
park. His object as to make itan out-
fitting point forpark tourists who went
into the national pleasure ground by
the Union Pacific. About three weeks
ago J. O. Green, son of Presi-
dent Norvin Green, of the West-
ern Union, started to go into the
Park. He came west over the Utah &
Northern road, leaving the railroad at
Beaver canon and going east. After a
little while he came to Hamilton's
ranch, but found the latter was not at
home, Hamilton's people - telling the
New Yorker that he had gone out four
or five days previous on a hunt witha
horse, taking a dog along. The next day
Mr. Green started to look for Hamilton,
making up a party for the purpose.
Aug.23, about thirty miles from the
ranch, while riding along Snake river,
Green's attention was attracted to a
large tree, whose branches touched the
water. Going closer he saw the dead
body of Hamilton partially con-
cealed by its overhanging branches.
His
'

watch had stopped at 9
o'clock, and from its appearance the
body had been in the water four or five
days. Mr. Green recognized Hamilton
immediately, as he had known him
quite well in New York, and inaddi-
tion there were found in his pocket let-
ters from his attorneys relating to
the divorce proceedings against
Mrs. Hamilton and other papers con-
cerning the winding uoof his business
affairs in the East. Mr. Green had the
body taken to the ranch and notified
Hamilton's folks; then continued his
journey to the park. After his trip to
the park Mr. Green returned to
Helena and told the above story
of

-
Haroil on's drowning. He said

the unfortunate man was evidently
drowned while fording the river.
Afew miles below where the body was
found, his dog and horse were discov-
ered, the latter with the saddle on,
quietly grazing. Mr. Green was very
much surprised on arriving in Helena
to find the public knew nothing about
Hamilton's fate.

MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.

An Unknown Assailant Shoots an
Anoka Man.

Anoka, Sept. 14.—H. B. Norton, a

barber, was shot this morning by an
unknown party, who has so far escaped
detection. Norton was returning to the
hotel from his work at 2a. m., and,
when about to step on to the sidewalk
In front of the hotel, a man stepped be-
fore him, placed the muzzle of a re-
volver tohis breast and fired. Norton
did not fall, and he stepped back a pace
or two, and, firing again, turned and
ran, escaping in the darkness. The
wounds are not serious.

PETROLEUM IN THE NORTH.

Canadian Officials Find Evidence
ofItAlong the Athabaska.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 14.—R. J. Mc-
Connell, a member of the staff of the
Dominion geological survey, arrived
from the Athabaska district to-day,,
where he has been all summer examin-
ing the reported petroleum deposits in
that country. The Athabaska is a large
river which rises well towards thenorth, sweeps southward to within
eighty miles of Edmonton, and then
flows northward, uniting withthe Peace
and forming the Slave river. Mr.McCon-
nell spent theentire summer in examin-
ing the river and its tributary streams,
While not prepared to make specific
statements in advance of the reports to
the department he made the general re-
mark that it was quite probable that
there was in the Athabaskadistrict ape-
troleum area greater than anywhere
else in the world. Along the river there
are vast belts of sand about 250 feet
thick saturated with tar. These cover
thousands of miles and indicate that an
almost incalculable amount of petro-
leum has in past years oozed out to the
surface and evaporated, leaving the tar
beds. Mr. McConnell will recommend
the government to expend $20,000 or
$30,000 in sinking wells. Itwillnot be
difficult to get the petroleum out to the
markets of the world, as the Calgary &
Edmonton railway, upon its completion,
will be within eighty miles of Atha-
baska river.

DONE BY A BURNING TREE.

Strange and Fatal Railway Acci-
dent in the Black Hills.

Deadwood, S. D., Sept. 14.—The

second accident within a week on the
Black Hills & Ft. Pierre railroad oc-
curred a mile and a half below Ell-
Creek station, at half past ten o'clock
yesterday morning. Anexcursion train
of eight cars, carrying over 300 people,
left Lea/'-C-ity about 9 o'clock to make
the round trip from.Lead City to Pied-
mont, the end ofthe Black Hills &Ft."
Pierre branch. Itwas a Masonic picnic,
and a good many prominent people from
Lead City,Deadwood and other towns!
were on the train. After leaving Elk
Creek station, and just as the train. was
entering Elk Creek canyon" a burn-
ing tree fell across the train. The

engine and seven cars had passed and
the tree struck the last car, which was
an open flat car filled with excursion-
ists; killingone person and seriously,
perhaps fatally, injuring two others, be-
sides wounding a number of others.
The train was moving; at a rapid rate,
and as the tree struck the car it swept
those on the rear portion off. The fol-
lowing are the killed and injured:
Judson Beldimr, killed instantly; Mrs.
J. K. Snyder and child, both fatally in-
jured and : cannot recover; George
Beemer and son, and Dan

'
Lililigse-

verely, though not seriously, injured.
The injured persons were brought to
Lead Cityand cared for. The railroad
company had just set a bigforce of men
to work clearing the timber off along
the track, and the tree whichcaused the
accident was set on fire by them. This
is the second accident on the road
within a week and both occurred with-
ina short distance of each other.

YELLOW PINE RISES. *£
The Price IsPut Up at a St. Louis

Convention.
St. Louis, Sept. 14.—The yellow pine

convention completed .its work last
evening and adjourned to meet in New
Orleans, Dec. 1. The :committee on
prices reported in favor of an advance
from 75 cents to §1per 1,000 feet. The
committee on weights reported three
different schedules for the different
characters of lumber, in the" three
different districts. Schedule "A,",the
lightest weight, was to apply to Mis-
souri, Arkansas and the short-leaved
pine districts of Texas; Schedule "B,"
the next heaviest weight, was to apply
to Louisiana and the loug-leaved dis-
trict of Texas; Schedule "C," the
heaviest weight, was to apply tostates
east of the Mississippi river. It was
further agreed that inmaking price lists
for lumber delivered at points within or
beyond the twenty-two-cent rate, points
on which the formal Schedule of prices
is based, schedule "B,"which was form-
erly the uniform schedule of the asso-ciation, should be used.

General Protest From the

Commissioners on the
Chicago Idea.

Straws Which Go to Show
That It Will Not Be Ac-

cepted.

No Matter Where Placed,
They Want the Biff Fair

AllTogether.

Commissioner McDonald Is
Working for a Gigantic

Mineral Display.

- CmcAGO, 111., Sept. Commis-
sioner McDonald did not hesitate this
evening to give evidence ofhis dissatis-
faction about accepting the dual site
proposition. He says: '-Iam not alone
by any means in my opposition to the
proposition. The sentiment of all the
commissioners' from the agricultural
states is in accord with mine; in fact, it
is almost universal with the full board,
although they have not yet spoken, but
they willspeak. Whenever a commis-
sioner speaks on the subject he reflects
the views of his constituents, and the
people, of Chicago should remember
one thing, and that is, the nearer
they come to pleasing the peo-
ple of the agricultural states,
the larger willbe the exhibit from those
states and the greater will be the suc-
cess of the fair. am personally ac-
quainted with the commissioners, and
1know that 1express their views cor-
rectly. Ido not believe that the com-
mission will adopt the dual site unless
it is presented to them insuch a modi-
fied form as to fully convince them that
the greater portion of the exhibit will
be inJackson park. This can be done
by stipulating that the exhibits placed
at the lake front willnot be of sufficient
consequence to attract the visitors from
the main portion of the exhibition."

Commissioner Mercer,: editor of the
Northwestern Live Stock Journal at
Cheyenne, speaks for Wyoming, and
says: "Iam opposed unequivocally to
a dual site. Giveme a single site any-
where. Itis not a question of easy ac-cess by street street railways or steam
cars. That is a secondary matter. The
conveniences for travel willget around
inample time for the fair, no matter
where located ofthe places eligible and
being offered. Room and drainage are
the first considerations. The live stock
interests of the country demand suita-
ble grounds and ample space for them-
selves and not isolated from the' main
exhibits of all other industries."

THE MINERAL DISPLAY.
Commissioner McDonald Wants

ItComplete inEvery Detail.
Chicago, Sept. 14.

—
Commissioner

McDonald has introduced the following,
which is to be acted upon by the gen-
eral commission nowin session:

To the Committee on Permanent Or-
ganization—Gentlemen: The subcom-
mittee on mines and mining have the
honor to report: Recognizing the fact
that the mineral deposits of the country
are one of the greatest sources of its
wealth, and their development one of
the most extensive and important ofin-
dustries, your committee earnest-
ly recommends the establishment
of a separate department, .iv-- a:
separate building, to be called the de-
partment of mines and mining. Also,
that in extending to foreign govern-
ments an invitation to participate in the
exposition they be especially requested
to furnish a complete display of their
mineral resources, together with the
methods and machinery used in their
mines. This exhibition should include
a collection of all known minerals and
precious stones and all forms of stone
used for building or ornamental pur-
poses, all the productions of the quar-
ries of the world, as well as the mines.
Near the building devoted to this
purpose could \u25a0be arranged mod-
els
'

of some of the more fa-
mous mines of this and J. other
countries, which would furnish thepub-
lic an illustration of the method of their
operation. A miniature mountain might
be erected to show the geological forma-
tion of mineral lands, and the several
processes of reducing . ores to metal
could be shown by introducing minia-
ture smelters on the ground. Other
suggestions of a similar character might
be made, for the field offers an almost
infinite opportunity for the display of
taste and ingenuity on the part of the
persons who may have charge of the
department. Associated with the
collection of ores

"
should De an

exhibition of mining implements and
machinery not only those used and
manufactured in the United States, but
itis especially important to secure com-
plete collections from abroad, in order
that our people may study the methods
and machinery used in foreign countries
in immediate contrast with those in
vogue at home. Inno branch of human
industry has. greater progress been
made than in mining, and additional in-
terest mightbe attracted by a.display
showing its development from the awk-
ward methods of the .ancients to.the
complete processes that modern genius
has devised.

Windom left the Fifth Avenue hotel
this evening for Williamstown, Mass.,
to join his family. He received but few
callers at the hotel during the day, and
in the afternoon he announced to rep-
resentatives of the press the plan he
had devised for the relief of the strin-
gency in the money, market. As a result
ofhis conference with the bank presi-
dents and financiers at the sub-treas-
ury on Saturday, Secretary .Windom
said that he had decided to receive pro-
posals for the sale of fours to the
amount of $16,000,000, the proposals to
be received at the. treasury department
In Washington at 12 o'clock, Wed-
nesday next, noon. These, bonds
the secretary willpurchase if areason-
able price is asked for them. At the
same time Secretary Windom willoffer
toprepay for three-fourths of a year the
interest on currency sixes. : The an-
nouncement of these offers will come
from Washington over the secretary's
signature Wednesday morning, when
it willbe officially formulated. Secre-
tary Windom said that Itwas not usual
[for statements of the above kind to:be
'made before they emanated officially
[from Washington, but owing to the
;anxiety of so many of the business com-
munity to know what was going to be
done by the treasury department in the
premises, he thought it best to an-
nounce beforehand, although it was
Sunday, his intentions.- Washington, Sept. 14.—The follow-
ing circular has been issued by the
treasury department:

THE ANTI-LOTTERY BILL.

Early Consideration of ItSched-
uled in;the Senate.

Washington, Sept. 14.—1t is expect-
ed-that Senator Sanders willconclude;
his speech upon the conference report
of the land grant forfeiture billto-mor-
row, and that the report willthen be
agreed to., Ifit is then not too late in
the day Senator Sawyer willcall up the
anti-lottery bill, which has already
passed the house. Otherwise, he will
ask the senate todispose of private pen-
sion bills on the calendar, postponing
the anti-lottery bill until

'Tuesday!
So far as known, there; will
be no open opposition to the
passage of this .bill. . Senator
Gibson, ofLouisiana, will speak in its
favor, and.if any opposition develops on'
the floor, Senators Spooner and Casey, .
the latter of North Dakota, willsupport
the measure. But it:is Senator Saw-
yer's hope that Gen. Gibson's speech
willbe the only one delivered. Follow-
ing the anti-lottery,bill;on the order of
business adopted by the Republican
caucus.are the bills to repeal the timber
culture act, to establish private land
courts and for the relief of the supreme
court and the labor bills. It is hardly,
probable that all these willbe? disposed
of this week, but, should itprove to be
the case, the rapid progress will be
checked when the bill to transfer the
revenue marine service' from the treas-
ury to :; the \u25a0 navy department, the
next on the programme, is
reached. This billhas been discussed a
number of times during the session, but
the opposition has always prevented a
vote. So far as known, fee opponents;
of the measure are still equally as de-
termined that itshall not pass, and, as-
they include some of the best tacticians
on both sides of the senate, a long . de-
bate may be- anticipated. An hour
every day .under an'- order adopted by
the senate last week willbe devoted to
the consideration of bills on the calen-
dar to which no objection is made. The
opposition shown by the minority inthe
house to the consideration of the Laugs-
ton-Venable election case has had the
effect more strongly to deteimine
the

".Republican leaders that the
house snail act upon the case,
well as upon the Miller-Elliot
case. It has been urged upon
absent Republican members that the
party could hardly, afford to abandon
the colored Republican contestants after,
seating a number of white Republican
members. Alarge number of telegrams
have been sent to the absentees request-
ing their attendance here, and if a
quorum is obtained by Monday or Tues-
day, itis the intention to dispose of the
two election cases without argument be-
yond the forty minutes' talk allowed by.
the rules ineach case after the. previous
question is ordered. After that will
follow the tariff bill. Already Chair-
man McKinley has prepared the way
for speedy action uuon the bill,by his
resolution, indorsed by last night's cau-
cus, providing for the suspension of the
ordinary rules and consideration of the
billby the house itself, instead of;in
committee of the whole.

EVISCERATED.

As Printed, Kennedy's • Speech
Does Not Mention Senator Quay.

Strange Method of Settling- a

Kansas City,Mo., Sept. 14.— R.
Johnson, a traveling man well known
in this city, returned this week from
New Mexico, where he had been in the
interest of a Chicago house, where he
witnessed one ot the most horrible duels
ever fought in that state. The men
were mounted, and the" weapons used
were lariats. The duel came off at the

.little village of Sebollo. The trouble
was about a pretty little senorita. The
men had some angry words about the
girl,aud finally decided to settle itwith
their lariats. A rapid ride took the
party, far enough out on the
plains to allow the duelists free
room in which to ride. The men
were bareheaded and stripped. At a
given word they rode slowly past each
other, went about twenty yards, turned,
and were ready to begin. Lasso in
hand, they slowly circled about, keep-
inga watchful eye on each other. Sud-
denly there was a hiss and a lasso flew
in the air. An alert eye and a quick
dodge caused it to fall short, and be-
fore itcould be recovered the other had
thrown his rope, but.it, too, had been
guarded. This continued for several
minutes, many throws being made and
avoided. Atlast the smaller of the two
men sent his rope whistling through
the air. The other threw up his hand
and arm toward itoff, but the loop set-
tled down over his head and arm, and
in a flash itwas drawn tight. He was
jerked out of the saddle, and then the
other started his horse on a run across
the plain, dragging the inanimate body
ofhis rival.

TRIED TO KILLBURKE.

A Shot Fired at a Faithful lowa
Officer.

Nearly a successful attempt was made
here early this morning to assassinate
Detective .J. .C. Burke, 1who figured
so \u25a0;. prominently -in the notori-
ous Raiiisbarger and Henry Johns
murder cases inHardin county. .Burke
has bean stopping here at the.

NEGROES NOT WANTED.

The Maryland Law School Shuts
Out Colored Men.

iBaltimore, Sept. 14.— Maryland
law school has determined that it will
admit no more colored students. Last •

year two colored students, Cummins
and Johnson, the first whoever attended
the lectures there, were graduated with
high honors. After their : gradu-
ation, two more colored students, W.
Ashbie Hawkins and John L. Dozier,
applied for admission and were re-
ceived. They have been at the uni-
versity one year, and have been notified
by John P. Poe, on the part of the re-
gents, that they cannot return. The
white students of the law, medical and
dental departments of the university
sent a petition to the faculty protesting
against the admission of any colored
students to the law school. Mr. Poe
says that some time last winter a peti-
tion against the admission or retention
of colored students was laid be-
fore the faculty, signed by nearly
all of the ninety-nine students.
The matter lias been continuously agi-
tated since that time, and this summer
the regents, Into whose hands the ques-
tion was left for adjudication, had held
several meetings and considered itvery
carefully on all bearings. They had
finally resolved that it would be unwise
to endanger the school or jeopardize its .
interests in any way by any longer al-
lowing colored students to attend the
school in the face of such manifest op-
position. A number of students left
the schools arid others and refused

'

to enter because of the presence
of the two colored men and the
school was continually liable to
those losses so long as that state of af-
fairs lasted. That was the chief consid-

'

eration influencing the action of the re-
gents, and, inview of their exceedingly
low record, they did not feel itincum-
bent upon them to force an issue on
their account. Hawkins. Is the princi-
pal ofa public school at Towsou. Doz-
ier willgo to the Howard university at
Washington. Hawkins states that the .
action of the faculty practically shuts
himout of all possibility ofentering the
legal profession. He is so placed.beiug
a married man, that he cannot leave his
present position to study elsewhere.
