STILL IN STATU QUD.

A Special Council Meeting
Called to Consider the
Eight-Hour Question.’

Hotel Owners Ask That Dr.
Day’s “Curfew Shall Not
Ring To-Night.”

A Patent Pavement to Be Laid
as an Experiment at
Third and Sibley.

Park Assessments Ordered
Annulled -- Miscellaneous
Council Doings.

The most interesting matter before
the city council last night was in rela-
tion to the eight-hour day and the pay
of city employes. Fifteen aldermen
were present, and after a discussion the
matter was left without action, a special
meeting for Thursday bhaving been
agreed upon to seftle it. Ald. Dobuer,
of the Tenth ward, and Ald. Sanborn,
of the Seventh, had an animated discus-
sion, which enlivened the proceedings.
The matter came upon a ser‘les_of reso-
lutions introduced by Ald. Sullivan. as
follows: i

Resolved, That from and after the I5th
ot September the may of the laborers em-
ployed by.the city be tixed at $1.50 per day
for ten hours’ work.

Resolved, That the laborers employed on
the street be paid $1.50 per day for each day
of eight hours’ work performed between
Aug. 15 and Sept. 15, 1891,

itesolved, That the resolulion offered by
Ald. Kain, approved June 22, 1886, be re-
pealed.

Ald. Bott moved to amend the resolu-
tion as presented by substituting in the
first section the words ‘‘eight ho_nrs’
work” instead of “ten hours’ work.” A
vote being taken on this issue, the mo-
tion carried. Upon the announcement
of the vote President Cullen ruled
against the motion on the ground that it
involved a question of expenditure of
money. Ald. Bott claimed that no
question of expenditure was .mvolve‘d,
but the chair ruled against him
and the motion was Jost. Ald.
Dobner’s motion to consider _the
resolution by  sections prevailed.
The first section was then voted on and
defeated by a vote of ten to five. Alder-
man Sanborn, rising, said that he had
hoped the resulution of Alderman
Sullivan would be adopted as it ap-
peared to be a rational and fair settle-
ment of the difficulty. As the first see-
tion had Leen defeated, he hoped the
second section would also be defeated.
He could see no justice to either
the taxpayers or laborers in the
payment to the latter of ten hours’ pay
for eight hours work, in excess of the
market price paid for labor. **This,” said
Alderman Dobuer “is simply a matter of
business. This is a question as to
whether or not this eity is legally bound
to pay laborers. It is not a matter in
which personal feeling or prejudice
should be allowed to exist, and it seems
to me that it should be settled as to the
matter of the ecity’s liability now once
and for all by the city attorney.”

“Mr. President,” and the majestie
form of the alderman from the Seventh
ward was drawn to its full height, *“Mr.
President, when 1 took my oath as an
alderman of this city I did not swear to
vote as the city attorney dictated [
should vote. My position in this matter
is immovable. 1 vote as I consider it is
my duty to vote, and think my position
in this matter is the correct one.”

A vote was then taken on the re-
maining two sections of the resolution,
and both were defeated by a vote of 10
to 5.

Curfew Fust Not Ring.

A petitition had been referred to the coun-
cil from the hotelkeepers asking that the
bells of the city hall be so arranged as not to
ring at night. Referred to commitiee on
streetsand report adopted.

A resolution by Ald. Sanborn, permitting
the laying of a pipe twenty inches in diam-
eter on Ontario street, to the plant of the
street railway eompany, for the purpose of
furnishing water for condensing purposes,
was passed. The petition of E. A. Fitzger-
ald for relief in that he had been excessively
assessed for grading was read, together with
a communication from the board of public
works, stating that Fitzgerald had been as-
sessed in the same rates as his neighbors.
The petition was denied. A resolution was
passed appropriating $2,650 from the bridge
fand for application in the con-
struction of the Northern Pacific
railway bridge on Jessamine street,
This is the cost of the city's portion of the
bridge as originally arranged. C. F. Gran-
beim, formerly a clerk in the service of the
city, presented a claim of $3,772.75 tor serv-
ices as notary, service being alleged to date
back to June 7, 1887, Referred to committee
on claims. A final order was submitted for
adoption by the council for the construction
of the superstructure of the Sixth street
bridge. A communication was read from
City Attorney Holman relating to the recon-
struetion of bridges at Como, Lexington ana
Snelling avenues. A letter from Viee Presi-
dent Clough, of the Great Northern roa
was appended, showing the willingness o
the company vo bear a third of the cost of
reconstruction of such structures. A com-
munication from J. H. Drake requested per-
mission to lay sample pavement of his jasper
patent at the intersection of Third and Sibley
streets, at his own expense.

AN OLD STANDARD GONE.

A Pioneer of St. Paul Enters Into
the Unknown.

One by one the early settlers of St. Payl
are passing away,and wide-spread regret wiil
be expressed at the announcementof the
death of Edward Langevin. The deceased
was widely known throughout the state. He
came to St. Paul thirty-eight years ago. Mr.
Langevin was born Feb. 15, 1827, at Ste.
Marie de la Beauce, near Quebec. He settled
in the Northwest in 1849, first at Chippewa
Falls, Wis, coming to" St. Paul in
1852. Here he engaged in the grocery
business at the eorner of Fourth and Robert
streets. His busimess was sucecessful, and he
invested iargely 1n real estate, so that when
he died he was one of the largest holders of
realty in St. Paul. He also held extensive
tracts of land throughout the staie. In this
city his property laid largely on the West
side, and some of the choicest lots on Sixth
and Robert were owned by him. 2{r. Lange-
vin was & member of the city council 1875 6.
He was active in church eireles, and in all
departments of life honored for his integrity
and true manhood. He died yesterday morn-
ing at 9:30. Deceased leaves a wife and six
children.
