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EATON IS ENGULFED.
Eerriam Was Too Heavy a

Load for Him to Carry
This Year.

The Defeated Senator Now
Flirting- With the Demo-

crats of Wright.

A Republican Paper's High
Tribute to Capt. W. H.

Harries.

Meeting of the Executive End
of the Democratic State

Committee.

The anti-Merriam men have captured
the Republican organization of Wright
county. Atthe county convention held
in Buffalo last Saturday Senator A. Y.
Eaton, Gov. Meniam's principal sup-
porter in the county, was routed horse,

foot and dragoons, and the man who
worked for a Knute Nelson delegation
to the Republican state convention last
,1une made a clean sweep, nominating
a full county ticket and throwing the
senatorial nomination to W. H. Houlten,
of Sherburnt' county.

This overwhelming defeat of Senator
Eaton for a renomiiiation seems to
prove the assertion of the anti-Merriam
men who earlier in the year made the
statement that Wright county was
against Gov. Merriam. The fight last
June was a bitter one. the Merriam
forces being led by Senator Eaton, who
was reinforced by Secretary A.11. Ber-
tram, of the dairy commission, and sev-
eral other state officials. The opposi-
tion had m leaders Editor Frank Stacy,
of the Howard Lake Herald; F. E.
Lathem, J. N. Hoven and a num-
ber of well-known local politicians.
After a hard tight the Merriam
men won, and Wright county
went for the governor in the state con-
vention. This defea of the bucolic
element stirred up a factional light, the
fiercest in the history of the county.
Stacy, Hoven. Lathem and the rest
took ui> C. E. Oakley, a banker of Buf-
falo, as their candidate tor senator
against Eaton. The fight was carried
into every precinct in the county, and
resulted most disastrously for Mr.
Eatou. His views of the convention
which cast him aside may be gathered
from the following clipping from the
last issue of his paper, the Buffalo
Journal:

Never before in the history of Wright
couuty was there witnessed such disgraceful

}>roeeedings as in the Republican convention
leldin Buffalo last Saturday. Old politicians
who were preseut. and who had attended
conventions for many years, said they never
saw anything hall so "rotten and corrupt. To
Bay that the convention was packed, would
be to put itmild. It was not only packed but
it was solidiiied. Steward and Hoover had
spent weeks traveling over the county, pack-
ingcaucuses and fixing delegations. Stacy
was making frequent visits to Buffalo and
other parts 01 the county, and even the
county treasurer is said to have gone out in
the last few days to help work the Scandi-
navians. The most disreputable and dis-
honest means were resorted to, falsehoods
and slanders were their chief reliance, and
where these means failed they did not hesi-
tate to resort to other means, stillmore debas-
ingand corrupt.

Early inthe morning the delegates began
to arrive, and as they came they were noticed
to repair at once to the court house for their
final instructions. The evening before there
Jiad been held in the auditors office a con-
ference of the chief conspirators and the
finalarrangements had been made. The day
before the convention telegrams were sent
in to the court house from the south side of
the county announcing the results of the
caucuses that were being held Inthe towns in
the southern part of the county, and that
evening they were able to announce that
they ''had itall solid." This report was not
generally credited here. Itdidnot setm pos-
sible that this court house combination could,
by the dishonest means they were known to
employ, so deceive the people of this
county as tobring about this result.

The friends of Senator ESton have al-
ready started a movement in favor of a
citizens' legislative ticket, to be headed
by Eaton for senator, and filled out
with Democrats tor the house, but it is
very doubtful if this scheme willgo
through. The Democrats have named
a popular county ticket, and they most
likely willdecide to allow the Repub-
lican factions to fight their own quar-
rels, while the Democrats corral the
offices. The defeat of Senator Eaton is
a stunning blow at the governor in
Wright county, and will send that
hitherto strong Republican district over
to the Democracy.

Editor Frank Stacy, of the Howard
Lake Herald, holds his end of the beam
wellup in his fightagainst Merriam in
Wright county. In the last issue of his
Daper he cleverly answered the criti-
cisms of his Republican contemporaries
as follows:

In reply to the criticisms of the TimesEagle and Mr. Eaton, because the Herald has
declined to support W. R. Merriam. we give,
first, the statement of the Times ivits issue
ofJuly 124, that rive out of six Republicans
in Wrightcounty are anti-Merriam: second,
the statement of Mr. Eaton in the preceding
campaign, that Merriam was a boodler and
vote buyer and paid men to buy votes and
pack caucus-es in Wright county; and third,
the statement of the Eagle in its issue of
June 29, that the nomination ot Jieiriam
was an indorsement of the "everlasting
boodle practice," and "an insult to honest
voters.''

The executive committee of the Dem-
ocratic state central committee met in
Room 5 of the Merchants' last evening
and informally discussed the subject of
Headquarters. The three Ramsey coun-
ty members. Messrs. Aberle. Lawler
and Campbell, and Mr.Guldbrandsen,
ofMinneapolis, were present. It was
decided todevote some time to-day to
looking around for suitable working
rooms, and to hold another meetingthis
evening. The secretary will probably
retain his room at the Merchants', while
the working force will be located in
some more roomy and retired building.

Dr. J. H. Murphy, the Citizens' Al-
liance candidate for the house in the
Third ward, has not yet made up his
mind to get out and rustle forsignatures
to his petition that must be secured to
get his name on the official ballot. The
doctor is just a little sore at that ele-
ment in the Republican party which
prevented his nomination in the party
convention, and if the Alliance people
secure the requisite number of petition-
ers, he willundoubtedly make the run.

Capt. WT. EL Harries, the brave and
able veteran nominated for congress by
the First district Democrats, is making
things livelyfar his opponent, Congress-
man Dumiell. Every paper ivHouston
county save one is supporting him, and
they are nearly all Republican papers,
too. Here is what the liokah Sun has to
pay of Mr. Harries:

It is with unlimited satisfaction that we
hoist the name of that true-blue comrade, \V.
11. Harris, of Calendonia, tor cohlt^ss. \Ve
have known him for thirtyyears, first as a
clerk in the dry goods establishment ofVan
Valkenburg in the city of La (,'rosse.

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THE MIXERS' CONGRESS.

Important Action Taken by the
. Body at Berlin.

Bkhi.ix,Sept. 19.—The session of the
miners' congress at Halle closed to-day.
The congress decided to present peti-
tions to .the bundesrath, reichstag, the
diets and the various ministries Basking
that mining laws be passed as follows:
That a shift shall not exceed eight
hours; that oveitime be abolished; that
the shifts be reduced when the men are
working in wet or heated places: that
the minimum wages of pickmen shall
be four marks daily, and that the wages
of others shall be fixedin proportion;
that wages shall be paid weekly; that a
universal system of pay books be adopt-
ed inall mines; that a court ofarbitra-
tion be formed to settle disputes; that
the sanitary arrangements of the mines
shail be improved; that the restrictions
now placed on miners moving fromone
district to another be removed; that the
workmen be given control of the mines
coporative unions; that foreign labor
be excluded; that the power of employ-
ers- to dismiss their workingmen be
limited, and that rings against labor be
suppressed.

SAID TO BE DEFECTIVE.

The Warrant in the Case .of
O'Brien and Dillon.

Loxnox, Sept. 19.—A study of the
warrant upon which Messrs. Dillon and
O'Brien were arrested shows that it
fails to specify with any particularity
the offenses for.which the arrests . were
ordered. The document is verbose and
clumsy instyle and matter. Mr. Healy
believes that itis fatally defective, and
that if the accused are granted an ap-
peal they will be able to have
the proceedings quashed. Sir Charles
Russell, the eminent barrister,
apparently takes the same view, for in
a speech at Darlington last night he re-
ferred to the shadowy nature of the
charges, and said that similar writs had
been set aside iv the past. This being
so, he asked, why might not a like fate
await the present proceedings? The
raising of this question by lawyers of
repute has . caused some uneasiness
among the Conservatives. The Globe,
for instance, expresses the hope that a
step so certain to concentrate attention
upon Irish affairs, and to rekindle the
flames of passion which were gradually
expiring, has not been taken without
ample legal evidence as a basis. A
blunder ina matter of this importance
would have deplorable results.

Louise Michel's Health.
Loxdox,Sept. 19.— Louise Michel, a

noted anarchist agitator, who is resid-
ing ina quiet southern suburb of Lon-
don, is in very poor, health, and her
friends are anxious over her condition.
Her prolonged imprisonment seriously
impaired her energies, and she is avail-
ing herself of opportunity to recuperate
afforded by her present retirement. She
has nodesire to return to France for
sometime to come, and is very em-.
phatic inher denunciation ofthe French
gernment, which she says is less liberal
than a monarchy. Infact, she declares
that she would throw her influence on
the side of the monarchists if they
should openly enter the field against the
Republicans. jggj

Why the Ministry Fell.
Lisbon, Sept. 19.—Senhor Ribeiro re-

signed because the majority ofthe cab-
inet wanted to adjourn the cortes with j
a view of trying toobtain a fresh modi-
fication of the convention from Eng-
land. Senhor Ribeiro strongly opposed
this, believing that a united ministerial I
party would be able to pass the treaty.

WHERE IS DUNN?

AWealthy Chicagoan. Leaves Fop
a Cooler Climate.

Chicago, Sept. 19.—John W. Dunn,
one of the large brick manufacturers of
Chicago, has disappeared. An anxious
wife, a few anxious creditors, -and
scores of anxious friends are in
a state of wonderment as to what
has become of him. Some say that
heavy losses at the Eastern races caused
him to go; others believe he is laboring
under a fit of temporary insanity
brought about by financial embarrass-
ment. Whatever the cause may be, the
fact remains that he has gone and
no one appears to know where.
He left an indebtedness of 515.00Q
with the Union Trust company;
$7,000 at the Chicago National bank,
$4,000 at the First National bank and
$1,500 with the John Spry Lumber com- ,
pany. These, with a number of smaller
accounts, willmake his liabilities figure
up something like $35,000. His ;assets
will fully cover the liabilities, at
least that is what Walter Brink
well, his bookkeeper, says. During
the summer he has been a regular at-
tendant at the West side and South
side races, and was a heavy player.
About a month ago he took a trip East
to try his luck at some of She Eastern
race courses. He returned a fort-
night ago. and, according to Mr.
Brinkwell, was something over
$4,000 loser. After tnis he was morose
and dejected. His business was ina
bad shape and everything seemed to be
going wrong. He leftseveral days ago,
saying he was going to Milwaukee; but
nothing has been heard of him since.

Washington, 19.—The confer-
ence on the tariffbill this morning did
not touch upon matters of public inter-
est, but the proceedings were confined
to action upon pro forma amendments
or those involving no pronounced dif-
ferences of opinion. ;Sugar, binding
twine and the tariffcommission clauses
were not touched.' it is the understand-"
ing of the Democratic conferrees, as
stated by one of them to-day, that the
daily sessions of the conference are to
be.purely informal," and that the points
of real importance at issue are to be'
brought forward only after the Re-
publican managers "have adjusted
their differences among themselves,
and are ready to have the
results attained ratified by the full con-
ference. Meanwhile, although: formal
or inconsequential amendments are be-
ing acted upon, the result is substantial
progress, as these matters must be dis-
posed of sooner or later before a :report
can be made, and time is made by dis-
posing of them now. Itis said that the
metal schedule is really the principal
obstacle to an agreement by the Repub-
lican conferrees. The senate conferrees
have expressed a determination not to
recede from the amendments 7 made in
the senate to that schedule, chiefly in
the way of .lowering duties, and the
house conferrees are said to be insisting
on a restoration of the duties in the
bill as it passed the house, in-
asmuch as on most other matters
of importance they have yielded
to the demands of the senate. It

\u25a0 is said that the sugar schedule has been
agreed to by the Republicans, but
formal action is withheld until other
matters of difference are compromised.
The general belief is now that the con-
ferrees willhold their final session on
Monday, and that the bill willbe ready
to present to the house Tuesday morn-
ing. ifthat is done, adjournment will
follow on the succeeding Monday or
Tuesday.,

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MAD RIDE ON AN ENGINE.
The Throttle Valve Palled Oat to its

Length.

THE MACHINE RAN WILD.

Quick-Witted Men Greased the Track
and Saved Half a Dozen

Lives.

St. Louis Globe-Democrat.
"Talk about fast time," said a rail-

road man on the Missouri Pacific train
the other day to a correspondent of the
Globe-Democrat, "but 1 have never
heard of a trip that would beat one I
made myself some years ago, nor of any
half so exciting.
"Iformerly lived at Garrett, Ind., the

terminus of the Central division and the
Chicago division of the Baltimore &
Ohio railroad. 1had little to do. and
made the railroad yards my loafing
headquarters.

"Atthat time the 'Billy-Ohad an ar
rangement with the Wabash to transfer
allNew York freight at Auburn Junc-
tion, nine miles east of us. This was
done by the old switch engine, the 642,
which mad.c two trips to the junction
daily.

"Well, one day Iclimbed aboard a
box-car when the engine left with a
few cars of merchandise to transfer.
There were six of us in the party— four
yardmen, another fellow and myself.

"We had a jolly time going down,
made the transfer and were to come
back 'light;' that is, withnothing but
the engine.

fc "We had all crowded on the tender;
the signal was given, and Gent Potter,
the engineer, threw himself forward,
polled at the throttle valve, and the en-
gine jumped forward as if shot from a
catapult.

"We did not think much of this at the
time, as Gent was a fine engineer and
handled the engine to suit his fancy.
We went tearing over the crossings and
frogs in a manner that was frightful.
The tender rocked as ifon hinges.

"Something must be wrong, we
thought, as Gent was placing our lives
in jeopardy. Climbing over the coal,
we found the cab full of steam and Gent
and the fireman hanging at the side of
the engine." 'Jump, boys.' said they, 'jump for
God's sake! The throttle valve is
pulled clear out. and the engine is run-
Dine wild.'

"To jump would have been instant
death. Asone of the boys said after-
ward, the telegraph poles looked like a
fine-tooth comb. The mile posts flew
by with unseemly rapidity.

"The yard foreman claimed that a
mile was covered in thirty-eight sec-
onds, aud not one would doubt his
word.

"St. Joe was in sight. Would the
track be clear?

"Only three miles to Garrett, with its
network of tracks, switches and spurs!

"The steam gmige registered ninety
pounds. There were no hopes of the
engine dying out in live or six minutes.
With presence of miud the forman
dashed off a few words:"

'Engine wild. Telegraph Garrett to
clear track.'

"This he dropped as we passed St.
Joe, and the operator, clear to compre-
hend the situation, sent it to the dis-
patcher on the east end without a 'call,'
as we learned afterward.

"There was Garrett in sight, withits
tall chimneys belching forth smoke;
there were the yards tilled with freight
cars and engines.

"As we got closer we could see men
hurrying hither and thither. The other
yard engine was rushing madly to the
west end of the yard. The main track
was clear.

DAVISIS DIRECTOR.

The Distinguished Chicagoan Will
Boss the Fair. *

:Chicago, Sept. 19.— Atthe meeting of
the national world's fair • commissioners
this morning the report of the
executive: committee was read
by the secretary as .follows:

R. Davis for director general of this ex-
position, we also recommend ithisigen-
tleman to the national commission.

After the announcement of the com-
mittees the commission proceeded
;to;ballot for director general
On the first ballot Col. Davis received
50 votes, and- Gen. Hastings 44. Col.
Davis' election to the position was then
made unanimous. The informal ballot
resulted as follows: Davis, 50; Hast-
iugs, 32; McKinsie, 6; Stevenson, :3;
Price, . 1, fourteen commissioners :
not voting. On motion of Mr.
McClelland, of Pennsylvania, a formal
ballot was dispensed withand the elec-
tion of Mr. Davis made unanimous.
Carried. Col. Davis was brought in by
a committee appointed for the purpose,
and made a' brief speech, thanking the
commission for the honor conferred, and
adding that he appreciated the fact
that he had been chosen by
a commisson equally divided :in
politics, and that he would keep
that fact in mind. His conduct in of-
fice would be free from partisanship,
and its business would be conducted on
strictly business principles. After the
announcement of various committee
meetings for this evening, the commis-
sion adjourned till to-morrow.
