E. Townsend Mix,the Archi-

tect, Dies Suddenly-- His
Life and Work.

The Concert Week at the Ex-
position Attracting Fair-

Sized Audiences.

Political Talk From Both
Sides of the Fence— The

St. Andrew's Consecration-

E. Townsend Mix,one of the great
architects of the day, whose home has
been inMinneapolis for the past three
years, died yesterday afternoon at the
West hotel of consumption, aged fifty-
eight years. For the past month he had
been very feeble, but his indomitable
will and power of application to work
keDt him upon his feet, and even Mon-
day he was about attending to
the details for the completion of
the Arcade building at St. Paul.

When Mr. Mixfirstbrauched out as an
architect he located in Chicago, where
he soon achieved considerable promi-
nence. Afterwards he removed to
Milwaukee, which city may be properly
called his home. The first building of«
importance for which he drew plans
was the Fated Newhall house. Since
then, subsequent to his removal to
Minneapolis, he designed and superin-
tended the construction of a score or
more prominent commercial buildings.
W. D. Washburn's princely mansion,
which is noted the country over, was
the first work of importance which
Mr. Mix undertook in Minneapo-
lis. Then followed the building of
Temple Court; the most pretentious
office buildingat the time in the North-
west. The Globe s St. Paul and Min-
neapolis buildings next claimed his at-
tention, and then followed the construc-
tion of the Guaranty Loan building,
costing $1,000,000, a fitting monument
to his lire's work. Personally Mr.
Mix was a man of singular modesty.
His entire life seemed wrapped
up inhis profession, but those who en-
joyed the privilege of his friendship
found him in his hours of leisure a most
kindly gentleman, simple in his man-
ners, but at all tunes the soul
of eenialty, despite the fact that
he suffered almost continually from the
malady which caused his death. His
death is most sincerely deplored by all
who knew him, and his devoted wife
has the sympathy of the circle of friends
who formed their acquaintance during
their somewhat brief residence inMin-
neapolis. The remains were taken East
last evening, accompanied by Mrs. Mix
and several friends, for interment at
New Haven, Conn.

POLITICS IXPARAGRAPHS.

ST. ANDREW'S CONSECRATED.

The Church Debt Finally Liqui-
dated—lmpressive Ceremonies.
St. Andrews' Episcopal church, cor-

ner ol Sixth street and Twelfth avenue
north, was consecrated yesterday fore-
noon in the presence of a large congre-
gation and with the usual ceremonies.
This is the church of which Rev. Will-
iam Wilkinson, the prominent local
Episcopal divine, is pastor, and itis pe-
culiar that the church, although eighl
years old, has but just been consecrated.
A church was begun at the present site,
the corner stone of which was laid in
1882. With the church the little band
of St. Andrew's acquired a debt of
$4,000. Itis a custom within the Epis-
copal church not to consecrate a church
to its holy uses until every particle of
debt has been cleared off. Under their
present pastor's management this has
finallybeen accomplished, and it was a
happy coneregation that took part in
the ceremonies.

Rev. Wright read the first lesson and
Rev. Moyses the second, after which
the church was consecrated according
to the rites of the Protestant Episcopal
church. Bishop Whipple lead the ex-
ercises as celebrant, and was assisted
by Rev. Pope. The rector of St. An-
drew's, Dr. Wilkinson, read the letter
of donation, Rev. E. J. Purdy pro-
nounced sentence of consecration, and
Rev. Frank Millspaugh said the pray-
ers. The consecration sermon was
preached by the venerable bishop him-
self on the text Exodus xx, 84.

St. Andrew's cnurch was former!)

a parish, organized by Dr. Knicker-
bocker, who was then rector of G«th-
semane, during the year 1867. Itwas
then located at the corner of Washing-
ton and Seventeenth avenues north. As
the city grew in that direction, itsoon
became filled with a large congregation,
ai.d started out for itself. Its struggles
have been long and wearisome, but at
last it 1b a growing church, In good
financial condition, and witha brilliant
prospect for the future.

THE OPENING LECTURE.

Dr. McDonald Discusses Bacteria
and Vaccination.

The Minneapolis College of Physi-
cians and Surgeons inaugurated its
winter course of lectures withan inter-
esting paper read by Dr. McDonald,
upon the bacterial theory of contagious
diseases, and the vaccination theory in
connection with them. The paper was
an able one, giving some interesting
medical history, especially in connec-
tion with the early ravages of Asiatic
cholera in the American continent. He
told of the modern attempts at a pre-
vention of this plague through vac-
cination, and gave it as his opinion
that the time would soon coma when
the researches in that direction would
result insuccess. Other contagious dis-
eases were discussed upon the bacteria
principle, and modern clinical surgery
was lauded by the doctor, who gave
stfitisticts to prove what a benefit ithad
been to assist in the prolongation of
human life. H>s argument in favor of
vaccination from virus for all bacterial
diseases was urged upon the history of
vaccination for small-pox, which had
been com batted with the utmost vigor,
and yet the vitalityhad decreased from
90 to 3 per cent. He argued that such
would be the future for vaccination in
cholera, consumption and all bacterial
affections. The doctor's paper was
listened to with great interest by a
goodly attendance of members of the
college.

A SECOND BELFAST.

That Is What Minneapolis WillBe
in the Linen Interests.

That much talked about gentleman, J.
Carmichael Ailen, of Belfast, Ireland,
who is supposed to know all about the
flax industry, and linen mills in par-
ticular, is at the West hotel, where he
arrived yesterday morning from New
York. This is not his first trip to
America, as he has been here a score of
times before on matters connected with
his business. During these trips he
has traveled extensively, and thinks he
is perfectly conversant with its needs
aud possibilities. His trip to Minneap-
olis is in connection with the much
talked of linen factory whichit is pro-
posed to locate here. He is of the
opinion that there is a bright future in
the flax industry for the Northwest.
He claims tnat there is100,000,000 worth
of flax going to waste annually in this
country, all waiting to be utilized. This
vast quantity should all be manufact-
ured in Minneapolis, and itwould cre-
ate in time a great industry. He finds
that the climate here is very much like
that of his own country, ana is positive
that the conditions for the flax industry
are favorable. He states positively that
he intends to invest litre." Mr. Allenis
one of the best known men in the linen
business in Belfast, haying been en-
gaged in the manufacture for the past
thirty years, and is thoroughly con-
versant with all its departments and
branches. Itis expected that he will
be a large stockholder in the new com-
pany to be organized here, which is to
manufacture, bagging, linen, linen
thread, and in facv all manner of linen
fabrics. Should the deal go through,
the future may see Minneapolis one of
the great linen manufacturing cities of
the world.

ILLINA,A DRAMA.

Miss Minnie L.Armstrong Author
ofa Powerful Play.

Minneapolis has a playwright who
promises to become successful and is in

a fair way to achieve fame. It is not a
man this time but a woman, Miss Min-
nie L. Armstrong, who is well known
by all the newspaper workers of the
Twin Cities and Chicago. She has writ-
ten a strong drama, dealing withmodern
ideas and incidents which willbe pro-
duced in Chicago during the coming
winter. Frank JBosworth, one of the
best known stage managers in tne
country, lias read the play and is so
fullyconvinced of its merit that he has
closed a contract with Miss Armstrong
by which he secures the sole right to
produce the play. He promises to give
it a magnificent presentation.

"lllina" is the name of the play which
is of a somewhat pastoral character. It
employs, by force of circumstances,
conventional types of chnracter to a
certain extent, for little is there in the
world which is new to the stage; yet
those types are not handled in the con-
ventional manner. Illina, the heroine,
is the daughter ofa fanner, and. while
her father supposes her at school, she
is livingwitha villian whom she sup-
poses to be her husband, he being a man
of prospective, wealth, who has become
the slave of his own vicious tastes and
habits.

HIS SKULL CRUSHED.

Charles Lindblad Killed by the
Fall ofa Derrick.

A derrick used to hoist the heavy
stones used in the construction of the
new block on Nicollet avenue, just
above the glass block, fell yesterday
afternoon, and Charles Lindblad was
killed.
