STANLEY'S GKEAT BODK.

"In Darkest Africa; or. the Quest,
Rescue ami Retreat of Emm, Governor
of Equatoria." By Henry M. Stanley.
With 2steel portraits, 150 engravings
and 3 foldingmaps, in 2 volumes, octa-
vo,cloth. Price, $7.50; sold onlyby sub-
scription. Charles Scribner's Sons,pub-
lishers.

This is unquestionably the greatest of
Stanley's books, as the expedition
wich. itdescribes was by far the most
important of all his explorations.
Rarely has any book been awaited with
so wide-spread and eager an interest,
and it is safe to say that no modern
book willhave so many readers through-
out the world. Not merely hi the Unit-
ed Stales and England and allher Eng-
lish-speaking dependencies,bnt through-
out Germany, France, Italy, .Spain,
Portugal and other nationalities of Eu-
rope, and in Egypt and other civilized
portions ot Africa,it will \k> read with
intense and general interest.

Not even den. Grant's "Personal
Memoirs'" created so livelya curiosity,
for the story was already familiar to the
public in most of its details, and inter-
est centered in the personality of the
writer as shown in his frank and
straightforward telling of the story over
again. By reason of his heroic achieve-
ments, Stanley has become a personality
fullyas interesting to tiie world at large,
while the adventures, discoveries and
politicaland commercial results of his
last three years' researches in "Darkest
Africa," form a subject of unparalleled
livinginterest.
it is impossible within the limits of a.

review to do justice to the subject mat-
ter of the book, by any mere mention of
its varied features of extraordinary in-
terest. Itis a story replete with thrill-
ing adventures in pathless tropical for-
ests, among the strange tribes of dwarfs
and cannibals of the upper Congo, the
more sturdy and prosperous natives of
the mountain and late regions, aud the
fierce bands of freeboothig Arab slave-
raiders, whose very name is a
terror throughout all Central Africa.
It is a journal of scientific ex-
plorations, continued for three years
iv a march of6,000 miles across the Af-
rican continent from west to east, and
resulting indiscoveries of inestimable
value to commerce, and which will go
far to insure the speedy civilization of
this darkest part of the earth. It is,
again, a history of a semi-military cam-
paign, conducted by a civilian leader
with a, haudtnl of volunteer officers
and barbarian followers, against oppos-
ing tribes in overwhelming numbers.
They were defending their own lauds,
while Stanley's small force had few re-*
sources except those of the countries
traversed. It does not detract from the
skill of the leader that the expedition
was brought to a successful issue with
comparatively little loss of life in bat-
tles, and more by patient tact and
diplomacy than by sheer force of arms.
The book is stillmore than this, in that
itfurnishes a careful summary of the
progress toward civilization made by
Africa in the last fifty years, and a
trustworthy forecast by tha best in-
formed observer of the far greater pos-
sibilities of progress in the immediate
future.

Inan introductory chapter is given a
rapid and masterly account of the
Egyptian occupation of the Soudan and
the" resulting disasters, culminating in
the death of Gen. Gordon, and the be-
leaeuerment of bis last surviving lieu-
tenant, Emm, in the equatorial prov-
ince.

The reader must be referred to the
book itself for the full account of the
many forest tribes ofdwarfs and canui-
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bals, their dress, dwellings and customs
of peace and war; of the treasures of
this forest in the way of rare tropical
woods, gums and d\vs, including its in-
exhaustible supply of rubber trees, des-
tined apparently "to revolutionize tin1

rubber trade of the world:of the fertile
upland regions, peopled by heretofore
unknown ludo-Ethiopic races of men.
witha well developed agricultural ami
pastoral civilization; of Stanley's dis-
covery of the "Mountains ofthe Moon."
anciently known to the Greek poets and
historians and to the mediaeval Arab
geographers; but in all modern times
hitherto deemed mythical, and of the
manifold reasons for believing tliat
equatorial Africa, as a whole, is ripe
and waiting for enlightened Christian
civilization. As» the chief European na-
tions are now engaged in the partition
of the dark continent among them-
selves, every reader who would keep up
with the current discussions in the
newspapers and magazines can only in-
form himself thoroughly by reading
from beginning to end '*Iv Darkest Af-
rica," the latest and by far the most
valuable of allbooks of African explor-
ation.

As the only effective remedy against
the internal" slave trade, which fs now
more than ever before the curse of Cen-
tral Africa, Stanley suggests the exclu-
sion of gunpowder by au alliance of the
European powers.

The maps accompanying the volume
are an invaluable feature. Besides
many small sketch-maps, there are
three large folding-maps placed in pock-
ets at the end of each volume, includ-
ing one large-scale map of the Great
Forest region, and another showing the
entire route from the mouth of the
Coneo to Zanzibar, a distance of over
ti,ooo miles.

The twovolumes are richly illustrated
withengravings by skillfulartists from
original photographs and sketches by
Stanley and his officers, and are in
every way excellent examples of fine
bookmaking.

FRICTION IS EXPECTED.

The \ew Scale ofthe Miners to Go
Into Effect This Week.

Pittsbukg, Sept. 27.—Secretary Rob-
ert Watchorn, of the United Miners,
went East last evening. The new scale
in the central district of the state will
go into effect this week and he expects

there willbe some friction between the
operators and miners. He Jtlunks it
wise to be on hand to lend his assist-
ance in settling difficulties that may
arise. Mr. Watchern said: "This Las
been a fair year for miners. The output
of coal in Ohio was exceptionally large,
and Pennsylvania has done as well.
We expect to have a big strike
in Indiana and Illinois about
Nov. 1. When the Eastern
operators last spring granted the in-
crease of 7}tcents per tou^ it was on
condition that we made the Western
people come to the scratch also. When
navigation is open the Eastern operators
have tho call on the markets, but as
soon as itcloses the Western men are
ahead. The national executive board
will meet in Chicago the first
week in October to formulate our de-
mands which willbe made at once, if
they are not granted we willgive them
such a tussel as they have not had for
years. Of course, il would not be fair
to give the Western operators a handle
of iy.cents over their Eastern competi-
tors." _

A. Big Batch of Candidates Named by
Democrats, Republicans and

the Alliance.

Stillwater, Sept. 27.—The Demo-

cratic delegates from the district com-
posed of the Second and Third wards
met to-night and nominated William G.
Bronson Sr. as candidate for the legis-
lature. For the district comprising the
towns south of Stillwater the Demo-
cratic delegates met at Woodbury, and
nominated Ferdinand Dornfeldt, who
has already served in the legislature.
This completes the Democratic nomi-
nations, E. W. Durant being the third
candidate.

Albert Lea, Minn., Sept 2T.—The
result of the Republican caucuses in
this city gives T. V. Kuatvold, for state
senator, the First, his ownward, by two
to one. W. A. Morin won five of the
eight delegates inthe Second, his own
ward; and the Third is for Knat-
vold, giving him twelve sure, and prob-
ably fifteen ofthe nineteen delegates.
M.Halversen made no contest for city
delegates. Probably fifteen of the del-
egates are for A-G. Bruudin for treas-
urer against P. B.Fobes. The situa.-
tion seems to insure Knatvold's nomi-
nation Monday. lie is a leading mer-
chant and active Republican, and
strongly favors Senator Davis' re-ela-
tion.

Redwood Falls, Minn., Sept. 27.—
Democratic delegates from Brown and
Redwood counties, composing the Ninth
senatorial district met in Dunnington
hall to-day and nominated William E.
Baker as candidate for state senator
for this district. Democrats here are
highly pleased with the nomination.

Worthington, Minn., Sept. 27.—At
the Nobles county Democratic conven-
tion, held at Adrian, C. P. Shepard was
elected temporary chairman and J.
Manning secretary. Nineteen of the
seventy-two precincts were represent-
sented. After the appointment of the
usual committees a recess was taken.
After recess the temporary organization
was made permaneut and a fullcounty
ticket nominated. The resolutions
adopted by the state convention were
indorsed. Delegates were elected to
the senatorial and representative con-
ventions.

Luverne, Minn.. Sept. 27.—The Re-
publican county convention was held
this afternoon, and a full county ticket
was nominated. Rock county is strongly
Republican, but some of the party
nominees willsuffer ignominious defeat
next November.

Ada, Minn., Sept. 27.—The Repub-
lican county convention met here to-day
and put up a complete ticket.

Dakota, made the first political speech
of the campaign before the convention
to-day. His speech was a great orator-
ical effort, but contained nothing but a
torrent of abuse of the Democratic
party.
