An Immense Wall Being Built
Around Our Trade.

Bismarck, Oct. s.—The tendency of

the protective tariff, as advocated by the
Republican party, is to build up a great
wall around tbe United States which is
gradually shutting us in from the re-
mainder of the world, and fostering in
our midst an aristocracy of wealth which
willsurely lead to the serfdom. of the
people, if allowed to continue. For
many centuries the Chinese empire was
hermetically clased to the outside
world.

Her people became divided
into separate, iron-clad castes and
classes. The aristocracy became strong-
er aud richer; the people became poor-
er, more ignorant, more degraded, more
miserable, until to-day the lower classes
of that rich and wonderful empire are
the most loathsome and despised
creatures on the face of the globe.

The principle underlying the protect-
ive tariffIs essentially a selfish one. It
is a system which cultivates the belief
that we should have no merchant navy,
no foreign trade, no relations, whatso-
ever, with the rest of the world. And
the system has been quite successful in
bringing the country, to practicing its
dogmas. The bulk of our people use
very few commodities produced abroad,
and pay home manufacturers any."price
asked for the necessaries of life. :The

This applies even to the office of state
superintendent of public instruction. Mr.

"Inthe case of an election of a state school
superintendent at the general election, it
can be so arranged that the ladies would be
allowed to vote on school superintendent.
There can be a separate ballot box for the
women, and it will not be necessary for
them to exhibit their ballots."
