Whose
lash is the GroBe under?! Come, champion
the cause of the farmer by advoeating the
restoration of a portion of the enormous
sums swallowed up by railroads in earrying
his wheat to market. It is estimated that
$50,000 yearly is taken from the pockets of
the farmers of this county alone. more than
an equal and reasonable rate would amount
to. Compute the loss for Norman, Polk,
Otter Tail, Wilkin, Marshall, Kittson. Beeker.
Traverse, Grant and other western and
northern counties, and how stupendous is
the sum! But don't say anything about this
injustice. Hammer away at the tariff. Try
to make the farmer think that this is the
thief that takes his money. Show him that
he has to pay higher prices for his farm im-
plements, groceries, elothing, hardware,
tinware and dry goods than he did ten or
fifteen years ago, if you can. Make him
think that he ought to gec those suppiies
much cheaper, and would, it it were not for
the “robber” tariff. In fact pound it into
him every day. and il him up with every-
thing except the right thing, so that he can’t
think and can’t see for himself what is hurt-
ing him.—Moorhead News.

We print the above becaus2 it is a fair
sample of Republican argument. The
Moorhead News is Congressman CoM-
sTock’s home organ, and about the
brightest Republican paper in the state.
And yet balderdash is the best it can
use for argument in combating Demo-
eratic doctrine.

Tne News knows as well as we know
it that the Republican state adminis-
tration is responsible for the railroad
rates on transportation. The Repub-
lican governor appeints the railroad
commissioners, and they fix the rates.
The GLOBE is advoecating a change of
state administration Dbecause of our
desire to secure some benefits for the
farmers in this matter. The GLOBE
has been the consistent advocate of a
reduction of rates, but we have failed
to gain our point simply because
a Republican administration whieh
stands eheek by jowl with the railroads
has prevented it. Aud the way to
accomplish it is to turn the present
administration out and put a new one
in. 1If the News is with us on that
proposition, we will win the victory for
the farmers.

At the same time we do not propose
to be diverted from our eondemnation
of the robber tariff. That is an issue
which canuot be sidetracked. We

Now, a word with reference to the
personal allusion to ourselves. The
GLOBE is under no man’s lash, nor does
it wear a monopoly collar. We are
independent of all such influences as
control the average Repubiican paper.
The GLOBE is the champion of a cause
in which are enlisted all advocates of
pure government and economic admin-
istration. We are opposed to robbery,
whether it is in the form of railroad
extortion or a tarifi tax. And our mis-
sion is to persuade the people of the
Northwest to think as we think on this
subject.

THE COsT OF IT.

The objectof the tax on tin plate is to
enable parties who want to establish
tin plate factories in tbis country to
have possession of the home field, should
they ever materialize plants. It is not
exvected that, under the most favorable
conditions, they will be able to supply
the consuwmption in a less time than ten
years. 1In the meantime, says the St.
Paul Pioneer Press, which is a zealous
supporter of the men who passed the
McKixLEY bill, the consumers will
have paid. as a tax for the birth and
nourishment of this industrial infant,
from sixty to eighty million dollars. An
adept in figures has worked out the
problem, showing that, even if the Brit-
ish plants could be transferred to this
country In sufficient nmnber to make
all the plates needed in the Umited
States, the consumers of tin would save
$4,000,000 each #ear by having free tin,
and boarding at the finest hotels in the
land every man who could possibly be
employed in the production of tin. Atthe
end of the ten years, if tin plate factories
sufficient to suppiy the country should
be established, there would be no assur-
ance of any reduction in the price to
consumers. A *big trust would control
the production, and the continuance of
the present system in legislation would
insure them all the tariff wanted. The
stories sent out about tin plate plants
to spring up all over the country have
in most cases no basis but political im-
aginations. They are like many of the
fabulous lottery prizes; the reeipienis
do not materialize. But eight millions
tax each year is a little steep to con-
tract to pay before the industry has
struck a spade in the earth.

JUDGE MILLER'S SUCCESSOR.

The filling of a vacancy on the
supreme court bench is at any time a
matter of the greatest importance to the
people of the whole country. Itisno
vainglorious boast of ours that the 2su-
preme bench is the palladium of Amer-
ican liberty. That tribunal is the strong
bulwark against the assaults of centrai-
ization on the one side and of anarchism
on the other, and if it should fail to
resist the invasion of these two danger-
_ous enemies of popular government our
last constitutional prop would be re-
moved and the whole fabric of the re-
public wounld fall into ruins., Henee it
is of the utmost importance that the
man who is called to the high pesision
of a supreme court judge should bs
eminent both as a juristand asa patriet.

The appointment of a successor to the
late Justice MILLER isa matter in which
the people of the Northwest, including
Minnesota, feel a pecaliar interest, be-
cause the new judge is expeeted to
come from this section. Geographical
boundaries are usually econsidered in
the selection of supreme court judges,
and it is proper that it should be so.
There are local interests to be consid-
ered in the make-up of the ecourt which
necessitate a fair geographical distri-
bution of the judges. So it is under-
stood that the new appointee will be
taken from Judge MiLLER’S old ecireuir.

Among those now being most promi-
nently mentioned in conneetion with
the appointment are Attorney General
MirLkB, whose home is in Indiana, and
Senator WiLsoN, of Iowa. Mr. MILLER
is thought to have the inside track, be-
cause of his intimate relations with the
president. He was his former law
partner in Indianapolis, to which he
owes his elevation to the office of attor-
ney general more than to any reputa-

tion he had as lawyer, YWe have no
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doubt that Mr. MiLLER is a good man
and is a good friend to the president;
but these good gualities do not qualify
him fer the exalted station of s supreme
court judge. There is no occasion to
couvert the highest judicial tribunal of
the 1and into a pension serviee for the
beunefit of the personal friends of a presi-
dent, nor to make of it an asylum for
broken-down politicians. The objee-
tion to Senator WiLsoX’s appointment
is that he is more of a politician than a
lawyer. Besides, he is getting too eld
for active judicial service. Thereis more
appropriateness in the suggestion of
Secretary NoprLe’s name for the place,

| becanse ke is a man of good reputeasa

lawyer and has the physical vigor to
perform the onerous duties of the sta-
tion.

The name of Judge NEensox, of this
city, has been mentioned among the pes-
sibilities: but it is only a bare possibil-
ity that the appointment should fall his
way. Not that Judee NrLsoN does not
merit theappointment, for he is pre-emi-
nently fitted to adorn any judieial posi-
tion: but the HARRISON administratien
is too deep-seated in its partisanship to
bestow honors, however merited, on 2a
Democrat. If the late Gordon E. CoLE
had hved, it is not improbable that bhis
name would have been urged with some
show of suecess. But at this moment
we fail to reeall the name of another
Minnesota Republican lawyer whose
reputation and influence combinea
render it probable that Minnesota is to
be recognized in the appointment of a
sueeessor to Judge MILLER.

JOHNNY'S GUN. -

In this naturally favored part of the
country at this time of the year there is
usually mueh choice game to tempt the
boys 1n the country. The prairie poul-
try are very toothsome, and the obese
ducks and geese tarry by the waters as
they migrate to their winter resorts to
afford targets for those who would
gather them in. Farmers and their
boys naturally want to keep a few guns
on hand for this exercise or other emer-
gencies. They nearly always buy the
breech-loaders costing from $18to §25.
These are all mnported, as there are
none made in this eountry equal to them
in quality that can be sold at these
prices. ‘Thisis due to the fact that the
foreign artisans have acquired special
facility in that work from the training
of a lifetime. The lack of this skilled
labor can only be supplied by time.
Under the old duty there was an ad va-
lorem duty on all guns, but the Mc-
KiNLEY aet adds a speeitic duty, which
is 6 on all guus costing over $12. 1If
the farmer or his son has been paying
$18 for his breech-leader, he will now
have to pay §24. There is no more added
to the bighest-priced guns. The fort-
unate fellows who come out in the pri-
vate cars of railroad officials for a little
sport witk their $75 and $100 guns have
only this 6 additional to pay. In the
case of the farmer’s gun it is 83 per
cent, but on the #75 article it is about 8
per cent. The case is an illustration
of the general scope of the high tariff
poiicy as embodied in the Republican
tegislation. When 1its effects are traced
they will be found, as a rule, to fall
most heavily upon the people of small
means. The rich are prut::cted.

THAT CHEAP SUGAR.

The Republican persuasion finds its
saccharine element in the elaim that
the increased eost of living under the
taxation imposed by the new tariff will,
in a measure, find compensation in
cheaper sugar after the duty is re-
moved. This provision does not go into
effect until next sprine. It is to be
hoped that the anticipations of much-
needed compensation will not prove en-

tirely delusive; yet an analysis of tho"

provision of the law on this subject 1s'
not altogether encouraging as viewed
from the standpoint of the consumers.
Nearly all the sugar now ineommon
use is the white refined article. This is
not to come in free of duty. That would
reduced the price of this esseuntial to
the consumer, but it would make lively
competition for the sugar trust. It is
remembered to the extent of $10 a ton.
The free sugars are the raw articles
that the trust puts through 1ts refining
processes and makes eligible for the
culinary and domestie service. The
trust is released from the 70 per cent
tax it has been paying the government
on raw sugar, and given a bonus of $10
a ton on its refined article. The sugar
in the markets of the world must pay
this to come in competition. There
will probably be some cheapening of
reflued sugars, but the loss to the gov-
ernment on the raw article will be but
partiaily vetained in the pockets of the
consumers. “I'he trusts will still be the
chief beneficiaries. People may eat
coarse, raw-sugar, it is true, but that is
not the American style. They want
that fitted for table use, but ecan only
obtain it at the figures dictated by the
trust.
————————

ILiiNois has a school law very much hke
the Bexxerr act in Wisconsin. The plat-
forms of both parties promised the removal
of the most objectionable features, but the

COMING TO AMERICA. -

O’Brien and Dillon Reach the
¥renth Capital.

Pagpis, Oct. 16, — Messrs. William
O’ Brien aud John Dillon, who suceeeded
in evading the Irish police last week
with the intention of proceeding to
America to lay the cause of lreiand be-
fore the people of that country,and who
arrived at Cherbourg yesterday, reached
this eity this morning. In an interview
to-day Mr. Dillon said that, after the
yacht on which he and Mr. O’Brien
made their escape had been out two
days, the supply of illuminatiug oil ran
out, and, in consequence, it was impos-
sible to lizht the yacht’s lights. ‘This
made it dangerous sailing in sach z
crowded waterway as the channel,
and several times they narrowiy
escaped being run down by
passing " vessels, some of which
came perilously near the yacht. Mr.
O’Brien’s one objeet in refusing to face
his accusers to the end in Tipperary
was to keep his engagement to speak in
aid of the Irish cause in America. He
was confident that the ission to that
country w uld meet with success. The
Nationalist party was 1 perfect accord,
and Jreland had implicit confidenee in
Mr. Parnell. The death of Mr. Glad-
stone or the bankruptey of the National
league were the sole hopes of the ‘Fories
in their fight against the parliamentary
agitation for Irish home rule. Messrs,
Dillon and O’Brien will remain in Paris
for eight days, when they will proceed
to Havre, where they will take passage
for New Youk.

Mr. Dillon said he had nothing to con-
ceal regarding the wotives for the flight
ol himself and his colleague from Ire-
land. *“It is our wish,” he said, “to
submit the condition of Ireland, and ap-
peal on behalf of their unhappy breth-

ren, to the sevemn or eight mill-
fons of frish people in Amer-
ica. The Americans are greatly

interested in Ireland and we have no
doubt of the.political and financial sue-
cess of our mission. We need money
tor the struzgle against the landlords
and to assist the unhappy tenants who
are perishing from hunger and build
houses for the evieted families. The
government wanted to derive the suf-
ferers of these resources, and therefore
we did not hesitate to flee.”

THE WORM TURNS AT LAST.

Greek Churches in Turkey Or-
dered Closed to Snub the Porte.
CoNsTANTINOPLE,Oct. 16.—The Greek

patriarchate has ordered all the churehes

in Turkey under its jurisdietion to be
closed until further notice as a protesg
against the porte’s action toward the
church.

A Clever Girl Who Makes Pres-
ents to Princesses.

Miss Ada Beil, the flower painter of
London, has jumped with a bound from
obseurityto fashion. Her fortune is made.
Not long ago Miss Bell succeeded in get-
ting an order from the Princess of Wales
for a panel to be placed in a writing desk,
The design happily included the favor-
ite posy of the prineess, and when fin-
ished was sent to her with a tiny card
containing the compliments of the
artist, Woman are rarely as business-
like as this.

The founaation of the fan
is black lace of velvet pattern withen-
circling hearts, and the sticks of green
mothey-of-pearl shade oft to pink. 1In
this delicate background Miss Beil
used pealy tints of mauve, pink,
and green, procucing an effect
as exquisite as the Wafteau painting s
In the center of the fan appeared a
woodland scene showing a sleeping
nymph fanned by sporting cupids that
danced among white and purple vio-
lets. Springs of heartsease and mem-
ory-knots were scattered over the pearl
sticks, the outer top one containing a
miniature portrait of the late Emperor
Frederick set in a heart-shaped crystal.
This lovely bit of lace, pearl and paint
was sent to the empress, who dls-
patched her appeciation of the gift
and work through a live count, Just
before leaving Engiand the artist was
sent for and appeared at Buckingham
palace, when the empress attached her
autograph to a picture that Miss Bell
exhibited a year ago in honor of the
queen’s birthday., This painting has
since been sold for the benefit of the
children’s hospital at a sum several
pounds larger than the yearly earnings
of the young lady, But Miss Bell is the
raze.
