She Charms a Large and
Fashionable "Audience---
Her Reception.

A HMan Has Some Fun With
His rretty Type-
writer,

Which He Protests Was But
One of His Practical
2 Jokes.

The Incidents Which Combine
to Make Up the History
of a Day.

No person from the stage of the Grand
opera house has addressed a more re-
fined and fashionable audience than
that which last night greeted Mrs.
Frank Leslie when she delivered her
lecture upon the “Royal Leaders of So-
ciety.” Every seat in the lower por-
t on of the house and balcony was oceu-
pied; the toilets of many of the ladies
were elaborate, and the dress suits of
the gentlemen plentiful.  Desire to see
as much as to hear this dis-
tinguished and gified lady had
evidently been the incentive whieh
drew out the splendid audience. The
lecture, as mwight have becen antici-
pated, was but merely a charming talk
)y a charming woman, and had nothing
in it which would indieate much re-
search in the dusty volumes of history
It was a short skimming over of the ree-
ords of court life or the old ecountry,
lightened by a few bright sayings and
aneedotes. Mrs. Lestie is not an eloeu-
tionist, but nevertheless her eanuncia-
tion was remarkably clear, and her
grace and comuosure were adirable.
She seems to have but few mannerisms;
and throughout her address was thor-
oughly feminine and at all times Dlea:_'-
ing. She was attired in pink of a deli-
cate shade, and wore a magnificent
necklace of diamonds, while superb
solitaires glittered upon her ears and
hands. She introduced herself with
simply, “Ladies and gentlemen, 1 am
Mrs. Frank Leslie,” and then explained
that she could not bear to have a third
person come between herself and her
andience, She explained the purpose
of her Jecture tour by relating an anee-
dote of Lord Byron, who met
a- Bostonian - who had never seen
the Falis of Niagara. This illustrated
the need she had discovered when in
the old worid of knowing her own
country thoroughiy first, and she pro-
posed to learn of the great West and
its wmen and wonien,

Mrs. Leslie bezan with the court of
the emperor of Germany, which she
declared the dullest in ali Europe, and
be cause of the orders of the emperor
that nothing French shall be worn the
young empress is the most dowdily

dressed woman in the old world.
Henry V11, of England, Mrs.
Leclie  deciared, wus the first
royal social leader. From his
T i w0 cnae 0 Edcavetn there was no

society, Edwara VI and **Bloody Mary”
1Ot being of thao turn of mind.,  “Good
Queen Bess™ revived interest, and two
of her receptions have become histori-
eal, that which followed the massaere
of St. Bartholomew, and the other when
she danced like a giddy young thing in
her teens,  although _she was
past seventy, to refute a remark
of the king of Spain that she
was infirm.  Society reached its
height at the time of Louis XV. of
France, although no element of refine-
ment was wanting. Louis XVI keptup
the pace thav had been set too, George

‘T'he reception was held
in the main parlor, which was profusely
decorated with flowers, while the Danz
orchestra, stationed in an alcove, en-
livened the occasion with musie. Mrs.
Leslie was exceedingly cordial and
happy in her grectings, and all who met
ber were quite captivated.

A PRACTICAL JOKE

Which, However, Took a Serious
Tarn.

About 2 o’clock yesterday afternoon
the occupants of the third floor of the
Bank of Commerce were startled by a
suceession of screams, apparently com-
ing from Room 316, occupied by E. D.
Titus. grand secretary of tne Northern
Legion of Honor. A number of the per-
sons who occupy the otfices on the tloor
hastened to the room. The door was
locked, but one of them, Nathaniel
Etwell, climbed up and, looking over
the transom, he saw Titus, He
directed him to open the door. As
soon as the door was opened out
burst Mise Celestia Sauecier, Titus’
twenty-year-old typewriter, in a fit of
hysteria. She was taken to Mr. Eil-
well’s office and placed in charge of
Mrs. Ellwell, to whom it is reported she
told a story to the effeet that Titus had
taken improper liberties with her. In
proof of this she showed a portion of her
underclothing which was torn, showing
that something out of the way had been
done. It is also elaimed that Titus had
made improper proposals to her which
she resented, and in compelling her to
submit to them force had been used.
In trying to elude him she went to the
door and tried to open it, but it was
locked. She did not notice Titus lock
the door after she came in, and she
therefore thinks that he locked it after
he entered. The door has a bolt on the
inside—something that dees not appear
on any of the other doors in the bank
building. The door had alwavs been
kept closed, although Miss Saucier had
on several occasions asked him to leave
it open, as are the other offices, so that
she could see people passing through
the Lall. Titus objected to this on the
ground that he sometimes dictated in a
loud tone of voice and he did not care to
have other people know about his busi-
ness.

It is needless to say that the people
in the bank building were very much
wrought up over the oecurrence, for
Miss Sancier is a great favorite with
all who knew her, and some strong talk
about a rope was indulged it, but ne
violence was offered Titus, who was
allowed to slink away.

An unsuccessful attempt was made to
find Mr. Titus at his residence, but
about 10 0’clock last night a GLOBE re-
porter managed to secure an interview
with him. He treats the matter in the
lizht of a joke, and as for attempting to
ravish her, lie says that it was the last

thing he wonld think of. “Why.” said
he, growing tragie, ~'I would stake my
life on her chastity.”’§ =

Upon veing informed that it was his
side of the story that the reporter
wanted he unbosomed himself as fol-
lows: “I am a great hand to play prac-
tical jokes,” said he, ‘and frequently
have made enemies ot my best friends
by playing jokes upon them. I have
been doing the same with my type-
writer, and have frequently teased her.
Yesterday she did not come to the office
until afternoon, 1 was absent at the
time, but had laid out some work for
ner to do. When I returned after
lunch she was at work, but seemed
to be very nervous. Several times
she started to write a letter, but each
time she would erumple it up and throw
it into the waste basket. Finally, I toid
her that she had better go home—she
had been up all night with her mother,
who 1s ill—and she started after her
wraps. As she passed my chair I caught
her from behind, and attempted to pull
her over on my lap. She struggled
and commenced screaming, and, of
course, 1 let her go. She started for
the door, but could notopen it. 1 think

that she must have locked it her-
self, she was in such a nervous
condition. Her screams naturally

attracted the attention of the people
on the floor, and they demanded the
reason of the uproar. In the meantime
she had been taken in charge by Mrs,
Elwell. and 1 do not doubt but that she
said 1 had taken improper liberties with
her. In one sense of the word I had,
but not in the manner which seewms to
besupposed. | did not attempt to ravish
her.

He has been a resident of the city for a

number of years and bears an excellent

reputation.

SHORTS RUN TO COVER

The Demand for Wheat Act-
ive, and All Offerings
Readily Absorbed.

Prices, Under a Steady Press-
ure, Advance a Point
Above Saturday.

Corn and Oats Advance One
Point, Provisions Ruling
Firm and Higher.

Sales of Stocks for Foreign
Account Depress the New
York Market.

CHICAGO, Oct. 20.—There was an unusua
wheat market most of the session. 'There
was an advance of 1%kc during the forenoon,
without anything like a runaway market.
There was no seansational trading. There
was no great short interest to cover. There
was no startling news. The key to the whole
thing appeared to be light offerings, persist-
ent buying by Hutchinson, Linn and William
Dunn, helped by the visible supply report,
showing an inerease for the week of 800,000
bushels, against an increase of something
like 2,000,001 a year ago. MNext to havinga
short interest is to find the bulls all evened
up and waiting for something to come along.
This was the condition this morning, and the
efforts of the scalpers and bull houses to get
on board rerved nearly the same purpose as
a large short interest. There was little rain
in the Northwest, and the receipts at Minne-
apolis and Daluth were 1,057 cars. Minne-
apolis increased stocks by 59 1,000 bu. The
cables were eonflictiug. Private eable ad-
vices were generally more bullish than the
public cables.and on tiis the representatives
of foreign houses bought back the wheat sold
out on Saturday. Late in the day Duluth re-
peorted fifteen boat loads worked for export.
Receipts here were twenty cars over the es-
timate, at 103 cars. Nothing appeared
o cut much figure beyond the fact
that the market was strong, and those
who were without wheat hastened to
get some. December opened at $1.04,
touched 1.037, sold up to $1.0513, reacted
14c on liberal offering, and then went straight
to $1.05%2. There was a slow reaction to
$1.04%5 at 1 o’clock. May sold at $1.0514 to
$1.095 to $1.0x%8s. Half an hour betore the
close wheat was back to $1.0484 for Decem-
ber and $1.0835 for May. Later good buying
again set in, and the close was strong at
$1.05@1.05% for December and $1.09%
for May, or about 1c¢ net advance for the
day. On the curb puts on December wheat
sold at $1.041% and calls at $1.057%. Corn
opened rather quiet, butin a short time de-
veloped an ambition to climb, and’ the local
bulls gave hearty support. The longs were
very independent and shorts were a good
deal alarmed. Closing priees show a gain of
#@ise, - Oats joined in the general advance,
and closed 14@5kc higher. The visible sup-
ply, which showed a heavy increase. had no
effeet on the market. Hutchinson was 2
persisient buyer. The provision market was
active and strong at higher prices. The clos-
ing quotations show an improvement of 45@
50¢ in pork, 1215¢ in lard, and 10@17%e in
ribs. Outside orders to buy were numerous,
and the shorts covered actively.

The wiping out of the
entire surpius of the bank reserves again, as
shown by the statement of Saturday, once
more brings the monetary question before
Wall street as a subject for discussion and
uneasiness: and the cateflaiions of the
habitues of the street are again hinged
upon_the probability of easy money
or the reverse. It is estimated that
the expenditures of the government, taken
in conjunction with the issue of silver
certificates from this time on, will exceed
the amoun? of funds absorbed by the govern-
ment for customs anud revenue, but the
accusations of the locking up of
money for speculauve purposes by some
large interests are heard again, and the ab-
sorption of over $21,000,000 surplus in so
short a time, with no specuiation of moment,
is rather surprising. Itis assumed that any
improvemeni in the monetary situation
abroad will induce buying of American se-
curi ties whenever cur market givesany en-
couragement. Reporis were circulated also
that there was news in Lond.n of furtner
finaneial difficulties in South Ameriea, and
the selling in this market, apparently for
London account, was a most influential
factor in our market to-day. This se!ling
was ably seconded by the bear party
and the traders who were pronouncedly
bearish this morning. and the temper of the
market was, therefore, weaker, declining
throughout the day. From the action of the
bears, however, there is reason to suspect
the apparent weakness of the Londen mar-
ket aud the sales for foreign sccount. The
market was active only in spots, and these
sKols were where the greatest pressure of
short stocks was felt. The opening followed
London, which was lower for all American
slocks, and this market opened in sympathy
with the decline, ail stocks being from 15 to
35 per cent lower than Saturday’s closing
figures. Reliable advices from London of
late show that London is not inclined to take
the lead in making prices for Ameriean
stocks, but follows eclosely the American
market, and all the recent occurrences
where the reverse has been the case
have been caused by pressure from
this side. This morning’s market had much
that appearance. Prices here in the early
dealings clearly showed a tendency to con-
tinue the upward movement of Saturday, al-
though there was little actual strength shown
anywhere exregt in Chicago Gas and North
American, but the fact remains that in spiie
of the lower London - figures and the lower
opening fractional advanees were scored in
the first hour.
