His Recent Run-Away Visit to
St. Paul Explained at
Last.

Farco, N. D., Oct. 831.—There is a
letter in the St. Paul Pioneer Press, the
great monopoly organ of the Northwest,
whieh purports to have been written
from this city, being dated here, but
which your cortespondent has reasons
to believe was never written in nor sent
from this city. It is headed *The Wily
McKenzie,” and goes on at some length
to ubuse Mr. MeKenzie and a number
of otlier gentlemen in this state. ‘The
lain iutent of the article is to boom
i'ic'rve for senator, and positive in-
formation has reached here to the effect
that the letter was written by Picerce
himself, while he was in that eity on his
recent runaway trip there. Pierce got
scared at the senatorial prospeet in
the Red river valley, ana. without
saying a wora to anvbody, he
dodged off down to St. Paul, leaving bis
appointments here \‘;w;llll: He was to
have spoken at Hillsboro, Neehe, Grand
Forks ana other points, and was villed
and advertised to be there, but his
panie was so great that he ran off to St.
Paul without making any ¢xcuse or any
arrangement to fill’ his dates. He did
