'-mcd at the effects of the circu-
lar w.iich was designed to array the
Irish Catholics of Minnesota on the
side of Gov. Merriam in to-day's elec-
tion, the Republican stato committee
and its newspaper organs spent all day
yesterday inpublishing and circulating
denials and explanations that failed
either to deny or explain. The wave of
popular indignation ran high, and even
the brazen evening organ of the gov-
ernor was astounded at the results of
its own iniquity. The more the organs
and managers squirmed and wiggled,
however, the deeper they sunk in the
mire of infamy that willIn the space of
a few short hours overwhelm tin-in.

The fact remains that neither the
Dispatch Printing company or Gov.
Merriam have denied that the out-
rageous circular mentioned was printed
In the office of the former and the ex-
pense of its printing and distribution
was charged directly to Gov. Merriam.
This accusation, although made two
days ago, has not been refuted or even
denied by either of the two culprits, for
Gov. Merriam is as much to blame as
the company which did the dirty job
an-

receive-' its pay for it.

The b uff was called.
Iuuei tue mailing of "the bluff

called" the personal organ of Gov.
Merriam yesterday morning, offered a
reward of 125,000 for evidence proving
conclusively that the Republican state
committee cither individually or as a
body knew anything about the anti-
Catholic circular. 'Ibis fell under the
eye of Hon. M. Doran, who at once
wrote the following letter to Tains
Bixby, of the Republican state com-
mittee :

That is,Mr.lioran offered loprove the
charge that the Republican state com-
mittee knew of this circular, and was a
party to it, under the penalty of for-
feiting •f'25,000. Now the average citi-
zen would have supposed that this prop-
osition of Mr.Doran's would have been
accepted only too quickly by the Re-
publican state committee, and espe-
cially so inview of the following offer
which was printed so conspicuously in
the Pioneer Press yesterday morning:
Ifany person can produce evidence proving

conclusively that the Republican state central
committee, either individually or as a body,
were aware that sucn a circular was printed
before the fact was announced by Chairman
William M. Campbell, of the Democratic
-stale central committee, or that tho Repub-
lican state central committee or any of its
officers or assistants aided inthe circulation

Inbehalf of the committee Idesire to state ;
that we are not making any wagers, and
have not during this campaign issued any
circular orletter from these headquarters of
which we are ashamed. Permit me to assure
you, as well ,as the public, that this cam-
paign, upon our Bide, has been conducted in
a dignified, honorable . and high-mlnaed
manner, and nounfair orunjust means have
been used to secure the defeat of our oppo-
nents.

Four Tickets in the Field in
Michigan, and the State

Uncertain. CT

Chicago, Nov. 3.—The chief feature
of the campaign ivIllinois is the con-
test which ex-Gov. John M. Palmer is
waging before the people for the United
States senatorship. the only state officers
to be elected this year being a treasurer
and superintendent of public instruc-
tion. Early in the year Gen. Palmer
advanced the doctrine that a United
States senator should be rather selected
by the people of the state than by a leg-
islative caucus of the party in power,
and this doctrine found such ready con-
currence among the rank and file of Illi-
nois Democracy that the state conven-
tion inJune nominated Mr.Palmer as
the Democratic candidate for United
States senator next winter, and request-
ed him to make a personal canvass for
the election of a Democratic legislature.
In the personal popularity of their
leader the Democrats base their strong-
est hopes for success in a state that
usually gives 20,000 plurality for theRepublican ticket. The Republicans
are confident of continued control
of the general assembly, and the
coincidence of two-thirds of the hold-
over senators being Republicans
adds largely to the confidence. But in
a state where the system of minority
representation prevails there are nat-
urally so many doubtful districts it is
impossible to predict what general re-
sult the political eccentricities of locali-
ties may bring forth. The strength of
the agrarian organizations, the Farmers'
Mutual Benefit association and the
Farmers' Alliance, is confined princi-
pally toCentral and Southern Illinois—
the Democratic section of the state—
and while that party hopes to reap much
advantage from local fusions with tlio
Farmers' Mutual -"Benefit association,
they are equally hampered in other lo-
calities by the farmers having made in-
dependent legislative nominations
which have been indorsed by the Re-
publicans. There has been somj agita-
tation of the compulsory scuool law-
enacted by the last" legislature, but as
both parties have agreed toa modifica-
tion of a certain objectionable pro-
vision, it has not assumed the impor-
tance which ithas in the neighboring
state of Wisconsin. The great issue in
Illinoishas been the tariff, and it has
been fearlessly met and honestly fought
by both parties in every precinct in the
state. The Illinois representation in
congress is . composed . of thir-
teen Republicans and seven Demo-
crats. There are three districts of
the .state, Forman's, Fithian's and
Post's, which may be classed as doubt-
ful,but the political advantages appear
to be so nearly equal that it is possible
the next congress may find no cnange
in the Illinois representation. Tlie
Democrats are making an unusually
active fight against Cannon in the dis-
trict, and the indorsement of their can-
didate by the F. M.B. A. and the hos-
tilityof several Republican papers of
the district to Cannon, give them hopes
of defeating the chairman of the com-
mittee on appropriations. Cannon is
confident, but is confining his political
efforts this year to his own district.
Hon. A.M.Jones, chairman of the Re-
publican state central committee, said
to-night: "The Republicans willcany
the state ticket and elect a majority of
the legislature on joint ballot. -We will
hold our own on members of congress,
and probably gain one by defeating
either Forman or Fithian." At the
headquarters of the Democratic state
central committee the broadest claims
were made, some members insisting
that the Democrats would carry the
state ticket, elect a majority of thelegislature and gain three congressmen
from Republican districts.

MUCH MIXEDIX KAXSAS.

Farmers and Kcsubmissionists
Cut a Large Figure.

Kansas City,Mo.,Nov. 3.—Kansas
has become historical as a state of sud-
den political movements, and the ques-
tion which is agitating its population
this fall is whether the Farmers' Al-
liance, the Republican party, the Demo-
cratic. Resubmission party, or a com-
bination of either two. is to assume
political control after Tuesday's elec-
tion. There are to be elected a governor
and fulllist ofstate officers, seven con-
gressmen and a legislature that will
choose a successor to Senator Ingalls In
the United States senate. The Farmers'
Alliance and the Resubmission parties
have both come into prominence within
the last eight months. The former
party is well organized and aggres-
sive with an 1 enrollment of 130,000
members, and acknowledges its pres-
ent chief ambition to be the
retirement of John J. Ingalls from the
United States senate. The Resubmis-
sion party is a combination of hitherto
heterogeneous elements, whose basis of
union is opposition toprohibition. Its
recruits are from both the Democraticand Republican parties, and its shib-
boleth the repeal of the prohibitory law.
The Republican Rcsubmissiomsts are
those who have left their old party be-
cause of the fact that the national Re-
publican party and the Kansas Repub-
lican party are at variance on the liquor
law. The Resubmission and Demo-
cratic parties have fused in their nomi-
nation of a state ticket, declaring that
the people of the state should have an
opportunity for an expression upon the
question. Thus there are three full
state tickets in the field—the Re-
publican,

'
the '_ Farmers' Alliance

and the Democratic-Rcsubmission.
Each will poll an immense vote, and
the successful party, which ever itmay
be, will probably have a plurality of
less than 15,000. The Farmers' Alliance
andthcDemocratic-Rcsubmission parties
are generally opposed to the re-election
ofSenator Ingalls. The great Kansas
senator has become the paramount issue
in his state, and party principles have
sunk into insignificance withmany of
the voters. Ingalls has made an active
campaign and laughs at the possibility
of Republican defeat. The congressional
fight is somewhat lost from:sight in the
prominence of state issues.

The Re-

publican- claim" the entire seven con-gressmen from Kansas, but the Demo-
crats express hopes of :electing two or
three in the strongest Alliancedistricts.

POUR TICKETS INTHE FIELD.

"Wolverines Give Themselves
Plenty ofLeeway.

Detroit, Mich., Nov. 3.—ln Mlchl-
cam a governor and full state ticket,
eleven congressmen and a legislature j
are to be chosen at to-morrow's election.
Michigan is a state of fusion tickets,but
this year there has been a departure
from the usual tactics, and no less!
than four full state tickets are in the
field— the Republican, the Democratic,
the Industrial and the Prohibition. Hon.
James M. Turner is tlie Republican
candidate for governor, and Hon. E. B.
Winans is the Democratic candidate.
Ttio Democrats have made an agress-
ivo fight against Turner, and will
probably reduce considerably the
usual Republican plurality on the
head of the ticket. The Industrial
party is a combination of what'would
be inother states the Union Labor and
Fanners' Alliance, but its Independent
course in nominating a full state ticket
prevents it from doing- other than re-
ducing somewhat the vote of the two
predominant parties. Considerable in-
terest centers in tne congressional con-
tests in close districts. Congressman
Burrows, of the Kalamazoo district, is
this year opposed by his old Democratic
competitor, ex-Congressman Yaple. who"
once defeated Burrows in this district.
Both parties are hopeful, but Burrows
will probably be re-elected. 7 'lit.
the Grand Rapids district, one of
the doubtful districts of the state, Capt.
C. VV. Watkins is the Republican can-
didate and t-x-Cunarressman M. H.Ford
the Democratic candidate. Both men
are personally popular and in this dis-
trict of whimsical uolitical elements the
result is hard to predict. Inthe Sev-
enth district, the Republicans hope to
gain a congressman by defeating Con-
greeman Whiting, who has been re-
nominated by the Democrats, but the
Democrats are just as hopeful that they-
will*not only hold this district, but gain
a congressman in the Tenth district,
which tne Republicane only carried by

HOPE TO WIN AGAIN.

Hawkej-e Democrats Expect to
Repeat Their Victory of Last
Year. 7.7 7
Dcs Moines, 10., Nov. B.—The pe-

culiar political complications which en-!
abled the Democrats to elect a governor:
in lowa fast tall, for the first time in a
quarter ofa century, makes this state;
tiie object of peculiar interest at this'
time. The state officers ..to be elected'
are: Secretary of state, treasurer, au-
ditor, judge of the supreme court and
railroad commissioner. Ordinarily, the-
State of lowa gives a plurality of about
30,000 for the Republican ticket, so that
the Republicans have the greatest con-
fidence in their ability to elect their
state ticket this fall, when there are so
many candidates, state and congres-
sional, in the field that a full vote may
be expected. The Democrats, however, ,
appear by. no means without hope of
repeating the victory of last fall, and :
are straining every effort to elect their
state ticket. The Farmers' Alliance is?
not particularly strong in lowa, but the
prohibition question is always

-
a

glowing, issue. The situation in
lowa may be summarized by saying
that the fight which overshadows all
else is the struggle in the doubtful con-
gressional districts of the state, and so
many elements enter into these con-
tests that the oldest politicians are re-
fraining from positive predictions. In
this state, which furnishes eleven mem-
bers of the national house of represent-
atives, there are no less than six dis-
tricts alleged by either of- the parties to
be doubtful, lv the First district Con-
gressman Gear is a candidate for re-election, but the fact that his district is
close, and last fall gave over 2,000 ma-
jority for the Democratic governor.-
causes the Democrats to make broad
claims for tlieir candidate. Inthe Third
district .Congressman . Henderson has

'

been renominated for his fifthterm by.
the Republicans, and will probably be?
re-elected. The F.fth district, where
both parties have nominated new men,
is also close, wiih everything,, de-
pending .on the. way . the farm-
ers and the Prohibitionists vote..
The district most familiar to the neople
of the iiHtionat large is the Sixth—the
scene of the old-time political battles of
Gen. James B. Weaver. .This gentle-
man is not a candidate this year, and-
Congressman Lacey, whom the Repub-
licans have renominated, is making
strenuous efforts to succeed himself. In
addition to . tlie Democratic candidate,
the Prohibition and Union Labor par-
ties have also candidates iiithe field,
and no one can predict the result, al-
though the indications are probably
favorable to Lacey. Congressman Flick
has been renominated in the Eighth dis-
trict, and his Democratic competitor is
ex-Congressman . Anderson, whom he
defeated two y*-ars ago. The result is
as uncertain now as it was then. TheNinth, or Council duffs district, is also
claimed by the .Democrats to be close,

The Latter's Charges of Cen-
sus Frauds Indignantly

Repudiated.

Police Enumeration of New
York Viewed With Grave

Noble to-day addressed the following
communication to Gov. Hill in reply to
his recent letter urging a recount of the
city of New York:

Sir: Your communication of the 31st ult.
was dulyreceived. There has already been
delivered to me a letter from the city ofNew-
York on the same subject— the claim of that
city toa recount of its population by the
United States census authorities. While you
have added the weit:In of the governors
odice to the complaint, you have tailed to
add to those already presented by the mayor
a single suggesiioi' of the slightest value. It
was wholly unnecessary for you to remind
me of the provisions of the constitution of
the United btates relating to enumeration
and apportionment ofrepresentatives or tne
electoral college, or the provision of the
census law allowing amendments and re-
counts.

'
Allof this was very familiar law to

me, and your quotation of ilmight have
teen copied from my last opinion delivered
to Mayor Grant, and which you state youhad
read in the newspapers. Neither didIneed
any exhortation upon the subject of fair ap-
portionments, as an equal apportionment'
throughout the United States and the perfect
freedom and equality of the individual elector
is a reform to whichIhave ghen myearnest
support, and which is worthy that of every
publicofficer and every

-
individual citizen.

IId you read the correspondence with the
mayor, whose immediate concern this bus-
iness has been, you wouldhave found your
topic already exhausted. Such apportion-.
ment you may, however, be reminded, would
certainly aud permanently promote the suc-
cess of the party to which, you incorrectly
say, all the enumerators of tho city of New-
Yorki.elong. Itis much to be regretted that
ina letter to me, when acting upon a purely
officialmatter, you. as governor, should speak

Union Pacific Officials Issue a

Blundering Circular.
Chicago, Nov. 3.—lt Is announced

to-day that the circular Issued Saturday
:by the Union Pacific, excludingall lines
east of the Missouri river except the
Chicago &Northwestern from partici-
pation in joint billingarrangements,
with that road, was a mistake. .The cir-
cular bore the signature ofA.S. Vanku-
ran, the freight auditor of the company,
and stated explicitly that the withdraw-
al of the joint tariffs on through busi-
ness would apply to all lines connecting
with the Union Pacific at Kansas City,
St. Joseph. Omaha and Sioux City, ex-
cepting only the Chicago &Northwest-
ern and the Chicago, St. Paul, Minne-
apolis & Omaha. A traffic official of
the Union Pacific was in this city to-
day, explaining to the managers of the
Southwestern and Sioux Cityroads that
the circular had been issued under amis-
apprehension and did not mean what it
said. Itwas not the inteniion to dis-
continue pro rating arrangements with
any of the roads except those compet-
ing with the Chicago & Northwestern
at Council Bluffs and Omaha. Who is
responsible for the blunder does not
appear, but an amended notice has al-
ready been issued to the agents of tho
Union Pacific Instructing them to con-
tinue billing freight on the present
basis of divisions by way of Kansas
City, St. Joseph and Sioux City. Thesituation, therefore, remains unchanged
at those gateways, and the onlyrupture
is between the Union Pacific, on oneside, and the Burlington, the Rock
Island and the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul on the other.
