All the In-
dians on Fond du Laec reservation were
voted as Capt. Allen’s tools, and Indian
Farmer Stack forced all the Indians to
vote the ticket given them by Allen’s
foreman, A. Gowan, aided by all the
strikers of Allen. A gravel train only
in the precinet five days was voted in
spite of legal objections. I'wo hundred
more votes were polled than were on
the registration list. It was the most
damnable outrage ever pcrputrutcd on
the people of Minnesota, These men
were bulldozed and marched to the
polis like cattle. The Indians were fur-
nished whisky till they were too drunk
to see and then forced to vote by Farmer
Stack and Allen’sthugs. 'This’is a case
for the United States marshals to in-
vestigate. The whole precinet should
be thrown out, as nothing like it
for fraud and gross intimidation of
voters was ever seen in the state, Capt.
Allen must be proud of hisrecord. Also,
at Cromuell all the Indians were voted.
and whisky was free, Marshal Dane-
hower should get his men up here and
make arrests of the whole gang. The
state Democratic central committee
should go to work and assist the local
Democrats to purge this Augean state.
