The GLoBE's returns from the coun-
ties of Minnesota show that the race for
governor is neck and neck. Neverin

the history of the state have the returns |

come in so nearly even. The hot finish
iu 1886 between Ames and MeGill, when
theresult hung in the balance for sev-
eral days, was not nearly so close asis
indicated by the returns printed
in another column and summarized be-
low. The Alliance vote ran beyond all
expectation, and the scratching was
simply tremendous, the consequence
being that the vote is transmitted
very slowly to county seats, where
the full county vote is made up. Tho
GLoBeE has reliable returns from
sixty-three  of the seventy-nine
counties of the state, which give
Judge Wilson a plurality of
2,683, Scattering  returns  from
the sixteen missing counties indicate
that their vote will vary but little from
the vote of 1888, and that vote is accord-
ingly used to supply the deficieney.
The sixteen counties in 1888 gave Mer-
riam a net majority of 1,925, which
would leave Judge Wilson a winner by
the meager plurality of 758. The fig-
ures by counties, using only majorities
are as follows:

The counties marked with an asterisk
have not sent in their complete vote.and
are made up with the best estimates
obtainable. The official returns may
make a decided difference either way;
therefore, the only safe course is to eall
the result in doubt.

The Republican state committee Is in
a quandary over the result. One mo-
ment it would concede Merrlam’s elec-
tion and the next would hold backin
doubt. Gov. Merriam himself was dis-
posed to give up the fight, and nis
friends generally were of the same
mind, but it was finally agreed on all

hands to call the result in doubt and
await the figures.

1t is believed that the inroads made
! by the Alliance vote in both Repub-
i lican and Democratic strength, cut
largely at the head, and that therefore
| both Wilson and Merriam ran behind
the fuil ticket. This view leads many

Democrats to claim the’ election
of their entire  state ticket.
It is certain that Adolph

| Biermann has been elected auditor by
{ 95,000, and it is reasonably sure that A,
T. Lindholm, for secre.ary of state, is
elected. The remainder of both tickets
are in doubt, and the official returns
must be patiently awaited in their cases.
