Tongue River Agency.

Cheyenne Agency, Tongue River,
Mont., Nov. The Northern Cheyenne
commission arrived at this agency yes-
terday, coming overland from Fort
Keogh. They traveled with great ra-
pidity. Sixty-live miles was covered in
nine hours. Gen. Miles rode the entire
distance. The escort of Lieut. Casey's
Cheyenne scouts following with great
difficulty. The con.erence on the lirst
and second instants was held nt the
agency, the scene of the light Gen.
Miles had with these Indians thirteen
years ago, which resulted in tlio death
of the surrendered titles shortly after.
His influence over this tribe is very
strong, and they seem very fond of him.
Itis confidently believed that these In-
dians willquietly submit to the recom-
mendation of the commission, which
leaves this afternoon for the Crow
Agency to consult, with the Crows for
the purchase of part of their reserva-
tion should it be desired to remove the
Cheyeunes there.
