BULLETS FOR A ROUE.

A Wronged Husband Shoots
and Mortally Wounds a
Cattle King.

Crazed by Religion a Mother
Commits Murder and At-
tempts Suicide.

Cold Lead Cuts Short the
Career of a Florida
Desperado.

After Years of Anxiety an
Alleged Murder Escapes
the Gallows.

KAxsAs Citry, Mo., Nov. 6.—D. A.
Greever, the well known cattle dealer of
this city, was shot and fatally wounded
by Cnarles Cliflord, a New York travel-
Ing salesman, at the Hotel Anlirews.
Greever had paid considerable atten-
tion to Mrs, Clifford, and her husband
suspected that their relations were not
entirely innocent. He absented hiw-
self from his apartments this afternogn
to give Greever an opportunity to call
upon Mrs. Clifford. He secreted him-
self across the street and saw Greever
enter the hotel, and after waiting a few
moments he proceeded to s apart-
ments and tried the door. It was
locked. He crawled out of the hall
window onto a balcony and pro-
ceeded by it to his bedroom window,
which he entered. He tried the door
leading into his parlor, and that was
also locked. He heard a scuffle and be-
seeching cries from his wife, and then
heard the key turned in the door. He
burst into the room and demanded an
explanation. Nrs. Clifford explained
that Greever had made insulting propo-
sitlons to her and that she was strug-
gling to free herself from his embrace
when her husband appeared. Clifford
thereupon drew bis revolver and shot
Greever four times in the left side.
Greever was taken to his home. He
will die. He is wealthy and will leave
an estate valued at a quarter ot a million.
He moved his business here a year ago
from Medicine Lodge, Kas. Clifford
was arrested.  Deputy Coroner Collins
took Greever’s ante-mortem statement,
as follows: "

1 went up to the Hotel Andrews and called
for Mrs. Ball, the proprietor, with the inten-
tion of paying my ';)l.\urd bill. Just before go-
ing, 1 ordered the liveryman to hitch up my
team to the bugey. The liveryman is across
the street. 1 said that I would be back in five
nunutes.  When 1 went up, 1 calied for Mrs,
Ball. She was gone, and Mrs, Clifford was
there and.asked me into her bedruom, sa{mz
that she would get Mrs. Ball. she talked
with me there for o few minutes, when I said
that my time was up, and I would have to ge.
Justas I arose to go, Clifford jumped in
through an open window and said: 3

**I'brow up your hands,’ with a vile epithet.

said,

I will not throw up my hands under
such ecircumstauces,” and started to waik out
of the aoor. .

Mr, Clifford shot me in the back, the first
shot taking effect. He fired four shots after-
wards, but they all missed me.

Subsequently, to a reporter, G.reeve,r
said he thought the scheme of Clifford’s
was to blackmail him. He said if he
had had a revolver it would never have
happened.

THREE THROATS CUT.

Awful Crime ot a Mother Crazed
by Religion.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 5.—One of the
most horrible crimes which has been
committed in Philadelphia for many
vears was perpetrated early this morn-
ing in West Philadelphia. A mother,
undoubtedly erazy on- religion, Killed
one of her children, attempted to mur-
der another, and then triea to end her
own life. Joseph Lamprecht and his
wife, Barbara, had seven children,
ranging in age from six months to
eight years. The husbard and father
is in the employ of the Philadelphia
Traction company. This morning Mrs.
Lampreeht called her husband to break-
fast about 5 o’clock, and after he had
finished the meal he started for his work,
He had barely left his home when his
wife caught up a large butcher kunife,
and, brandishing it over her head. ran.
from one room to another, muttering in-
coherently and declaring that she
wanted to go to heaven. Mary, her
six-year-old daughter, had come down
stairs to bid her father good-bye, and
she was the first of tae children whom
the crazy mother saw. Catching the
litile one up in her arms she foreed the
cnild’s head back and then deliberately
drew the knifeacross her throat. ‘Then
she dropped the little one to the tloor
and made ber way to che room occupied
by herself and husband, and in which
her’ six-months-old babe was lying
asleep in the bed. She drew the knife
across the intant’s throat and then
called to the neighbors for assistance.
When they arrived the babe was dead
and the mother lay beside it with a gap-
ing wound in her throat. ‘I'he mother
and Mary were taken to the hospital
and both may die.

DIED WITH HIS BOOTS ON.

Ex-Mayor Cottrell, the Terror of
Cedar Keys, Shot Dead.

MoNTGOMERY. Ala.,, Nov. 6.—At 11
o’clock this morning Chief of Police A.
S. Gerald shot and instantly Killed
William W. Cottrell, of Cedars Keys,
Fia. The shooting occurred in - front
of the office of the chief of po-
lice. Cottrell was shot twice with a
double-barreled skotgun, one load tak-
ing effect in his body and the other
through the tace, entering on the left
cheek and passing out through the eye,
tearing the eyeball out. Cottrell had
been in the city several days and was'
drinking. Last night he was arrested
on the charge of being drunk and dis-
orderly. He was afterwards released,
but left police headquarters indignant
and vowing vengeance against the po-
lice, and particularly Gerald. Ger-
ald’s friends went to him this
morning and told him Cottrell was
looking for him, and cautioned him not
togoon the streets, as they feared a
meeting between the two. Gerald re-
mained in his office, and some time duy-
Ing the morning received a challenge
from Cottrell to fight a duel. The chief-
paid no attention to_the challenge, but
remained at the office till Cottrell, ac-
companied by a friend, rode up to police
headquarters at 11 o’cloe , when
the shooting occurred. A crowd
soon gathered around his form as
it 1ay in front of the police office.
His feet and body lay upon the
sidewalk, while his head and shoulders
lay upon the platform of the city scales,
The first shot passed through ‘his body
and the second through the face, either ]
of which would have pioved fatal. He
was still gasping when the crowds be-1
gau gathering, His right hand pocket
was turned half outside, indleating that
he had his hand in his pocket when he
approached the chief of police. %
}fﬂd-headed cane lay by his eije”
gasped for ten OF Zereel miy-

utes after he was shot. Chief

Gerald, soon after the shooting, entered

his office, and passing out of the rear
door, got ina buggy and was driven to
the sheriff’s office, where he gave him-
seif up, A coroner’s jury of inquest
was impaneled to investigate the kill-
Ing, and gave a verdict mm accordance
with the above facts. Cottrell was prob-
ably one of the widest known men in
the country. He created a sensation
about twelve months agoat Cedar Keys,
Fla.,, by terrorizing custom house
officials and the citizens of that place.
He was a member of one of the best
families in Alabama, and when sober
was regarded as an exeellent citizen,
but when under the influence of drink
was reckless and desperate, He was
married eight months azo to a danghter
of Congressman Henderson, of North
Carolina. Capt. A. S. Gerald, his slayer,
Is one of the best known men in this
city, where he has practically spent all
of his life. He has been ehief of police
of Montgomery for the past ten or
twelve years,

SAVED FROM THE GALLOWS.
An Alleged Murderer Granted an
Unconditional Pardon.

Torera, Kan.,, Nov. 6.—Gov. Hum-
phrey to-day signed the pardon of Will-
iam Baldwin, of Atchison, Kan., who
was convicted Jan. 11, 1886, of murder
in the first degree, and seuntenced 1o be
hanged. Sinee that time he has been
an inmate of the state prison at Leaven-
worth, his deathh warrant never having
been  signed by the governor. The
crime of which Baldwin was convicted
was the murder of hissister. His father,
who was nearly a millionaire, died and
left his fortune to his widow, son
and  daughter. Young Baldwin
was much dissatisried with his
share of the estate, and a short time
afterwards his sister died from the ef-
feets of chloroftim under peculiar eir-
cumstances. Her vrother was arrested,
charged with administering the fatal
drug, and convicted on purely circum-
stantial evidence. The state board of
pardons has been investigating Bald-
win’s case for the pastthree months,
aud recommended that the governor
grant him an unconditional pardon, As
the governor was signing Baldwin’s
Fardou he received a telezram announc-
ng the death of Baldwin’s young son.
The technicalities of the pardon will be
hastened so that the father may attend
the funeral. Baldwin’s wife has been
very faithtul to him from the first, and

aid him regular visits at the prison.
Neither she nor his mother have ever
believed in his guilt.

TRUCKEE IN A BLAZE.

Fire Cuts a Wide Swath Through
a California Town.

TRUCKEE, Cal., Nov. 6.—A most dis-
astrous fire broke out here shortly after
midnight, and as the wind was blowing
a hurricane the flames were soon beyond
all control. The fire was started in the
rear of Stoll’s brewery by an incendiary,
A man was seen running away from
that place soon after the flames broke
out. The brewery and half a dozen other
buildings were soon burning, and the
fire was momentarily eatching on the
roofs and porclies of the other houses a
block distant. The eitizens fought the
“flames with great determination and
the fire train arrived from Summit
and gave assistance, but their efforts
were of no avail. East Main street
was soon in ashes, and all the frame
buildings on Front street were burning.
Nearly forty buildings.ineluding the en-
tire business vortion of the town, had
been destroyed by 2 o’clock this morn-
ing, and the residence portion also
seemed doomed. A light snow was
falling, but it had no effect on the
flames. Last Chance saloon, Richard-
son Bros’. office, Moody’s stable, Stoll’s
brewery, Humphrey’s buteher shop,
Truckee Lumber company’s store, the
jait and the Red Light saloon are among
the places burned. The wind shifted
about 3 o’clock this morning, and the
fire, which threatened to completely
wipe out the town of Truckee, seemed
to be under control. All the buildings
east of Hurd’s hall will probably be
saved. Thne losses, as far as known,
aggregate $110,000; the insurance is
about $20,000.

Noble this cvening replied to Mayer
Grant’s last application for a reeount of
the population of New York city, and
for the second time refuses io allow the
recount. He quotes the mayor’s last aps
plication for a recount, and says:

There are gome excuses presented by the
mayor ‘why the papers are sent on ip tha
shape that they are that render it notiuaps
propriate to uotice that the first annennee’
ment of the United states census at 1,513,
501. on the rough count, was made as early
as July 185 last, and was then widely puba
lished. while the police count did not begin
until Sept. 29 last, Thus seventy days were
allowed to elapse before steps were taken to
correct the United States census, if deemed
incorrect. and it is not thought rhat any
haste that may now be required is 1o ba
charged agaiust the census bureau. i

He could bave avoided it, the seere-
tary says, by an earlier start. The state<
ment made in the present applieation,
the secretary says, that it was not the
intention of the mayor in calllng atten.
tion to the enumeration made by tha
_police force of New York, to rest the
case of the city with the proofs already
in the possession of the census burean,
is inconsistent with his action in appeals
ing from the superintendent to the
secretary. The superintéendent in his
reply to the mayor’s applieation, ha
stated that the demand was without th
snpport of and facts officially known
to the census office, any that a easa
presented in due form would be decied
on itsmerits. If, the secretary asks, it
was uot the intention of the applicant
to rest his case no proofs already in
the possession of the censns bureau, why
did he refuse to present additiona) proofs
and to make acase f he could? Why
did he turn away from the eensus office
and make a demand upon the secretary
without, even then, making a single
additional assertion of faet, but still in-
sisting that a representative of the een-
sus- office had supervised the pelice
count and had made daily returns to
that office and thercon only demand an
order by the secretary on the svperiny
tendent 6 proeced? Why - did he re-
main in this attitude until the O?Eniim
by the secretary was delivered if he did
not rest his case upon that which he
maintained was in the census burean
and which hie insisted was sufficient?
Certainly these acts indicated most
strongly both an intention and a fixed
determination to foree upon the report
the count of the police by the assertion
that it was taken under  United States
supervisicn and that the resulft was
therefore absolutely binding. Mayor
Grant, he says, selected to suif himself &
out of 947 enumeration distrizts in New
York, and proposed that the ease
should be disposed of on an investiga-
tion of the books relating to these. But
at the same time he says these enamer-
ation books do not include all the popu-
lation that was returned to him by the
police enumerators. To have had pos-
session of these acknowledged imper-
fect records, to have compared them
with the schedules of the Umted States
enumerators in his own department
under the law that authorizes eopies
only to be furnished municipalities for
inspection: to have civen him entire
freedom of action in the premises with-
out the supervision or presence of any'
agent of the applicant was the least thag
could have been offered the seeretary.
His position and his obligations were
all the suieties necessary to entitle him
to this confidence.

“The refusa! of the books,” the secretary
says, “leaves this case substantially where it
was when the last opinion was delivered.
The offer of the returns of merely five wards
out of 947 districts that are in the city of
New York, and these returns acknowledged
to be imperfect, coula have been entertained
only upon a most liberal treatment of the ap-
plication: these books having been withhelq,
there is no evidence whatever before the gee-
retary of the authenticity and sreliability of
the police count, or of any insuflictency in
the United States census taken in June.®

In conelusion the seeretary says he is
driven by the mayor’s course of conduct
iu refusing his reauest for access to the
books, and thus keeping the case vtterly
bare of any facts authorizing a re-enum-
eration, *to again disavow the applica.
tion™ for a recount,

FORTIFY THE SEABOARD. .

That Is the Advice of the Head of
the Army.

WasuiNgToN, Nov. 6.—Maj. Gen.
Schofield, commanding the army, to-day
submitted his annual report to the see-
retary of war. *The time has now
come,” said the report, “when the fut-
ure possible or probable military ne-
cessities of thecountry sHould dictate
military policy. The small  regular
army should be so stationed that it may
be prepared at the shortest notiee to re-
spoud to avy call which may be made
upon its services, and, at the same time,
to assist in all practicable ways in pre-
paring the much larger body of the
militia of the several states, or national
guurds,for active service in time of noed.
It is Dbelieved that the important
seaboard cities of the Tnited
States should be so fortified, armed
and manned as to be capable of
self-defense against the attack of any
forcign fleet: and that each of the great
seacoasts of the United States should
be provided with an adequate fleet of
sea-going battle ships capable of attack-
ing uvon the broad ocean any hostile
fleet which might attempt to L'ockade
its harvors or destroy its commerece, 1f
the important seaports are adequately
fortified and armed one such fleet, itis
presumed, will be sufficient for each
ocean. It may be confidently stated
that among military men there is seen
no ground for difference of opinion on
this subject, namely, that an adequate
seacoast defense requires both the for-
tirication of each of the great seaports
and the provision of an adequate fleet
to take the pa t of the ‘offensive defen-
sive’ in thgevent of war with any for-
eign power.,” Gen. Schofield approved
the general plaos for the fortifieation of
the seacoast, as outlined by the poard
appointed for this purpose, with a sin.
gle modification,
