WOULD LAND A FISH,

John Lathrop Sets a Legal
Net for the “Great West's”
Political Editor,

And Has Fish and Frain Ar-
rested on a Charge of
Criminal Libel.

The Warner Divorce Case
Gets Its First Whirl Be-
fore the Courts.

Yesterday's News of St. Paul
Condensed for Rapid Sun-
day Reading.

John Lathrop, the former secretary
and one of the wheelhorses of the
Farmers’ Ailiauce, has, now that the
election is over, turned his attention to
Dr. Fish and the Great West in his
usually vigorous way. 1In short, he has
caused the arrest of Fish and Frain,
publishers of the Great West, on a
charge ot criminal libel. Mr. Lathrop

made complaint in  the muniecipal
courl at Stiliwater that l".'.'c_r-
ett W. Fish and A. K. Frain,

publishers of The Great West had scan-
dalously libeled him in their paper. A
warrant was issued by that court and
placed in the hands of .Jdohn Shortall,
chier of police at Stillwater, who came
to St. Paul yvesterday to arrest Fish and
Frain. He went to the office of the
paper and found Dr. Fish, whe stated
that Mr. Frain was Jying at ks home
seriously ill. It was arranged that Dr.
Fish should appear before (he munici-
pal court of Stillwater Monday morning
to answer the charge, and that Mr.
Frain would also appear in cas¢ his
health permiis. Dr. Fish was seen by a
Gropr reporter at the union depot yes-
terday afternoon. He chatted good
humored!y for a time on the political
situation, -and incidentally remarked
that he was on his way to Nininger to
smoke a cigar with Ignatius Donnelly,
the sage of that recluse, and to spend
Sunday with him. Mrs. West was with
him.

When the doctor was starting out to
board the train the reporter asked him
if he expected to go to Stillwater. The
astute doctor saw that the reporter was
aware of the actien taken by Mr. Lath-
rop, and, after smiling, replied that he
would go there Monday morning. e
then stated without further question-
ing that the Stillwater chief of police
had beeu to see him, and he had ar-
ranged to appear and answer tothe
charge preferred. He said that he did

not know why the complaint
should be made in_ the mubic-
ipal court of  Stillwater, but

tnat ke would not allow a matter
which he considered of statc importance
to stop short of the distriet court. He
said that his paper had charged Mr.
Lathrop with embezzlement, and added
**He is several hundred tollars short in
his accounts. I wantto know what that
is if not embezzlement. 1 don’t fear
the case against us. 1t is not troublhing
me to any extent.” The complaint
filed givos the case in detail, The fol-
lowing is a copv thereof:

WARNER BIVORCE SUIT.

Birs. Warner Obrains Alimony
and Expenses Pending the Ac-
tion.

Cy. Wellington, as attorney for Mrs, S, K.
Warner, yesterday made an application
before Judge Kerr for an allowance for
maintenance during the pending of her pro-
ceedings for divorce from Liicien Warner,
and for suit money. She wanted $23 per
week and §275 for attorney fees. The court
granted her $17.50 a week for her sapport
while the action is pending and $100 to pay
attorney fees.
