She obtained a deed
to their home on Abriendo av-
enue, mortgaged the property
for 11,500 and left witli Tay-
lor, on a trip to the north-,
west, visitingSeattle, Tacoma and other
places, returning after a few months.
Jimeson heard of itand returned with
the intention of shouting the man who
had betrayed him. He did not findhim,
and the affair broke up the family and
Jimeson returned to Texas, and re-
lations between Taylor and the
woman continued. 'Last Saturday
Jimeson was killed at Clarendon,
Texas, by the cars, and his body
brought here forburial, and was taken
in charge by the order of railway con-
ductors and Masonic fraternity. The
guilty wifo asked that the body be
taken to her house but it was refused.
After much pleading with one of the
leading Masons the woman was given
an order on the undertakers for the
body, which she desired to have remain
in her house "but one night." The un-
dertakers got the corpse, and were half
way to Mrs. Jimeson s house when the
conductors found out what was going
on, and by quick work stopped the
hearse and ordered it back. After
some controversy the hearse turned
around and again placed the coffin in
the Masonic Temple. When the woman
found this out she vowed that she
would replevin the body. Mr. Jimeson
carried $2,500 insurance with the Order
ofPail way Conductors and $5,000 with
the Masons. When the first trouble oc-
curred he changed the papers from
bis wife to his daughter. By
holding the body of the de-
ceased in her house over night she
would get control of this money. The
two societies swore that the money
should go to the child when she becomes
of age, and if she replevins the body
they willswear out a warrant charging
her withadultery.

WHY THEY AREDULL.

The Average Young Man Must
Read if He Does NotWish to
Bo a Bore.
The Boston Journal says that there

are three causes which go far to explain
tho non-entertaining character of the
average young man to the average
young p-itrson of the opposite sex. The
first is that he is too much engrossed j
inhimself and the things which inter-
est him. The finest point of courtesy
inconversrtion Is to seek those subjects
which will interest the people with
whom we talk. The young man who
goes into the society of cultivated
young women and has nothing better
to offer, as his contribution to the con-
versation, than base ball tali;or rem-
iniscences of college scrapes willmake
himself entertaining, ifat all, only by
making himself ridiculous; and that, it
is safe tosay, is not what he is after.
So withthe various other subjects, either
ofbusiness or of pleasure, which are
chiclly the concern of men. They ought
not to be forced into conversation with
women. Ifthe latter want to know
about them, very well; but the informa-
tion should be given as brightly and
interestingly as possible, and without
any appearance of a condescending en-
lightenment. The true gentleman, who
enters the society of women with the
deference which he should feel, will
study them sufficiently to know what
things are likely to interest them and
what are not.

Another difficultyis that the average
young man is likely to make a mistake
as to the things "which will interest
young women, even when he makes a
sincere attempt to adapt his conversa-
tion to them. Old notions die hard,
There are still a great many young men
who cannot understand that the young
women whom they know, some of*them
at least, have minds which are capable
of something more than small talk of
fashion-plates, or society gossip. Never-
theless this is true. Nothing is more
galling to young women of cultivation
and intelligence then to be persistently
talked down to by the men of their ac-
quaintance. Let the average young
man realize that the average young
women with whom he talks knows prob-
ably at least as much as lie does, and
he will make his conversation better
worth while by putting a little intellect
intoit.

A third difficultyis that the average
young man is in serious danger of be-
ingleft behind, intellectually, by the
average young woman. We do not ex-
pect that this alarming statement will
be accepted without dispute. But we
commend to the solemn consideration
of young men the question whether a
young man who in college gives his
chief throught to athletics, and after he
leaves college is engrossed in business,
is likely tokeep up with his sister, or
some other fellow's sister, who started
with a mind at least as bright as his,
has had equal educational, advantages,
and both time and disposition to im-
prove herself. We maintain that no
young man can afford to deprive him-
self of the broadening and elevating
influence of good books. The news-
paper has its place, but itis not the
place of *Shakspeare or Milton, ,of Ad-
dison or Buskin or any other of the
great masters of English. Business has
its exacting demands, but they can
best be met by a man who relieves the
tension upon his mind by occasional
excursions in standard and current
literature, lfthe young man of the
period is to converse to the edification
and entertainment of young women he
must fillhis mind with something be-
sides base ball, or stocks, or politics.
These may enter into conversation, but
they must not be its staple. To restore
the proper conversational relations of
the sexes, the average young man must
improve his habits of thought and
speech in more ways than one.- •

WEALTH IXSI.JE A STATUE.

The Heirs of an Old French Lady
Find Itby Accident.

Pygmalion, the ancient artist, could

not be more overjoyed when his statue,
became transformed into a lovely
woman than the heirs of the late Mme.
Artaud, who recently died in Paris,
when they discovered a considerable
fortune carefully hidden away in the
interior of a common plaster of paris
reproduction of the famous Venus
of Milo. The history of the sudden
find is curious and entertaining.
Mme. Artaud died without mak-
inga will,and, as she had no notary;
her children and grandchildren ap-
pealed to a financial adviser of the de-
ceased who used occasionally to put
her money out in stock exchange spec-.illations. That the old lady had left a
fair share of lucre was certain, and as i
not a stiver nor a bank note could be 1
found auy where inher rooms, the heirs
came to the natural conclusion that the
financial agent must have been entrust-
ed by Mme. Artaud with her money
before she made her exit from this
world. The agent declared in the
most positive maimer that he had re-
ceived nothing for a long time trom
Mine. Artaud. who, feeling her end ap-
proaching, gave up bourse speculations.

This did not satisfy the heirs, who
plumply accused the agent of having
appropriated what did not belong tohim, but, as they had no proofs against
him, they were unable, to begin legal
proceedings. They accordingly set to
work to divide the furniture and gen-
eral beiongingsof the deceased between
them. The dining room and saloon
chairs, tables and trappings were in Em-
pire style, and worth from £300 to £400,
but as it would be impossible to obtain
more than half their value, the discon-
tent among the heirs increased. Alot-
tery of the effects having been organized,
an old statue representing the goddess
of love fell to one of the daughters of
the deceased, who was about to break it
with vexation, when one of her rela-
tives proposed to examine itto see ifby
any chance itwere a rare work of.art.
The base of the statue was covered
over underneath with" oilcloth, and
when the covering was removed out
tumbled a choice collection of bank
notes, bonds, securities and obligations,
the whole amounting in value to about
£2,000. The plaster of pans Venus will
be piously preserved by the family now
as an emblem of luck and a happy heir-
loom.
