Northwest Is Very
Prosperous.

The Recent Finanecial Panic
in the East Cuts No Fig-
ure Out Here.

Some Interesting Opinions of
the Causes of the Wall
Street Flurry.

An Era of Good Times Dawn-
ing Upon the Whole
Northwest.

The Eastern financial trouble 1s over,
and the West is pertectly safe. In the
great financial system of the country,
New york is the heart and the North-
west one of-the limbs, as the circulation
goes, and the entire system is so closely
connected that no one part can be af-
fected without affecting the other. That
is the simile used by President William
Dawson, of the Bank of Minnesota, yes-
terday 1n discussing the financial situa-
tion. Mr. Dawson is a tinancier of wide
experience and ‘mature judgment, and
all uneasiness in this portion of the
country could be set at rest when he
said emphatically:

“There is not a particle of danger here, or,
in fact, anywhere. The panic is over, but
there never was any fear for the Northwest,
On the contrary, we are in splendid shape. I
am in the habit of looking on the dark side
of things, but I tell you, sir, we are on the
eve of an ere of great prosperity—a period of
brightuess, the edge of which is already
upon us. The best evidence of its approach
is the feeling of confidence which inspires
every line of commercial and industrial en-
terprise. It begins with the farmer, who
has had better crops and better prices; from
him it spreads to the country merchant, and
through hiwx to the country banks and the
city jobber, and thus over all. Northwestern
collections are splendid., and the country
banks all have good balances. Why, sir, one
of the laree jobbing houses of St. Panl last
month coliected over half a million of dol-
fars, the Inrgest month’s collections sinee it
nus been in business. These ure the local in-
dications of the improvement in business,
The entire nation is prosperous, 1In the past
fifteen ur twenty years the increase of wealth
in the United States has been marvelous.
We are the richest nation on the face of the
zlobe, 1If ien-vear bonds were issued now at
2 per cent, I think there would be vo trouble
in disposing of a hundred million doliars,
and that is more than England herself could
do.”

“Whet do you regard as the causes of this
late tinancial furry?? - :

“There was really no excuse for it, when
vou get down to the bottom, It merely illus-
trated the powerof a few men tocreatea
panic. The fizancial policy of the present
administration has been a poor one, and is
Lureely respounsible. I do not, regard Mr.
Windom as an able financier, in the first
place, and his policy and the_ shifting
of vyalues causea by the - McKiuley
bill were important factors in the trouble.
Still. T say there was no real canse, for there
were no real losses and no desiruction of
property. Take the panic of 1873, forin-

of cause and effect. That panic was the out-
growth of the destruction wrought by ihe
two contending armies in the civil war, to
which was added the additional devastation
of over $200.000,000 worth of property in
the great Chicago and Boston fires That
panic was inevitable, just as the panic of
1857 inevitably followed the generxl corner-
fot specuiation without the necessary backing
of actual population.”

“What do you think has been the: financial
effect of the McKinley bill¥™”

*“Ihe most disastrous effect has been in
the general unsettiement of values, which is
more demoralizing than any other cause. If
the Republican party is wise ana has the
courage of its convictions, it will repeal the
McKinley bill at the next session, If it
should fail to do so, I believe it will be better
for the real interests of the country for the
nexti congress to give the bill a fair trial be-
fore agnin unsetiling business by repealing
it—allowing that it could do so.”

“I tell you the whole cause ot this fiurry is
Windom's policy,” saia Assistant Cashier
Miller, who heard the conversation. *“Presi-
dent Cleveland’'s policy was to relieve the
money stringency by loaning ot the surplus,
about $10,000,000 a month, to the national
banks, taking government bonds for se-
curity. Blaine harped on this at the
opening of the campaizn of 1885,
and after Windom had been in
office for »ix months, he began on the other
line. He cailed inabout $4' ,000.000 of this
money, and the result has been that there is
not enough cirenlating medium in the coun-
iry. That is a tremendops sum to withdraw
from circulation in a short time. Mr. Win-
dom’s claim that he has paid_ it out in pen-
sions does not hold good, as the pension in-
crease under the Davis bill did not begin un-
til the fiscal year beginning July 1, and the
four months’ proportion of ithe increase
would not nearly absorb that sum, .

President Strait’s Views,

A meeting of the beard of directors of
the Germania bank was in bprogress
yesterday afternoon when a represent-
ative of the GLOBE called to see Presi-
dent H. B. Strait. That gentleman,
however, Kindly conseunted to see the
reporter and answer any'qucstlons in
connection with the panic in the East-
ern stock market.

*To what eause do you attribute the panic
of Tuesday in New York?®”

“In my judgment, I think that it was
caused by reckless speculation at a time
when a tight money market exisied. You
must remember that money has been very
close for the last thirty days, and, naturally.
any heavy speculation must result disas-
trously when there is a call for heavy sums
to cover margins and they are not fortheom-
coming.

“Do you think thatthe panic will affect the
Northwest?”

“Noj; it will, of course, affect it in a slight
degree, but not to any heavy extent. -Busi-
ness is in a very good condition in this part
of the country, and the reports from the
East just to hand show tbat the market1s
graduelly recovering its stability. Money
has been very scarce in London, but the for-
cign powers are sending lerge sums to help
out in that city. 1f the panic had oceurred
when mouney was plenufui; it would cer-
tainly have seriously affected the whole
country; but, occurring when the money
market was tight. It was, to a certaln extent,
toreseen and provided against by many bank
ers.”

Effect of Reserve Banks.
Frank A. Seymour, cashier of the
Merchants’ National bank, had the fol-
lowing interesting explanation to offer:

The recent finaneial disturbance in the
East—1 say recent because the threatened
crisis has been averted—will not in any way
affect the banks of St. Paul. We are entirely
independent of the New York banks. The
Chicage banks more directly saffect North-
western banks—in fact, we are guided by the
money market in Chicago. This trouble in
the East has been almost solely confined to
New York, and in any event it could only
have an indirect beariug uvon our banks.
How? Well, inthis way: The St. Paul banks
are reserve banks, and a financial panicin
the East might scare the couniry banks, lead-
ing the managers to call upon us for their
deposits. But there is no probability of any
such thing taking place. The country bank-
ers know exactly the nature orf these New
York panics, and that the Northwest banks
are entirely independent of them. The St.
Paul banks are in a better condition to-day
than they ever were. We have considerably
more money on deposit, and , so far as this
finanelal trouble affecting us, I might say we
have more money in the banks than we had
last week.

Came at a Critical Time.

Hermann Scheffer, Cashier of the
Commerecial Bank—

A stringency m New York isalways felt
here; but, in my opinion. the worst is over,
Collections in the Northwest are better than
they have been for years. The whole trouble
has been that this stringency caught us right
in the midst of moving a very heavy crop,
and, conseguently. every dollar that can pos-
sibly be had is needed. I donot believe that
there is money enough in circulation for the
business of the country, uor has there be:n
for five or six years last past. After three or
four failures, along came a very heavy
crop. The McKinley tariff law caused the
importers to import all that their money m1 d
credit conld stand, which was another ba t
thing. Whether that law is a good one or
not, I know that it shouid not have been
passed at the eritical time it was. Another
cause of this stringeney is doubtless due to
arevival in business. After Jau. 1, when we
have realized ou our crop, we ought to be in
very good shape,

SLOANE SHOWS SKILL

In Devising and Securing Im-
proved Methods of Boiler Inspec-
tion.

‘The new hydraulic testln%mch!ne
has been put up in the office of Super-
vising Inspector of Steam Vessels John
D. Sloane. 1t is of the latest improved
pattern, from the shops of the Richles
in Massachusetts, and ' is the pride of
Mr. Sloane. In speaking of his acquisi-
tion he said:

The old machine has been in use in this
distriet for fourteen years, and is a ('nrlusily
as an antiquity. It was out of balance 1,8:5
pounds, and I reported its defectiveness Lo
the depariment at Washington. An expert
was sent here and corroborated my State-
ment,  Itis strange tnat the defects in the
old machine haa not been found out by m:n
wno had used it for fourteen years. 1 moved
it into my office oniy a short time ago, but
was 0 much dissatisned with its work that 1
immediately dewermined to recommend the
pu chase of » new one. This one has a ca-
picity of 40,000 pounds to the square inch,
aid i a very fine one.  ft has improvements
showing the teusile strengh, the transverse
strenzth ana the crushing swrength., These
tests are applied by the machine to steel to
be used in manufacturing boilers for steam
vessels.,

Supervising Inspector Sloan has made
two other recommendations to the de-
pariment, which have been adopted and
highly commended. One of these re-
lates to the testing of boilers after be-
ing in use ten years, This test is made
by boring holes i the beiler to see if it
has vecome so thin as to render it un-
safe. An inch hole was formerly bored.
Steamboat men claimed this weakened
the boiler. Mr. Sloane’s plan is to use
a machine that wil! make a three-six-
teenths or quarter-inch hole.

The other recommendation is in ref-
erence to banding tfiues of boilers. In
bo.lers which have a tlue over sixteen
mches in diameter, the government re-
quires the fluesto be sirengthened by
Lands. Mr. Sloane’s plan is to have a
water space between the flue and the
band, which lessens the deterioration.
Detailed drawings showing the pro-
posed plan were prepared by Mr, Sloane
aid sent to the department at Washing-
ton.  Mr. Sloane is always on the alert
to do something to perfeet the regula-
tion of the department. over which he
has coutrol, and it must be gratifying to
him o receive the commendations
which he does on all sides.

AN OLD INDIAN DEAL,

Involving Prominent People, Now
Up for Settlemeat.

The trial of the case of Charlotte
C. R. Hateh against John B. Sanborn
is in progress before Judge Kerr. The
actio n was brought to settle the ac-
counts between General Sanborn and
the late A. E. C. Hateh. The complaint
details in  subsiance the following
story, Between the years 1862 and
1878 General Sauborn and Mr. Hateh
were engaged in a venture or scheme,
looking to the collecting from the
United States  of claims due from
Indians of the Upper and Lower Sioux
agencies in Minnesota, to the white
people with whom they traded. Tuhe
ckaims were for supplies furnished the
Indians upon eredit prior to the Sioux
outbreak in Minnesota in 1862, and
whicih had not been paid tor at
that time. Gen. Sanborn and Mr.
Hatch agreed to contribute their
services and share pronts and lusses
equally. They secured a number

The Claim of the Defense in the
Holden Murder Case. £
Assistant Attorney General Childs will
leave this morning for Washington to appear
for the state of Minnesota in the United

. States supreme court next Monday, when

the case of Clifton Hotden will come up for
grgument. It willbe remembered that Hol-
den was indicted for the murder of his cousin
an Nov. 23, 1888, " He was tried at Redwood
Falls in May, 1889, and on the evidence
found guilty and sentenced to death. The

‘ case was appealed by his attorney to the su-
prewe court, which uphelda the Jower court

inits ruling. The date of execution was
fixed for June 27. 189, but previous to that
daté an appeal was taken on a writ of error
to the Umited States supreme court. The
brief prepared by the attorney general and
his assistant is & very exhbaustive one, but
the main fact to be argued before the su-
preme court is whether Holden can be pun-
ished under a law passed after the committal
of the crime for which he was indicted. At
the time of the murder. November, 1888, the
punishment tor murder was death, Lut on
Avrii 24, 1889, the act which it 18 claimed
in the appeal is unconstitutional became a
law and immediately operative. That act
provided that in addition to .the death pen-
alty a coavicted murderer should be kept in
solitary confinement until the day of his exe-
cution. Toe attorneys for Holden ¢laim that
the law of 1889 1s void—ex post facto as to
his erime within the meaning of section 9 of
article 1 of the Coustitution of the United
States, which says. “No bill of attainder or
ex post facto law shall be passed.'’ -

The result of the appeal will decide the
fate of a number of men now under sentence
of death, chief of whom is William Rose.
whose case is now befora the supreme court
of this state,
