A passenger rate war between St.

Paul and Chicago lines.
Chairman Finley, of the Western

Slates Passenger association, yesterday
notified the St. Paul-Chicago lines that
unless their differences were adjusted
he should authorize a general rate to
meet that made by the brokers. It is
very questionable whether this willor-
can be done. Itall depends upon the
action of one road, which is said to have
several thousand tickets in the hands of
brokers. These tickets were, bought
during the rate war last spring, when
the lirst-elass fare between St.Paul and
Chicago was $3. They are unlimited
tickets, and, at the present time, the
brokers are making a nice profit
from their sale, while they are making
a big "cut" under the regular tariff.
The brokers will naturally not be in-
clined to allow the railroad to buy up
liese tickets at $3, and consequently the
officials are face to face with this diffi-
culty: either to buy up these tickets at
a loss or bear the ignominy. of forcing a
rate war. They have three days to do
this. Ifthe tickets arc bought up, har-
mony willbe secured, as then the va-
rious roads will be on an equality, the
festive broker being shut out. Itis im-
possible lor the whole of the railroads
to maintain rates ifthe brokers are ina
position to secure all the trade by a
considerably reduced rate. Unless these
tickets are taken out of the
broker's hand, Chairman Finley will,
authorize a rate to meet the secret cut-
ting which for many weeks has (demor-
alized the St. Paul-Chicago passenger
Business. This will be the inaugura-
tionof a very spirited passenger rate
war, tor the brokers can afford to "cut
it, and rates may. fall as low as $1 be-
tween St. Paul and Chicago before the
lifficultyis overcome. . -*___-t

The next three days may be product-
ive of one of the most demoralizing pas-
senger wars ever witnessed in the North-
west.

SINE DOLLARS TO CHICAGO.

that Will Be the General Rate
Very Soon.

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.—Chairman Finley,
3f the Western Passenger association,

sent notice to the general passenger
agents of the Chicatio-St. Paul lines this
morning that he had evidence that rates
from St. Paul to Chicago were being
cut to $9, a reduction of $2.50 from the
regular rate, and notifying them that
unless they could .fixup an agreement
and restore rates before the 20th inst. he
would authorize all Chieago-St. Paul
lines to make that rate. The trouble, it
appears, arises from sales out ofa block
of 4,000 tickets sold by the Chicago, St.
Paul «fc Kansas City road to a broker
when cut rates were in vogue. . Traffic
Manager liusenbark says that only
548 of these tickets have been used
during the past eight months, so
they cut a very•- small figure -in'
comparison with the aggresate traffic of
.200,000 per month. He adds that his
road cannot redeem them, as they were
sold outright, not placed on sale with
the broker. In view ofthis, itis diffi-
cult to see how this trouble is to be got
over. IfMr. Finley orders a cut below
the point of profit for the broker, he can
simply lock the tickets up and wait till
rales are restored, when he can again
bring them out. Railroad men say that
ifthe proposed reduction is allowed.it
willmost necessarily involve a corre-
sponding reduction in rates by the Chi-
cago, St. Paul &Kansas City road from
St. Paul toDes Moines. St. Joseph and
Kansas City, Mo., or a total cut of $3.

They Don't- Want Nine Fair Jluihl-
ings on the Lake Front.

Chicago. Nov. .17.— President Pal-
mer to-day laid before tho executive
committee of the . world's Columbian
commission a resolution inIregard to
the proposal of the local directory :- to
locate nine of the chief exhibits on the
lake front, passed by the Illinois state
board of agriculture in session at.
Springfield on Saturday. it protested
against the proposition as' contrary to
the intention of congress, character-
ized it as a move which would inllict
"disgrace and disaster* on the fair and
called on the national commission, in
its supervisory capacity, to prevent it.
